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How can one possibly see the future from the
present? This is the cry of many a sceptic.

his monotonous bleat is

usually accompanied by a

string of pseudo-logic, in
which the phenomenon of div-
ination is thoroughly disproved
to the cynic’s satisfaction.
These blinkered arguments do
not, however, fool the mystic.

To achieve a greater under-
standing of prediction, we must
look further than the events
themselves. The mechanisms
or possible mechanisms in-
volved need to be inspected
with an intelligent and enlight-
ened approach.

A mystic using such methods
is much like a scientist. Scien-
tists, however, would never
agree that the muystical ap-
proach is scientific. Science is
unfortunately too bound up in
its self-imposed restrictions to
accept mystical disclosure.

The mechanism at the core
of prediction is time. Theories
of time exist which show that

8

the process of prediction can
be logical. In particular, the
combination of a pair of oppos-
ing theories presents the possi-
bility of a time outside of time.
This opens up new vistas to
those who have only ever seen
time as an enemy. Because of
its connection with divination, |
will refer to this alternative con-
cept of time as Divine Time.
Before presenting an expla-
nation, it is necessary to con-
trast this concept with aspects
of time to which we usually re-
late. The two major ones being
cyclical time and linear time.

The arrow of time

The idea that time corre-
sponds to the metaphor of ‘the
arrow of time’ is known as the
linear concept. This idea repre-
sents time as an exceedingly
long line with the past at one
end and the future at the other,

The arrow flies from the past

g Time......

into the future and wherever it
is positioned on the line of
flight represents the present, or
now. Each new ‘now’ is differ-
ent from any old now and any
portion of the arrow’s flight
corresponds to the duration of
any now.

The accepted image of this
metaphor is life’s journey from
the cradle to the grave. This
path is marked by retrospective
milestones, such as leaving
school, or turning points like
falling in love.

The alternative to linear time
is that of cyclical time. An
awareness of the passing of the
seasons, the rising of the Sun
and the phases of the Moon
highlights this concept.

Mechanical, electronic and
atomic clocks have been built
which designate this sort of
time with varying degrees of ac-
curacy. This feat has been ac-
complished to the extent that
our lives appear to be governed
by this pedantic machine.

Modern society does not rise

Prediction



with the Sun and rest when it
sets. We tend to distort our
personal rhythms to fit the ma-
chine rather than the rhythms
of nature. Yet our internal
clocks are not governed by
man-made machines but by
natural cycles.

For instance, Geoffrey
Workman lived in a cave for
100 days and his sleep/wake
cycle settled at 24.7 hours.
Similar effects have been found
on Antarctic research bases
during the long Winter night
period.  Without the Sun’s
presence, our internal clocks
are regulated nearer to a 25
hour period than the accepted
24 hour day.

The human biological clock
consists of a pair of small, clus-
tering cell bodies called the
suprachiasmatic nuclei in the
hypothalamus and close to
the optic nerve. In the brain,
this is in the region of the
pineal gland which is ac-
cepted as being the ‘third
eye.’

These two areas make up
part of the old reptilian brain
and in some lizards the pineal is
connected to a light-sensitive
membrane. So, in the brain,
sight, foresight and time ap-
pear to be interconnected.

Chronobiologists believe that
the internal clock is governed
by an environmental clock re-
ferred to as a zeitgeber or time-
giver. The Sun is a powerful ex-
ample of this and takes the
majority of control.

The 25 hour cycle which oc-
curs in the absence of the Sun
is the resulting synthesis of the
Lunar and Solar cycles. Bodily
rhythms apart from that of the
sleep/wake cycle are pro-
foundly influenced by these two
celestial bodies.

So, do the two concepts of
time so far described provide us
with a logical explanation of
divination, the ability to experi-
ence future events? I think not.

If time is linear, the past is
the past and only accessible
through our fading memories;
the present is here and chang-
ing but the future remains logi-
cally inaccessible.

There is also a problem with
cyclical time. Each cycle is dif-
ferent from any other. So, al-
though we may be able to pre-
dict that a Spring will follow
Winter, we cannot logically
predict the events which make
this Spring a different Spring
from the preceding one.

So, to provide a satisfactory
logical explanation for the vary-
ing forms of divination, we cer-
tainly need a better concept of
time than the two so far de-
scribed. Perhaps we can get a
better perspective by consider-
ing the origin of time.

Start the clock

Physicist Stephen Hawking
believes that time began with a
‘Big Bang.’ Researchers An-
drei Linde and Alan Guth have
shown how a tiny seed of ener-
gy, smaller than the nucleus of
an atom, could have triggered
this supposed Big Bang.

Convincing though their argu-
ments may be, the lack of infor-
mation about the origin of this
‘tiny seed of energy’ precludes
any convincing scientific declara-
tion on the start of time. Indeed,
many cosmologists and physi-
cists regard these questions as
beyond the scope of science.

If one asks Hawking about
the events which occurred be-
fore this explosion, he glibly
states that it is like asking what
is North of the North Pole, im-
plying that no further informa-
tion is available. This reasoning
aptly illustrates the restrictions

of reductionist thinking.

Critical inspection reveals
that either there was something
occurring before the Big Bang
or that there was nothing be-
fore it. In either case there is an
earlier time at which there is ei-
ther something or nothing oc-
curring.

Thus the idea of time having
a beginning appears contradic-
tory. If time began it would im-
ply that there was a moment be-
fore this beginning at which
time did not exist. Very simply,
this reasoning suggests a time
which is earlier than the earliest
time!

Two-timin
In the face of scientific befud-
dlement, the mystic produces
reason from myth. Chronos
was a primeval god who was
also known as Aeon.
Chronos emerged from the
darkness and fashioned a
primordial silver egg out of
the Aether, thus creating
the cosmos.
This legend implies that
there was definitely some-
thing occurring before time be-
gan. Also, that Chronos was
part of that previous time.

Supporting information can
be gleaned %om the thoughts
of philosophers. Plato divided
reality into two types — two re-
alties — each of which related
to time in a different way.

One involved the imperma-
nent or imperfect being and be-
longs to the realm of things
which come into existence and
pass away in time. The other,
true being, belonged to the
everlasting, the eternal. The
former reality can be regarded
as encompassing both linear
and cyclical time, the latter is
involved with eternity.

‘Etemit},} is the possession all
at once of unlimited life.” This
traditional description of eterni-
ty was propounded by medieval
philosophers such as Boethius
and Aquinas. This idea reveals
the ownership, ‘all at once’ or
instantaneously, of something
that has no beginning or end.

Take, for instance, a life
which is eternal and experi-
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enced instantaneously. Not on-
ly does this mean that the
whole gamut of life is enjoyed
simultaneously, it also means
that no single part of the life is
earlier or later than any other
part. An entity enjoying this
sort of life could be considered
as a deity.

Modern Theists, theologians
and philosophers, however, do
not seem to understand the ex-
istence of a deity in terms of a
single instant. They make the
mistake of assuming that the
instant at which God exists is
a part of time and not one of
the infinitely many instants
which exist outside of time.

The Chronos myth im-
plies that he emerged out
of Divine Time and created
a universe with its own
time. This would indicate
that Chronos exists in what
the medieval theologians call
the nunc stans, meaning ‘the
standing now.’

Beings who exist in time ex-
ist in the ‘moving now.’ Thus a
polarity emerges which is cog-
nisant of the Yin and Yang
principle.

Tensed up

It is commonly accepted that
left brain activity is logical and
limited, whereas right brain ac-
tivity is abstract and infinite.
Language functioning takes
place almost exclusively in the
logical left brain, while symbol-
ism is the realm of the abstract
right brain.

We refer to time in the Eng-
lish language using the past,
present and future tenses. It is
difficult to convey the concept
of a time outside time with this
linguistic construction.

The Hopi language, for in-
stance, does not suffer these
grammatical restrictions. So a
Hopi Indian would find it easier
to understand the concept of
Divine Time.

There are two opposing the-
ories of time which go hand in
hand here, one called the
Tensed theory, the other
known as the Tenseless theo-
ry. The first suggests that
events are either future, pre-
sent or past; the latter implies
that all events exist equally, re-
gardless of whether they are
earlier or later than today.

It is logical to assume that if
something exists but is neither
future present or past, then it
exists outside of time. It exists
in the nunc stans from which
Chronos emerged. We could
say, therefore, that Chronos

exists in tenseless time and the
universe exists in tensed time.

The important point is this:
if something exists outside of
time, it can exist simultaneous-
ly with the events which are in
time. So a being outside of
time, in the ‘standing now,’
can be instantaneously aware
of all the events occurring si-
multaneously in the ‘moving
now.’ In relation to time, this
being would be everywhere in-
stantaneously.

The all-seeing eye

To create an analogy, imag-
ine a dandelion seed cluster:
that round, white, diaphanous
puff-ball which floats on the
Autumnal air. An imaginary
observer on the circumference
would be aware of the events
occurring on the surface of the
ball only as far as the range of
the horizon.

For instance, if you stand on

the surface of the world and
look around you, you will see
only a minute portion of the to-
tal surface. This means that on-
lv a minuscule proportion of
the events that are occurring
on the surface of the dandelion
seed-ball are available to the
observer.

Now, imagine an all-seeing
eye that can observe 360 de-
grees in all dimensions and
place it at the centre of the
seed-ball. This common point
will be able to register all the
events thal are occurring on
the surface of the ball in any
one instant, and continuously
for all other instants.

An observer on the surface
requiring information about
events anywhere on the ball
needs, therefore, only to con-

tact the information source

at the centre of the ball. Ex-
tend this analogy so that the
common point registers all
evenls instantaneously in
the past and future and you
have an idea of Divine Time.
Human brain anatomy
shows a connection between
the sense of sight, foresight
and time; but the correspon-
dences do not end there. Pla-
to’s polarity of realities — true
being and imperfect being —
correspond with other polari-
ties in the concept of Divine
Time.

Imperfect being belongs to
the ‘moving now’ which corre-
sponds to logic, linguistics, the
tensed theory of time and mor-
tality. These are all left brain
oriented or the Yang principle.

The alternative polarity, true
being, belongs to the ‘standing
now’ and is abstract, non-lin-
quistic and relates to the tense-
less theory of time and eterni-
ty. Those are all right brain
oriented or the Yin principle.

For the muystic it is some-
times the little things that whis-
per in your ear which are im-
portant. There is information
at the edge of awareness which
is sometimes teasing to
process. Nevertheless, it is
there. It is part of the whole
process of being, of living, of
existence.

very one of us has his or

her own point of view on

The lower projec-
tions are not greatly empha-
sised and display only average

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interest in physical urges.

Number two leans markedly
to the right. This has extrovert
connotations with quick recep-
tivity to all kinds of stimuli from
the world outside. There is a
highly sensitive awareness and
quick reaction to sadness and
happiness.

Word spacing is acceptably
controlled, showing regularity
in most circumstances. The t-
bars of the lower case are nor-
mally placed showing an aver-
age degree of ambition. The
middle zone height is one mil-
limetre, so self-esteem is not
greatly active.

The loops in the upper ex-
tensions are slightly inflated
which is a feature of a certain
amount of imagination. The
height of the i-dot also con-
firms this.

Our third specimen has a
vertical style exhibiting inde-
pendence, self-containment,
impartiality and cool-headed-
ness. Short endings or final
adjustments are brief which al-
ludes to a rather blunt state-
ment of opinions and ideas.
Again the spacing of words is
slightly wide revealing that
‘keep your distance’ attitude.

The capital | is interesting as
it has both strokes top and bot-
tom made apart from the
stem. This suggests some
complex troubles regarding
the writer’s inner self and pri-
vate life hidden below the sur-
face.

There is a pull between the
upper zone of mind and the
lower one of body. In a num-
ber of cases here and the re-
mainder of the script the i is
small. The arcade forms mani-
fest some reserve and are of-
ten seen in the writing of artis-
tically inclined individuals.

A GOOD SPORT

Career guidance is an area in which palmistry

can help by pointing out the individual’s

strengths and weaknesses. Here the hands of
an athlete are examined.

o be a successful athlete

and all-round sportsman a

strong personality and
dedication are needed. Pa-
tience,  enthusiasm, good
health and a sense of personal
responsibility come close be-
hind because, when and if such
a person reaches the heights,
many people (including the
young and impressionable) look
to him or her for inspiration.

Thus we must also include
leadership qualities, good man-
ners and an instinctive consid-
eration for others, good organ-
ising ability and, obviously, a
love of sport.

Our subject this month has
all of these qualities in abun-
dance. | have known Steven
for many years and have
watched him grow from a
rather quiet but determined
youngster into a steady, ma-
ture young man — still equally
determined.

Throughout these years he
has always had a love of sport.
He will take part in rugby, foot-
ball, tennis and squash with
more or less equal enthusiasm.
He has competed in two Lon-
don Marathons, 1991 and
1995 and has been involved in
a couple of ‘Swimathons’
which did his personal self-
esteem a power of good. In
both endeavours he helped
raise money for charity.

A keen gymnast, he works

out regularly and has his own
gymnastic equipment at home.
To stay fit and healthy he runs
a few miles EVERY morning.

On a personal level he is al-
ways polite and considerate
which is reflected in his job as a
supervisor in a bank’s public
relations department. But he
has an ambition to train as a
physiotherapist, an aim he has
had for some time.

When we turn to look at
Steven’s hands several factors
vie for immediate attention.
The sheer size of his hands in
relationship to his body is quite
an eye opener. Both hands
measure just over 7in/18cm
from the tip of the middle finger
to the first rascette. The maxi-
mum width across the palm is a
shade over 3%in/9cm.

Both hands are held open
even when relaxed so here we
have a well supported love of
action. In such a case outdoor
pursuits have to attract. There
will be an obvious dislike of pet-
ty bureaucracy.

In fact, any restraint, unless
natural or necessary, will not
be liked at all. Here is a spirit
that has to be free to follow his
Fath through life his way and
ollow it he will.

This rather smacks of being
a trifle selfish and at the base
phalange of each of the fingers
there is a well-developed front-
facing bulge to support this.

The thumbs are strong but car-
ried just a little too close to the
palm, offsetting any personal
or obvious bossiness but sug-
gesting a character you don't
push around.

Apart from his physical
build, which is quite forbidding,
these hands tell you to come to
the point straightaway and be
reasonable.

The base of the palm is full,
perhaps over-full and domi-
nates the rest of the hand com-
pletely. When this base section
is overdeveloped and the wrist
at the actual joint to the palm is
quite thick the personality
leans toward phuysical life. He
or she can also be stubborn!

A palm wide at the wrist al-
ways indicates a great love of
the outdoors, either from a
sporting viewpoint or quite
simply that the freedom of an
outdoor life appeals. Such folk
are practical and often have a
good business head coupled
with plenty of common-sense.

The mount of Venus

The mount of Venus is also
the base phalange of the
thumb. Here it is well devel-
oped, implying a healthy libido
with an instinctive sense of af-
fection and a love of home and
family life.

The mount of the Moon

On the other side of the
palm is the Luna mount and it
too is well developed. This be-
trays a developed imagination
and not a little restlessness. He
can be hard to tie down and
needs plenty of room for ma-
noeuvre at all times.

With a long palm and short
fingers Steven is impulsive. He
may not always stop to reason
out the full involvement of his
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next step when he begins a
new project, task or action. He
becomes intense; the aim is to
achieve and he won'’t stop until
he does.

Once again, the broad wrist
has its influence. It always
means determination and
whether that is sheer stubbor-
ness, a rebel streak or just plain
doggedness depends either on
the action under consideration
or, often the case, the amount
of opposition being faced.

The fingers are well spaced
so he loves his independence
but in each hand the narrowest
spacing is between the first and
second fingers. Steven, despite
his slight rebel streak will, deep
down, prefer to stay with the
crowd and go along with the
majority most of the time.

Both little fingers are short
compared to the others, sug-
gesting difficulty putting over
his ideas in a clear and lucid
manner. Interviews for jobs and
promotions may be a strain.

The lines

In each hand the three prin-
cipal lines are reasonably well
etched but each is different

from the other.

The left-hand heart line is
more gently curved but low-set
on the top of the palm. In the
right hand the line is just as low-
set but much straighter. This
means he exerts more control
over his emotional responses.

He experiences feelings very
strongly but doesn’t want to
feel vulnerable under any cir-
cumstances. So he has created
a shell to keep others at a dis-
tance where he can feel more
in control of his responses.

The head lines in each hand
differ as well. In the left it is
shorter and slopes more into
the palm. In the right hand it is
longer and straighter. He has
taken control of his mental re-
sponses and remembers to
check himself especially before
making important decisions.

The great quadrangle, the
space between the heart and
life lines, is very well formed.
Except for the fate and Sun
lines which should cross this
area anyway, it is relatively free
of all other influence marks.

The right hand formation is
far more evenly shaped than
the left denoting a well-bal-

anced personality. Steven has
good self-control. The great tri-
angle, the angle between the
head and life lines, is rather
narrow which indicates caution
in relationships. However, the
whole formation generally
looks well-balanced.

This can suggest an interest
in the arts which is borne out
by a good creative curve on the
ulna, or outer edges of both
palms. On square hands such
as these it follows that he has
developed a good sense of cre-
ativity inclined more toward
the dramatic arts.

The life lines themselves dif-
fer, too. In the left hand the line
of life stays close to the mount
of Venus while in the right
hand it swings out more into
the palm. In his earlier years he
was quite sensitive. These days
he is more open, less con-
trolled in his responses but still
cautious when dealing with
people or things unknown.

Steven has made a good job
of keeping the balance right in
all he does and, if he keeps the
pressure up, there is no reason
why he should not make his
ambitions come true.

All Spruced Up

Central to the Yuletide festivities is the tree —
but what are the reasons behind hundreds of
years of ritual and tradition?

othing is more central to

the Yuletide celebrations

than the Christmas tree.
Hundreds of years of ritual ac-
company this annual visitor
when it is hauled into the
house, ritual which is heavily
steeped in mythological and
spiritual tradition.

The ordinary looking spruce,
which will probably have come
from the local tree nursery or
conifer plantation, holds a rich
symbolism which we have
practically forgotten.

It is believed that the Christ-
mas tree was introduced to
Great Britain by Prince Albert
during the Victorian era. It
was a legacy of German
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medieval mystery plays where
the tree was celebrated each
vear as a symbol of rebirth. But
there are older rituals which
preceded the Christian symbol
of the fir tree.

Pre-Christian celebrations at
the Winter Solstice were re-
minders that the spirit is eternal
and life is regenerative. Al-
though the Church was aware
of the festival’s pagan origins, it
was unable to ban the practice
entirely be-
cause too
many
people
needed the
reassurance  of
the symbol at a time

when the ground was barren
and the trees stripped bare.
This is probably why yews,
symbols of eternal life, remain
in churchyards to this day.

Latterly, the Norwegian
spruce has become the tradi-
tional Christmas tree and, since
the last war, Norway has given
one to England each year
where it stands for all to see in
Trafalgar Square.

Fairytale images

The Norwegian spruce also
evokes fairytale images of an
idyllic Christmas scene with
snow several metres deep and
the forest in pristine whiteness
with only deer and moose
tracks in the snow. It isn't diffi-
cult to imagine peeping through
the wooden window o% a house
to see a family grouped round
the Christmas tree telling stories
while logs blaze in the grate.

In the Scandinavian coun-
tries the myths still run deeply
through the culture. One of the
greatest myths is that of the
World Tree whose presence
runs throughout history. The
myth is of Yggdrasil, the tree of
Odin the great All-Father god
who hung from it for nine days
and nights to gain knowledge
of the runes.

Yggdrasil, also known as the
World Ash and sometimes re-
ferred to as the cosmic tree,
spanned the universe, its roots
in the underworld and its
branches supporting the heav-
ens, while the trunk was the
earth at its centre.

Symbolically, this model can
be used as an archetype for our
own spiritual, mental and emo-
tional growth. Like the tree we
are rooted in matter which we
need to function on an every-
day level. Yet the tools of spiri-
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tual growth provide us with the
ability to ascend the trunk, be-
ginning the process of trans-
muting our base substance into
gold, or fruit.

This spiritual process of
transmutation can be likened to
the process of photosynthesis
which takes place in the leaves
in the presence of sunlight.
Making contact with the heav-
enly world allows us to function
better in everyday life, giving us
a wider picture, a clearer per-
spective. Like the tree, as we
grow to greater maturity we are
able to bear fruit and share our
abundance with others.

Enlightenment

The star which acted as a
portent to guide the Wise Men
to the manger, which we place
at the top of the Christmas
tree, represents a state of en-
lightenment. It is interesting
that the top of any tree is re-
ferred to as the crown and the
star is the enlightenent that cor-

responds to the crown chakra |

in the body.

In Norway an arrow used to
be placed at the top of the
Christmas tree to symbolise as-
piration. Perhaps in this con-
text we can look at all the little
candles and lights hung on the
Christmas tree as symbolising
the chakra system in the hu-
man being, while the presents
placed underneath are the gifts
we bring into the world to enjoy
and exchange with others.

Those familiar with Bud-
dhism will have read how Bud-
dha sat under a banyan tree for
49 days and became enlight-
ened. Here he faced all sorts of
trials, was tempted by desires
and challenged by his greatest
fears. It was said that the mis-
siles sent to him during his trial
here turned to flowers as they
entered his consciousness. But
he remained firm because spiri-
tually he was one with the axis
of the universe.

Buddha and Christ weren't |

the only well-known historical
figures who were linked with
the tree. The laurel was sacred

to Dionysus and in Egypt the |
' the intuitive right side of the

tamarisk was sacred to Osiris.
December, 1997

Quetzlcoatl, the enlightened
one in South America, re-
turned to the valley of his birth,
where he lived and taught the
philosophy of the tree in the
years preceding his death.

The Mayans also believed
that at the end of every world
cycle, the tree of life comes into
blossom. And shamans who
represented the wise men in
any clan or group were be-
lieved to travel up and down the
World Tree to access knowl-
edge from other worlds. With
the aid of a drum they ascended
into the upper heavenly re-

gions with the same ease with
which they descended into the
underworld.

Therapy

As well as being a wonderful
tool for meditation in that the
tree is a perfect symbol of cen-
tredness, with its roots reach-
ing down and branches reach-
ing upwards, it also makes an
excellent exercise to find out
more about ourselves.

I have devised one here
which I have carried out with
my friends. First draw a tree and
then decide where you would
place the following features in
your life; children, spouse, cre-
ative gifts, friends, career,
home, spirituality, parents,
pets, money, holidays, health
and possessions. These can ei-
ther be drawn as box labels on
or around your tree or, if you're
feeling artistic, as icons.

When you are happy with it,
take an overall look. Are the
features evenly spread through
the tree or are they all in the
branches, at the roots, or in the
middle? Perhaps they are more
on the left-hand side of the tree
than the right-hand side.

Next become aware of what
you have put where and apply
these basic guidelines to the
overall analysis:

As ROOTS are usually be-
low ground, features placed
here have a lot to do with hid-
den or unconscious things.

| Since the roots take their suste-

nance from the socil, features
placed here could both nourish
you and be a source of strength
to you. This depends on what
you have placed here.

The TRUNK represents the
heart area, or that which lies
closest to the feelings. It's inter-
esting that the inner layer of
wood in the trunk is known as
the heart wood. You are likely
to feel protective and be deeply
attached to any features placed
here. If your spouse, children
and friends are found here, it
may be hard to be aware of
boundaries — where they be-
gin and you end !

Like the rest,
though, this King has an unpleasant side.

he King of Swords is a

card of personal destiny.

This simply means that
this King holds the balance of
power over individuals who
cross his path or who come un-
der his direct control.

It is vital to understand that,
as with the Swords Queen, the
Swords King has a malevolent
streak. At the same time, it
should be recognised that this
King is also a figure of great in-
fluence for good.

Unfortunately, over the
years there has been much
confusion in anything written
about this King. So perhaps it
would be wise to try and strip
away the accumulated debris of
antagonistic attitudes which
have surrounded this Tarot
card for far too long.

It is better to aproach the
King of Swords as simply as
possible, certainly without any
prejudice. There is little point
in trying to blame the Swords
King when or if matters go
awry. He is in control, it is true,
but destiny plays its part too,
with any outcome likely to be
out of anyone’s control. This
King is a vehicle, a medium, a
modus operandi, a means to
an end. He is not the absolute
power which can change any-
thing or everything.

Imagine, for example, that

the Swords King equates with a
surgeon. There is a serious op-
eration in progress and the pa-
tient needs extensive surgery.
Events may prove that the sur-
geon has a temporary power
of life or death, according to
what he does, but the state of
the patient also has to be taken
into consideration. If the body
is unable to cope with drastic
surgery, then even the surgeon
cannot save a life.

This is exactly the influence,

among many others, of the
King of Swords. In other in-
stances he may represent a
judge who, according to a ver-
dict given by a jury, has to pass
sentence. It is not the judge
who is in any way to blame if
that sentence is draconian or
even later ends the life of the
person who is being judged.
The judge, or the King of
Swords, is carrying out what is
necessary to be done.

The consequences may be
dire or they be resolved differ-
ently. The King of Swords has
to follow the rules, whatever
they are or however they are
laid down. Far too many Tarot
readings tend to make the
Swords King a figure of blame
rather than one who is carrying
out what is essential and right.

Perhaps the malign influ-
ences of the entire Swords suit
create too much of a easy way
out. Certainly, the Swords
warn and are often unpleasant,
but they have to adhere to age-
old traditions and concepts.
They cannot wander from their
paths of influence, however
much anyone may wish it.

There is an old saying along
the lines of it being only the
creator who has the power to
destroy. The King of Swords
has created much and he con-
trols what he has created to the
best of his ability. But just as
one would prune plants so the
creator sometimes has to de-
stroy. The King of Swords will
not destroy indiscriminately but
there will be a need to end situ-
ations — sometimes people —
who can no longer be part of
the whole.

SIGN OF HOPE

Most of the planets occupy a very small part of
the zodiac as 1997 draws to a close, with only Saturn
the odd one out.

The Martell Grand National
this year was due to take place
on April 5th 1997 at 3.45 pm at
Aintree Racecourse in Liver-
pool.

Shortly before 3 pm the race-
course received warnings that a
bomb had been planted and it
was swiftly decided that the
race should be cancelled and
the course evacuated — no
bomb was subsequently found.
There were about 70,000 peo-
ple at the track whom Mersey-
side Police got out safely and
with no casualties.

Damage to the racecourse
during the evacuation was lim-
ited to knocked down running
rails and damaged fences, with
litter scattered around the track.

The biggest and most serious
inconvenience was to the
crowds. People could not return
to their vehicles until they had
been checked by security staff,
which meant a large number of
them were stranded in the Liver-
pool area overnight. Local peo-
ple came forward to help in pro-
viding sleeping and eating

arrangements and, in general,
everyone felt that they had been
well looked after. They were
amazed at the generosity of the
Liverpudlians who welcomed
them into their homes.

The race was rescheduled for
5 pm on Monday April 7th.
Those people who had attend-
ed the cancelled meeting on the
5th were given badges which
allowed them free entry to the
rescheduled meet, together
with the opportunity to claim a
50% refund on their original
ticket prices.

Alarm Signals

The chart for the race, set at
3.45 pm on the 5th at Aintree,
gives several strong alarm sig-
nals indicating that the event
might not go ahead. The Mid-
heaven of this event chart falls
at 240 37’ Taurus and close to
the Fixed Star Caput Algol — in
my experience one of the most
troublesome of the Fixed Stars
in traditional astrology.

Martell Grand National

The Midheaven could be
viewed as indicating the suc-
cess of the event and this is se-
verely threatened by its con-
junction with Algol — the head
of the Medusa.

The name Algol originates
from the Arabic ‘Al Ghoul,’
which means demon, evil spirit
or devil. It has associations with
murder, accidents and injuries
so it is not a star one would
choose to place prominently in
the chart of an event that one
wishes to succeed.

This is compounded by the
Midheaven ruler, Venus, being
in the 8th House, in her detri-
ment and combust the Sun.
This is to say that her power is
consumed by the Sun’s heat
and rays because she is too
close to him — not a very happy
bunny! Venus also rules the 3rd
House to which we assign vehi-
cles in a chart of this kind —
hence the major problems with
people’s transport.

Part of Fortune for the event
is conjunct the 12th House cusp
— an unfortunate but, never-
theless, ironically appropriate
House as the 12th is associated
with horses.

The possibility of a violent
threat to the crowd is shown by
the Moon’s (ruling crowds) sep-
arating opposition to Mars (vio-
lence, criminal activity) which
occupies the 1st House, the ac-
tual body of the racecourse.

In this chart, the separating
aspect shows a threat which
has occurred in the past. So,
even before the race took place
we can see that it would be de-
stroyed by some threat of vio-
lence to the ordinary people at-
tending the event which would
put their lives in danger —
Moon ruling them close to the
8th House of death.

Fortunately, the Moon is not
making aspect to any other




planet — she is too far away
from Neptune in the 5th to be
in trine to him so she is techni-
cally void of course. This
means she will make no aspect
to another planet before she
changes sign. She is going
nowhere and nothing is hap-
pening to her.

She represents the common
people attending the course,
which is fortunate for them un-
der the circumstances. She is
also disposed of by Jupiter
who helps to provide a protec-
tive influence.

The preceding Solar eclipse
on March 9th occurred at 18
31" Pisces, very close to the
Moon/Mars opposition and,
when the other factors are also
taken into consideration,
graphically describing the rea-
son for cancelling the race. Sat-
urn, ruler of the 5th House of
gambling and speculation, is in
his fall in the 8th of income
gained from others.

The South Node is also
there, indicating the 50% re-
fund offered on original ticket
sales and free entry given to
people from the cancelled first
meeting who attended the
rescheduled second.

The chart for the bomb warn-
ing which | set for 2.55 pm,
shows the Moon in the 8th
House within three minutes of
arc of perfecting the opposition
to Mars, indicating the impend-
ing and imminent danger. The
retrograde condition of Mars
may be an indicator of the hoax
nature of the message.

When | heard that the Grand
National had been postponed |
decided to ask a question about
a possible winner and, as
Smith’s Band owned by Jenny
Pitman was one of the
favourites | asked, ‘Will Smith’s
Band win the Grand National?’

Hopeful Moon

The chart for the question
showed the sign of Cancer on
the 12th House of horses.
Smith’s Band is a comparative-
Jy small but sturdy bay — light
brown in colour and appropri-
ately described by the sign of
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Cancer. The Moon was in the
horse’s 10th leaving a conjunc-
tion of the Sun for a conjunc-
tion of Venus which, at first
glance, might give hope of a
positive answer.

But Smith’s Band'’s significa-
tor, the Moon, is in a very un-
happy position, combust the
Sun and peregrine (having no
dignity in the sign in which she
is found). Venus, to whom she
applies, is in detriment — she
rules the end of things, the con-
clusion — but this house is also
a house associated with death.

The radical Midheaven of the
chart is in exact conjunction
with the Fixed Star El Sheratain

which is associated with Mars
and Saturn and has a violent
nature. It indicates danger
when acting impulsively and in
a foolhardy fashion; it is a de-
structive force.

Tragically, Smith’s Band was
one of the two casualties in the
rescheduled race. He fell at the
20th jump, broke his neck and
was killed instantly. Aries, con-
taining the Moon, significator
of the horse, is associated with
‘long necks.” The two jockeys
escaped without serious injury.

In this chart, Smith’s Band's
jockey, shown by the 5th with
Sagittarius on the cusp, is ruled
by Jupiter in Aquarius, both of

which traditional astrologers
associate with the colour blue.
The jockey's livery was white
and dark blue with a blue and
white striped cap.

Both the winner of the Na-
tional and the danger to the
horses in the race are shown by
the 12th and its ruler in the
event chart for April 7th. Leo is
on the 12th and its ruler, the
Sun, is in the 8th. The position
of the Sun in the 8th indicates
fatalities in connection with

horses in general.

conjunct the Ascendant of the
event — another indicator of
the possibility or danger of
death playing a prominent role.

Lord Gyllene

The 12th House Leo and its
ruler the Sun describe very well
another runner; Lord Gyllene
(Sun—a noble man!) is a phys-
ically large bay, very strong
with long legs and described
by his trainer, Steve Brook-
shaw, as narrow rather than
wide and ‘rangy.’

The jockey, ruled by the 5th

with Capricorn there, wore liv-
ery of dark green (Saturn) and
white striped shirt with black
(Capricorn/Saturn) and white
shirtsleeves. Saturn is in the
8th House and is associated
with green and black.

There appear to be three
main areas of the chart in an
event or race which will de-
scribe the winner or the run-
ners-up if one is experienced
enough to recognise the per-
mutations in the list of runners
and prioritise them correctly.
The first two areas are the 12th
and 5th Houses, the signs and
planets of which will normally
indicate the dominant colours
worn by the jockey.

The third area is the Mid-
heaven, the sign and planet of
which will indicate both the
colours and the name. Of
course this is dependent, to
some extent, on your ability to
recognise what the names of
the horses in any given race ac-
tually mean!

However, even with these
difficulties in the system, | have
used it over a considerable
number of races and achieved
around an 85% success rate.

| would, however, advise a
considerable number of dry
runs to people thinking of test-
ing these factors out for them-
selves. You need to develop a
strong sense of which colours
are most frequently associated
with which signs and also the
meanings of horses’ names.

For example, dancing is tra-
ditionally associated with Libra
and Venus. | have never yet
seen a horse with this meaning
in its name where Libra or
Venus has been one of the fac-
tors to be considered when
seeking to identify winners or
runners-up in a list. On the oth-
er hand, the words ‘sing’ or
‘song’ are associated with
these factors in this medium.

For those interested in learn-
ing more, | will be holding
workshops during the Au-
tumn/Winter 97/98 in and
around the London area where
these techniques will be more
fully explored.
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ASTROLOGY TODAY

Our modern zodiac is based
upon the concept of having 12
signs which help to encompass
a diverse set of traits with
which we can identify.

The fly in that particular ointment is Saturn,
squaring Venus (and also Mars by association).
Given his 5th House placement there may be
something of a gamble involved — and you may
be tempted to go with it — but Saturn might be
playing the Tempter in order to teach a lesson,

so be very careful with any such activity.

The Moon is sitting in solitary splendour at the
top of the chart, close to the Midheaven in 10th
House. She is square to the Sun and Pluto and is
also trine to Mars. This configuration should give
plenty of energy to forge ahead at work, even if
the motivation is mainly financial. There may,
however, be some inner conflict over the way in
which you have to work to achieve your ends
and, given the Sagittarian love of justice, you will
have to be careful that you don't suppress your
moral conscience in order to make a fast buck.

The chart is an intensely personal one, in that
Sagittarians will tend to be looking out for num-
ber one rather than spreading themselves thinly
around.

Middle zone heights vary, so
the estimation and valuation of
self modulates at times.

These ancient alchemists
sought for a spiritual perfection
and release Fom time itself,
they sought immortality through
the quest for the Philosophers’
Stone. First heard of in Chinese
alchemy, a tiny amount of the
Opus, as it was otherwise
known, was required to trans-
mute a much larger quantity of
base metal into gold.

Search for immortality

The Chinese, however, prac-
tised alchemy of a far more es-
oteric nature. They were more
preoccupied with prolonging
life than accumulating wealth
as was often the case with
Western alchemy.

Followers of Lao Tse Tzu
and disciples of Taoism, they
were associated with all man-

. . . |
ner of magic. Their main con- |

cern was preparing elixirs of |
life that would bring the human |
body into a state of harmony |

and perfection with the uni-
verse; they strove to attain im-
mortality.

The Chinese theory of mat-
ter was divided into Yang, the
active or male element, and
Yin, the female and passive ele-
ment. Substances rich in Yang
were those that imparted life
and caused longevity; immor-
tality was thereby sought
through adjusting the propor-
tions of Yln and Yang in the
body. Elixirs were prepared
from substances rich in Yang,
such as blood-red cinnabar
(mercuric sulphide) or gold and
its salts.

The Philosophers’ Stone

For Western alchemists it
was the search for the Philoso-
phers’ Stone that fuelled their
desires. The stone was thought
to be a substance endowed with
the power of transmuting the
base metals — lead, tin, cop-
per, iron and mercury — into
the precious metals silver and
gold.

Often referred to as the Elixir
or Opus, the stone was also
said to be able to prolong life
indefinitely. Thus we see a par-
allel in Western alchemy be-

56

tween the transmutation of
base metals into something
more precious and the transfor-

mation of the mortal human in- |

to an immortal soul.

It was widely believed that
the Stone could only be ob-
tained by divine grace. Hence
practical alchemy, which could
be considered the forerunner to
modern science, becomes inex-
tricably linked with the muysti-
cal.

Magic of the Stone
According to an anonymous
17th-century manuscript enti-
tled The Sophic Huydrolith,
the Philosophers’ Stone is
made from a kind of mineral by
grinding it to powder, resolving

‘..the

it into its three elements then
re-combining these into a solid,
wax-like stone.

It is first necessary to purge
the original material of all that
is thick, nebulous, opaque and
dark, an operation effected by
means of Pontic water which is
sweet, beautiful, clear, limpid
and brighter than gold or dia-
monds. Then the extracted
body, soul and spirit must be
distilled and condensed togeth-
er by their own proper salt,
yielding an aqueous liquid with
a pleasant penetrating smell
and very volatile.

This liquid is known as Mer-
curial water or water of the
Sun. It should be divided into
five portions, of which two are
reserved while the other three
are mixed together and added

to one twelfth of their weight of
| the divinely endowed body of
gold.

A belief commonly reiterated
among the alchemists is that
| the Stone proceeds from the
' one and leads back to the one;

it is a sort of circle like a dragon
biting its own tail. Mercurius
' stands at the beginning and at
'the end of the work: he is the
Prima Materia.

As dragon he devours him-
self and as dragon he dies, to
rise again as the lapis. He is
the original hermaphrodite that
splits into the classical brother-
sister duality and is reunited to
appear once again at the end,
in the radiant form of the
Stone. He is metallic yet liquid,
matter yet spirit, cold yet fiery,
poisonous vyet healing — a
' symbol uniting all opposites.

' Doctor Dee
. Of the English alchemists,
' John Dee, an astrologer and al-
| chemist of the late 16th centu-
'ry, was the most infamous.
‘ Throughout the pages of histo-
ry he casts a dark shadow. Of
Welsh descent, the doctor was
'born in London in 1527 and
studied at St John’s College,
' Cambridge, transferring
Trinity College in 1546 where
he taught Greek.

In 1551 he was arrested un-
der suspicion of having at-
tempted to take the life of the
monarch (Queen Mary 1) by
magic. He was later found in-
nocent but confined to prison
for his heretical views.

However, the next successor
to the throne, Queen Elizabeth
I, took a far kinder attitude. In-
deed, he was called upon by
her to calculate an astrological-
ly suitable day for the Corona-
tion.

Following wvarious travels
throughout Germany and Italy,

| Dee returned to England to buy

a house in Mortlake, spending

| several years in study amassing
| an extensive library of books
| and manuscripts. It was during
| this period in the late 1560s
| and 70s that John Dee’s inter-
| ests turned more and more to-
| wards the occult.

ena is still unclear.

istorically  poltergeists

have a long and impres-

sive pedigree. Reports
of these roisterous, rollicking
spirits date at least from early
medieval times. In 530 the dea-
con Helpidius, a physician at
the court of King Theodoric,
was pelted by mysterious show-
ers of stones and medieval
records show other saints and
clerics suffering similar indigni-
ties.

The 19th century saint John
Vianney, better known as the
Curé d’Ars, seems to have at-
tracted such phenomena in
abundance. It is said that he
was plagued by an exceptional-
ly malignant poltergeist for 35
long years. His bed was violent-
ly moved about, sacred pictures
were daubed with filth and he
was forcibly levitated as if by
some powerful, unseen pres-
ence.

Often the noise from the
courtyard of his house was in-
describable — suggesting a
large army — and deafening
sounds, as of the hooves of a
‘large escaped horse’ resound-
ed from the ceiling.

The liking of poltergeists for
men of the cloth is also illustrat-
ed by the famous poltergeist of
Epworth Rectory which, for
two. months from December
1715, pestered Samuel Wesley
and his family.

‘Old Jeffrey,” as the family
nicknamed their - unwelcome
visitor, was quite a. performer.
Moans and shrieks filled the
house, a thudding in the attic
scarcely ceased and the entire
household was subjected to a
relentless succession of rap-
pings, crashes and ghostly foot-
steps. Accounts of several of
these incidents are contained
in the Wesley family letters.

Drummer of Tedworth

Orne of the most celebrated
of earlier poltergeist cases is
that involving the so-called

60

Creating a

‘Drummer of Tedworth.,” The
disturbances of Tedworth (in
Wiltshire) date from 1661 and
began with the arrest of a va-
grant drummer, William Drury
by name, who was apparently
making a nuisance of himself in
the area.

From all accounts he had de-
vised a novel way of extorting
money from the locals. He
strode about beating his drum
vigorously, agreeing to stop on-
ly if people paid him to do so.
This was too much for the local
magistrate, Mr Mompesson.
He arrested Drury, imprisoned
him pending trial and saw to it
that the offending drum was
confiscated.

It was when the drum was
sent to Mompesson's house
that the phenomena began.
These at first took the form of
loud thumpings and drum-
mings, and did not cease until
Drury was sentenced to trans-
portation,

Sadly the respite proved only
temporary for shortly after-
wards the phenomena erupted
in a more violent and sinister
form. They seemed to centre
around the two young children
of the house.

The children were shaken
about in their beds, thrown into
the air and generally terrorised
in a most unpleasant fashion.
They became the focus for in-
decorous smells and strange
scratching and scraping noises
came from beneath their beds.
Other antisocial habits of this
poltergeist included the empty-
ing of chamberpots over the
bedclothes.

The whole business lasted for
two years and Mompesson
found the phenomena so intol-
erable that he had the two chil-
dren — demure little girls of
tender age — moved to a
neighbour’s house for the sake
of peace and quiet. The locals
found the whole thing quite
wearing too, for the distur-

bances frequently woke the en-
tire village.

The Cock Lane affair

The Cock Lane affair is a
cause celebre which centred on
a small terraced house in Lon-
don’s Smithfield in 1762. Here
lived the impoverished parish
clerk of St Sepulchre’s, Richard
Parsons — not the best adver-
tisement for his profession
since he was an immoderate
tippler and perpetually in debt.
The ‘ghost’ in this case claimed
to be the restless spirit of Fanny
Kent, one of Parsons’ former
lodgers.

Fanny had lodged at the
house with her brother-in-law
William Kent, with whom she
was illegally cohabiting, prior to
their move to Clerkenwell.
Now her ghost wished to in-
form the world that she had
been murdered by Kent.

In a series of rapped mes-
sages communicated to the
Parsons’ servant girl Mary Fraz-
er — which anticipated similar
phenomena later to be associ-
ated with Spiritualism — she in-
sisted that Kent had poisoned
her with arsenic. Kent was nat-
urally annoyed by these allega-
tions, all the more so because
he had no remedy against
them, coming — as they sup-
posedly did — from beyond the
grave.

When the case was investi-
gated by none other than Dr
Johnson, of dictionary fame,
and the Rev Douglas, a future
bishop of Salisbury, it was dis-
covered that the phenomena
— which included the usual
quota of moving furniture —
centred around the 12-year-old
daughter of the house, Eliza-
beth Parsons.

At one point the ‘ghost’
agreed to accompany Elizabeth
to the wvault of St John's
Church, Clerkenwell, where
Fanny Kent was buried and
there to strike the coffin as evi-

dence of the truth of her state- |
ments. When the girl’'s hands |
were held, no such phenomena
were produced.

By this stage the investiga-
tors were growing tired of not
having witnessed any of thesei
phenomena for themselves. At
the third ‘seance’ with Eliza-
beth they decided to force mat-
ters by telling her that, unless
something did happen, her fa- |
ther would find himself in New-
gate Prison.

The girl was almost immedi- |
ately detected in an artless
piece of fraud — trying to se-
crete a small board and piece of
wood inside her dress. All hasti-
ly agreed that the phenomena
had been satisfactorily ex-|
plained and Kent was able to |
seek legal redress against Par-
sons. This he did most success- |
fully. !

Nevertheless the whole affair |
remained shrouded in doubt. It |
seems that Elizabeth Parsons |
was frightened into fraud but |
whether she could have prao-|
duced all the phenomena in
question by such means is
doubtful. The ease with which
fraud was detected when she
was eventually shown to have
committed it would seem to ar- |
gue that she was not especially
adept at fooling people. The
Cock Lane mystery must, in all
honesty, be counted as unre-
solved.

Ambherst poltergeist

Of all the classic poltergeist
cases, the Ambherst case is pos-
sibly the most spectacular.
Ambherst was a small village in |
Nova Scotia and the scene, in
1878, of perhaps the most vio-
lent poltergeist infestation ever
recorded. Central to the drama
was 19-year-old Esther Cox.
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Esther’s mother had died while
she was still in infancy and her |
father had remarried and ‘
moved away. Esther and her |
sister Jane lived with their el- |
der, married sister Olive Teed.
Esther was the wallflower of |
the family, eclipsed by her at- |
tractive elder sister and by the |
Teeds’ own young children.
The trouble began on one |
summer evening in 5
1878 when she was
persuaded by a man
called Bob McNeal to
take a ride in his horse
and trap. He drove her
to a secluded wood
and attempted to rape
her at pistol-point. Her
honour was fortunately

C

saved by the sound of an ap-
proaching cart. Panicking, Mc-
Neal drove her home at break-
neck speed, bundled her out of
the trap and vanished from
Amherst for good.

The disturbances began ex-
actly a week later. Esther and
Jane, who shared a bed, were

| prevented from sleeping by a

rustling movement
in the mattress.
Their first thought
was that it must be a
mouse trapped in
the straw, but the
source proved to be
a cardboard box full
of patchwork under
the bed. When it
was pulled out, it be-
gan to spring acro-
batically about the
room.

The phenomena
rapidly reached
bizarre heights. Es-
ther’s body swelled
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up like a watermelon, her bed-
clothes were wrenched off —
leaving her cowering with
fright — and there was a deaf-
ening cacophony of bangs and
thuds as if the roof were being
pounded with a sledgeham-
mer. Dr Caritte, who was sum-
moned to attend the feverish
girl, testified to the violence of
the phenomena. During one
call to the house, he was met
with a fusillade of potatoes.

By Christmas, Esther had
succumbed to diphtheria. She
recovered from this illness but
not from her strange delusions.
An evil spirit was now an-
nouncing to her that it intend-
ed to set fire to the house. On
several  occasions lighted
matches rained from the ceil-
ing, a dress was incinerated
and wood shavings self-ignited
in the cellar. The invisible ar-
sonist was nearly successful.

The Teeds, at the end of
their tether, now decided to get
rid of their dangerous sister-in-
law. Esther was taken in by
John White, a friendly neigh-
bour who believed that all her
troubles were due to electrical
discharges and made her insu-
late herself by wearing thin
glass soles inside her shoes.
The phenomena then broke
out afresh and White too had
to confess himself beaten.

Esther next spent some time
in New Brunswick with a Cap-
tain James Beck, who enlisted
the help of several doctors in
attempting to treat her, and
then on a farm belonging to a
Mr and Mrs Amburgh from
which she was finally sent

home, allegedly cured.

Regrettably there was a
fresh catalyst in Amherst wait-
ing to refuel Esther’s troubles.
Walter Hubbell, an actor and
stage magician, had descended
upon the Teeds to gather ma-
terial for what he hoped would
be a highly commercial book
about the affair,

The ghosts indulged his cu-
riosity. He became the target
for knives, an inkwell and a
sturdy glass paperweight.
These and other phenomena
convinced the  delighted
Hubbell that there was a mint
of money to be made out of the
girl. He hired a hall in which to
exhibit her as a showpiece but
her ghosts shunned the publici-
ty and declined to perform.

Sequel

In 1907 there was an inter-
esting sequel to the Amherst
case. An assiduous Anglo-
American researcher, Here-
ward Carrington, interviewed a
number of the surviving wit-
nesses of the affair. Their testi-
mony confirmed Hubbell's
published account. Carrington
also traced Esther herself to a
small house in Boston. He
found a frightened woman
who refused to discuss the
‘ghosts’ she had once known,
still fearful lest they should re-
turn.

These and other historical
poltergeist cases illustrate how,
as in contemporary reports,
poltergeists seem to have a
strong affinity for children and
adolescents. Often, as in the
emptying of chamberpots into

beds at Tedworth, the polter-
geists show a low level of hu-
mour, symptomatic of a child-
ish mind.

At the same time, many of
the phenomena involved in
these outbreaks are clearly be-
yond a child’s powers of duplic-
ity. In many cases, as at Cock
Lane, it seems that when the
incidents show signs of dying
down, the child, relishing the
excitement, has tried to simu-
late the phenomena by fraud
and failed woefully.

More plausible is the belief,
now shared by the majority of
parapsychologists, that the
phenomena are subconscious-
ly produced. It is argued that

srepressed but powerful emo-

tions may come bubbling and
bursting to the surface in this
viclent fashion particularly
when puberty looms.

Could it be that the mind is
like a pressure cooker — for
the most part simmering quiet-
ly away but occasionally ex-
ploding to dramatic effect?
One thing is certain. We have
merely scratched the surface of
the workings of the human
mind.

possible that the unicorn is not
only a figment of the imagina-
tion? Legends abound to try to
convince us otherwise.

Tales of unicorns date far
back to the writings of the an-
cient Greeks and Romans. The
Greek physician to the kings of
Persia in the 5th century BC,
Ctesias, repeated tales that he
had heard from travellers to the
Himalayas who claimed that
unicorns lived in India; while
Julius Caesar described the
sighting of a unicorn in his ac-
counts of the Gallic War. It is
said that he had heard rumours
of unicorns living in the
Hervynian Forest near to the
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Rhine. This, from all accounts,
seemed the perfect place for
the habitat of these gentle crea-
tures being deep stretches of
secluded woodland.

Caesar claimed to
have seen a unicorn
in these woods; a

creature resem-

bling a stag
but
with

corn being sighted in Europe.
Descriptions of  unicorns
vary, the Indian one being very
different from that of the West.
Usually seen as a pure white
horse with a silken mane, blue
eyes and a spiralling horn (the
alicorn) from the centre of its
forehead, the unicorn has alter-
natively been described as hav-

pro-
truding from the
centre of its
forehead.

The name ‘unicorn’ derives
from the Latin for ‘one horn,’
which makes the Indian version
more a cousin to the unicorn
rather than the creature itself.

The curious beast described
in India as the eale or yale, bore
two spiralling horns that were
movable to allow position
change during fights to give the
creature greater advantage
over its foes. It also sported a
goat-like beard. Many temples
used this relative of the unicorn
to guard against evil spirits.

Said to live in deep, dense,
remote forests, or mountain
strongholds, left at peace the
unicorn was the purest and
gentlest of creatures and a pro-
tector of its animal cousins. It
would cleanse = mountain
streams, woodland pools and
hidden lakes with the power of
the alicorn to ensure the purity
of the water for all to drink.

Despite
this, no pride
and ferocity

could match that
of a trapped uni-
corn who, it was
said, could not be
taken alive by
hunters, and hunted it
was. Forests of long
ago were said to ring
with the sounds of
fighting between lions and
unicorns, both powerful and
proud beasts competing for do-
minion over their territories.
Legend tells us that the out-
come of these battles followed
seasonal patterns. The unicorn
was at its peak in Spring, then
took more of a back seat as the
lion’s power grew to its
strongest in Summer. At these
times, the unicorn would wait
and conserve its strength until
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the new beginnings of Spring
once again filled it with re-
newed might to reclaim its
rightful rule.

Generally, the unicorn had
few enemies save, as always,
man. The horn of the unicorn,
the alicorn, was from the earli-
est times believed to be magical
and possessed of great powers.

The unicorn itself, whether
aware of it as a power or not,
never stooped to drink with-
out first touching the
surface of the water
with the tip of its
alicorn. Even the

This did not
go unnoticed by
man. All the
grace and purity

Poisoning was very popular,
except among its victims.

Needless to say, everyone
wanted to possess the alicorn.

concerning the existence
of the soul. It has been written
in an attempt to promote seri-
ous discussion and research.

The theory is that all living
things have a soul; that the soul
is a high vibrational energy or
structure; and this vibration is
the spark that creates all life,
from single cells to human life.

imity to ours. This seems far
less likely, if not implausible,
compared with the possibility
that photons are interacting
with forms of existence/energy
similar to our souls or possibly
their wave emissions.

Here we find a link between
the theory and word origins.
The word ‘soul’ derives from a
Greek word meaning ‘quick-
moving.” This can clearly be
seen to fit with the idea of a
high wvibrational, quick-moving
soul. Ancient wisdom and lan-
guage may hold more truth
than previously believed.

Now the question of why this
vibration causes the initial spark
of life in living organisms must
be answered. The soul connects
with matter when the condi-
tions are correct for life to be-
gin. This connection transfers
energy from the soul vibration
to the matter. This type of
transference can be seen clearly
in Barton’s Pendulum Law (see
Fig.2). It can also be seen in
such things as the Zeroth law of
thermodynamics, through the
transference of heat energy.

Again there is a correlation
between the theory and word
origins. The word ‘spirit,” an-
other term for the soul, came
from the Latin spiritus which
meant ‘breath.” The soul can
well be described as the breath
of life if this theory is correct.
The soul transfers its energy to
the matter in a state ready to
form life and creates the spark
of energy that begins life.

The idea of a soul is held by
many if not most religions.
Many believe that the soul rein-
carnates through a series of
lives. This could be possible in
light of this theory as the soul
vibration has an indefinite life-
span. If this life-span is very
long or even infinite then it is
likely that souls link to new bod-
ies when the old ones have
passed into death through nat-
ural degradation of biological
structures.

The soul being the prerequi-
site of material life means that
all life, no matter how simple or
comp]ex must have one. With-
out a soul, material life is not
possible. But the vibration of
the soul probably creates some
kind of emission. This may be
in the form of a high frequency
sound or electromagnetic wave.
Through scientific experimen-
tation these emissions could be
measured or detected.

The evidence gathered in
support of this theory is by no
means conclusive. However, it
does create many questions
and possibilities for research
and discussion.

There are many implications
and ramifications to this theory
if it is considered true and can
be proved by experimentation.
It affects the views of science
and religion, it affects the
whole of society and the hu-
man view of the world and all
life upon it.

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THE GREAT COPERNICUS CHASE
by Owen Gingerich

(Cambridge University Press,
£20.95 hbk)

PREVIOUSLY PUBLISHED AS articles for
scientificf}oumals, 36 episodes in the
history of astronomy are put together
in one book here. But don't be put off
by the word scientific because they are
all well-written in everyday language —
often with great humour.

The book is well illustrated in black
and white and covers such topics as an-
cient Egyptian sky magic; the origin of
the zodiac; Islamic astronomy; comets
and the phases and mooens of various
planets; eclipses and the lives and dis-
coveries of many famous astronomers
and astrologers throughout history.

The title tells of detective work con-
cerning the existence of copies of
Copernicus’ great work, De Revolu-
tionibus, which makes one long to
hold an original in one’s hands, just
once! ltis also the adventure that gave
the author the idea for this book.

The author is a Professor of Astron-
omy and History of Science at the Har-
vard-Smithsonian Center for Astro-
physics, so knows what he is talking
about! However, he presents a very
readable book for those of a scientific
bent and the layperson alike. — B.L.

WITCHES: An encyclopedia of
paganism & magic

by Michael Jordan

(Kyle Cathie, £17.99 hbk)
COMPILED BY SOMEONE who has been
researching the subject for 12 years, as
the title indicates, this is an encyclope-
dia of witchcraft, paganism and magic.
It covers the historical aspects from
alchemy to wax images but its real em-
phasis is on the modern revival of the
last 50-60 years. It is obvious that the
author’s intention is to promote a posi-
tive image of the subject but this is
somewhat dimmed by his references to
the private lives of the (male) leaders of
the current revival,

In addition to the encyclopedia en-
tries, the book contains interviews with
four prominent (female) witches and
pagans who have been active in the
last 30 years. It is in his questions to
these individuals that the author’s unbi-
ased approach appears to slip and one
begins to wonder if he might have a
hidden agenda.

Despite these reservations, this is an
informative and interesting study of the
subject and it is illustrated by some very
nice photographs. It makes a change
to see that not all modern witches drop
their clothes at the click of a camera;

that old ‘skyclad’ stereotypical image
appears to be fading at long last.

Obviously there will be omissions,
errors and incorrect information in any
work of this type. Overall, though,
apart from one infamous entry, the au-
thor has done his job well. This is a
book that can be recommended to all
those wanting to know more about
modern Wicca. — M.H.

ANGELS: Companions in magick
by Silver Raven Wolf
Llewellyn/Mandrake Press,
17.95/£13.99)
ANGELOLOGY, ALONG WITH Feng Shui,
is the hottest New Age craze to hit us
from the States. Most of the recent
books on the subject have approached
it from a Judeo-Christian/New Age
angle and have been mostly anecdotal
accounts of angelic interventions in
daily life or angelic visions.

This book is different. It is written by
a practising occultist and magus who
writes from the esoteric viewpoint of a
practitioner of modern angelic magic.

Her book contains a wealth of infor-
mation on the various grades and sub-
grades of angels in the universe. It also
provides practical guidance on contact-
ing and working with guardian angels,
zodiac angels and planetary angels. At
some stages one felt that Wolf was pro-
viding too much information and for
that reason those less experienced
could find this book a little confusing.

It is a rich plum pudding of a book.
But for those special souls (you know
who you are) who share a love for the
angels it is one that can be dipped into
constantly.

EXPLORING J'UP[TER

by Stephen Arroy:

(CRCS/Anrllft $12 95/£10.99)
ACCORDING TO THE author of this excel-
lent work, the importance of Jupiter in
the birth chart is underestimated in in-
terpretation and in traditional astrolo-
gy. ltis something taken for granted as
the ‘Great Benefic’ which shows where
a person’s opportunities are likely to
arise. But surely such a large planet
has a far deeper meaning?

It is the elaboration of this deeper
meaning that Arroyo takes as the main
theme of this book (the subtitle of
which is ‘astrological Key to Progress,
Prosperity and Potential.” He believes
that Jupiter is a far more dynamic plan-
et than is usually assumed.

As ruler of Sagittarius it is by nature
always moving, seeking wider hori-
zons, developing towards fuller expres-

sion and progressive change — over-
coming limits. In order to illustrate the
richness of meaning in Jupiter, he
utilises many example charts of no-
table individuals and, together with this
inspiring material, provides much use-
ful information on interpretation by
sign and house, aspects and transits.

Allin all, I would confidently say that
this is the most definitive book to date
on the nature and significance of
Jupiter. —R.H.

HOW THE MOON AFFECTS YOU
by Arnold L. Lieber
g asting House/Gazelle,
14.95/£13.99)
AN UPDATED AND revised edition of a
book first published in 1978 that sets
out to prove what virtually every PRE-
DICTION ‘reader already knows: the
Moon has an effect on us and every-
thing around us. However, it makes in-
teresting reading.

Chapters cover research on Lunar
cycles in connection with practically
anything one can think of including
murder, other acts of violence, suicide;
even excessive bleeding both before
and after surgery. Dr Lieber has also
studied the Moon’s effect on mental
health as well as sickness of a more
physical nature.

He considers that the body experi-
ences biological tides that make it ebb
and flow in the same way as the acean
and, although neutral regarding astrol-
ogy, explains various cosmic cycles in
such a way that it would seem more
odd if astrology didn't work!

Perhaps more important than just
producing proof of his theories, the au-
thor ends his book with possible solu-
tions for mankind learning to live in
harmony with cosmic forces and the
natural environment. Thus a less vio-
lent society would ensue. — B.L.

ANCIENT CHRISTIAN MAGIC
edited by Marvin Meyer & Richard
Smith
(Harper Collins, £12.99/$15.00)
THE COVER BLURE gives the impression
that this is a popular book of spells de-
riving from ancient Egypt. This is mis-
leading because it is, in fact, a very
scholarly tome which will appeal to
those who take a serious interest in the
period of history from the 2nd to the
11th century

It shows in great wealth of detail just
how important a certain type of magic
was to the people of this time and ex-
plains that this was all part and parcel
of the Christian culture of the period.
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This is a fascinating book, jam-packed
with all kinds of ancient maglcal spells,
rituals, incantations, charms and talis-
mans.

In modern times all this has been
summarily dismissed as so much super-
stitious nonsense. Yet the seriousness
with which this was taken by our ances-
tors did, perhaps, endow it with a cer-
tain meaning and efficacy.

The incredible detail in this book will
make it rather tedious for certain read-
ers but then it is not meant to be a DIY
book of magical recipes. For the histo-
rian it is a mine of insight and for oth-
ers a very interesting book to dip into
occasionally. — R

RETURNING TO THE SOURCE
by Osho

(Element, £8.99/514.95)

[ MUsT ADMIT that this is the first time |
have heard of Osho although his repu-
tation as a spiritual teacher appears ex-
tremely well regarded. He founded a
teaching centre in India which has at-
tracted numerous people from all over
the world and continues to be a major
centre for meditation and Zen teach-
ing.

Having dipped into the first few
pages, it soon became apparent that
here, indeed, is a highly sensitive and
wise teacher. What he says bears a
striking similarity to Krishnamurti in the
sense that he looks at how we ordinarily
see the world and points out that what
we see and how we behave is very
much a reflex of social conditioning.

Like all Zen teachers, he is constant-
ly aiming to get us to see through our
rigid and entrenched conceptual
frameworks, expectations, world-views
and beliefs. His hope is that at some
time a breakthrough will be made and
our ego-bound, idol-making minds will
release their exclusive hold.

As the author says, the real teaching
cannot be taught directly but it can be
demonstrated and pointed out in many
indirect ways. Osho is a master of this
indirect method and this is a book well
worth careful study by those who seek
a genuine enlightenment. — R.H.

THE ELEMENTS OF RE-
INCARNATION
by A.T. Mann
(Element £5.99/$11.95)
AS AN INTRODUCTION to the subject, this
book certainly offers a wide-ranging
sample of theories and mythology.
Starting with the traditional teachings
of Egyptian, Hindu, Buddhist and
Greek religions, the author goes on to
present the more modern concepts de-
veloped by Theosophy, Rudolph Stein-
er and Edgar Cayce which have, in
turn, led to the contemporary thinking
of psychoioglsts and biologists such as
Jung, Guirdham and Sheldrake.

The meeting of religion and science
is then espoused within Mann's own

theory of astrological reincarnation.
This marries Rodney Collin’s logarith-
mic analysis of human lifespans with
Plato’s astrological Ages to produce a
map of reincarnation within the stream
of history.

Unfortunately, this sweeping vista of
ideas fails really to explain the subject.
By offering within a mere 130 pages a
whistle-stop tour of such far-reaching
proportions, the author provides a
very sketchy analysis of each topic.

Nor does he develop any real argu-
ment to link the various sections. The
end result is a mish-mash of informa-
tion, often repetitive, sometimes con-
tradictory and occasionally downright
inaccurate, Poor editing and an appar-
ent lack of proof-reading do not help
this confusion.

All fascinating stuff but I wonder
whether the reader will really be en-
lightened by this work or simply baf-
fled! —M.M.

THE ESSENTIAL KABBALAH:
The Heart of Jewish Mysticism

by Daniel C. M.

(Harper Collins, £8.99/512.00)
THE FIRST IMPRESSION of this volume is
that it is obviously a work of beautiful
and serious scholarship, the last quar-
ter being taken up by copious notes,
references and bibliography. At first,
therefore, 1 made the mistake of as-
suming that it was unlikely to be a book
for the newcomer to the Cabbala.

Later, however, | changed my mind.
The first section is an excellent, con-
cise introduction to the subject even for
those with little or no prior knowledge.

The main part of the work compris-
es a selection of Cabbalistic teachings,
few more than a couple of pages long,
which in one sense dissect the Cabbala
while, in another, put it back together
again in context. If that sounds para-
doxical, it is. It is also a measure of the
book’s depth.

The author, an American professor
of Jewish Mysticism, has drawn heavily
on many ancient texts and has made
his own translations from the original
Hebrew and Aramaic. The result is a
collection of truly wise insights and
keys for meditationin which the serious
student at any level would find much to
contemplate and learn. —J.T.

THE TORCH AND THE SPEAR
by Patrick Regan

(Capall Bann, £9.95)

THE AUTHOR BELIEVES that by learning
about the gods, seasonal festivals and
heroic legends that inspired our ances-
tors we can rediscover a wisdom that
our technological society has lost.

In this book, profusely illustrated by
the author, Regan considers many of
the mythological personages that suc-
cessive peoples have brought with
them to these shores. He explains his
own neo-pagan beliefs, based on indi-

vidualism, tolerance and concern for
the Earth.

There’s quite a lot of information
here. Sadly, however, the lack of any
coherent structure (there aren’t even
any chapters) and the somewhat care-
less, repetitive writing style combine to
make this potentially useful book diffi-
cult to follow. — N.J.

THE SILVER WHEEL

by Marguerite Elsbeth & Kenneth
Johnson

(Llewellyn/Airlift, $14.95/£11.99)
BASED ON JUNGIAN psychology and the
story of Rhiannon in the medieval
Welsh legends of The Mabinogion,
this book offers its female readers the
chance to ‘rediscover the sacred mys-
teries and eternal truths within every
woman's life.’

The authors use the concept of the
Triple Goddess as template for psycho-
logical and spiritual understanding but
extend this into a fourfold image of the
feminine principle. They therefore
seek to define and classify women by
the images (stereotypes?) of the Moth-
er or Queen, the Medium or Sorceress
(two totally different functions!), the
Amazon or Warrior Woman, and the
Lover.

Using meditation exercises and
question-and-answer tests, the authors
seek to ‘uncover the archetypal god-
dess within you' through ‘powerful
techniques of empowerment and spiri-
tual development.” As must be obvious
by now, this is very much a book aimed
at the New Age market.

But, to be fair, it is a cut above the
usual New Age self-help/positive
thinking/all sweetness and light mater-
ial that often masquerades as spirituali-
ty and its concepts are grounded in pa-
gan mythology. — M.H.
