sympathetic magical principles,
for the ultimate answer.

They sought to induce spirit-
ual changes upon their materi-
al world through complex geo-
metric forms which were often
upheld as talismans and attrib-
uted with great power. The un-
blinkered scientists also sought
meaning which ascended the
sum of its composition and
continued the search for a
symbolic vehicle to express
their doctrine.

In 1202 the Italian mathe-
matician Leonardo Fibonacci
published his influential treatise
Liber Abaci (The Book of the

Abacus). This was the first

European work that dealt
with Indo/Arabian mathe-
matics and consequently

Fibonacci is best re-
membered  for
giving us our
numerals
and num-
bering
system.
Flidiss
recre-
ational
concerns,
however,
are

not so revered vet are of no less
importance. Parts of Liber
Abaci mused on light-hearted
matters, such as the following
problem.

‘How many pairs of rabbits
can be produced from a single
pair in one year if it is assumed
that every month each pair
begets a new pair which, from
the second month, becomes
productive?’ By adding the two
previous numbers to gain the
next, the following sequence is
generated.

Subsequently, in the 19th
century Fibonacci numbers
were discovered in many natur-
al forms such as in the botanical
phenomenon known as phyl-
lotaxy (the study of the arrange-
ment of leaves on a stem).

Starting from any leaf on a
plant, a spiral is traced in an
anti-clockwise direction from
leaf to leaf. Upon reaching a
leaf directly above the first, the
number of leaves and turns
around the stem within the spi-
ral are constant, irrespective of

the starting point.
Although the number of in-
tervening leaves and turns

around the stem varies for dif-
fering species, certain figures
re-occur. It transpired that the
whorls on a pine-cone, the
petals on a sunflower, the pat-
tern of snail shells and the ge-
nealogy of the male bee all fol-
low a sequence of Fibonacci
numbers. These have been ex-
tensively studied and the rele-
vance of their properties seems
inexhaustible.

The golden mean

In the 15th century science
had difficulty containing itself
over the implications of the Di-
vine or Golden Proportion de-
vised by the Italian mathemati-
cian Luca Paciola. The
attributes of this ‘golden mean’

Prediction
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(1:1.6180) were held by me-
dieval artists and scholars alike
to be the most aesthetically
pleasing of any ratio.

The inclusion by many of the
word ‘divine’ in this context re-
inforced the fact that it was
seen as some kind of miracu-
lous, esoteric breakthrough.
Consequently the golden mean

can be seen in the dimensions |

of many medieval buildings, the
work of countless great
painters of the period and,
even now, in the humble play-
ing card.

Mathematician Robert Sim-
son noted in 1753 that as the
Fibonacci numbers increased in
magnitude, the ratio between
succeeding  numbers  ap-
proached the golden number -
1.6180. Although the theories
of Fibonacci and Paciola were
separated by 200 years, there
seems to be a significant link
between them.

King Oscar I of Sweden
once set a problem concerning
the stability of celestial bodies
in general, known as the ‘three
body problem.” Then, in 1889
a French mathematician, theo-
retical astronomer and philoso-
pher, Henri Poincaré, was
awarded the winning prize for
his solution.

One hypothetical scenario
he propounded consisted of a
Moon's orbit being affected by
the gravity of two stationary
planets. In his initial study and

submission, Poincaré surmised |

that the orbital pattern of the
Moon in these circumstances
was stable and predictable.
After publication, however,
Poincaré discovered a pivotal
error in his calculations. What
he found was a much underrat-

ed scientific milestone: appar- |

ently logical, well ordered sys-
tems could produce effectively
random results.

For the pattern of the
Moon's orbit seemed to be be-
yond accurate prediction. This
was nothing less than a revela-
tion at the time, one that has
since become known as Chaos
theory.

Poincaré is widely consid-
ered as the father of Fractal
and Chaos mathematical theo-
ry, both having their origins in
his work on the ‘three body
roblem.” The term fractal,
rom the Latin fractus (broken
or fragmented), was coined by

the Polish mathematician
Bencit B. Mandelbrot, in
1975.

For many years fractals were
considered to have no rele-
vance to reality. Their true
wonder was not realised until
the dawn of the computer age
in the 1960s and 70s. Only
then were mathematicians able
to perform the thousands of
calculations necessary to build
up a fractal image.

There can be few of us who
have not seen a fractal, per-
haps unknowingly. They are all

us, in
snowflakes  and

tree formations, in

the way that clouds
form and streams and rivers
weave their paths.

Fractals have enabled sci-
ence to create models of many
irreqular natural phenomena
such as the behavioural pat-
terns of animal groups, the ero-
sion of coastlines and the distri-
bution of galaxy clusters
throughout the universe. Every
time you scrunch up a piece of
paper you are creating one,
even though you may be un-
aware of this fact.

Although fractal images ap-
pear complex, the rules con-
trolling them are relatively sim-
ple. The result of each cycle of

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mathematical calculation is the
input value for the next; this is
known as reiterative calcula-
tion.

The Fibonacci sequence
demonstrates a simplistic form
of this. Fractals are said to ex-
hibit the property of self-simi-
larity; an object’s component
parts resemble the whole and
vice versa.

One particular fractal shape,
Barnsley’s Fern, is a useful ex-
ample of this because it relates
directly to the characteristics of
the actual fern. Its overall
shape is duplicated in the
fronds, the protuberances from
the side of the stem. Along the
frond’s edge are smaller promi-
nences which represent the
overall shape, a scale smaller,
and along those protuberances
are smaller prominences, and
SO on.

Barnsley's Fern is created by
the repetitive application of
four relatively simple mathe-
matical rules. It is too perfect to
be a product of nature as each
component part is an exact
copy of the whole.

Natural fractals are more ir-
regular and the component
parts often bear only a fleeting
resemblance to the overall
structure. Yet the smallest part
of a fern, as well as many other
natural patterns, may look re-

markably like the original
shape.
Principles

Fibonacci's principles also
hold good here. For example,
when the spiralling of phyl-
lotaxy reaches the apex of a
stem, leaf formation becomes
progressively more condensed
towards the shape of a flat he-
lix - the microscopic shape of
one of a plant’s smallest com-
ponents, RNA. This is the ge-
netic library of the plant and, as
with DNA, the equivalent sub-
stance in animals, it is held to
be the stuff of organic life itself.

It could be argued that the
known universe shows a ten-
dency towards self-similarity,
between the macrocosm and
the microcosm. The resem-
blance between photons and

Science acknowledges that,
as yet, it simply isn't clever
enough to extract it.

In Fibonacci’s time scientists
were little more than well in-
formed observers. Break-
throughs made in understand-
ing nature therefore had no
significant pro-active purpose.

The arrogance of modern
science acknowledges that na-
ture finally appears to fit into
its principles. Small fragments
of knowledge allow science to
meddle with things it could
once only observe,

Thankfully and, let’s face it,
not surprisingly, nature still has
a few tricks up her sleeve, With
the gift of fractal understanding
came its sibling: chaos theory.
To scientists, this is an unwel-
come, confounding concept
but, to those of us who value
nature more than quantum me-
chanics, it is to be embraced
with arms flung wide.

Chaos is not randomness or
chance. Small uncertainties in
any natural system grow so
large that they render any defi-
nite long-range prediction of
outcomes impossible. Calcula-

computers cannot
calculate and memo-
rise chaotic sequences with in-
finite accuracy. Various com-
puters  freat mathematics
slightly differently. If numerous
computers were given the
same mathematical model they
would, in time, produce effec-
tively unrelated results.

The commonly quoted no-
tion that the butterfly flapping
its wings in Tahiti can cause a
hurricane in Britain is not
wholly accurate. The hurricane
would almost certainly have
happened at some time any-
wa%,z. The flapping of the but-
terfly’s wings do not cause the
hurricane but simply make it
impossible for science to pre-
dict when it will occur.

Over the centuries nature

has given away some of her
deeper secrets and then, with a
splendour which reflects the
very systems concerned, has
loriously urinated on the
lames of all scientific law.
Consequently, at least for
some, the discovery of science
‘fract’” has merely led to science
friction.

They do not
show our personality make-up completely but

they do exhibit some of it.

is never exactly the same

each time we write it. For
purposes of general recogni-
tion, such as signing official
forms, it may always appear
the same but, from a forensic
viewpoint and if examined
through a magnifying glass,
there are always small differ-
ences between any two.

In point of fact our signature

This may be confirmed by
whether it is written in the
morning or at the end of the
day. There are changes how-
ever slight.

From a graphological view-
point a number of character
traits can be evaluated but not
the complete personality. The
remainder of the writing will
express that.

Some signatures are written
so badly that they cannot be
deciphered. Indirectly this is
bad manners. In many cases
the typist has to type the name
underneath, the signature is so
awful.

The size is obvious and, if it
is much larger than the rest of
the writing, one will know
there is some degree of self-
esteem  expressing itself.
Should the first name be larger
than the second the image of
self is more at home than in the
outside world. Conversely, if it
is smaller, then the writer can
express the ego better in the
outside environment.

The placement is important.
On the right shows a facet of
extraversion; in the middle an
average activity within the
community; on the left side a
touch of introversion. Care
should be taken with this as in
business letters it may be lined
up with the typed margin.

The slant can disclose quite
a lot regarding the response to
stimuli coming in from the out-
side world. When it inclines to
the extreme right, there is a
very sensitive reaction to the
environment, especially to at-
mosphere and surroundings.

Should the script be upright,
the reasoning power comes
first. Accompanying this will be
a wish to be independent and
self-activating without persua-
sion from others. Vertical writ-
ing points to thinking without
any influence from emotion.

An angle to the left suggests
someone who is not always
easy to understand or pene-
trate. He/she does have emo-
tional reactions but does not
like making a public demon-
stration of them: he usually
puts on an artificial approach

nce upon a time people

believed that fire burns.

They thought that if they
touched something hot, cause
and effect would take over and
they would undoubtedly be
burned. The burn itself, of
course, would vary in severity
according to the length of ex-
posure to and nature of the
heat source, but it most defi-
nitely burned nonetheless.

This was a fact which was
probably never really ques-
tioned but was simply a core
belief of how the universe
worked. Now, however, be-
cause of the increasing popu-
larity of firewalking, that belief
has to be questioned, otherwise
how could anyone walk on red-
hot embers?

Firewalking, which has been
part of many widely diverse cul-
tures throughout history, is the
practice of walking barefoot
over red-hot coals. It is general-
ly accepted that these coals
have an average temperature
of around 1200 degrees
Fahrenheit.

It would therefore be reason-
able to assume that firewalkers
would feel pain or, at the very
least, discomfort from the
coals. Yet this is not so.

Everyone has a different ex-
perience. Some people report
them as feeling cool, wet or
warm, while a significant num-
ber of people have described
the feeling as similar to walking
on popcorn. One firewalker de-
scribed the sensation as like
walking on cold, smooth
stones; another said it was just
like walking on warm Autumn
leaves.

Tradition

There is a tradition of fire-
walking on every continent of
our world, The Vikings used to
walk on scalding hot chains.
Japanese monks walk on fire to
embrace their lives. Faith heal-
ers in Java do it. There is even
a tribe in the Kalahari desert,
the !Kung bushmen, who walk
on fire every few weeks in or-
der to experience an enhanced
consciousness called kia which

It’s an ancient tradition but how is it that some
people can walk across a searingly hot surface
without being burned?

permits them to enhance their
powers of healing.

But why would the average
person want to walk on fire?
The reasons for choosing to do
so vary. Some insist that it
stems from a desire to celebrate
life itself, while some do it to
conquer their fears. Others do
it to achieve goals, connect
with nature, increase their con-
fidence or simply to experience
the impossible.

Curious

There are many who do it to
rekindle hope, faith and joy in
living. Ask other firewalkers
and they will say they do it be-
cause they are curious about
the untapped abilities of their
brains or because they feel they
would benefit from learning
how to turn fear into power.

Firewalking was popularised
in the United States by Tolly
Burkan, Director of FIRE — the
Firewalking Institute for Re-
search and Education — in the
early 1980s. In his book, Dy-
ing to Live, Burkan explains
that he learned firewalking in
1976 from a friend who stud-
ied with a Buddhist monk.

In 1978 Burkan incorporat-
ed the firewalk as part of a
workshop. He teaches partici-
pants that the Firewalk Experi-
ence is about overcoming fears
and limiting beliefs, as well as
being a self-healing exercise.

Now there are weekend
workshops all over the States,
Canada, Europe and the Unit-
ed Kingdom. It is estimated that

there are now 40-50 active
firewalk instructors in the
States and that over the years
an estimated 700,000 people
have walked on hot coals.

Workshops, which last for 4-
5 hours, begin with introduc-
tions and a chance for the par-
ticipants to get to know each
other and the instructor. After
an hour or so, the participants
]fcare led outside to build the bon-
ire.

When, a few moments later,
the fire is leaping into the sky,
the participants return to the
classroom where the workshop
continues. Topics covered in
the workshop include dealin
with fear, growing beyond self-
imposed limitations and the
creative power of the mind.

The participants learn that to
transcend their fears, they must
first understand that FEAR is
nothing more than ‘False Evi-
dence Appearing Real.” It is
emphasised that those people
who expect that they can walk
on fire, will be able to do so.
Those who expect to be
burned, will be,

A common anxiely among
participants is that panic might
set in halfway through the walk.
They are reassured that it won't
because, after the first step has
been taken, they are firewalk-
ers in this lifetime.

A typical firewalk might have
anything from ten to 50 partici-
pants. The individuals them-
selves vary from lawyers to
healers, nurses to teachers,
therapists to carpenters. The
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ages range from the very young
to the very old. To date, it is be-
lieved that the oldest person to
have actually completed a fire-
walk was 87.

Most firewalks take place in
the evening and are divided in-
to two sections; the workshop
and the walk. For beginners,
the actual walk itself is between
8-12 feet long.

After about two and a half
hours, when the fire has burned
down to a pile of glowing, red-
hot coals, the participants gath-
er around. The coals are then
raked out into a pathway 12ft
long and 6ft wide. The instruc-
tor again emphasises the im-
portance of listening to your in-
ternal voice. If it says ‘don't
walk’, then it would be foolish
to do so because you will get
burned.

Standing before a 1200° bed
of coals with the intention of
walking across is likely to raise
a good deal of fear no matter
whether someone has done it
before or not. However, usually
85% to 95% of participants
walk on the embers and nor-
mally at the end of the session
there will only be one or two
blisters in the whole group.
Sometimes a blister is neces-
sary just to prove afterwards to
the participants that the fire re-
ally was hot!

The instructor accentuates
the point that whether a partic-
ipant walks or not, a shift will

take place within that empow- |

ers and inspires when others
are witnessed breaking through
their limiting beliefs and actual-
Iy walk on fire.

There are of course scientific
theories used to force firewalk-
ing into the realms of the con-
ventional world and explain it
away. While some of these do
make partial sense, none satis-
factorily explains fully the fire-
walking phenomenon.

Although such theories at-
tempt to explain why people
don't get burned, they do not
explain why people sometimes
do get burned. Neither do they
explain why some people can
stand on the coals for minutes

at a time, sit down and even lie
down with their hair in the
coals and remain unscathed.
Nor does there seem to be
any explanation for how some
people can walk great distances
over coals, the current record is
120ft, or how people have
managed to walk across burn-
ing hot basaltic rock, an excel-
lent conductor of heat energy.

Question

So, again, the question re-
mains, how is firewalking possi-
ble? Some say that the answer
is life energy: the animating
force common to all living be-
ings. Cultures throughout histo-
ry have had a concept of life en-

ergy.

In addition to an
intense flow of life ener-
gy, successful firewalking
seems to depend on additional
factors. A belief that it is possi-
ble to walk on fire without be-
ing burned is a prerequisite.

If a person really doesn't be-

lieve it is possible, he/she will |

not be able to create the fo-
cused intention necessary to
cross the coals safely. When
walking the coals, a person’s
thoughts are excellent feedback
as to his degree of focused
intention.

One firewalker told me, ‘The
first time I firewalked, when I
was halfway across the coals, |
could feel their heat but they
didn’t burn. Suddenly [ had the
thought, “this is impossible!”
and at that moment, I felt a stab
of pain. Immediately [ refo-
cused my attention and made it
across the rest of the way with-
out further problems. A small
blister was the result of my bro-
ken intention.

Another firewalker said,
‘Since 1 began firewalking, my
world has become a much
more magical, sacred place.
The boundaries for what [ be-
lieved is possible have to a large
extent disappeared. When
someone tells me this or that is
impossible, I just have to laugh.
After all,  used to think walking
on fire was impossible.’

People who have walked on
fire say that it is one of the most

exhilarating feelings imagin-
able. It is an incredible ex-
perience to realise you are

more powerful than you
ever thought humanly pos-
sible.

After achieving a fire-
walk, a person’s sense of
the wonderful possibili-
ties inherent in living
on this Earth is ex-
panded beyond its

BY ALL ACCOUNTS

The hands of a successful accountant and
the story they tell.

ur subject this month be-

gan his career as a

trainee accountant a
long time ago. He studied and
worked hard, passed all his ex-
ams and began a long but
steady climb up the corporate
ladder to his present position
of authority and influence.

An accountant’'s work in-
volves analysis and audit proce-
dures. He must always be
aware of and advise on organi-
sation and method. He must
keep up to date on all taxation
matters so he may continually
interpret and verify accounts.

He must also set up and
maintain financial records of
everything that goes on within
the company. He has to be
aware of market trends in case
he should be asked to cost out
potential business ventures. In
short, he has to be a bit of a
wizard with figures.

The basic requirements for
all or any of these activities is a
good education, intelligence,
perception and perseverance.
There is a need to develop
clear self-expression, have the
ability to work with figures with
plenty of attention to detail. He
must also be able to grasp facts
quickly and work well with peo-
ple from all walks of life.

But, in this case, that is not
all. A few years ago he became
interested in the computer
world and, before long, devel-
oped a {lair for systems analysis
work. He learned to be able to
interpret data to be put into a

schedule or plan for a comput-
er to operate. He specifies how
the resulting information
should be presented by passing
all relevant documents to a
computer programmer — the
one who writes the coded lan-
guage for the computer to
understand.

This extra work requires a
logical approach, patience,
neatness and a good memory.
All this ability has earned Mar-
tin respect and position within
the enormous organisation in
which he works. Naturally, it
has also brought the trappings
of position and a salary that
might make people blink when
they first hear of it.

Strength

The first thing one nofices in
Martin’s palm is the strength of
both head lines. When he
wants he can completely blot
out all extraneous matters to
concentrate on the problem of
the moment.

The modern term for his
overall approach to life would
be ‘laid back.’ Little fazes him
and in all the many years we
have been friends [ have never
known him lose his temper or
step out of line once. But,
when at work and duty calls....
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The outer edge of a hand is
rarely completely straight or
flat in appearance but, when it
does appear so, there will not
be a lot of interest shown in
creative matters. The owner
may not be very adaptable to
new ideas.

However, there is almost al-
ways a slight bulge and this is
known as the creative curve.
The more pronounced the
curve the more creatively in-
clined the owner. When the
bulge is more prominent at the
top of the palm it will reflect in
the inspirational and intellectu-
al creative pursuits of the own-
er. When the bulge is clearly in
the middle the subject is able to
follow new and original ideas
and apply them in practice.

A creative curve more pro-
nounced at the base of the out-
er edge of the palm shows the
more practical type. These folk
interpret what others want in a
constructive manner. Martin

has creative curves on both
hands and both peak clearly in
the middle.

His hobby is photography,
something both creative and
practical. He also develops his
own film and owns an aston-
ishing array of equipment. He
is probably at his happiest in
his darkroom with all the time
in the world to make, play and
create to his heart’s content.

Martin has the loop of per-
sonal ambition very strongly
marked in both hands.

First steps

Obviously no one can be-
come an adept simply by read-
ing an article, but it is possible
to explain the basic principles
which will enable you to start
the ball rolling.

The first lesson is to sit on
the floor with legs crossed, Yo-
ga style, or on a comfortable
chair with your back upright,
your feet touching and hands
on your knees or clasped be-
tween your legs in order to
‘close the circuit’ so that no en-
ergy is lost.

Light a candle and concen-
trate on the tip of the flame.
Breathe in slowly for about
eight seconds, pushing your
stomach out as far as it will go,
hold your breath for eight sec-
onds, then breath out just as
slowly, only this time pull your
stomach right in so that you ex-
hale the last drop of air from
your lungs.

the same path but, instead of |

remaining at the root chakra,
instantly click it up one notch to
the sacral chakra, ruled by the
Water element, which lies on
your spine opposite the navel.

Hold your breath and visu-
alise the energy activating this
area before breathing out. Use
any symbol you like, such as a
waterfall, a river, the ocean or a
still calm lake.

The next chakra is the Fire-
ruled solar plexus; this is where
internal body heat originates.
Always visualise the energy go-
ing first to the base ofy the
spine, then click the energy up-
wards, right through the sacral
chakra, stopping opposite your
solar plexus, right under the rib
cage.

When you concentrate on
this area while holding your
breath, visualise a great ball of
fire being released within your

body. Do not rush your breath- |

ing, if eight seconds is too
much for each stage - inhala-
tion, hold and concentrate, ex-
halation —- cut it to six sec-
onds; it is important to
maintain a steady rhythm.

The heart chakra comes next
and is situated on your spine,
directly opposite the breast-
bone, and is ruled by the Air el-
ement. When you hold your
breath and visualise this area,
imagine a warm Summer
breeze being released through-
out your body.

A proper balance

balanced within your astral
body so that your physical body
can function properly. For in-
stance, if your Earth chakra is
not working properly, your
skeletal structure will not be sta-
ble, you may lack calcium and
break or damage numerous
bones during the course of
your life.

Also, many decisions regard-
ing personal and business mat-
ters will be made without due
reference to common sense,
which the Earth element sup-
plies. You can build nothing of
a permanent nature without
the solid foundation of a well-
balanced root chakra.

The sacral chakra controls
the Water element so that if this
is thrown out of balance your
lymphatic system, which con-
trols body fluids, becomes
blocked. This centre also af-
fects all the other systems that
regulate the flow of body fluids
so, when unbalanced, crystalli-
sation in the joints can occur,
resulting in rheumatism and
arthritis.

The solar plexus chakra,
ruled by Fire, has particular ref-
erence to the digestive system.
So, if you ever suffer from
chronic indigestion or your
hands and feet become very
cold and numb in Winter, it's a
fair bet that this chakra is not
balanced.

Before anyone experiences

the symptoms of a heart attack, |

the heart chakra closes down
well in advance and is out of
balance with the other chakras.
This imbalance is then trans-

ferred from the astral to the
physical, resulting in an arterial
blockage.

Hi%her elements

Above the four lower
chakras are the three higher el-
ements starting with the throat

- chakra at the top of the spine.

This is ruled by ether, which is
the space through which the
lower four elements manifest.

There is a particular refer-
ence here to the Fixed sign of
Taurus which rules the throat
area. You can always tell
whether a person’s throat
chakra is well-developed by
the sound of his/her voice be-
cause it is sound that rules
here, so a spoken mantra can
help to balance the lower
elements.

In the beginning was the
Word, which is sound vibration.
If the voice is articulate and bal-
anced, the chakras are likely to
be vibrating in unison but if a
person screeches or is inarticu-
late, this indicates that the
chakras are unbalanced.

Follow the breathing exer-
cise as for the lower elements,
always visualising the energy
entering through the nostrils,
pausing for a moment at the
root chakra. Then click up-
wards, straight through the
lower chakras, stopping at the
throat chakra for eight seconds
before breathing out.

The next area of concentra-
tion is the brow chakra, within
your forehead, directly be-
tween the eyes. This is your
third eye, so concentration
here will develop your intuitive
and psychic faculties, enabling
you to see and feel the internal
body heat at work.

One test of competence is
practised with a partner, stand-
ing back to back at a distance of
six feet. One person directs the
internal body heat to either the
left or right hand, the other
partner tries to feel which hand
is receiving the energy.

The brow chakra is also the
seat of power because, whatev-
er you visualise and offer up to
the light, can materialise your
thoughts from the astral plane
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directly through to the physical
by repeated concentration. In
other words, as you think so
you will become.

The seventh and final area is
called the crown chakra, right
at the top of thehead. When all
seven chakras are balanced
and working like a well-oiled
engine, you will find it quite
easy to slip out of your body
and go astral travelling at night.

The secret of perfect physical
health and an understanding of
the other dimensions arrives on-
ly when you become emotional-
ly and spiritually balanced.

After opening up all seven
psychic centres, the next step
is to concentrate entirely on
your solar plexus chakra. Visu-
alise a fireball travelling from
this point, up and over each
shoulder simultaneously, then
rolling down your arms to your
hands.

Breath in as before, then
as you breath half out,
lock your solar plexus
muscles, pushing
across and down, lock 7
the muscles of your
shoulders, upper and
lower arms and final-
ly clench your fists.

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the process all overagain.

Having spent many years
practising the transference of
internal body heat, I now find
that I can project the energy to
hands and feet instantly with-
out going through the process
of prolonged breathing. You,
too, should be able to do this
with practice.

Closing down

Now one of the most impor-
tant and vital actions is to close
down your chakras all the way
from the crown to the lower
root chakra before ending the
session. Visualise wrapping
each chakra up in a square of
silk, so that they are never left
open after you have finished
your meditation.

Start following the above ex-
ercises at the time of a New
Moon and, if you practise for
half an hour every day, vou

should start to feel results
within three months or
less, depending on
your level of dedica-
tion, determination
and concentration.

tail is called an ouroboros

(Greek for tail-devourer),
it's an ancient symbol of
wholeness, regeneration and
the cycles of life which is found
all over the world.

In alchemy, the ouroboros
represents the oneness of the
universe. The head biting the
tail forms an unbroken circle;
having no sides or exits, the
circle has always symbolised
unity and totality,

Often the ouroboros figure
is accompanied by the Greek
phrase ‘Hen to pan,” which
means ‘All is one.” This points
to the alchemists’ belief that all
the matter in the cosmos is
composed of the same prime
material: this was what made
possible the transformation of
base metal into gold, the
purest substance.

The ouro-boros also symbol-
ised the ‘prime matter’ in the
alchemist’'s laboratory, the
stage at which the ingredients
are waiting to be purified and
transformed. More generally,
it signified the potentiality of
the universe.

Sometimes the serpent is
shown coiling around an egg.
Here, the egg symbolises the
prime matter while the
ouroboros is wrapped around
it protectively, like a dragon
guarding treasure. This con-
cept, originally developed by
the mystical Greek sect of the
Orphics (from whom Pythago-
ras drew inspiration) contains
a mixture of symbolism.

The idea of a protective cir-
cle is familiar in many con-
texts, from the practice of
magic to old Westerns in
which wagons fend off Indian
raids by forming an impenetra-
ble circle. In classical mytholo-
gy, the world was encircled by
the river Ocean. Snakes are
symbolically associated with
water, which in turn has often
been seen as the source of life.
In Mesopotamian myth, for
example, the primordial wa-
ters were the domain of Tia-
mat, the dragon-goddess
whose struggle with the god

900000000 0000000000000O0C0O0 T
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Marduk was dramatised in the
epic of Creation.

The scholar Mircea Eliade
elaborated the concept of the
Eternal Return: the idea that in
myth and ritual we return to a
sacred time, the point of origin
celebrated in creation myths
which is also outside space and
time and thus eternally pre-
sent. This is the Dream Time
of the Australian Aborigines.
The ourcboros is a metaphor
for this perpetual quest; finding
renewal by recreating the be-
ginning of things.

In the modern West
we are taught to view
time as linear, begin-
ning in a Big Bang
and ending, sev-
eral billion years
hence, possibly

in a Big
Crunch. But
most  cultures

have seen time
as moving in

circles, end-
lessly  return-
ing, and the

ouroboros em-
bodies this idea
on many levels.

In Buddhism, it
is a symbol of the
great cosmic wheel
of Samsara. In Egypt-
ian art, it represents the
movement of the Sun
across the heavens each day.
On tombstones, the ouroboros
is a symbol of immortality and
rebirth.

The ancients understood
that life and death are not op-
posites but, rather, part of the
same cycle. In nature, dead
matter — both plant and ani-
mal — is the source of nutri-
ents and new life: death is part
of life and life depends on
death.

Looked at in one way the
snake is devouring itself, ab-
sorbing its own essence, which
seems futile. But look again: in
fact a new snake is growing,
tail first, from the head of the
old.

This is just one of the para-

doxes of the ouroboros. Like |
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the Oriental yin-yang symbol,
it exemplifies the union of op-
posites, the dynamic balance
between polarities such as life
and death, male and female,
stasis and change.

The ouroboros reminds us
that the universe is a self-sus-
taining whole. The serpent
takes ?rom itself, grows and re-

turns to its point of origin

Ever wondered about
the snake on the front
cover of this magazine,
coiled in a circle with
its tail in its mouth?

where the cycle begins afresh.
It is a diagram of the endless
process of absorption and
emission that sustains the nat-
ural cycles of life — like a river
constantly flowing back to its
own source.

This isn't merely a symbolic
message. These days, when we

have learned that the planet’s
resources are finite, the
ouroboros might be a model

| for sustainable living — a dra-

matic illustration of recycling!

It is also a symbol of the
chthonic energies which flow
through the Earth, and of the
energy that flows through the
human body, which in Indian
philosophy is known as kun-
dalini or serpent power and re-
sides at the base of the spine.

Every electrician knows that
power has to be earthed and
mystical philosophy stresses
that the body’s energies need

to be allowed to flow freely.

With the ouroboros, the
head biting the tail com-
pletes the circuit, per-

mitting the vivifying
current to pass.

It's a symbol,
too, of wisdom
endlessly renew-
ing itself. The
snake represents
the wisdom of the
Earth. The coiled
snake is the circle
of knowledge in
which everything

is linked. It demon-
strates the ancient
belief that knowledge
is a unified, indivisible
whole — in contrast to
the modern tendency for
ever narrower fields of spe-
cialisation.

The fact that the ouroboros
is found throughout the world
suggests that it is one of those
signs (in Jungian terms, an ar-
chetype) that reside in the un-
conscious and through which
concepts are mediated. As an
example, take the 19th centu-
ry German chemist August
Kekule who was trying to dis-
cover the structure of the ben-
zene molecule (more important
than it sounds!). He got nowhere
until one night he dreamed of an
ouroboros. At once he had the
answer: the molecule formed it-
self into a ring.

The ouroboros taps into an-
cient roots yet always has
something new to say. Just like
PREDICTION, in fact!

What was the real story behind the legend?

tales and nursery rhymes as

spellbinding stories and silly
songs to help us go to sleep. In
reality these tales of dragons,
elves, giants, princesses and
brave heroes often conceal sur-
vivals of ancient beliefs and lost
wisdom. One famous example
is the muysterious tale of the
Pied Piper of Hamelin and the
lost children.

The story, like all good fairy
tales, is said to be based on fact
and it all happened in the Ger-
man town of Hamelin in the
Middle Ages. In the 19th centu-
ry the story was immortalised in
the famous poem by Robert
Browning, a Rosicrucian, and
books telling the tale are still
firm favourites with children.

According to the popular
legend, in 1376 the town of
Hamelin became infested with
rats. In medieval times the dan-
ger to the health of the popula-
tion from infestations of rats
was very serious. They carried
diseases including the dreaded
Black Death or bubonic plague.
The town council was therefore
desperate to get rid of the ro-
dents and the mayor put up a
large reward payable to anyone
who could solve the town's
problem.

A stranger arrived in Ham-
elin shortly afterwards and of-
fered to take on the task. He
was a tall thin man, dressed in
part-coloured clothes and a long
cloak and carried a pipe or flute.

The piper agreed the price
for his services with the town
council and proceeded about
his work. He walked through
the streets playing his pipe and,
to the amazement of the popu-
lace, rats of all colours and sizes
began to appear from their hid-
ing holes.

In childhood we regard fairy

The creatures formed a huge
procession behind the dancing
piper, hypnotised by the un-
earthly music he was playing.
He led the entranced rodents
down to the nearby River

Weser where the rats all
jumped into the river and
drowned.

His mission completed, the
Pied Piper returned to the mar-
ket square where the council
was assembled and asked for
his fee. However, now that all
the rats were dead and the dan-
ger to the town had passed, the
council refused to pay the
stranger his well-earned re-
ward. When he protested they
told him that if he did not like it
he could do his worst.

The piper took this news
calmly and a wry smile flickered
around his thin lips. Again he
placed his pipe to his mouth
and began to play.

This time, to the horror of
the townspeople, it was not
rats that he conjured but their
children. They left their homes
and merrily followed the Pied
Piper through the streets,
laughing and dancing to the

' wonderful music he played.

Spellbound
The people of Hamelin tried

to stop the procession but
found themselves spellbound as
the long lines of children fol-
lowed the stranger out of the
town and into the surrounding
countryside. More children
joined the procession from
farms and villages on the way.
The mayor and his council
stood powerless as the Pied
Piper led the children to a hill
outside the town. An opening
appeared in the hillside and the
piper led his flock inside. It
closed behind them and that

was the last the people of
Hamelin saw of their children
or the mysterious stranger.

Various theories have been
put forward to explain away the
weird events at Hamelin as a
historical occurrence. One the-
ory is that the children were all
killed by the plague when it
swept through Europe in the
14th century.

Another theory suggests it
was a folk memory of the so-
called Children’s Crusade, 200
years earlier, when a mad her-
mit collected children from all
over Europe and led them on a
crusade to the Holy Land. Most
died en route and very few re-
turned to tell the tale.

Another suggestion has a

| more esoteric provenance and

associates the legend with Ger-
manic myths about Woden,
leader of the Wild Hunt, his
consort Holda and their Other-
worldly home in a hollow hill.
Celtic and Germanic muyths
about the entrance to faeryland
or the underworld being a cave
leading to a hollow hill or
mound are common.

Such myths are usually asso-
ciated with an underworld god-
dess, the Earth Mother, and the
hollow hill is symbolic of her
womb. Belief in the ‘sacred
mountain’ where initiation or
enlightenment was granted to a
human seeker by a supernatur-
al figure also survived in me-
dieval Rosicrucianism which
flourished in Germany.

The famous German legend
bringing together all these
mythic elements is that of
Tannhauser and Venus. In this
story Tannhauser is a pure
Christian knight and minstrel
who was riding through the
night to attend a song contest
the next day.
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As he approached the moun-
tain known as the Venusberg or
Horselberg, the minstrel heard
strange and unearthly music
coming from a cave in the hill-
side. Standing at the entrance
of the cave in the Moonlight
was the most beautiful woman
he had ever seen.

Entranced

Tannhauser was completely
entranced by the music and the
beauty of the woman. As if un-
der a spell, he followed her into
the cave which led to the centre
of the hill.

There Tannhauser found that
he was in the realm of the god-
dess Venus. Although he tried to
escape her clutches, the knight

spent seven years inside the hol-
low hill feasting and making love |
| the 10th century the Church |

to its fairy inhabitants.

In what may be a later addi-
tion to the legend, Tannhauser
is said to have finally escaped
by invoking the help of the Vir-
gin Mary. He immediately rode
South to Rome to confess his
sins and beg forgiveness from
the Pope.

Unfortunately, as soon as the |

pontiff heard his story and how
he had been the lover of a pa-
gan goddess, he refused to ab-
solve the minstrel. Tannhauser
fled Rome in despair and re-
turned to Horselberg.

No sooner had he entered
the cave than a papal messen-
ger arrived to say that the Pope
had changed his mind, con-
vinced of the knight’s inno-
cence, and would pardon him
his sins. But this message came
too late and Tannhauser was
doomed to eternity in Venus-
berg living a life of feasting,
dancing and sexual pleasure.

In 1500 the Horselberg was
mentioned in an ltalian witch

trial. A peasant told the court
he had often visited ‘the mount
of Venus' wherein dwelt ‘Don-
na Herodias.” The doorway to
the hollow hill was guarded by a
snake and an old man and in-
side he had seen Tannhauser
and Venus.

In 1630 another accused
witch from Hesse in Germany
confessed that he too had visit-
ed Horselberg and met ‘Frau
Holda.’ She had made him look
into a bowl of water where he
saw the faces of dead men and
taught him the secret lore of
herbs.

Frau Holda, Donna Herodias
and Dame Venus are all popu-
lar medieval names for the god-
dess of the witches in Central
Europe. She was the leader of
the Heljagd or Wild Hunt and in

condemned ‘wicked women’
who believed they ‘rode at
night times with Diana, god-
dess of the pagans, or with
Herodias.’

Holda, the Winter goddess,
appears in fairy tales as Old
Mother Goose who flies across
the Midwinter sky scattering
snowflakes from her wings.
She is also connected with
Freya, the goddess of love and
equivalent of Venus in Nordic
mythology.

The male leader of the Wild
Hunt in Central and Northern
Europe was Odin or Woden.
Between Hallowe’en (October
31st) and Imbolc or Candlemas
(February 2nd) he led his hell
hounds to hunt down the souls
of the dead and take them to
the underworld.

Unbaptised children were his
particular prey and their spirits
could be seen in his procession
across the night sky. The Wild
Hunt was especially active dur-

ing the 12 days of Yule and for
this reason Woden was identi-
fied with Father Christmas.

Originally that jolly old man
had a sinister side for he only
gave gifts to good children.
Those who had been naughty
during the year would be pun-
ished or taken away.

A similar legend was con-
nected with Holda who kept
naughty children at the bottom
of her well. She allegedly had a
cottage in the wildwood, which
was the original of the ginger-
bread cottage owned by the old
witch in the fairy tale of Hansel
and Gretel.

Ancient beliefs

In the legend of the Pied
Piper of Hamelin we can see
the survival of ancient beliefs
about the Winter god and god-
dess represented by Woden
and Holda. The Pied Piper got
his name from the strange
clothing he wore which is simi-
lar to the costume worn by Har-
lequin, the leader of the Wild
Hunt or Faery Rade in France.

The unearthly music of his
piping is like the whistling of
the wind in the trees on a
stormy night and Woden's
name means ‘wind." The rats
and the children he leads away
are symbolic of the souls of the
dead who are gathered up by
the Wild Hunt. Finally, their ul-
timate destination is the Hollow
Hill, the underworld of Celtic
and Nordic mythology ruled
over by the Dark Goddess.

So the next time you read a

| fairy tale to your children and

hear the wind in the trees out-
side on a Winter's night, con-
sider that perhaps these simple
childhood tales have a hidden
depth and conceal mysteries
which are as old as humankind.
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escape some kind of despair in
his life.

In fact there is yet another
indication of karma and des-
tiny wrapped up in this card’s
dire influences. Each person in
his long journey through many
lives passes through each zodi-
ac sign, all 12 of them. He also
will have to pass through each
house of that sign or, at the
very least, each sign has to
pass through each of the 12
houses of a horoscope.

Thus he will experience
varying reactions to the same
kind of emotional situation.
Once this is done, once the
many lives have been lived, the
need for this dreadful phase
will pass. But it has to be
experienced.

One writer on the Tarot sug-
gested that the best attribute of
the Nine of Swords would al-
low a new life to emerge from

the intense suffering. The
worst that would happen
would be a complete cutting
off from any hope or comfort,
such isolation being part of the
recovery process.

Most writers emphasise the
negative aspects of the card,
quite rightly so, but they do
tend to predict disasters, mis-
ery, anxiety and doubt to such
an extent that there seems to
be no way out whatsoever,

A few commentators on the
Tarot have suggested that
some religious aspect is re-
sponsible for the overall de-
spair that cannot be refuted or
from which one cannot move
away. Certainly, in medieval
times, the Inguisition would
have been responsible for
much of the kind of unquench-
able sorrow caused.

So even this comment has
its relevance. Even today, reli-

gious persecution or seemingly
unnecessary decisions by a reli-
gious body or perhaps by an
established Church can cause
such bigoted, inflamed, inhu-
mane effects that anyone look-
ing on would find it unbeliev-
able that such despair could be
so caused. But it happens, not
only in the Christian religions
but outside of them too.

The only source of light in all
this despair is the promise that
it will pass eventually. It is the
waiting and the actual period
of going through it all that
seems unending. That ending
will come; but only once the
soul has been seared and the
punishment of the gods
worked through.

A terrible time but, once it is
over and once one has recov-
ered from it, as one will, then
it leads to a new personal
renaissance.

The zodiac can at times ap-
pear predominantly masculine
as most of the planets have
historically been associated
with male mythological fig-
ures. Until the discovery of the
asteroid belt in the 19th centu-
ry, the only planetary bodies
which women could easily
identify themselves with were
Venus, the Moon and Lilith
(which is considered to be
Earth’s ante-diluvian satellite).

While women have always
made significant contributions
to society, it must be stressed
that they traditionally played
the roles of wife and mother as
illustrated by Venus and the
Moon respectively. The dis-
covery of the asteroid belt
brought about a balance be-
tween masculine and feminine
archetypes to bring more sexu-
al equality in our Solar system.

It was also around this time
that women began to take on
more diversified roles and
therefore needed other astro-
logical indicators in what was
to become a rapidly changing
world. It is also worth noting
that those men who have cho-
sen to pursue careers which
have traditionally been as-
signed to women will be able
to relate to these more intuitive
planetary bodies.

The Moon

The Moon is the Earth’s
largest satellite which governs
our emotional responses. It is
no secret that the close prox-
imity of the Moon to the Earth
has a strong effect on our
physical environment, as evi-
denced by the daily motion of
oceanic tides and the fact that
crime has a tendency to in-
crease during the Full Moon.

The Moon relates to our
emotive impulses which push
us to react and in many in-
stances it can be such a domi-




nant feature in some horo-
scopes that it is actually more
prominent than the Sun. This
may be, as many whose natal
Moon is strongly aspected in
their natal chart will find to be
the case, the reason why some
do not show a strong affinity to
their natal Sun but instead re-
late more to Lunar impressions.

The Moon represents the re-
lationship we have with our
mother and women in general
and it denotes what type of
mother or parent we are likely
to become. While the father is
quite often associated with Sat-
urn, those men who are more
in tune with the intuitive side of
themselves can just as easily
identify with the Moon in rela-
tion to their parenting style.

In Greek mythology, the
Moon is associated with
Artemis, the virgin goddess.
She was considered to be eter-
nally young and active and was
equal to any man. Artemis was
the twin sister of Apollo who
astrologically depicts the Sun
and the pair were said to have
been very close.

With these mythological
considerations in mind, it
should come as no surprise to
conclude that the astrological
signs of Leo and Cancer, ruled
by the Sun and Moon respec-
tively, reign side by side in the
zodiac while the remaining five
planets in the ancient Solar
system progress outwardly
from the royal pair.

The planetary alignment is
as follows: Mercury, the first
planet away from the Sun,
rules Gemini and Virgo which
are one sign away from the
Cancer/Leo configuration re-
spectively. Venus, the second
planet away from the Sun,
rules Taurus and Libra which
are two signs away from the
Cancer/Leo configuration re-
spectively. Mars, the third plan-
et from the Sun excluding
Earth, rules Aries and Scorpio
which are three signs away
from the Cancer/Leo configura-
tion respectively. Jupiter, the
fourth planet from the Sun ex-
cluding Earth, rules Pisces and

Sagittarius which are four
signs away from the
Cancer/Leo configuration re-
spectively. Saturn, the fifth
planet from the Sun excluding
Earth, rules Capricorn and
Aquarius which are five signs
away from the Cancer/Leo con-
figuration respectively.

The placement of these signs
and the rulerships they were
given some 2,000 years ago
does seem to suggest that the
Summer months were regard-
ed as significant in the astro-
logical year.

Venus

Venus has been referred to
in the Bible as the morning or
evening star because it is the
last stellar body visible at dawn
and the first to be seen at dusk.
While Venus is considered to
be a feminine planet, men can
identify with its attributes be-
cause it relates to the things in
life which give us pleasure.
Venus rules the signs of Taurus
and Libra which govern our
likes, dislikes and those to
whom we are attracted and
with whom we subsequently
form partnerships.

Lilith

Lilith is considered to be
Earth’s second satellite which
absorbs, rather than reflects
light so that it is not easily seen
by the naked eye. Ancient lore
suggests that about 10,000-
12,000 years ago a major disas-
ter occurred which dramatical-
ly transformed the proportions
of the Earth to such a great
magnitude that every culture in
existence today tells of an an-
tedeluvian civilisation which is
believed to have been signifi-

cantly superior to the world we
now live in.

It was during this pre-Flood
era that Earth’s Moon was
Lilith, a celestial body which
was much smaller and more
proportional to the Earth’s own
size and orbit. During this cata-
strophe it is believed that our
present Moon, Luna, was
somehow catapulted into the
Earth’s orbit. Lilith is then
thought to have left the Earth’s
orbit, quite possibly falling into
what is now the Pacific Ocean.

This catastrophe had such a
dramatic effect on the Earth
that the continents were thus
transformed, the atmosphere
was irreparably altered to open
the door to previously unheard
of disease and pestilence
which consequently shortened
mankind'’s lifespan from sever-
al hundred years to approxi-
mately 70. Following this mag-
nificent upheaval, a great flood
ensued which forever changed
the living circumstances of
those who managed to survive.

As many people in Western
civilization can appreciate,
even the Bible details the great
Flood and suggests that there
was initially one Moon, then
two, then one again. Jewish
tradition further expands the
story because it is said that
Lilith was actually Adam’s first
wife who refused to be sub-
servient to him. Because she
refused to defer to her hus-
band, he divorced her in favour
of a more obedient Eve.

Lilith's rather dubious past
has relegated her to the realms
of the dark goddess syndrome
in that she represents indepen-
dent career women and wan-
ton women who have learned
to use their sexuality to get
what they want out of life.
While many astrologers do not
assign a zodiacal sign to Lilith,
it does correspond with the
more intense attributes of Can-
cer, Pluto and Saturn combined
so is therefore very powerful
and can bring much sorrow
and tears if lessons are not
properly learned and warning
bells are not heeded.
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Ceres

Ceres is a large asteroid
within the asteroid belt be-
tween Mars and Jupiter. In Ro-
man mythology she was called
Demeter or Da Mater which
means Earth Mother.

Ceres was said to live on
Earth and in the heavens and
was the goddess of agriculture.
Her daughter, Persephone, was
abducted and raped by Pluto,
god of the underworld, and in
her anguish Ceres made the
Earth a barren place to live so
crops would not be allowed to
grow for the duration of her
daughter’'s imprisonment.

Jupiter, who was responsi-
ble for maintaining order on
Earth, demanded that Pluto re-
lease Persephone but, because
she had eaten a few seeds from
a pomegranate, she was forev-
er bound to the world of the
dead. A compromise was nec-
essary so Persephone was al-
lowed to live on Earth in the
Spring and Summer months
but was required to descend
back into the underworld for
Autumn and Winter.

In modern times Ceres asso-
ciates herself with Virgo, Can-
cer and the Taurus/Scorpio ax-
is. Her Virgoan association
notably relates to her gover-
nance of agriculture and har-
vest, her Cancerian rulership
relates to the fact that she was a
devoted mother and her identi-
ty with the Taurus/Scorpio axis
reflects the extremes she could
go to during her period of
mourning for the daughter she
loved.

Pallas Athena

Pallas Athena is an asteroid
in the asteroid belt between
Mars and Jupiter. In Greek
mythology she was the virgin
goddess of wisdom, second in
Olympian hierarchy only to
Jupiter. Pallas Athena is said to
have been born from Jupiter's
head as a fully grown warrior
queen but earlier myths from
the previous matrilineal culture
suggest that she was actually
born of awoman. Changing po-
litical rule consequently caused
the stories surrounding her
heritage to change in line with
the invading patrilineal tribes
from the North.

Astrologically, Pallas Athena
is associated with Libra, Leo
and Aquarius. Pallas Athena
symbolises the modern, edu-
cated working woman who
lives in a man’s world and
earns an equivalent salary. Be-
cause of herindependence, she
may appear to lose her femi-
ninity and sex appeal when
confronting those who feel
threatened by strong women.

Vesta

Vesta is the brightest aster-
oid in the asteroid belt and is
symbolic of the virginal state of
being. In Greek mythology
Vesta was the first Olympian to
be born to Saturn and Rhea and
the last to be reborn to Jupiter
when she was freed from her
father’s stomach.

Vesta refused to marry Apol-
lo or Neptune and instead re-
mained a virgin. Oddly enough,
while it should be expected that
the symbolic nature of this as-
teroid would be an indicator of
celibacy, many people such as
prostitutes and other individu-
als who have highly evolved
sex lives will find that they have
this seemingly chaste asteroid
significantly placed in their na-
tal horoscopes.

Vesta is closely associated
with Virgo and Scorpio, which
seems appropriate considering
the postulate that in pre-
Roman times the constellations
which now comprise Virgo, Li-
bra and Scorpio where consid-
ered to be one, therefore en-
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compassing the characteristics
of all three signs to include
analysis, relationship building
and an innate sexual aura.

Juno

Juno, the goddess of mar-
riage and one of only two legal-
ly married women in Olympus,
was the wife and sister of
Jupiter. While she did repre-
sent the sanctity of marriage,
she and Jupiter had a rather
stormy relationship where he
was continually unfaithful to
her. Because of Juno’s jealous
nature, she pursued his para-
mours and their offspring with
a vengeance regardless of
whether or not his consorts
were in fact willing partners.

Earlier myths surrounding
Juno which date back to a more
matrilineal civilisation depict
her as a single goddess in her
own right, worshipped as the
Queen of Heaven. However,
the invading patrilineal Achaen
tribes caused the myths re-
garding this celestial queen to
evolve so she was forced to
marry Jupiter, her brother, and
subsequently lost her su-
premacy. Her refusal to bear
his children, however, did carry
with it political overtones as an
act of defiance on her part
which reflected the political
sentiments of the conquered
culture which had previously
solely worshipped her.

Juno most appropriately
represents the signs of Libra
and Scorpio where she over-
sees the sanctity of marriage
yet seeks relentless revenge on
those who she feels have be-
trayed her state of marital bliss.
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ASTROLOGY TODAY

Most beginning students of
astrology now that the birth
chart can be progressed — that
is each day after birth is equat-
ed with each year of the life in
order to show the development
within the chart and the corre-
sponding expression in the
events of the life of an individ-
ual’s inherent potential.

An advanced technique is to
use converse progressions.
Each day before birth can be
equated with a year of the life.
The positions are calculated in
exactly the same way as for
normal progressions but the
Noon or Midnight date will be
different (ie a chosen number
of days before the birth) and
must be calculated in reverse.
Most astrological software will
do these calculations for you.

The meaning of converses is
profound. Straightforward sec-
ondary progressions provide
new opportunities for us to ex-
ercise our free will and create
new karma. However, converse
progressions are very much
linked with the past. They may
show us the nature of the past
karma and indicate the circum-
stances of this present life that
are occurring because of events
and decisions in other lifetimes.

Converse progressions can
also be used by those who are
sceptical about the concept of
reincarnation as an echo or mir-
ror. The event of birth and the
aspects formed in the few days
after it are readily connected by
astrologers with all the ensuing
events of the life, through the
medium of secondary progres-
sions. One can see, then, the
value of considering the signifi-
cance of the aspects formed in
the days leading up to birth.

The converse concept can be
applied to tertiary and minor
progressions and also to tran-
sits. Again, it is better to rely on
a computer program to do this
for you — they are extremely

difficult to work out by hand.

Converse transits can be sur-
prisingly revealing in an analy-
sis where the usual transits and
straightforward secondary pro-
gressions do not seem to be
sufficiently descriptive of the
current issues in a person’s life:
a friend of mine gave birth to a
very much wanted child under
the influence of converse tran-
siting Pluto trine natal Moon.
The meaning of this converse
transit — an extremely pro-
found and positive transforma-
tion of her domestic and emo-
tional life — can be considered
to be exactly the same as it
would have been if ‘straightfor-
ward’ transiting Pluto had
touched the natal Moon.

Converse transits of one
planet over another may occur
at any time. However, the cy-
cles of the converse transiting
planets will unfold at very simi-
lar rates to ordinary transits.
The Uranus opposition, for ex-
ample, will occur at around the
same time as the converse
Uranus opposition and the nor-
mal Pluto square Pluto will oc-
cur at around the same time as
the converse Pluto square.

Try using converse transits
and progressions with your
own chart at least and perhaps
with the chart of a friend. In my
experience, converse progres-
sions coincide with significant
happenings more often than
secondary progressions do.
Perhaps most of us are still
more involved in working off
karmic debts sustained in past
lives than we are in exercising
true free will in our present life!

Remember to consider as-
pects between a converse pro-
gressed planet and natal plan-

ets, also between one converse
progressed planet with another
converse progressed planet.
Consider the house which .the
converse progressed planet or
planet is in, the house which
the converse progressed planet
rules and the house in which
the aspected planet, natal or
converse progressed, is in and
the house which it rules.

As with secondary progres-
sions, any converse progressed
aspect involving an angle is far
stronger in its effects than that
involving planets. The con-
verse progressed Midheaven
and Ascendant are very sensi-
tive points and, when linked by
an aspect with a natal or con-
verse progressed planet, the in-
fluence of that planet will be-
come foremost in the life,
producing effects according to
its nature, its aspects in the na-
tal chart, the house it occupies
and the house which it rules.

Important events in any life
can only happen when a pro-
gression involving an angle of
the horoscope is in orb at the
time. Converse progressions
are just as likely, if not more so,
to be significant as secondary
progressions. If the astrologer
is prepared to use converses, it
is probably possible to predict
all the major events of a lifetime
by using progressions involv-
ing the Ascendant, Midheaven
and the Sun.

When Adolf Hitler became
Fuhrer of Germany, his con-
verse progressed Midheaven
was conjunct progressed Mars
— an obvious indication of his
power, strength and aggres-
sion. The famous Theosophist,
Madame Blavatsky, married for
the first time when her pro-
gressed Ascendant conjuncted
her converse progressed Sun.

Her second marriage oc-
curred under the influence of
converse progressed Ascen-
dant sextile natal Sun.
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CANCER %

There is a school of thought
concerning those born under
the sign of Cancer; that they
might be described, to mis-
quote Robert Burns, as ‘wee,
sleekit, cow’rin” timorous
beasties.” True, they can be
rather backward in coming for-
ward but that isn't the whole
story.

Soft on the inside, crunchy
on the outside is one way of de-
scribing the typical Cancerian.
Warm, loving, caring, nurturing
and motherly is one side;
tough, protective, defensive
and, where necessary, down-
right ruthless is the other side.

How does this apparent con-
tradiction come about, | hear
you ask. Well, Cancer is the
sign of the Crab and is ruled by
the Moon, so let’'s do a sort of
combined operation with the
correspondences.

Anyone who enjoys eating
crab will know that the shell
has to be cracked open to get at
the meat inside, a direct analo-
gy for the astrological version.
That tough exterior is armour
against the vicissitudes of the
outside world and, as well as
being a personal defence, can
also mean that unwelcome folk
don't make it past the front
door at home, either.

Here's where the Moon
comes in. This month’s sign is
also the natural sign of the 4th
House which, among other
things, is about home, roots
and domestic matters. Without
wishing to reopen any long
irrelevant discussions, it is also
traditionally the home of the
Mother, which ties all the fore-
going together.

Mothers, generally speaking,
are warm, caring, loving and so

on with their own broods as
well as anyone else who has
been admitted to the family cir-
cle. They are also very protec-
tive of their family and will sally
forth to do battle with anyone
who appears to offer any kind
of threat to family members.
The ruthlessness comes in
making sure that no vestige of
any threat remains before
switching back into ‘mother’
mode.

Now we can take a peek at
the downside of Cancer. There
is an innate inability to let go, of

With Jupiter on the Descendant in the 1997
Cancer Ingress chart, and there or threreabouts
until January 1998, it is no surprise that partner-
ships and partnership issues will be in the fore-
front of any Cancerian’s mind.

With Jupiter in Aquarius, however, there may
be some element of the unusual in these mat-
ters, especially when he and Uranus are at clos-
est approach during the late Summer and
Autumn. This occurs when Jupiter occupies the
6th House and so the emphasis is likely to be on
finding ways of making the partnership work.

It is most likely that this partnership will be a
matter of business, rather than a personal rela-
tionship. The Moon, just past the Full in
Capricorn in the 5th House and therefore oppos-
ing the Sun in the 11th, would appear to indicate
that an idea or plan has just reached the point of
fruition and is about to be launched into the pub-
lic eye. Career matters, especially where the pos-
sibility of a change is concerned, are indicated by
the Moon’s applying trine to the Midheaven.

Even with Jupiter's benevolence it's not nec-
essarily going to be plain sailing. Saturn in Aries
in the 8th House makes a sextile to Jupiter, so
any financial concerns should be dealt with at an
early stage.

There are a number of quincunxes around

which, although unlikely to cause any major
problems, could be indicators of niggling bhoth-
ers that could hold things up or create difficulty
where there should be none. The Sun quincunx
to Neptune (Capricorn, 6th House) could surface
as your uncertainties while Venus (Cancer, 11th
House) making similar aspect to Jupiter could
show those same uncertainties voiced by a loved
one or, possibly, some doubts as to the financial
viability of the scheme.

The placement of Mars in Virgo in 2nd House,
trine to Neptune, should provide a counteraction
to any fears but be careful that this does not
swing too far the other way and give rise to a sort
of ‘do or die’ bravado.

One further point; Cancerian business con-
cerns, as with anyone else’s, thrive on publicity
whether it is advertising or by word of mouth.
Mercury in Gemini in 11th House and trine to
benevolent Jupiter will put any businesses firm-
ly in the public eye and do them no harm at all.
Be careful, though, that Jupiter’'s expansiveness
is not allowed to become exaggeration — all too
easy to do, although Saturn is on hand to apply
the brakes should it become necessary.

As far as other matters are concerned over the
next 12 months, the main times to watch out for
are at or about the eclipses, both Solar and
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possessions or people; Cancer
is a very possessive sign. Itisn't
the possessiveness of the
Taurean who will acquire and
hang on to things because they
are his; this is because, to some
extent, Cancer is what it loves
and possessions are a kind of
security blanket. Never happier
than when looking after some-
one, especially children,
Cancer goes into a decline
when those same children up
and leave home, unless they
can find someone or some-
thing else upon which to lavish
affection.

Now, while Cancer subjects
will quite happily fight for their
brood, things can be a little dif-
ferent when they are threat-
ened themselves.

This is
followed by a rapid retreat be-
hind closed doors, again much
like the crab’s retreat into its
shell.

sult of the Moon’s rulership of
Cancer. The Moon is responsi-
ble for our moods — whatever
the sign — but never more so
than with Cancer. Sweetness
and light one minute can
change with remarkable rapidi-
ty to picking a fight and then to
floods of tears. This can be a
mite confusing for anyone else
but Cancer types get used to
and, occasionally, use it to their
advantage — they are past
masters at manipulation.
Career-wise, the Cancer sub-
ject excels at anything that in-
volves looking after people or
plants. The nurse is an arche-
typal example but does sum up

the subject perfectly; quick to
respond to the patients’ needs
and very protective of them,
sometimes even with the doc-
tors! Teachers at nursery or re-
ception level (surrogate moth-

Lunar. The Solar eclipses take place in Virgo
(September 1st) and Pisces (February 26th 1998)
and, at seven to eight degrees of those signs, will
make direct aspects to the Moon and Uranus in
the Ingress chart.

Any New Moon signifies a fresh start but, in
the case of eclipses, the significance is likely to
be hidden for a while. With Uranus involved any-
thing could happen, and probably will, so watch
out for the odd minor setback to carefully laid
plans, especially if these are set to mature quick-
ly. The Lunar eclipse in mid-March 1998 is one to
watch out for as it is directly square to the
Ingress Mercury. If there is going to be a time for
adverse comment or publicity then this is it, pos-
sibly in the form of indirect allusions or a whis-
pering campaign.

As the Sun moves into Cancer the outer planets
are all moving retrograde, apart from Saturn who
starts his backward shuffle in mid-August.
Whatever Crabs have in mind is more than likely
to be of a long-term nature and therefore to be an
ongoing affair rather than some flash in the pan.

Forward motionis confined, until much laterin
the year, to the Lights and the inner planets with
the exception of Mercury's reversals in August
and December; with another in April 1998. It may
appear that a retrograde Mercury is there to
throw spanners into works but such times can al-

so be used to take a breather and to make any ad-
justments which may be necessary — some-
thing like the planned service intervals for a car.

Little has been said about the more personal
side of life so far. This is largely because it paral-
lels the more public face so closely; the chart fo-
cuses on the 6th and 11th Houses of work and
public life with aspects to the Midheaven from
that most personal of them all, the Moon.
Second and 8th House placements show fi-
nances tied closely to work, as is usually the
case. The only planet not yet touched upon is
Pluto, sitting quite happily at the bottom of the
chart and bringing his transformatory abilities
right at the bottom of things.

This is likely to be where much of the change is
rooted. When Pluto decides that things are to be
altered it's time to give in gracefully and let him
get on with it. The indications are that there will
be beneficial effects on personal finances but
some disruption of the domestic routine —
which covers both personal and business mat-
ters as both are likely to be affected whatever the
root cause.

To sum up; a year of slow but steady progress
on all fronts and the likelihood of those born
under the Crab to end up better off than when
the year started. Just remember to go forwards,
not sideways...

which is a good self-defence in
difficult circumstances.

One will sometimes observe
a totally different style of signa-
ture from the main body of the
text. In this situation the owner
tries to display an impression
which is not the true trend in
the thinking.

Underlinings are also a help-
ful pointer. Sometimes one
sees not only an underlining

but an elaboration or embell-
ishment with twists and curves
all over the place. This is some-
one who is showing off with a
‘look at me’ attitude. The most
pleasing signature is a straight,
plain and readable name.

Tall capitals hint at pride in a
positive or intellectual script
but, in a negative one, conceit
and big-headedness.

The pressure is significant
and, if light, may indicate a
rather limited energy and some
sensitivity. If strong and deep,
emotion is displayed and, in
some instances, physical force.

When all the letters are
rounded and have a soft ap-

pearance, this alludes to a fun-
damentally affable and co-
operative nature. When angu-
lar, the implication is of one
who is decisive and a little an-
tageonistic but with some ten-
sion. However, much of this
aggressiveness is frequently
channelled productively.

Again it must be stressed
that one should seek confirma-
tion in the rest of the writing.
Should the name be smaller,
then a reserved and modest
outer show hides the aggres-
sive disposition. A blunt, firm
dash after the name implies
determination. When a line is
short and lightly made, there is
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stone ruby as this comes under
the rulership of Mars which al-
so rules Aries.

NEANDERTHAL MAN

There are reports that Ne- |
anderthal man roamed Eu- |

rope for longer than previ-
ously stated and odd rumours
that the species can still be
found in remote parts of the
world.

Fragments of skull from ear-
ly man was found in the Nean-
der Valley near the Rhine, Ger-
many, in 1856. The
reconstruction that followed
showed a tall, hairy figure with
a large head and strong sloping
brow, hook nose and rounded
chin. The most notable charac-
teristic was the sloping brow
with its horizontal bony ridges.

Although

as 20,000 years ago, recent
sightings of the Yeti, Bigfoot,
in isolated areas — especially
frozen locations or very high al-
titude, off-track mountain re-
gions — suggest that some hu-
man species survived after this
date. It is therefore not impos-
sible for later descendants of
Neanderthal man to still be liv-
ing in the world today; indeed,
some African and Far Eastern
tribes claim to be the results of
the intermingling of old and
new human races.

This may sound unlikely yet
it is worth remembering that
fossilised remains of both ani-
mal and human species contin-
ue to be found all over the
world even now. Very early
species such as the dinosaurs
may have been destroyed thou-
sands if not millions of years
ago vet it is more than likely
that some species survived
many world cataclysms such as
the Great Flood that was the
last major geological upheaval.

TELEPHONE READINGS

I would like to have a read-
ing from a good clairvoyant
but am puzzled by adverts
which offer private telephone
readings.

But a personal visit is not
always easy, especially as one
get older, so the idea of a tele-
phone reading is a good one.
Can you give me advice about
this please? — J.W., Kingston.

All forms of communication
such as radio, TV, telephone,
even fax machines, are linked
to psychic influences. It is often
the fact that a disembodied
voice at the other end of the
telephone can pick up vibra-
tions psychically in a very effec-
tive way.

However, if you choose to
have a telephone reading, do
look at the cost per minute for
the call. Remember, this can
be quite expensive if the call
lasts a long time as so many
readings on dedicated lines
generally do.

The quality of the psychic
reading, as so often advertised
in magazines, does vary al-
though several | have tested
out were certainly of value pro-
vided, of course, one is pre-
pared to meet the cost of the
call. Some individual clairvoy-
ants do offer private telephone
readings and will advise of the
overall cost. As these are usual-
ly far more personal, it might
be best to consider this kind of
choice first.

some self-esteem but without
excessive assertion.

There are cases when the
line underneath has a slight
curve in it. This registers a
facet of romanticism. There
are instances when the name
starts with a capital that under-
lines the complete word. This
displays self-importance in the
background.

There is a theory which says
that when a signature is
crossed through, some dissatis-
faction about self is present in
the psychological framework.
In some, and [ state only some,
this self-rejection may cause
suicidal tendencies. The rest of

the writing must have deep and
concerned attention before
reaching such a conclusion.

If the name is the same size
as the other writing the feeling
of self both in public and pri-
vate is usually balanced.

One must remember that a
signature is a diagram — a pic-
ture of how we wish to show
ourselves. Not only that, but it
reveals what we are really like
under the veneer.

Coping with the environ-
ment requires adherence to
certain rules and principles.
The signature will hint at how
well we manage this.

A number of factors have to

be considered when assessing
a signature. Which way does it
lean? Are the letters connected
or unconnected? Is it legible or
illegible? Base-line even or un-
even? Do upper or lower ex-
tensions predominate? Large
or small capitals? Placement
on the page. Is the middle
zone tall or short? Pressure?
Elaborated or neglected in
form?

If the name is smaller than
the text, the outer retiring dis-
play covers up a more sure and
selt-confident person. Con-
versely, if the signature is much
larger, there is a much deeper
need to ‘put on a show.’

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Given its place in human

development, it is little wonder
that fire is important in magic, too.

in occultism that there are

four elements which make up
all things — Earth, Air, Fire and
Water. One ancient secret of
that belief was that all four were
equally important. You didn't,
for instance, want a large Earth
body with a small spirit inside it
because a large spirit would
shatter a small Earth body and
SO on.

Therefore, any magician
wanted his/her elements prop-
erly in the four quarters of a cir-
cle. I stress this because some
people have a tendency to spe-
cialise in Fire magic or Water
magic, or whatever.

But be warned, a surfeit of
any one element can have dis-
astrous results or, at the very
least, cause inconvenience
such as burst pipes and the like
if Water is the element invoked
too often. Similarly, dramatic
fires can result if this is the ele-
ment allowed to become too
dominant. So, remember, the
elements should always be in
balance.

Fire magic is important and
is certainly a very ancient art. It
dates back to the time when the
tribe that fed its fire survived
the Winter whereas the tribe
that let its fire go out died very
quickly.

The tribe kept its fire at the
back of a cave and the place of
the fire was sacred. Fire meant
life and survival. At least one el-
derly or injured person was al-
lowed to live just to feed the
fire: a very important job.

It has long been a basic belief

Sweet smell of success

Fire was fed with wood and
primitive man scon noticed
that some woods vielded differ-
ent smells as they burned.
Some smells pleased the vari-
ous gods more than others and
thus was born the basic busi-
ness of incense.
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Holly and thistles would not,
for instance, be fed to the love
goddess who would prefer ap-
ple or rose wood. Willow wood
and mistletoe were considered
suitable for the Moon goddess
whereas oak logs would please
the Sun god and so on.

As humanity began to work
in temples, fire had to be more
carefully controlled. We had to
think in terms of torches, lamps
and candles and thus, today,
there are a number of books
dealing with candle magic, the
most modern variety of a very
ancient magic. So let us consid-
er what is involved.

The first and most vital point
to make is that every magician
practises, from the conjuror to
the magus, from Merlin the en-
chanter to the High Priest
down the road. We all make
mistakes, swear, try again and,
with time, get it right. So if you
want to try Fire magic, bear in
mind that practising is essen-
tial; when Fire magic goes
wrong, it is very dramatic
indeed!

Some books suggest dress-
ing up in a robe and working
through a complicated formula.
Consider, have vyou ever
worked in a robe before? If not,
start by rehearsing in your robe
and thus avoid tripping over the
hem or catching your sleeve on
a candlestick when performing
your ritual.

Safety first

Check basic safety. Take a
long hard look at your candle-
sticks or holders. Glass breaks,
even toughened glass will do
so eventually; plastic melts; sil-
ver-plated holders may be
weighted with lead which will
melt all over your dining table
and ruin it.

If you want to go in for can-
dle magic, you're best advised
to think safety first.

You may be fortunate
enough to have your own tem-
ple but, even so, do you have a
temple fire extinguisher? If not,
go and buy one; consecrate it if
you wish but keep it in your
place of working.

Do some meditation on a fire
drill even if you work alone. It is
too late to call the fire brigade
when pursued by demons and
salamanders.

You may work out of doors.
If so, you have doubtless no-
ticed that we have had three
dry Summers. Bonfires to the
ancient gods are great but
someone should be appointed
to keep a very special vigil, en-
suring that your group doesn’t
set the woods alight or burn
half the countryside.

Never leave the site of an
outdoor ritual while anything is
burning or smouldering; re-
member, charcoal stays hot for
a very long time. The last three
Summers have brought special
fire risks of their own; they
have also brought with them a
water shortage so be very sen-
sible with outdoor fire magic.

Dozens of lit candles may
look pretty and romantic, as in
the closing scenes of the film
Carrie, but the chance of an ac-
cident is high, especially if
wearing loose-fitting ritual gar-
ments. So best to start with
careful planning, rehearsal and
a single candle.

Now, where are you going to
work? You will need a fireproof
working surface; a slab of mar-
ble covering a tabletop would
be a good starting point. Obwi-
ously, tablecloths should be
avoided and remember, too, to
ensure that other potential haz-
ards such as lightweight cur-
tains that could blow across the
candle flame are safely tied
back before you start. And nev-
er leave unaccompanied chil-
dren or pets in a room with a
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lighted candle. nite it and scatter incense onto

Note that very little incense
smoke is needed to trigger a
sensitive alarm so remember to
switch it off before you start
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and switch it on again after you
have finished. Also, as there
may be several smoke alarms
in a block of flats, I suggest that
you use very little incense to
start with — just a few grains
will do.

Others may opt for a church
censer, though this can be an
expensive item and should be
hung up when not in use.
Those who have never used a
thurible/censer before should
please allow plenty of practice
before using one for real in a
temple as it is all too easy to
scatter hot charcoal all over the
floor and isn't nearly as effort-
less as you may imagine.

First steps
If you want to do
candle/fire/incense  magic,

think in terms of starting at
square one. Buy an assortment
ot coloured candles — good,
clean bright colours are best.
These can be anointed with oil
(sometimes known as ‘dressing
a candle’), then wrapped in
clean paper or cloth and put
away until needed.

Your candles can be anoint-
ed with holy oil or candle oil or
you could use the right oil for
the planetary colours. For in-
stance, yellow ones are conse-
crated with Sun oils, orange
with Mercury oils, green with
Venus, and so on.

Before starting magical work
of any kind, it might be wise to
disable the telephone first. Mo-
bile phones in particular may
be a great invention but do not
belong in a magical ritual when
interruptions  to the work
would be most unwelcome.
You need all your concentra-
tion for ceremonial work and
really don't need vwisitors or
phone calls, so decide how best
to deter both until you are
done.

When you feel ready — all
necessary precautions taken
and you've practised — get out
the appropriate candle and
holder. If you've never done
practical magic before, stick to
meditating on one candle for a
while (later, when confidence
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grows, you'll be able to a add a
second, a third, and so on). Do
this daily for 15-20 minutes at
a time. Magic requires a good
deal of concentration and you
have to build that before you
remake the world.

Planetary colours

[ am not inclined to mix the
colours of candles used in a rit-
ual — two pink, three green,
one vellow and a black sounds
like a messy ritual to me. I sug-
gest the following colour code,
using the planetary correspon-
dences, is a simple yet effective
starting point.

Soft purple — clairvoyance,
divination (Moon work)
Orange — Job and travel (Mer-
cury work)

Green — nature and
(Venus work)

Yellow — healing (Sun work)
Red — protection (Mars work)
Blue — good fortune (Jupiter
work)

Black — limitation (Saturn
work)

White — pure spirit (complete-
ly spiritual work)

Meditate on your candle.
Develop the art of talking to
flames. Do this carefully and
consistently and you will have
taken the real steps in working
fire magic.

Elemental

Some of you will find fire
magic easy. | have a theory
that those with lots of planets
in a Fire sign would find this
sort of magic easier than those
with none. Those with the ma-
jority of planets in a Water sign
will find fire magic well-nigh
impossible, so will have to
work harder but can take it
easy when it comes to water
magic.

Books on candle magic may
not offer this hint but it is worth
bearing in mind. [ have a small
side table in my working space
and, if working with fire magic,
my rod, cup and pentacle are
placed there. Remember — all
four elements are important

even if you are not using three
of them.

You never escape the ele-
ments, no matter how experi-
enced a magician you may be-
come. Think of an astronaut
going to Mars, he still takes his
native Earth with him as his
own flesh; he takes the water
of this world with him and all
his past because we came from
water; he takes air, too, be-
cause the Martian atmosphere
is far too thin to breathe and
will need a heating unit or will
freeze to death. The elements
are always with mankind, they
are inescapable.

Electricity is also a form of
fire. Ancient temples all over
the world did without electricity
and magical manuscripts were
read by the light of guttering
candles. You don’t have to do
everything the hard way today.
If your eyes are not as good as
they were, consecrate an elec-
tric lamp and read your ritual
properly.

Change to an appropriately
coloured light bulb and a white
temple can be turned into a red
temple of Mars, a green temple
of Venus or whatever. True,
the gods of the underworld
prefer the dimmest light but
you still have to get through
your ritual without knocking
equipment off your working
surface. If you need extra light
to read a long ritual formula,
then that extra light must be
added.

Use New Age equipment by
all means. Oil-burners can re-
place the old-fashioned in-
cense-burner; it is even possi-
ble to buy different coloured
oils or ones that burn with dif-
ferent coloured flames. Magic
is an evolving art, though the
fundamentals remain.

If there has been one key
word for any successful ritual,
that word is practise.

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arly civilisations had great
ane and respect for all

that happened in the
heavens and such irregularities
as comets and shooting stars
must have caused great wonder
and speculation. Many civilisa-
tions believed them to be a phe-
nomenon that carried mes-
sages of some sort.

They could, therefore, arouse
great fear, especially in some
cultures such as the Roman Em-
pire where they were thought to
be a sign of impending roval
death. One of the astronomical
laws of the Middle Ages was
that the appearance of comets
indicated great upheaval, such
as the Norman Conquest of
Britain following the sighting of
Halley’s comet in 1066 which
can be found depicted on the
Bayeux Tapestry.

Navaho Indian folklore re-
gards comets as the fertilising
‘spittle’ of the Black God, Cre-
ator of Stars, while the Tukano
of the Amazon believe shooting
stars to be a sign of celestial
procreation which fertilises the
planet by falling as dew. Today
some scientists conjecture that
the extinction of dinosaurs was
due to a comet colliding with
Earth and which left its mark
in the Chicxulub Crater in
Yucatan.

There has been much talk of
comets lately. To name but a
few, not so long ago a comet
hit the planet Jupiter, then

Universal pollinators

Scientist Sir Fred Hoyle sug-
gested that life in the form of
simple viruses and bacteria
could have developed in the in-
terstellar dust clouds, such as
those in the Orion Nebula. Fur-
ther, that even the building
blocks of life — proteins, en-
zymes, RNA and DNA — could
be of an extraterrestrial origin.

In Hoyle's view, comets are
prime candidates for the intro-
duction of wviruses to Earth.
Their extremely long elliptical
orbits into deep space would al-
low them to ‘soak up’ material
which would then be released
into the inner Solar system.

In Medieval times comets

in history when they were regarded as

harbingers of change.
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were believed to bring plagues
and some scientists today spec-
ulate that certain viruses may
have originated from comets.
For instance, Halley's comet
crossed Earth's orbit in 1910
and, within a few years, 1918,
there was an influenza pan-
demic which seemed to occur
simultaneously  across  the
whole world.

Composition

The chemical composition of
comets turns out to be the four
commonest elements in living
material; hydrogen, carbon, ni-
trogen and oxygen. Some
comets probably overlap other
star systems as they travel,
thereby connecting our Solar
system to the whole cosmos.

Unlike other celestial bodies,
comets can travel all over the
Solar system, depositing what-
ever they carry. So, if they are
carriers of living material then
they could be feeding new life
to the universe.

This suggests that viruses
from outside our home planet
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could be the key to explaining
the mysterious mechanism of
adaptive evolution. If so, what
might this suggest about the in-
fluence of comets today on our
behaviour?

Looking at the events
around the time of comet
Tabur’s passage through the
constellation of Gemini last
September might give some in-
dication. As the comet passed,
trouble broke out in Jerusalem
over the opening of an ancient
tunnel near the Dome of the
Rock, the site where, in biblical
times, the Temple of Solomon
was built. Curiously, as-
trologers who regard cities and
countries as astrologically influ-
enced say dJerusalem has a
Geminian nature.

Orbit

Tabur moves in the same or-
bit as another comet, Liller,
which was first discovered in
1988 and moves through our
Solar system in a 2900-year
period. (In fact, Tabur may well
be a piece that broke off from
Liller when it last passed the
Sun.) Curiously, King Solomon
ruled over Israel approximately
2900 vyears ago (970 BC),
which is when his temple was
built in Jerusalem.

Also last September, numer-
ous UFO sightings were re-
ported in both Israel and Jor-
dan. On the 17th, traffic on a
main road in the Ramat Aviv
section of Tel Aviv came to a
stop as motorists abandoned
their cars to watch a hovering
UFO and several police officers
are said to have seen ‘a strange
light in the night sky’ over the
Northern end of the city.

Some Israeli Ufologists link
the wave of sightings to the
Second Coming of Christ. It is
remarkable, in this light, that
the name of the comet, Tabur,
resembles that of the famous
Mount Tabor in Israel where
the trans-figuration of Christ
occurred.

One wonders, is all this mere
coincidence? Or do comets re-
ally influence life on Earth and
cause important change of
times and states?
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id the land-mass of

Antarctica move 2,000

miles further South in
the 11th millennium BC, as
Professor Charles H. Hap-
good of Keene College, New
Hampshire, suggests, thus
repositioning the vast conti-
nent to the centre of the
Antarctic circle?

It is already known that the
Sun'’s gravitational pull will in-
crease if the Earth’s orbit devi-
ates by one degree from a per-
fect circle. It is also known to
have the effect of a greater tilt
on the Earth, generating im-
mense pressure on its massive
ice caps.

With  their cumbersome
weights and great force push-
ing relentlessly, the Earth's
crust would move. The 30-
mile thick hard lithosphere
would slip over the soft inner
core in one movement causing
massive changes.

If Hapgood is right, this
would explain the reason for
such a fast meltdown of the
last Ice Age between 15,000
and 8,000 BC. It would also
account for the extraordinary
volcanic activity which accom-
panied this geophysical event
throughout the world.

Explanation

It would provide an explana-
tion for the evidence of tropi-
cal flora, crustaceans and fos-
silised palm leaves discovered
in the Antarctic ice in recent
times. Also the coal beds found
by Sir Ernest Shackleton 250
miles from the South Pole and
the fossilised deciduous South-
ern beech forest discovered in
the same area by geologist
Barrie McKelvey and David
Harwood in 1990.

And at the opposite pole,
there could be an explanation
of why giant fruit trees have
been found deep in the Arctic
Circle; the presence of fos-
silised palm leaves three me-
tres long plus water lilies and
marine crustaceans found on
the Norwegian island of
Spitzbergen.

All of which suggests that,

long ago, the environment at
both poles was similar to the
Caribbean or the Mediter-
ranean now.

Oceanographic work car-
ried out by Russian scientists
concluded that the Arctic and
Antarctic oceans were warm
during most of the last Ice Age
and at their warmest between
32,000 and 18,000 vyears
ago. Many warm-blooded
mammals that lived in these
conditions became extinct in
the permafrost during the
height of the last Ice Age,
around 15,000 BC,

Melted

Then came the meltdown.
Suddenly, between 14,500
and 12,500 BC, and spas-
modically again in the 11th
millennium, 40,000 years’
build-up of ice two miles thick,
covering millions of square
miles, melted suddenly.

Was this a natural climatic
change? Or was it, as some sci-
entists believe, a sudden shift
of the polar regions due to a
movement of the Earth's
crust?

If Antarctica was 2,000
miles North of its present posi-
tion prior to 15,000 BC, then
shifted South getting lost un-
der millions of tons of ice, how
could the Piri Reis Map, com-
piled in 1513, be made? This
map is a genuine and accurate
document of the Northern
coast of Antarctica: vet
Antarctica wasn't discovered
until some 300 years later. A
seismic profile made by a
Swedish-British Antarctic Ex-
pedition across the ice cap in
1949 shows that the Piri Reis
map is correct in detail. Yet
the latest ice-free time in that
coastal region was 4,000 BC.

Old sources

Piri Reis admits to copying
and compiling his information
from old source maps, some
dating back to before the 4th
century BC. Hapgood suggests
that these source maps were
probably copied in their turn
from even older maps made
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by G.W.SMITH

thousands of years earlier.

So who were these people
able to map vast coastlines of a
continent with such precision?
No civilisation known to man
had the technology to survey
and map the Northern coast of
Antarctica so accurately before
4,000 BC. The chrono-meter,
essential for precise cartogra-
phy and fixing longitude,
wasn't invented by Harrison
until 1770.

Could a civilisation so intelli-
gent suddenly disappear from
the face of the Earth without
trace? If the theory of the
Earth's crust movement is cor-
rect, then, ves, it is possible.
Everything would happen so
quickly in geological terms that
there would have been no time
to save the civilisation.

Some would survive but most
would perish in the tidal waves,
hurricanes, electric storms and
volcanic eruptions as seismic
faults opened up the ground
around the globe. Many more

| would die trying to adapt to the
harsh conditions in which they
| found themselves.

Could this intelligent civilisa-
tion have predicted the shift of
the Earth's crust? And, know-
ing their civilisation could not
be saved in the small amount of
time left to them, would they at-
tempt to put down roots for the
future?

Survivors

Did the scientists, engineers,
mathematicians and architects
go out to the far corners of the
world and teach their skills to
primitive man? In such a bar-
| baric world many would die in
the process. But there would
have been survivors.

Looking around the world to-
day there are many pointers to
such a scenario. The Sphinx,
for example, perhaps this was
built to tell a future civilisation
when they were here? Dating
methods point to its being con-
structed between 10,970 and

8,810 BC vyet, surely, high
technology in  engineering
would have been needed to
build it.

And the three principle pyra-
mids, situated in the exact posi-
tion of the three stars of Ori-
on’s Belt in relation to the
Milky Way at that time, give us
a construction date of 10,450
BC. So these giant monuments
were constructed pre-history,
when mankind was supposedly
still primitive and incapable of
such  scientific  engineering
feats.

Another remarkable exam-
ple is the Temple of Kukulkan,
Yucatan, Mexico.

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Winged Wonders

hey appear on album

I sleeves, book covers,

Christmas cards, wed-

ding invitations, various pieces

of jewellery and bric-a-brac,

and one in ten pop songs has

reference to them. What are
they? Why, angels of course.

Ask anyone what they think
of angels and the answer in-
variably includes phrases like;
immortal beings, goodness and
light, wings and harps and, of
course, heaven and God. In
fact, the entire history of an-
gels is a hopeless mix of fanta-
sy, myth, legend, supernatural
sightings and dreams.

The term ‘angel” actually de-
rives from a word meaning ‘the
shadow side of God’ but later
came to mean ‘messenger’ in
accordance with what was seen
as an angel’s primary function.

Throughout numerous ex-
amples in Judaic, Christian and
Mohammedan writings (angels
are peculiar to monotheistic re-
ligions), there are seemingly
conflicting accounts of angels.
In some, %ar from being beings
of pure good, they are in fact a
species merely designed to do
God’s will, whatever it may be.

So we find accounts of an-
gels as bringers of good news,
like the birth of Christ, but also
as bringers of plague and
famine, as in the angel of
death. However, these two
messengers could, in fact, have
been the same celestial being.

Throughout history, theolo-
gians and philosophers have
disagreed vehemently on the
order of the hierarchies in
heaven. They have even dis-
agreed on the number of heav-
ens, variously described as ei-
ther seven, nine or ten.

However, two of the earliest
scripts on this subject do tally,
so | take my lists from them.
Dionysius, in his volume, The
Muystical Theologie and The
Celestial Hierarchies, and
Thomas Aquinas in his Sum-
ma Theologica both agree on
the following.
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Highest triad Seraphim,
Cherubim and Thrones.

Middle triad: Dominations,
Virtues, and Powers.

Lower triad: Principalities,
Archangels and Angels.

Each of these orders has its
own duties to perform and the
entire thing is given a structure
that seems entirely logical. God
sits at the centre, at the heart
of the universe, and each of the
nine orders radiates out, just as
the planets radiate out from
the Sun.

The wvery highest order,
seraphim, are said to circle
God'’s throne, eternally singing
his praises in a chant known as
the Trisagion. This is regarded
as the chant of life and, while it
continues to be sung, life will
go on and develop throughout
the universe.

The seraphim are believed
to be in direct communion with
the Divine and are beings of
pure energy and thought. They
appear as an incredible light
and are said to burn with ‘the
fire of love.’

However, when they appear
to humans in their angelic
form, they take on the more
fearful countenance of a four-
headed, six-winged beast. The
prophet Isiah so described
them: ‘Each had six wings; two
covered the face, two covered
the feet, and two were used for
flying.’

Connection

It may be this colourful de-
scription that initially sparked
the connection between the
seraphim and serpents. What-
ever the original source, the
seraphim have become closely
associated with both snakes
and dragons. In fact, the name
seraphim derives from two He-
brew words, one meaning
healer, doctor or surgeon and
the other, higher being or
guardian.

It comes as no surprise,
therefore, to learn that the

Greek god Hermes is the same
deity as the Egyptian Thoth
who, in turn, is the same as the
Roman Mercury who is the
same as the chief seraphim,
Michael.

All of these were associated
with the taking of messages
from the Divine to mortal man
and all were gifted healers. To-
day we still see this connection
with healing through the sym-
bol of the medical profession,
the caduceus, which has two
snakes intertwined along the
staff.

Second of the holy choirs
are the cherubim. This term
derives from the Hebrew
kerubh, translated to mean,
‘the ones who intercede.’ In
mythology cherubs have most
commonly become known as
guardians of sacred places.

In a biblical context, the cas-
ket which held the Ark of the
Covenant had two golden
cherubs guarding it and two
were also said to guard Eden.
Elsewhere, representations of
these heavenly figures can be
seen at the entrances to tem-
ples and other places of wor-
ship.

In Sumer and Babylon,
cherubim equivalents became
monstrous  beings,  again
guarding sacred places and
even kings. In the Near East,
the cherubim evolved into the
fabulous jin, or genies as we
now know them, who are of
course guardians of lost knowl-
edge and power.

The thrones, third choir in
the highest triad, are more of a
mystery than any of the other
angelic beings. The most de-
tailed account of their appear-
ance comes from Ezekiel but,
basically, they are described as
many eyed wheels, burning
with the brightness of a million
coals. They are credited with
being the observers of every-
thing.

Said to reside in either the
third or fourth heaven, thrones
were most often seen as burn-
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ing wheels in the sky. A curious
comparison, indeed, to the de-
scriptions of many UFOs today.

The second triad features
the dominions, said to be ‘an-
gel regulators.” Presumably,
therefore, they ensure that all
the angelic beings, in every tri-
ad, complete their duties. They
exist in the second heaven and
are led by Zadkiel, closely fol-
lowed by Hashmal, Yahriel and
Muriel.

The virtues, fifth choir in the
hierarchy, are the ones credit-
ed with bestowing blessings
from on high, commonly re-
garded as miracles. They instil
courage when it is needed and
it was two of this group who
appeared at Christ’s Ascension
and provided his escort to
heaven.

The sixth choir, the powers,
are literally the border guards
between the first and second
heavens. They watch over and
resist the efforts of demons
who want to take over the
world and seek to preserve a
balance between good and evil
within each of us, as well as in
the heavens.

Balance

In fact, the middle triad is
perhaps the most interesting
group. Each has to try and
maintain a balance of some
kind between good and evil. It
is in this constant battle that
the angelic forces are put at
risk of falling prey to the dark
side.

The leaders of the virtues in-
clude Michael, Gabriel,
Raphael and Satanel. This
group was decimated during
the great rebellion and it was
Satanel, later to become sim-
ply Satan, who became the
leader of the rebels. It took
nine days for Satan and his fol-
lowers to fall to Earth and es-
tablish what we now call hell.

The principalities or prince-

doms, the seventh choir, are |

protectors of borders. Ori%;inal-
ly this was thought to refer to
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actual
countries
or conti-
nents. In re-
cent years, how-
ever, these borders
have been accepted
as those of morality
and sanity. They are
also charged with the
protection of the bor-
ders of religion, an im-
possible task at the best
of times.

There are two contenders
for leader of this group. The
first is Nisroch, who appeared
in occult writings as the chief
chef (yes, chef!) to the demon
princes of hell. Again a duality
can be seen.

The second, and more prob-
able leader is Anael (sometimes
given as Haniel) who is also
named as one of the seven an-
gels of creation. He is also gov-
ernor of the second heaven,
with dominion over all the
kingdoms and leaders of Earth.
Another of their number,
Cerviel, is titled ‘the great
prince of strength’and it is he
who is said to have aided David
in his slaying of Goliath.

The eighth choir, the
archangels, are almost certain-
ly the best known of the angelic
beings. Two of their number,
Michael and Gabriel,
named in the Old Testament
and the seven angels who
stand before God according to
John (Revelation 8:2) are
thought to be from their num-
ber; another, of course, is
Raphael.

A most unholy row erupted
in the ancient past, and contin-
ues to this day, about the iden-
tity of the seven angels of cre-
ation. Four names appear
regularly and are largely agreed
upon. These are Michael,
Gabriel, Raphael and Uriel. As
for the other three, perm any
from several contenders includ-
ing Metatron, Remiel, Sariel,
Anael, Raguel and Raziel.

The archangels are the ‘mes-

are |
the hand of Abraham as he

sengers
who carry
divine decrees’
and, as such, are the ones with
the most connection with
mankind. They are the
beings said to appear in
dreams and visions and it is
they who command the legions
of heaven in their unceasing
battle with the ‘sons of dark-
ness.’

Of these, the most famous
by far is Michael. His deeds and
exploits are written in the lore
of many ancient cultures and,
though his name changes,
there is little doubt that it is the
same celestial being.

It was Michael who stayed

was about to sacrifice his son.
It was he who appeared to
Moses as a burning bush and
who will descend from heaven
with ‘the keys of the abyss and
a great chain in his hand’ and
will ‘bind the satanic dragon for
1000 years.” It is Michael, too,
who is credited with the slaying
of 185,000 men of the Assyri-
an army which was threatening
Jerusalem in 701 BC.

Gabriel is worth mentioning
here since he is one of the two
highest ranking in Judeo-
Christian and Muslim religious
lore. He sits at the left-hand
side of God, is said to have 140
pairs of wings and is the angel
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of mercy, resurrection, revela-
tion and death.

His best known appearances
include persuading the Maid of
Orleans to help the Dauphin;
explaining to Daniel his vision
of the fight between the ram
and he-goat; and at several
conceptions including that of
Christ. Gabriel is also ruler of
the first heaven and of Eden.

The third of the famous trio
is Raphael. Said to be the
friendliest of all the angels, he
is often depicted chatting to
some unsuspecting mortal. He
is healer of all — not only mor-
tal wounds but also of the Earth
itself. Guardian of the Tree of
Life in Eden, he is one of the
seven angels of the Throne of
Gad.

So we come finally to the
ninth and most common of the
holy hierarchy, angels. What-
ever interpretation is made
here, from whatever language
or age, angels have always
been regarded as the messen-
gers of God or the gods. They
are intermediaries, if you will,
between mortal man and the
omnipotence of the Divine.

In this group are the
guardian or ministering angels,
said to be attached to one indi-
vidual throughout his/her life
span. How many such we have
differs according to our pre-
ferred faith. According to the
Jewish Talmud, each person is
assigned 11,000 guardian an-
gels at birth.

Though there is no official
Christian stance on this, many
writings confirm that we have
two; one for the right hand,
steering us towards good, one
for the left, steering us towards
evil. The duality of good and
evil angelic forces is seen at its
strongest here.

So, whatever you may have
thought about angels, and this
article merely skims the surface
of a complex subject, you can
be sure that all is not what it
seems. Angels can work both
for you and against you, and
have frequently done so if
many of the legends and myths
surrounding these celestial be-
ings are to be believed.

ONE IN A series of essential reference

guides to specific branches of comple-

mentary medicine, this copiously illus-

trated, large format, hardback book is

a boon to novice and practitioner alike.
Divided into four main sections plus

practical information on when to gath-

er herbs, useful addresses, further

reading, etc this beautifully presented,

250 plus paged book is certainly com-
prehensive. Part One explains the un-
derlying principles of the holistic ap-
?roach to health and healing; Part Two
ocuses on the practical aspects of
medical herbalism, such as what plant
to use, when, how to prepare it and
what it does.

The main body of text occupies
Parts Three and Four, the former be-
ing the actual herbal, the latter cover-
ing the bodily systems. Thus it is possi-
ble to approach the subject either by
studying the plants and what they are
used for or to look up a specific health
problem and see which remedies are
recommended.

The herbal is attractively laid out
with at least one full-colour photo illus-
trating each individual entry which is
listed according to its common name,
though its botanical name is given also.
Each entry details the herb's main
properties, the part/s used, its con-
stituents, actions, preparation and
dosage plus information on other
herbs with which it can be combined in
treatments.

The bodily systems section is com-
piled equally sensibly with practical ad-
vice not only on appropriate herbal
treatments but remedial diets and other
hints on how to both relieve and, better
still, avoid symptoms of ill-health.
Again, the presentation is attractive
with numerous colourful illustrations
enlivening the text which, incidentally,
is highly accessible even to the lay-
person.

All in all, an excellent guide to
herbalism for anyone interested in a
practical, holistic approach to health
who is intent on improving his/her
l%rlarllzeral well-being. Recommended. —

WITCHCRAFT —

A BEGINNER’S GUIDE

by Teresa Moorey

(Hodder & Stoughton, £5.99)

IF YOU HAVE always been interested in
the Craft but are unsure what it entails
and do not fully understand it, then this
is the book for you.

Easy to read, this book covers just
about everything you need to know on
the subject and answers all your ques-
tions. It deals with the Goddess, beliefs,
practices, marriages and magic; in fact,
it describes Wicca and paganism
seriously.

This is no guide to being a witch as
this is not something that can be taught
but comes from within. However, this
useful little paperback can certainly get
you started on the Wiccan path and

dispel all those silly notions of pointed
hats and broomsticks.

Although witcheraft is old, an an-
clent way of life, it is still practised to-
day by many worldwide and can be
very rewarding to those whose beliefs
are sincere. At the back of the book is a
list of handy addresses and suggestions
for further reading.

A PSYCHOLOGICAL ZODIAC

by Angela Arnold

(Waterweaver Press, £8.85)
THERE cAN BE no doubt that the psy-
chological system of C.G. Jung has
greatly enriched the art of astrology
over the past decades. Now there are
dozens of astrology books woven upon
the insights of Jung, many of which are
indeed excellent and can greatly broad-
en the astrologer’s horizon.

Here is yet another where the au-
thor attempts to link Jungian cate-

ories (introvert/extrovert; sensation,
eeling, thinking, intuition) with the zo-
diacal signs. Usually I am keen to pe-
ruse the latest thinking on this subject
but, try as I might, not much progress
was made with this one.

[ felt that no sooner had I grasped a
thread than it was snatched away, only
to end up floundering in a sea of ver-
biage; reminding me of my early ef-
forts to read Heidegger and James
Joyce. It all sounds very impressive ini-
tially but suddenly you realise that it's
just words, words, words, changing like
a TV screen run wild.

The author could have written a
much more accessible book if she had
kept to a shorter and clearer path. But
maybe ['m getting impatient in my old
age! —R.H.

ADVANCED CANDLE MAGICK
by Ray Buckland
Llewellyn/Airlift,

12.95/£10.99)

THIS 1S THE latest in a series on practical
magic and is a follow-up to Buckland'’s
earlier work Practical Candleburning,
first published in 1970, which has now
sold over 200,000 copies. It begins
with a description of magic and how it
works, then introduces the reader to
the practical workings of candle magic
in part two.

Buckland evidently believes you
have to go the whole way in practising
this simple magical art. This includes
robes, altars, tools, casting a circle and
all the other ritual paraphemalia. The
old cunning folk who practised candle
magic generations ago might not have
been so concerned with the trappings.
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Nevertheless, Buckland eventually
rovides rituals that the reader can per-
Form. These include how to find a per-
fect mate (sic), to find happiness, con-
tact a spirit guide, cure bad habits, etc.
The book concludes with a list of magi-
cal correspondences.

All in all, a useful guide to one of the
easiest and most practical forms of
magic available to the would-be magus.

THE MOON AND YOU FOR
BEGINNERS

by Teresa Moorey

(Headway, £5.99)

THE AUTHOR APPEARS to lack astrologi-
cal knowledge. For instance, she is evi-
dently unaware that anybody but Dane
Rudhyar has done work on the phases
of the Moon yet goes on to say, ‘My
types have characteristics in common
with his, except that [ divide the cycle
into nine, not eight,” thus dismissing
the work of one of the all-time greats in
one fell swoop without proper expla-
nation. Not a good start!

A few pages are devoted to aspects
of the Goddess, femininity, astronomy
and Lunations but most of the text is
given over to the nine chapters on the
author's phases, each one ending with
a suggested visualisation which is
spelled out in detail. The book does
contain tables enabling one to find
one’s own Moon phase at a glance
where this is unknown and these have
a fairly high accuracy rate (80%) as the
author claims. — B.L.

UFO: A DEADLY
CONCEALMENT

by Derek Sheffield

(Blandford, £9.99)

THERE. HAVE BEEN plenty of occasions
when governments, of whatever hue

and country, have been suspected of |

attempting to cover up UFO sightings.
The reasons for such deception are
twofold: avoidance of public panic and
belief that such objects are the work of
alien governments or from beyond our
planetary environment and so on.

As Sheffield mentions in this excel-
lently researched book, ‘The clandes-
tine actions of the intelligence services

would indicate a knowledge, and an in- |

volvement, that show that its intentions
are not open and honest ... the sce-
nario is frightening.’

He admits his evidence is mainly cir-
cumstantial yet it is certainly none the
worse for that. Dealing with a phenom-
enon which, by its very nature, frus-
trates the collection of objective evi-
dence means one is bound to be in the
position of collating information re-
garding a cover-up in this manner.

On three separate occasions be-
tween November 1989 and March
1990 a UFO was picked up on radar in
the sky over Belgium. On the third oc-
casion almost 14,000 people wit-

nessed the event which was picked up
by five radar stations. Then, surprise,
surprise, statements from the British
MOD and Belgium Air Force regarding
this incident were found by She?field to
be both contradictory and misleading.

One indication of just how mislead-
ing information peddled by the authori-
ties can be was their claim that it could
have been a ‘laser effect from a night
club.” The problem with this evasion is
that radar will not, in any circum-
stances, detect any form of light. Basi-
cally, It seems that the authorities rely
on the perceived attitude of those who
state they have seen UFOs being de-
luded, hallucinating or liars.

This book’s merit is due mainly to
Sheffield’s considerable patience in
producing hard evidence of the efforts
of those in power to mislead us and
hide at every turn of the investigative
screw. Do the authorities really believe
we are daft as they imagine?

A worthy read for those who sub-
scribe to the government conspiracy
theory: a ‘deadly concealment’ indeed.

A BARD’S BOOK OF PAGAN
SONGS

by Hugin the Bard

12.95/£11.95)

AS SOMEONE WHO really enjoys listening
to music, from Debussy fo Dire Straits,
but who can neither read it nor play an
instrument, reviewing this book is a lit-
tle difficult. Because of this, | am not
qualified to judge the merits of Hugin's
musical talents as a composer and
songwriter or how the songs will sound
— we may have to wait for the album
for that!

Essentially, this is a songbook based
on the Welsh collection of legends and
folk tales known as The Mabinogion
plus some other pagan songs written
by the author. Obviously, this is a book
that will appeal to those musicians who
are interested in the Welsh myths and
Celtic-orientated folk music.

The latter is pretty sexy in the US at
present with Clannad, etc enjoying ris-
ing popularity, so this book may well
sell better over there than here. —
M.H.

BIG SKY MIND: Buddhism and
the Beat Generation
edited by Carole Tonkison
(Thorsons, £12.99)
AFTER THE PUBLICATION of On the
Road in 1957, many left safe but bor-
ing jobs to shoulder a rucksack them-
selves in imitation of its author, Jack
Kerouac, whose own life had been rad-
ically changed by a book. this latter was
Walden by the writer and mystic,
Henry Thoreau.

Kerouac combined a serious study of
Buddhist scriptures with a brand new
spontaneous free-form style of writing

with which he captured the experience
of the fleeting moment. Thus began
the ‘Beat Generation,” a reaction
against the material and conformist
culture of post-war America.

This anthology contains a brief intro-
duction to a selection of these hugely
influential writers and poets including
Allan Ginsberg, William Burroughs,
Lawrence Ferlinghetti (founder of the
famous City Lights bookshop in San
Francisco), Diane de Prima and Gary
Snyder, plus a dozen others. Although
varying in literary style and outloak,
they all shared an urge for a revolution
in consciousness, considering them-
selves not just artists but on a spiritual
quest.

Ginsberg, a confirmed Tibetan Bud-
dhist since 1972, states that the paths
of poet and spiritual seeker are insepa-
rable. Before his death in 1969, when
asked what he thought, Kerouac
replied, ‘God, [ want God to show me
His face.’

If you don't know these ‘beatific’
texts, get ‘on the road' right away and
hitch a ride to your nearest enlightened
bookshop! — J.T.M.

EGYPT AFTER THE PHARAOHS
by Alan K. Bowman

(British Museum Press, £14.99)
MENTION THE ANCIENT Egyptians and
most people automatically think of the
prolonged period of Pharaonic rule.
Yet the 1,000 years between Alexan-
der the Great's invasion in 332BC and
the Arab conquest in 642AD marks a
time of enormous change in Egypt’s
history.

The Hellenistic era under the power-
ful Ptolemies ended with the defeat of
Antony and Cleopatra in 30BC when
Egypt became a province of Rome.
Then, under Byzantine emperors the
country enjoyed renewed political in-
fluence and continued prosperity as
Christianity began to displace the an-
cient Egyptian and Greek deities.

This is a fascinating era, a period of
transition, when Egypt not only ab-
sorbed important influences but con-
tributed greatly to the classical world in
terms ofg architecture, devotional and
decorative arts, trade, industry and
commerce. Happily, too, it is a well-
documented period with a wide range
of source material including the writ-
ings of historians, geographers and the
like plus numerous archaeological re-
mains and artefacts as well as thou-
sands of papuyri texts.

Here, then, is a remarkably well-
researched and detailed exploration of
arguably the most exciting millennium
in Egyptian history which forges a link
between the ancient past and what has
evolved into modern society. It is a re-
markable period where external influ-
ences have wrought internal changes

in every conceivable aspect of life for
an age-old and powerful civilisation.
Liberally illustrated in black and
white and full-colour, well annotated
and with an impressive bibliography,
this is a book that will delight classical
scholars as well as those for whom
ancient Egypt holds an undying fasci-
nation. Highly recommended. — M.E.

TRUE CRIME ASTROLOGY
by Edna Rowland
Llewellyn/Airlift,

14.95/£11.99)

THE AUTHOR IS intrigued by murder,
suicide and violent death and her book
will appeal to those astrologers who
are similarly addicted, which means
most of us.

She has collected ten cases and gives
exhaustive details including very full,
clear charts. There are natal charts of
the victims and perpetrators, progres-
sions, pre-natal epochs, times of the
dastardly deeds, times the police were
called, times of forced entries, arrests
and executions. Also birth dates of
those on the periphery of events.

It's an American publication so is
slanted towards that market but John
Lennon, Marilyn Monroce and Sylvia
Plath at least are internationally
known. Midpoints and Arabic Parts as-
soclated with violent death are also
called upon.

Allin all, an astrological feast of facts
and figures. Sadly, with the recent
spate of sensational killings, the cata-
logue can be added to almost daily.

Whether any conclusions can be
drawn is doubtful. Like everyone else,
astrologers can only be wise after the
event but, awful though the subject is,
it's one which will always hold the fas-
cination of the horrible. — J.R.

NO FAITH REQUIRED

by Matthew Manning
(Eikstein Pubs/Colin Smythe,
£5.99)

MATTHEW MANNING CREATED a sensa-
tion during the 70s by demonstrating
various psychic powers to the satisfac-
tion of the public and various research
establishments. Now he devotes him-
self to healing and encouraging posi-
tive thinking in those sulfering various
psychosomatic and physical illnesses.
He states that his approach relies on
reversing negative psychological and
emotional trends and encouraging
people not to feel trapped and wvic-
timised by life and to deal with prob-
lems in a positive, creative way. He ex-
plains several techniques which are

common to many healing traditions.

The book is full of objective healing
which Manning has successfully per-
formed on terminal patients and so on.
He does not, however, claim to heal
everyone since so many differing fac-
tors are involved in illness.

Nevertheless this small book is quite
impressive in the evidence it presents
and the tips it provides on how to
change one's attitude to life. A useful
buy.

THE PHOTOGRAPHIC I CHING
by Dhiresha McCarver & Gary
Woods

(Virgin, £12.99)

THERE HAVE BEEN several attempts to il-
lustrate the I Ching, both with drawings
and paintings, so it is no surprise for a
photographic interpretation to turn
up. On the face of it, this seems a good
idea vet, for anyone familiar with the
various versions and translations, this
volume will be something of a disap-
pointment for two reasons.

Although there are plenty of more
modern texts available, for some odd
reason McCarver has chosen to base
her paraphrase of the text on James
Legge's 1899 translation; one least
suited to casual use. Also the use of
blow-ups of Wood's photographs on
the walls of the Getty Museumn in Cali-
fornia where I'm sure they look im-
pressive. Unhappily, though, few of
these photos are successful as illustra-
tions to the hexagrams because they
are too pale and nebulous.

All of which is a pity for this is an im-
pressive book at first glance, so per-
haps it might make a suitable present
for a beginner.

GREEN WITCHCRAFT
by Ann Moura

Llewellyn/Airlift,

12.95/£11.99)
NEVER HEARD OF ‘Green Witchcraft?’
Well, you have now. Basically, it is a
new tradition woven together by the
author of this book.

Broadly, this is based on material al-
legedly supplied to her as a child by her
Spanish Catholic mother and grand-
mother in Brazil plus quite a lot (largely
unacknowledged) inspiration from
modern Wicca and neo-paganism. The
result is an ethnic pot-pourri of ‘folk
witchcraft’ with herbal remedies, tea-
leaf reading, Tarot, crystals, runes and
whatever else you can think of thrown
into the mix.

If that were not a rich enough diet,
Moura also has some pretty idiosyn-
cratic ideas about Aryans (sic) and the
origins of the Celts. Because of this,
her version of witchcraft contains
some Hindu elements — and, as Barry
Norman is so fond of saying, why not?
Despite this departure into exoticism,
the seasonal rites provided for
wannabe green witches follow the tra-
ditional pattern of the cycle of the God,
from his birth at Yule to his descent to

A QUEST FOR ultimate answers is what
most science and a great deal of the oc-
cult are all about. The strap-line in Bar-
ry’'s book also adds ‘religious’ before
the word ‘quest’ and thus sets the tone.

Admitting cheerfully that no theory
can be proven from within the bound-
aries it sets for itself, Barry frees him-
self to borrow heavily from psycholo-
gy, religion and quantum physics in
order to present a theory that will ex-
plain ‘almost everything.” While it's
true that a good deal of quantum
physics is based on ‘thought experi-
ments’ and every religion requires
faith, Barry takes 180 pages to tell us
that his proposed solution includes re-
lationships, love for God and dimen-
sions of the mind (sic!).

[dealistic mishmash aside, there’s a
pretty interesting overview of psychol-
ogy, scientific theories and world reli-
gions here that would complement
one’s bookshelf. But if you're hoping
this book will provide the answers
you've been waiting for, you'll be dis-
appointed.
