ry this thought experi-

ment with me: Shut your

eyes for a moment. Qui-
eten your breath. Picture a
darkness within your mind., A
space quite empty. And in that
space now visualise the great-
est horror you can. The kernel
that gives birth to your greatest
fears, the very same thing that
animates your loftiest aspira-
tions and becomes the basis of
your worst nightmares.

If you come from planet
Earth chances are you've visu-
alised some stylised element of
the dragon.

The dragon image of glaring
eyes, forked tongue, fiery
breath, poisonous  blood,
talons and razor-sharp scales
has cropped up with curious
persistence in the creation
myths of every civilisation since
the dawn of time,

Across gaps of history span-
ning thousands of years, on
four separate continents, the
dragon has been both revered
and feared. Now, as we draw
into the opening years of the
21st century, with the power
and popularity of its image re-
maining unaffected, it’s time to
stop and ask, ‘Why?”’

Psychic trauma

Dragons have cropped up in
myth and legend since the year
dot. In ancient Greece, before
the coming of the rest of the
Olympian gods, Zeus had to do
battle with a dragon called Ty-
phoon (master of the high
winds — hence the modern

meaning of the name). While
the Babylonian god-hero Mar-
duk had to slay Tiaman in or-
der to create the sky and Earth
and make order out of Chaos.

In Australia, the Aborigines
believe in a sky-serpent that
swallows time, the American
Indians mention the Manitou,
the great serpent-god who
rules over the realm of life and
the domain of death. Even in
the Rig Veda there is an ac-
count of the valiant god Indra
venturing forth to do battle
with a dragon called Vritra be-
fore the life-giving waters are
released and life begins on
planet Earth.

In Western literature myths
of dragons not only abound but
take a turn for the worse. The
Norse hero Siegfried sallies
forth to slay the dragon Fafnir,
and die himself in the process.
The Anglo-Saxon Beowulf has
to face Grendel, whom he kills
and survives, only to fight
hopelessly against the terrible
Worm in his old age; a fight
that he cannot survive even if
he wins.

The motif of the terrible ser-
pent/dragon that has to be
successfully faced but at the
price of the slayer’s life is
played again and again. This is
particularly so in Britain where
there are no fewer than 50
tales of such slayings through-
out the land.

Such is the force of the drag-
on image in myth and popular
legend that it has drawn the at-
tention of scientists, psycholo-

gists and archaeologists who
keep coming across it on their
digs throughout the world.

In a highly speculative book
entitled The Dragons of Eden,
astrophysicist Carl  Sagan
draws a connection between
the last surviving dinosaurs
(which would include flying
pterodactyls) and the emergent
mammalian forms that were
destined to succeed them.

The struggle for life and
death in those early stages of
pre-history would have been so
great, Sagan speculates, that a
deep psychic trauma would
have remained buried in the
racial psyche.

Perhaps. Certainly it would
help explain the aversion
many, if not most people have
to snakes today.

One of the founders of psy-
chology, Carl Jung, in his bio-
graphical work Memories,
Dreams, Reflections specu-
lates that the dragon image is a
primitive archetype dredged
from the darkest recesses of
the mind to represent the
things we fear most: snakes,
darkness, fire, sharp claws,
stronger animals and heights
(flying in this case).

His account is persuasive.
But only if one accepts that the
mind has not yet evolved suffi-
ciently enough to abandon the
thrall of fears that probably go
back 100,000 years or more.

Archaeologists, on the other
hand, take a slightly more
practical approach. Dragons,
being on the same mythical

scale as griffins, were used |

to represent the unknown
dangers.

Giant sea-serpents  that
closely resembled the popular
image of the dragon were rou-
tinely drawn on official maps of
the world and sea charts to
mark unknown waters,
And areas of land about
which little or nothing
was known were offi-
cially marked with
‘Here be dragons’ as
a warning to be
alert,

Archae-
olo-

gists also believe that Mar-
co Polo’s first description of
a crocodile, after he returned
from his journeys to China, be-
came the basis for perpetuat-
ing the myth of the dragon in a
world of growing wonders. In-
deed, Marco Polo described a
crocodile as, ‘A scaly lizard
with short, stubby legs, a great
rotund body, thick tail and
huge, wide jaws full of sharp
teeth!’

The image of the dragon
might have been easy enough
to dismiss then as a product of
cartographer’s overworked
imagination or a half-remem-
bered racial memory of a time
when the sky was filled with
death had no other speculative
alternative been proposed.

Dragons are real
Paranormal investigator Pe-
ter Dickinson had, for years,
been puzzled by the wide-
spread persistence of the drag-
on image. He reasoned that
since there was never any

smoke
without a

fire, the possi-
bility existed, however unlikely,
that dragons had once been
fully-fledged animals that had
been eclipsed on the evolution-
ary ladder.

The problem was that even
given the bone-lightness of
birds and the weight-lifting ca-
pacity of a bumble-bee’s wings,
a dragon would need a
wingspan of over 600 ft in or-
der to fly. Dickinson thought
about the problem and in his
1979 book The Flight of
Dragons advanced the theory
that dragons had been animals
of vast bulk, housing a chemi-
cal factory rich in hydrochloric
acid.

The hydrochloric acid (an
acid present in the digestive
tracts of all vertebrates) in these
creatures reacted with the cal-
cium in their bones in a com-
plex metabolic process accord-
ing to Dickinson. The by-

products of this process

were large amounts of a
highly combustible, lighter-
than-air gas: hydrogen!

The dragon then channelled
this gas into special pockets in
its body (like puffer fish deep in
the ocean floor do today with
oxygen) which, when full, en-
abled it to levitate. Thus its nor-
mal sized wings were needed
only for guidance and propul-
sion, not for take-off.

But what about the dragon’s
fiery breath? Dickinson had an
answer for that as well. The
metabolic process between the
hydrochloric acid and the drag-
on'’s skeleton could not be shut
down, he said. So when the
dragon was asleep hydrogen
had to be safely vented and it
was ignited in the process
through some chemical
means; much as electric eels
and fire-ants respectively are
capable of producing electricity
and sparks today.

Why, then, is there no trace
of dragons today? Not a single
skeleton. Not a single tooth.
Not a single fossilised scale.
Well, Dickinson explained in
his book that the dragon’s
skeleton was self-renewing, de-
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pending on an intake of lime-
stone. At death, the self-regen-
eration process stopped and
the skeleton crumbled.

Dickinson's fanciful account
would probably have been
laughed out of the contenders-
for-the-dragon-explanation
stakes were it not for a chroni-
cled incident which happened
before his book was published.

In 1968 a newspaper ac-
count recorded how a dragon-
like sea monster had been
found in a culvert near Lough
Derrylea, Cross, County Clare.
The man who first reported the
incident said, ‘It couldn’t wrig-
gle itself through. No one both-
ered going near it and it stayed
and melted away!’

It could well be that Dickin-
son’s theory has some merit
and that dragon tales are based
on some long-gone real ances-
tor. The theories, however,
have not stopped there.

Thought-forms

Taking a leaf out of Jung’s
book and combining it with the
mental disciplines of Tibetan
monks, the scientist Thomas
Bearden has written that, ‘The
collective unconscious is vastly
more powerful than the per-
sonal unconscious and under
appropriate conditions it can
directly materialise a thought-
form, which may be of an ob-
ject or even a living being.’

The emergent thought-
forms are called tulpas, after
the Tibetan lore, and Bearden
believes that the Loch Ness

monster, fairies and UFOs are |

all examples of this kind of un-
conscious power that the mind
can exert.

His linking of the dragon
with UFOs has sparked O?f a
lively debate. In Britain a great
deal on ley lines has been writ-
ten by John Mitchell, a geo-
mancer who also practises the
ancient Chinese art of Feng
Shui.

Mitchell has chronicled how
ancient sites in Britain, such as
megaliths, stone circles, bar-
rows, mounds, etc act as focus
points of the Earth's energy.

Many of the local legends re-
?arding dragons in Britain are
ound near burial mounds or
on ley lines; locations where
the greatest number of UFO
sightings also seem to occur.

Dragon Ufonauts

This simple observation link-
ing the winding, twisting, un-
dulating — dare [ say it — al-
most serpentine structures on
the ground to something com-
ing out of the sky has been
made before.

In the 18th century Dr
William Stukeley was the first
to postulate that the circles and
avenues of prehistoric Britain
were huge representations of
serpents that indicated some
serpent or dragon-worship-
ping religion that looked to the
sky for its gods. In our times
this has taken a further twist.

It has been suggested,
among UFO circles, that peo-
ple from outer space did land
on Earth in the distant past,
Earthlings probably thought of
the landed spaceships as exotic
structures possessing some
great treasure and therefore
tried to steal them, killing the
Ufonauts and destroying the

spaceships in the process.

In this context every flying
fire-breathing dragon is a com-
plex representation of the de-
stroved UFOs. The dragon’s
circular posture of repose,
when asleep, resembles a UFO

shape and every circular
mound, burial site and barrow
is a temple to those golden
ods. An enticement, possibly,
or them to forgive and come
again.

This would tally perhaps
with the ambivalence associat-
ed with the dragon image.
Sometimes this is seen as
good, the giver of life and the
bringer of rain; sometimes bad,
requiring obedience, fear and
sacrifice.

Whatever the real truth, it
has become lost in a past that is
too distant for us to remember
in anything but our dreams.
And it is in our dreams perhaps
that the dragon takes its most
concrete life and breathes fire
again.

The dragon, it seems, sym-
bolises either the total sum of
all our fears or our yearning for
our skyward brethren to come
back and forgive our guilty con-
science.

The knack of adapting to most situations
requires quite a flexible disposition.

any are able to accom-
Mplish this without effort,

while others find inter-
personal and social relation-
ships far from manageable if
they don’t put some exertion in
that direction. Insecurity is of-
ten the source of caution and
produces care and selectivity
when choosing friends and
lovers,

The approach to the envi-
ronment and outside world can
be most frightening to some in-
dividuals. They create a self-
protective measure of discrimi-
nating wariness in order not to
be hurt. Below the surface
there is always a small voice
which says ‘I must take care.’

This attitude reveals itself in

ters are slightly compressed
| which refers to a guarded way
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of presenting oneself to others.
That tall middle zone hints at a
good effort to show enough
ego to be reasonably successful
in the community.

The base-line is a little un-
even denoting some variability
in emotional reactions. Lower
extensions are not greatly em-
phasised indicating only little
interest in amorous adven-
tures. Similarly, there is only
the same level of interest in the
material field.

The second writer also takes
care as the spacing of words
again informs us of discrimina-
tion. The slant inclines right,
pointing to someone who can
express feeling responses with-
out any real shyness.

The lower loops are variable
in length which expresses an
uneven reaction to sexual mat-
ters and material things. The
upper loops or extensions are
very slightly wide indicating
imagination in the abstract and
intangible spheres of ideas and
theories.

Word endings are short, sug-
gesting a sensibly controlled
generosity, a little obstinacy
and frankness in opinion. This
writer has moods occasionally
but cannot really be called err-
atic. The ovals are slightly com-
pressed hinting at prudence
and a degree of inhibition.

The third example adheres
to the original school copy;
one whose concepts cling to
conventional trends. Changes
are not welcome and to move
with the crowd causes more
happiness than being individu-
alistic. This writer aims to act in
a manner according to accept-
ed values.

The slight slant to the right
and general roundness of the
letters signify affection and

Midsummer was a focal point in the year for
many old traditions and superstitions.

mer Eve and Midsummer

Day were very important
dates in the calendar. It was the
time of the Summer Solstice
which was celebrated with vari-
ous rituals and, in pre-Christian
days particularly, with fire
festivals.

Fires were lit on hilltops and
village greens all over the coun-
try as encouragement to the
Sun to shine more frequently
and give out more warmth.
People danced around the fires
and tossed herbs and flowers
into the glowing flames or even
leapt through them in the belief
that this would bring good luck.
Others snatched burning brands
from the flames and rushed
around waving them in an at-
tempt to drive away evil spirits.

Some of these practices, in-
cluding torchlight parades, con-
tinued well into the Christian
era. For instance, gathering at
Stonehenge on Midsummer Eve
to watch the Sunrise is a custom
which has lasted to this day.

Another feature of Midsum-
mer festivities was the con-
sumption of ale; this ale was re-
garded in the same light as
Church-ale which was specially
brewed and sold to the popu-
lace and the money dedicated
to church purposes. In 1603
there was an unsuccessful at-
tempt to ban Church-ales by
certain clerics who disap-
proved of the practice but the
custom finally ended during the
Commonwealth period.

One well-known superstition
associated with Midsummer
was the belief that madness
was more pronounced at that
time, especially at the Full
Moon. Midsummer heat was

In earlier centuries, Midsum-

also believed to cause the onset
of rabies in dogs. In Shake-
speare’s Twelfth Night Olivia
refers to the lunacy provoked
by the Sun's heat and a Full
Moon when she says to Malvo-
lio, ‘Why, this is very Midsum-
mer madness.’

Midsummer night was al-
ways a popular date for balls
and was once a time when
girls, eager for romance,
turned to wvarious magical
means of finding their own true
loves. One ancient custom was
for a girl to slip an ash leaf be-
tween her breasts and repeat
the following words before go-
ing out for the evening, “The
even ash leaf in my bosom, the
first 1 meet shall be my hus-
band.” If she were going to a
dance there was some likeli-
hood her wish would be
granted.

Another way of divining her
future in the love stakes was to
pick some St John’s Wort
on Midsummer Eve, if

Midsummer Day, June 24th,
is also John the Baptist's Day
and yet another superstition
applied to a girl who wanted to
know whether she would mar-
ry her current boyfriend. On
the 23rd, St John's Eve, she
was to lay a sprig of myrtle on
her prayer book with the
words, ‘Wilt thou take me,
(saying her name), to be thy
wedded wife.” The closed book
would then be placed under
her pillow and if the sprig had
disappeared next morning a
happy outcome was forecast;
myrtle means love in the lan-
guage of flowers.

Considering the possibility
of bright Sunny weather and
the aura of romance surround-
ing Midsummer, it is hardly sur-
prising that June is such a pop-
ular month for weddings. It was
named, after all, for Juno, wife
of the Roman deity Jupiter. As
Juno was worshipped as the
goddess in charge of women,
marriage and childbirth, cou-
ples who tied the knot in June
were believed to be especially
blessed.

Although St John the Bap-
tist may appear a strange fig-
ure to be associated with love,
he was the forerunner of Jesus
Christ whose teaching, ‘Love
God and love thy neighbour’
' could transform our world.

s the year 2000 ap- |

proaches it appears that

Millennium fever is here.
According to ex-Economist
correspondent Graham Han-
cock, Apocalypse will happen
in 2012 when the Earth’s crust
will shift around its core.

Based upon the findings in
his book, Fingerprints of the
Gods, he tells of an advanced
civilisation which was wiped
out in a similar global catastro-
phe 13,000 years ago, the last
vestiges of this civilisation be-
ing buried two miles below the
Antarctic ice. ‘

This is, of course, theory.
For others Armageddon is real,
as witnessed in the inferno of
Waco or the Sarin attacks of ‘
Shoko Asahara’s Aum Shin-
rikyo in Japan.

Evoking Armageddon scares
is becoming a worldwide indus- ‘
try and the end of the world is
nigh. And as is so often the
case, the root of Armageddon
can be found in a Biblical ‘
speech of Jesus. :

His Apocalyptic prophecy
appearsin Luke 21, 8-12. The
usually quoted piece says, ‘Na- |

tion will rise against nation,
and kingdom against kingdom;
there will be great earthquakes,
and in various places famines
and pestilences; and there will
be terrors and great signs from ‘
heaven.’

However, as any rational
historian will tell you, there has
never been a time in human
history when these factors
have not been prevalent.
Which leads many to conclude |

that what we are dealing with is |
social change as opposed to
supernatural intervention and
the end of the world.

Indeed, in this context, Je-
sus’ prediction came true for
the world he knew when the
Romans razed Jerusalem in
70AD. In a real sense, Ar-
mageddon fears are fuelled by
anxieties about where society
is going. And such anxieties
leave us prey for Armageddon
salesmen to scare us to death,
invoking a whole host of
demons and stimuli to nudge us
closer to our destruction.

But of course the average
person couldn’t be involved in
such a destructive process.
Hence, one of the central ‘
themes of Apocalypse sales-
manship is to invent a secret ‘
society that is controlling this
process — a society we are im-
potent to fight.

‘Son of God,” David Icke is ‘
one such conspiracy theorist.
Following his failure to rejuve-
nate mankind, he now argues
that the world is manipulated
by a secret world government
above elected governments
which purposely engineers ev-
ents to its own sinister agenda.

The llluminati

Icke’s secret government is,
in fact, simply a modern ver-
sion of the llluminati. This term
was first introduced during the
15th  century to describe
groupings of adepts and magi- ‘
cians into occult societies,

However, it soon evolved in-
to the idea of secret societies

intent upon bringing down the
established order. Such scare-
mongering tactics created a
form of mythical bogeyman,
used by the establishment to
keep the populace in check,

The mythology of the Illumi-
nati suggested the existence of
secret masters who directed
events on Earth. Such masters
included the likes of Jesus and
Merlin as well as more sinister
fallen angels.

The order was to become a
central theme in gothic horror
novels, constantly attempting
to introduce evil influences into
man’s society. Several varia-
tions of these secret masters al-
so came into being.

The medium Madame
Blavatsky — founder of the
Theosophical Society — be-
lieved the secret masters were
immortal Tibetans called the
Mahatmas living high in the Hi-
malayas. Certain UFO cults
have a more Space Age inter-
pretation with an intergalactic
council known as ‘The Nine.’

However, while the entire
idea of the Illuminati is most
likely myth, its cultural appeal
is strong. The need to create
devilish and secret threats is
endemic in society and often
manipulated by those in power
to maintain their authority.

The ‘Reds under the beds’
witch hunts of Senator Mc-
Carthy sent an Illuminati-like
terror through American soci-
ety in the 1950s. The KGB
were seen as a secular form of
the threat throughout the Cold
War, constantly trying to de-
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pose Western society and re-
place it with Soviet evil.

Western governments tried
to paint a similar picture during
the Gulf War. They saw an
Arab-wide conspiracy in Sad-
dam Hussain's Ba'ath Party,
intent upon bringing the Arab
nations together to undermine
and destroy the whole of West-
ern society.

Many people in the West
genuinely began to believe that
the ‘mother of all battles’ was
to become the battle of Ar-
mageddon; the  definitive
Apocalypse between good and
evil. And as for evidence that II-
luminati terror is still a potent
force, we need look no further
than the Conservative Party’s
‘Demon  Eyes’  campaign
against Tony Blair.

The idea of Apocalypse is a
peculiarity of a certain form of
society. Fundamental to the
ideal is an appreciation and
philosophy of time as a linear
effect. Such an appreciation
involves a beginning and,
therefore, demands an end.

In modern science, the uni-
verse is given a linear history
based upon time. As such, the
beginning becomes a Big
Bang, with the end understood
as Heat Death — a scientific
Apocalypse safely placed in
the distant future. Yet this con-
cept is a direct descendant of
the Biblical Creation (a begin-
ning) and inevitable end of the
world.

The alternative appreciation
of time is known as cyclical.
Most tribal societies have a
cyclical understanding and the
process is fundamental to Hin-
duism and Buddhism.

Instead of a definite begin-
ning and end, to such peoples
the universe works in cycles
based upon renewal. Thus
Apocalypse is not required
within either their philosophy
or theology.

The central Western version
of Apocalypse is Biblical. The
process will begin with the ar-
rival of the Antichrist. He will
gain immense power over the
world, prompting the arrival of

Christ in the Second Coming.

A battle will ensue between
the forces of good and evil,
causing much global catastro-
phe. Eventually Christ will be
successful, bringing about a
Golden Age.

Prior to global catastrophe
will come the ‘rapture.” Here,
true believers in Christ will be
rescued in a flash, saved from
the cataclysm, while non-be-
lievers will be left to their fate.

All will be involved in the
Day of Judgment when our
past conduct will be assessed.
Come the Golden Age, a resur-
rection of the ‘good’ dead will
occur and believers will live
happily ever after.

Most established religions
have begun to shun the notion

of Apocalypse, accepting the
previous analysis of Armaged-
don involving events in
Jerusalem.

further element of the End
Times is the mysticism sur-
rounding the number 1,000.
The Book of Revelation tells us
that Satan will return after be-
ing imprisoned for 1,000
years; the Golden Age institut-
ed by Christ is said to be going
to last 1,000 years.

So it is natural that Ar-
mageddon scenarios will re-
volve around the end of a mil-
lennium, another period of
1,000 years. And the impulse
is further heightened by a
process known as fin de siécle
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or end of century blues.

The phenomenon first ap-
peared with stark intensity at
the end of the 19th century. Tt is
thought to have been caused
by that century’s sudden ap-
preciation of time as a definite
organisational concept, regu-
lating society into an ordered
industrial community.

Emphasis on time and dates
was suddenly more stark than
in earlier centuries. Hence, the
century’s end was appreciated
by society in general as a time
to take stock, to analyse, to at-
tempt to see where the future
was heading. And what was
envisaged was a nightmare.

Society was pregnant with
new ideas. Women'’s suffrage,
republicanism, educational and
penal reform, changes in work
practices — all these social in-
fluences were tending to make
people feel anxious.

Darwin’s theory of evolution
was eating into society. Marx
had written Das Capital with
Communism on the horizon
and Nietzsche had declared,
‘God is dead.” And in Vienna,
Freud ate away at our psyches,
changing the way we viewed
our actual selves.

With the discovery of the un-
conscious, our nightmares be-
came official nightmares that
were soon to break out into
world war. And such night-
mares led to an explosion of
sexual and horrific artistic
expression.

Decadence came to the fore,
fuelled by Oscar Wilde and
Toulouse Lautrec. Gothic hor-
ror became the ultimate in liter-
ary expression, crowned with
Bram Stoker’s Dracula depict-
ing man the monster to be the
in vogue cultural theme.

Now compare this to today.
Film and television is splattered
with sex and violence, placing
society under an horrific micro-
scope. In The Bill, Casualty and
Eastenders deep social issues
are explored as never before.

In art the new geniuses look
deep into the symbolism and
anatomy of life, crowned with
Damien Hirst cutting animals

in half and preserving them. In
literature the new mood is ex-
pressed in Martin Amis’ The
Information, offering a tired,
graceless hero whose life is
running down.

Also, Star Trek and its spin-
offs aside, the new cultural
profits of science-fiction offer a
bleak future of man at war with
the machines and technology
he creates. And what a tech-
nology this is.

Genetics, nanotechnology
and the Internet all have a dark
side offering nightmares of the
future. The onward march of
technology is raping the plan-
et, destroying the forests, pol-
luting air, land and sea. We
have global warming and
ozone depletion; cities are
spreading out, causing urban
decay.

The same nightmare sce-
nario is currently pervading
both politics and social issues.
The multi-nationals and the In-
ternet are eroding national
boundaries. The whole West-
ern world is approaching bank-
ruptcy as the cost of social poli-
cy is rocketing out of control,
leading politicians to scale
down the state.

It is the same in society. The
family is in decline, the age-old
class system is being shot to
pieces, crime is thought to be
rising, tearing down the very
fabric of society.

With the advent of feminism
the gender roles which have
sustained us for thousands of
years are under assault. The
sexes are fusing, leaving a void
of non-identity. All of which
leads to anxiety, giving many
the feeling that we are ap-
proaching the end of history.

Millennium fever

Within this self-analysis, of
course, lie the roots of ocur mil-
lennium fever. Rather than
searching out some supernat-
ural Antichrist the Antichrist is
there, secular and open for us
all to see.

It embodies the feelings of
disenchantment and insecurity

' The Apocalypse is the battle of

our own anxieties, anxieties
that are a product of our own
advancement.

In a series of books such as
The Third Wave, researchers
Alvin and Heidi Toffler have
laid down a rather intriguing
historical theory that could ac-
count for such anxieties. They
argue that the whole nature of
civilisation has changed twice
before in history and that we
are currently experiencing a
third change.

The first ‘wave’ of change
came with the agricultural rev-
olution of 10,000 years ago.
This remodelled society into a
more organised and stationary
culture as the great migrations
of the hunter-gatherer ceased.

The second occurred 300
vears ago with the Industrial
Revolution, changing society
from an agrarian culture to a
mass culture. The population
crowded into cities and mass
production and consumerism
became the order of the day.

As for the third wave, this is
due to information technology.
This results in the closure of
the old mass industries and
transforms society into a large
number of smaller sub-cultures
where no one system is seen to
be dominant.

This theory can be directly
allied to our millennium fever.
It is information through a
global media that is at the heart
of spreading the message of
social reform and bringing indi-
vidual freedoms through which
sub-cultures thrive.

This process has itself led to
the idea that the nation state is
under threat. Indeed, many
commentators argue that the
whole concept is doomed,
soon to be replaced by a large
number of meritocracies under
the loose banner of associa-
tions such as the European
Union.

Should  this  reforming
process go on to its ultimate,
then in a real sense the process
of history as a global political
pattern will have come to an

that lie deep in our own minds. | end. There would still be world
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issues but politics, as appreciat-
ed today, would be no more.

So perhaps our present mil-
lennium fears do have a solid
foundation. Fear and insecurity
have affected people in a simi-
lar way throughout history.

Ominously, they have driven
us back to the comfort and so-
lace of religious belief. It is to
be hoped that, this time round,
we realise that our fears are
based upon our own advance-
ment rather than some super-
natural prophecy, with all the
dangers of upheaval and
tragedy that would inevitably
come in its wake.

However, perhaps the most
important thing we need to re-
alise concerning our millenni-
um fever is how closely allied
the Apocalypse factor is to our
normal state of mind through-
out history. The point is best
made by Professor Norman
Cohn of Sussex University and
author of The Pursuit of the
Millennium.

He makes a distinction be-
tween the end of the millenni-
um and millenarianism. Rather
than being the same thing, mil-
lennium fever is simply a tem-
poral phenomenon tied up
with dates. However, millenari-
anism, argues Cohn, is a fun-
damental process of change
throughout history.

First devised in Persia in the
first millennium BC as an im-
pulse within Zoroastrianism, it
introduced the concept of a
battle between good and evil as
being endemic within social
change. This became known
as millenarianism because rev-
olutionaries declared that the
new social system would last
1,000 years.

Hernce, the Second Coming
would herald a Golden Age of
1,000 years in the same way
that Hifler's Third Reich would
last 1,000 years. In each the
process is the same, one of op-
posing good and evil.

Taking away the symbolism,
the impulse can be seen to be
existent in all social change
even today. Thatcherism was
good fighting the evil of Social-

Environmentalism s
based upon the good fighting

ism.

the evil of industrialisation.
Within each of these social rev-
olutions, a new Golden Age is
declared following an ideologi-
cal confrontation.

Millennium fever thus be-
comes just another process of
change; the latest expression
of age-old millenarianism. The
only difference is that today we
have the technological ability
to inflict real damage of global
proportions.

As the millennium ap-
proaches, it is perhaps time
that we faced our apocalyptic
impulses and realised that
millenarianism is existent in
all revolutions. The way to
safeguard ourselves from the
destruction involved in such
cataclysms is to recognise

two important points.

Firstly, the processes are so-
cial as opposed to supernatural
and, secondly, they are an in-
evitability of sensationalism
leading fo revolution. In other
words, we bring them about
ourselves. We are the real dev-
ils, the supernatural invention
a cop-out.

As to the final answer — if
such a thing is possible — per-
haps we should bear in mind
the ideas of philosopher Karl
Popper. He argued that the
way forward is to shun revolu-
tion and opt, instead, for piece-
meal reform. Make our future
social changes a slower, more
sedate, less sensational process
and maybe, just maybe, com-
mon sense will dispel Apoca-
lypse and allow a Golden Age
we will at last deserve.

Whatever the
reasons for their
occurrence, the
evidence for OOBEs
is overwhelming.

Il systems of occult phys-

iology assert that the

physical and astral bod-
ies are usually completely ce-
mented as one, secure in the
belief that they are only sepa-
rated by death. Yet we're all
aware of positive circum-
stances which throw them out
of alignment.

In certain people, too, the
link between the two is weaker
than normal, thus making sep-
aration comparatively easy. In-
deed, some accomplished peo-
ple are able to separate at will,
with little or no effort.

There are literally hundreds
of such cases affiliated to astral
projection, unfortunately too
many to mention here, most of
which occur during a crisis or
at times of great distress. But

consider, if you will, the en-
counter whicg occurred to biol-
ist and writer Lyall Watson
which is typical o? an out-of-
the-body (OOBE) experience.

He was driving through
Kenya with a group of friends
when their bus sEidded and
overturned several times, Wat-
son was knocked unconscious
momentarily and in that fleet-
in?_!instant had a brief OOBE.

e was projected outside the
bus and saw that it was up-
turned and wrecked. He quicﬁ-
ly realised that it was about to
turn over again and, in doing
so, would unavoidably crush
one of the occupants, probably
killing him. At that point Wat-
son came round and took im-
mediate action which almost
certainly saved his friend’s life.

This is but one account of an
OOBE serving a useful pur-
pose by enabling a person to
acquire vital information para-
normally, act on it and, as in
this case, save a person’s life.
There are many other reported
cases of lives being saved as a
result of projection. The most
extraordinary is that related by
a wellknown medium, the
Reverend Max Hoffman.

At the age of five, Hoffman
was struck down with cholera.
He was diagnosed as dead and
duly buried. The night after his
burial his mother woke to find
the image of her son standing
at her bedside. He told her that
he wasn't dead and pleaded
with her to dig up his body and
recover his physical body from
the grave.

This apparition appeared on
three subsequent nights. His fa-
ther thought it was a dream
brought on by intense grief and
refused to apply to have the
grave openec{.) His wife, howev-
er, was annoyingly persistent
and bullied him into doing so.

When the coffin was open-
ed, Hoffman was found lying
on his side with his right hand
placed under his right cheek,
just as his projected double had
appeared to his mother, nights
earlier. Miraculously, doctors
were able to resuscitate him.

Strange as it may sound, the
physical body had been in a
state of suspended animation,
hanging onto life, while the as-
tral body went in search of
help. Where the physical
connection is strong, as be-
tween husband and wife or
mother and child, life-saving
astral projections seem to
occur frequently.

Another case of a life-saving
image is that of a woman who

assed out while taking her
ath and lay undetected for
some time, face-down in the
water. In desperation, she left
her body, making the cross-
over into the astral world.
Once there, she consciously
went downstairs to where her
husband was reading and
tapped him on the shoulder,

Although he was unaware of
this, he felt an overwhelming
urge to go and check on his
wite. He arrived in the bath-
room just in time, using artifi-
cial resuscitation to revive her.
Meanwhile, she hovered above
her physical self and was later
able to describe the event in
detail.

As with illness or excessive
stress, the astral body can also
journey to other locations. And
many such instances have been
recorded in cases of extreme
physical hardship or torture.

Curious

One particularly curious case
of this nature is that of Ed Mor-
rell. He was a man who had
many OOBEs while serving a
four-year prison sentence in
Arizona some 50 years ago.

Morrell used his secret gift as
a weapon in a psychological
war with his guards. The gua-
rds were incredibly sadistic in
attempting to shatter his spirit.
They beat him daily and strap-
ped him into a straightjacket
which was frequently doused
with hot water so that it would
shrink and increase his pain.

During a night of sadistic tor-
ture, Morrell suddenly experi-
enced a sense of release from
his body. He no longer felt

| pain. He found that he could
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pass through the prison walls
and travel at will to anywhere
he thought of. Further-
more, when he returned to his
body he felt replenished and
strengthened.

The guards, frustrated with
their failing efforts, increased
their punishment in an effort to

break him, once leaving him in |

a straightjacket for 126 hours.
However, the astral voyages of

Morrell's second body contin- |

ued to revitalise his spirit and

stant campaign of hatred and
torture.

Of course such a case could
be put down to delusion or be
explained as a ploy of the un-
conscious to overcome the
stresses of pain. Other theories
try to explain OOBEs by sug-
gesting that they occur to peo-
ple who are suffering from ab-
normal or pathological cond-
itions such as epilepsy, brain
damage, drug addiction and
chronic alcoholism or during
attacks of migraine, influenza
or typhus.

Although such  circum-
stances may go a long way to
explain why some people ex-
perience astral projections.
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they cannot explain the activity |

of people without such condi-
tions. It seems that anyone, in

Regular experiences

Numerous scientists and au-
thors have tried to investigate
and explain the conditions and
causes that are helpful in un-
derstanding astral projections.
One such author and accom-
plished voyager is Robert Mon-
roe, an American business-
man who regularly had astral
experiences.

Monroe practised the art of as-

| tral projection. After some

Cases of astral projection
raise perhaps the most difficult
of all questions about the so-
called supernatural. Rationally,
it should be totally impossib%e
to know about an event
before it  happens.

rational explanation: it
seems to defy all reason.

What such cases do
seem to establish be-

ﬁond doubt, however, is that
umankind possesses strange
powers of which it is norma?ly
unaware. Powers which need
only to be activated.

Now, at last, we can see the
fundamental problem that sep-
arates us all from our ‘second
bodies.” We are unaware that
we possess the essential pow-
er. We are constantly allowing
it to ‘switch off’ so that we
lapse into a passive condition.

You could compare us to
people with amnesia, forget-
ting our hidden powers, not
knowing how to tap into them.
Thus our hidden selves switch
off; we become, in effect,
robots.

If we wish to evolve to the
next phase in human develop-
ment, we must learn to em-
brace and accept the meanings
of strange phenomena. It is
true that our second body lives
in an invisible location, but it is
nonetheless real. All we need
to do is find the path that leads
us there.

And if we are ever to under-
stand and make use of these
powers, we must teach our-
selves to acknowledge their ex-
istence as clearly as we recog-

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The Aztecs flourished in

Central America for nearly 400 years.

he Aztecs were responsi-
I ble for the fastest-develo-
plng civilization in world
history. Their Empire (1168—
1525 AD), with a population
of over five million, stretched
from the Gulf Coast of Mexico
to the Pacific Ocean.

The Aztecs inherited an ex-
traordinary knowledge of sci-
ence and the arts from the
Toltecs who preceded them
and are remembered as a
colourful et bloodthirsty race.
But delve deeper and their rich-
er aspects shine through the
surface image.

The Aztec world was of the
5th Sun (or Creation), known
as Cemanahauc, as chronicled
in the Florentine Codex. This
Sth Sun was believed to be the
last before the destruction of
the universe,

Their ancient religion was
based on a complex mix of
original deities with traditional

ods and modified practices
rom preceeding Mesoameri-
can cultures. The Aztecs felt
honoured to have attained
their beliefs from their fore-
bears, especially the Toltecs.

Priests — the mexicatl teo-
huatzln — held the most im-
portant and respected position
in the Aztec hierarchy. They
masqueraded as gods, in opu-
lent costumes and finery, for
rituals that were designed to
bridge the materlal/spiritual
divide.

Pantheon

The Aztec pantheon of
deities numbered over 1,600!
Some of their anthropomor-
phic gods and goddesses can
be compared with other pagan
cultures. For instance Tlalte-
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cuhtli, the Earth god; Chalch-
luhtlicue, goddess of water;
and Xipe Totec, god of Spring,
who was integral to rituals of
birth and renewal.

Tezcatlipoca — the supreme
god, patron of rulers — came
into being concurrently with
Creation, while Mictlante-
cuhtli, Lord of Death, resided
in his underworld of Mictlan.
The entire pantheon is por-
trayed in the Borbonicus
Codex, a decorative folding
book of symbols, a medium in-
fluenced by the Mayans.

War and religion were inex-
tricably linked. As the gods
controlled destiny, so they
could destroy the Aztec world
at will. Human sacrifices there-
fore played a major part in
their rituals.

To propel the movement of
the Sun, it needed to be con-
stantly fed with human hearts
and blood. Not only were
Aztec warriors glad to partake
in ‘the flowery death’ (on the
altar) but enemies taken pris-
oner were also led up the tem-
ple steps to nourish the Sun;
presumably not so willingly.

Peacetime was a potentially
dangerous, even taboo subject.
The warlords had to constantly
organise military operations to
prevent their world order from
plunging into chaos.

In the days when this people
were tribal wanderers, their
god Huitzilopochtli (Weets-ee-
low-POTCH-tlee), The Hum-
mingbird Wizard who fought
constantly to retain  hu-
mankind’s survival, decreed
that they had to build a city. He
told the people to ‘search for
an eagle devouring a serpent
on a nopal cactus’ in order to

locate the correct site for this
undertaking.

This order was fulfilled in
1325 with the completion of
Tenochtitlan (Teh-noche-TEE-
tlahn) — meaning place of the
prickly pear cactus — on an is-
land in Lake Texcoco, the site
of the present day Mexico City.
Rivalling Constantinople at the
height of its popularity, the city
sprawled across 2500 acres,
enjoyed 20,000 visitors every
day and over 50,000 on mar-
ket days.

The Aztecs took great pride
in this architectural achieve-
ment, pronouncing themselves
as Tenochcas — people of
Tenochtitlan.  Ahultzotl, the
‘tlatoani’ (ruler or supreme
speaker), dedicated Tenochtit-
lan's  highest temple to
Huitzilopochtli in 1486.

Calendar days

The Aztecs depended on
two_calendars. One of these,
the Tonalpohualli, made up of
260 days, is what archaeolo-
gists believe was used to calcu-
late dates for rituals although
its precise purpose is yet to be
explained fully.

The other was the Solar cal-
endar with 365 days. This con-
sisted of 18 20-day months,
while the remaining five days
— the nemontemi — were ex-
cluded, deemed unlucky, and
may be connected with the
number of Aztec worlds, thus
fuelling thelr beliefs of Ar-
mageddon.

A beautifully carved disk,
12ft in diameter, known as the
Calendar Stone or Sun Wheel,
dlscovered in the 18th century
is, in actual fact, an Aztec inter-
pretation of the cosmos. As in

EIGHT OF SWORDS

This is a card of retribution but one which only appears when
there has been good reason because of culpable actions on

his is a card of retribu- |
tion. Unpleasantness will

have been caused in
some way, usually by a woman
according to traditional mean-
ings of this card. Certainly end-
less trouble with malicious in-
tent hovers overhead, as it
were. But these matters now
rebound, usually upon the per-
son who has caused them in
the first place.

It is not a pleasant situation
and perhaps, just for once, the
Tarot itself is unsympathetic.
There is a sense of anger and
annoyance that such a prob-
lem should have got out of
hand, combined with a deter-
mination not only to put it right
again but to ensure that who-
ever caused it will get his/her
come-uppance.,

Even the most patient of us
can get angry and pass arbi-
trary judgment, this being one
of those times when anger
speaks first, justice takes over
swiftly, then the whole matter
is reviewed and confirmed.
Once the anger has been
dispelled, another influence
takes over with a secondary
meaning to the card coming to
the surface.

The Eight of Swords also
represents misfortunes of any

kind that end suddenly, thus al- |

lowing a complete restructur-
ing of decisions originally made
with a far better outcome pos-
sible for the long-term future. It
is a sort of occult arbitration

the part of the recipient.

perhaps with all parties com-
bining to try and agree to a
long-term rethink. No bad
thing, the Swords Eight show-
1r1119 glimmers of sympathy after
all.

It should be explained that

the illustration is not quite so |

dire as it may appear. The
woman so tightly bound and
blindfolded, surrounded by a
cage of swords, is enduring a
punishment of short duration,
rather than a terminal sen-
tence. Her ordeal will end after

ML

a period of time with little
physical hurt. It is rather as if
she has been put in the stocks
or on a village pond ducking
stool, both for punishment but
not for long.

The picture reveals humilia-
tion but for a specific purpose.
Remember, the intent of this
woman has rebounded upon
her. It is her turn to be the vic-
tim. Any suffering or punish-
ment must be borne, hopefully
with fortitude rather than ex-
cessive resentment.

The Swords Eight ensures
that punishment will be deliv-
ered, that much is clear, but
those on the receiving end
must also show courage. After
all, it is their fault, there is no
miscarriage of justice here.
Each punishment must be en-
dured but there can be an uplift
of the spirit in taking the sen-
tence courageously. Once the
matter is over (and it will be
swift) then life can be faced
again with all the very difficult
and unpleasant events being
left behind.

Yet again, there is controver-
sy over the influences of the
Eight of Swords. Some inter-
preters claim it is the most ill-
omened card of the Tarot. But

| we have been there before with

other cards, this one not really
laying valid claim for such a title.

Indeed the Eight of Swords is
an unpleasant card but it is also
a card which points out very
clearly that as you sow so shall
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you reap. No punishment is
being done to the recipient
that is not deserved.

Perhaps the Eight of Swords
should be described as the card
of karma for there are always
experiences we all have to un-
dergo in our lives, however
painful or unpleasant they may
be. If those experiences stretch
back into past lives and we are
thus simply reaping the actions
sown then so be it.

We can hardly complain, or
at least not very much, if
nemesis catches up with us.
What has to be done is to en-
dure and wait for the time
when the reasons for that en-
durance will pass. Once that is
over then a new life can be re-
built, always provided that the
essential lesson has been learnt.

If not, we may have to expe-
rience it all over again some-
time in the future or, indeed, in

a future life.

The Eight of Swords is never
extreme in its consequences.
Many may challenge that state-
ment; some will strongly dis-
agree. It all depends on per-
sonal reactions to whatever
retribution is being leavened.

There are always times
when experiences need to be
tempered or modified when
some changing agent has to in-
filtrate sug‘iciently to bring
about this process. Sometimes
it is essential to be brought up
short, to be stopped in one's
tracks.

less it is richly deserved.

Until recently few people
had heard of Cecil Rhodes —
unless they happened to be
conversant with British imperi-
al history. Now, thanks to a
BBC television series, many
more know about him. An esti-
mated total of four million
viewers watched the series.

The writer of the series,
Antony Thomas, has brought
out a book about Rhodes which
gives the time of his birth, 7.30
pm (local mean time) — thus
enabling his horoscope to be
cast and discussed. (It is only
fair to add that at least two as-
trological books written during
the early years of this century
have mentioned a time of 7 pm
which gives a late Sagittarius
Ascendant — but this must
now be regarded as specula-
tive.)

For the benefit of those read-
ers who did not watch the tele-
vision series and know little or

nothing about Rhodes a brief
summary of his life will be giv-
en before proceeding to an ex-
amination of his horoscope.
The son of a clergyman, Ce-
cil John Rhodes was sent to
South Africa for his health,
where he joined his brother on
a farm. Subsequently he
amassed a fortune in diamond
(and later, gold) mining which
he used to acquire power and
influence in pursuit of his ideal
— of which more anon. He
went into politics, being elect-
ed to the Cape legislature in
1880. Ten years later he was
Prime Minister of Cape Colony.
Towards the end of his life
his complicity in the prepara-
tions for the ill-fated Jameson
Raid (which, however, stopped
short of actual involvement)
led to his resignation as Prime
Minister and his last few years
were clouded by an unfortu-
nate entanglement with an ad-

venturess. Rhodes died a few
months short of his 49th birth-
day, a victim of heart failure.

Rhodes had a grandiose vi-
sion which appears to have
originated on a visit to Oxford
(where he later graduated)
when he heard John Ruskin
give an inaugural lecture ex-
tolling the virtues of the British
people and encouraging
colonisation on a large scale.
These sentiments appealed
strongly to Rhodes — as they
would have appealed to many,
though few would have taken
them to such lengths as he did.
What he made of them can be
discerned from his first Will, as
we shall see.

Angular

On looking at his horoscope
we find an angular Moon set-
ting in Cancer and applying to
the conjunction of the Sun. Like
many of the Cancer-born,
Rhodes was naturally patriotic
— and with both Lights in that
sign (as well as Venus) this char-
acteristic acquired a special in-
tensity. We may assume it was
there all the time and was mere-
ly sparked into life by Ruskin’s
lecture. The Moon setting in
Cancer made Rhodes very im-
pressionable and responsive to
others; Moon trine Midheaven
indicates that his life would be
lived in the public eye.

The initial spark, once ignit-
ed, received a powerful stimu-
lus from the Sun’s trine to Nep-
tune. This aspect (which is
almost exact) is in many ways
the key to Rhodes’s character,
explaining much that would
otherwise be misinterpreted.
(The present writer has a Sun-
Neptune  conjunction and
knows only too well how easily
this can give rise to misunder-
standings.) It indicates a single-
minded and lifelong devotion
to an ideal, to which all else is
subordinated.




It is gquite remarkable that
Neptune, so often a dumb note
in the chart of the average per-
son, is of such importance in
this chart. Here we can see not
only Rhodes’ innate idealism
but also his tendency to plot
and scheme and to cut corners
on occasions. Neptune is in
square to Jupiter from the 12th
House, so we cannot be sur-
prised that in his first Will
(1877), to which reference has
already been made, he advo-
cated the formation of a secret
society with a view to extend-
ing British rule over a large part
of the Earth’s surface. Specifical-
ly mentioned are the whole of
Africa, the whole of South Amer-
ica and many smaller areas.

Rhodes even envisaged the
eventual recovery of the USA
and its incorporation within the
British Empire. He knew that
this would take time and could
not be done openly. He was to
encounter many obstacles
even in the realisation of the
first part of his dream. Hence
his advocacy of a secret soci-
ety. But it is significant that this
can be seen in his chart.

Passport to power
The mere presence of Nep-
tune in the 2nd House and its
aspects to the Sun and Jupiter
should be sufficient to dispel
the notion that Rhodes was in-
terested in money for its own
sake. He was not: he saw
wealth as a passport to power
— which he needed in order to
implement, as far as possible,
his ideals. He himself lived sim-
ply and on his death a large

part of his estate went towards |

the establishment of the
Rhodes scholarships — from
which many overseas students
have benefited to this day.

His business acumen is well
shown by the planets in Taurus
and Cancer in mutual aspect,

while the Mercury-Mars sextile \

Colpss.us of

gains
considerably in im-
portance from the ele-
vation of Mercury, the
Midheaven rulership of
Mars and especially from
the presence of the Moon
at the midpoint. Even the
aspects of Neptune play
a part, especially as Nep-
tune is in the 2nd House.
Thus we get someone
quick to spot opportunities
and take advantage of
them, quick also in argu-
ment and fully capable of
speaking his mind. Rhodes
could be guite ruthless at times
and was very good at outwit-
ting his rivals.

As might be expected from
someone with four planets in
the 7th House, including both
Lights, Rhode was very much
involved with others. He made
both friends and enemies but
the significant point here is that
there was never any doubt that
he himself was in charge. It is
sometimes thought that those
with the majority of the planets
West of the meridian are depen-
dent on others to a degree that
makes them, in some cases at
least, little more than puppets.

This was emphatically not
true of Rhodes; certainly he
needed others to carry out his
plans but it was he who organ-
ised them and not vice versa.
Sun in the 7th can be a leader
as well as a follower. He could
be very courteous and charm-
ing when he chose and he won
many people over that way.
This is indicated by Venus in
the 7th parallel to the Sun and
sextile Saturn. Venus in Cancer
can be particularly ingratiating.

Besides this Rhodes had the

Sun in sextile to an angular
Uranus, giving an air of authori-
ty and a kind of personal mag-
netism that marked him outas a
natural leader — as well as a de-
gree of self-will. (It is interesting
that not only Neptune but also
Uranus is prominent: when
both these planets are active
the individual concerned will
certainly stand out in one way
or another among his contem-
poraries — as is the case here.)

People with Uranus promi-
nent tend to be laws unto them-
selves and are not amenable to
reason as a rule. Mercury in Leo
likewise indicates a lack of men-
tal flexibility — except in mat-
ters of detail (Mercury sextile
Mars in Gemini).

Long view

With a Capricorn Ascendant
Rhodes could, and did, take the
long view. He could set himself
immediate targets and work as-
siduously towards them. This
feature of his chart, coupled
with the semisquare from his
ruler Saturn to the Sun, gave
Rhodes a certain hardness, at
least on the surface. With both
Lights as well as the Ascendant

in Cardinal signs, Rhodes was a
man of action. For all that he
was a visionary and an idealist
he was no idle dreamer — as
many would have been. He has
been described as ambitious
and so he was — but not in a
personal sense, as can be seen
from the preponderance of
planets, including the Sun,
West of the Meridian. If he was
ambitious it was clearly on be-
half of others.

Sensitive

With four planets, including
both Lights, in Water signs
Rhodes was more sensitive
than he would have appeared
on the surface and he remem-
bered both favours and slights.
He showed great loyalty to
some and was an implacable
enemy to others. This is not un-
common with Cancerians who
tend to have strong likes and
dislikes — about other people
and about life in general.

Cecil Rhodes was larger than
life. He conceived everything
on a monumental scale — as is
evident from the ideals ex-
pressed in his first Will. It is not
difficult to find astrological in-
dications of this — one need
look no further than the posi-
tion and aspects of Jupiter, ris-
ing in its own sign and one of
only two planets on the East
side of the map.

The square to Neptune is
much more important than
would normally be the case
since Neptune is also rising
and is closely configured with
the Sun. Moreover, Neptune is
actually the lowest planet in the
heavens and thus exercise a
strong influence on the inner
planes. Nor should we fail to
mention a parallel from the Sun
to Jupiter in this connection;
the wide, but applying, opposi-
tion from Mars should likewise
be noted. It is also possible that
the wvery close trine from
Jupiter to the Vertex (in Leo)
has some measure of signifi-
cance here.

Rhodes’s immediate aim
was to bring the whole of Africa
under British rule. To this end

THE RHODES COLOSSUS
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he wanted to build a railway
from Cairo to the Cape but he
met with opposition from vari-
ous quarters. He believed in all
honesty that the world would
be a better and a safer place un-
der British rule and that every-
one would be better off, includ-
ing the natives.

Determined

Uranus opposing the Mid-
heaven in Scorpio symbolises
the radical transformation this
would have involved. When he
knew he did not have long to
live he became all the more de-
termined to make as much
progress as possible towards
his goal. At times, this led him
to resort to unscrupulous
methods which subsequently
tarnished his reputation. For
him the ideal was everything,
to be attained by fair means or
foul.
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Whatever may be thought of
Rhodes’ ideals, no student of
astrology looking at his horo-
scope can be in any doubt as to
the man’s absolute sincerity.
The trine from the Sun to Nep-
tune, exact to within 3’ and ap-
plying, is sufficient proof of
that. His vision was breathtak-
ing in its grandeur; inevitably it
was beyond him. No wonder
that his last words were ‘So lit-
tle done, so much to do.' It is
against the background of this
aspect, which totally dominat-
ed his life, that his failures and
shortcomings have to be seen.

He was a tragic hero who
would have appealed to Shake-
speare. His greatness was ac-
knowledged after his death
even by those who had op-
posed him. Tributes came from
both the Ndebele tribe (whom
he had conquered) and from
the Dutch, his erstwhile rivals.
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ASTROLOGY TODAY

Most people are certain
under which sign of the zodiac
they were born but | wonder
how many people know under
which element this falls? The
elements consist of Earth, Air,
Fire and Water and these
form one of the basic founda-
tions of astrology. In this article
we will consider what each
element in turn means in a per-
son’s chart.

If we calculate a horoscope
we see that each of the planets,
including the Sun and the
Moon, falls in a sign and, as
each sign is ruled by a different
element, we can see which ele-
ments are predominant in a
chart. The elements, then, tend
to colour our whole personali-
ties to some extent and to
show basically what sort of
people we are.

If a person has one element
dominant in his/her chart then
he/she will exhibit characteris-
tics of that element strongly in
his personality. On the other
hand, a person with, say, two
planets in Fire, three in Earth
and three in Air will have more
of a balance of the elements:
also evident in the personality.

If a person has no planets
whatsoever in an element then
that person will generally have
those characteristics missing
from his personality. In these
circumstances an individual
sometimes has a need to try to
compensate for the missing
element. This may take the
form of seeking others who
show this element strongly in
their make-up, thus helping the
individual to strive for a bal-
ance in his life.

The Air element

The signs Gemini, Libra and
Aquarius are all Air signs and
these people share similar
characteristics to some extent.
They are generally lively, intelli-
gent people who love to com-

| imaginative and

municate their opinions and
ideas.

Subjects with a strong Air el-
ement tend to be sociable and
friendly and love the opportuni-
ty to use their mental capabili-
ties, perhaps solving problems
and reasoning things out. They

| feel happy in the realm of ideas

and often have a thirst for
knowledge. They can be rather
insensitive at times, not always
able to understand other peo-
ple’s feelings.

Those people with little or no
Air in their charts can find it
hard to separate their intellect
from their feelings and cool ra-
tional thought may be lacking.

The Fire element

Fire people are Aries, Leo
and Sagittarius and are gener-
ally keen, enthusiastic folk who
like to live life to the full. They
can be creative and enterpris-
ing and have the ability to in-
spire others.

Sometimes these subjects
get a little carried away by their
enthusiasm for something, on-
ly to find that after the initial ex-
citement has worn off they be-
come bored with it and seek
something new once again.
They are usually cheerful and
optimistic but can sometimes
be too luud, boisterous and ex-
citable. Quieter folk may find
them too overbearing.

Those with little or no Fire in
their charts can sometimes be
too conventional, unwilling to
take risks and, on occasions,
dull and uncreative.

The Water element
These are the signs Cancer,
Scorpio and Pisces and they

tend to be sensitive, emotional
people. They can be artistic,
sometimes
possess strong intuition.

Water folk need to relate to
their feelings constantly and
therefore have a deep need for
emotional security in relation-
ships. Many seem to be guided
by hunches which can be
strangely accurate. But also, at
times, they tend to be weak,
undisciplined and too emotional
or moody for the more rational.

Those with little or no Water
in their charts can be insensi-
tive, unfeeling and lacking
imagination or the ability to
trust the spiritual side of life.

The Earth element

Taurus, Virgo and Capricorn
are Earth signs and generally
are stable, reliable and deter-
mined individuals. They are
usually fond of obtaining some-
thing ‘concrete’ in their lives
and will be patient, practical
and hardworking. They will put
up with a lot, even harsh condi-
tions, in order to obtain their
goals eventually.

Earth signs tend to have a
conventional approach to life.
They can usually be depended
upon by others but tend also to
be rather dull, dry and too cau-
tious. Perhaps at times they
lack spontaneity in life.

People with little or no Earth
in their charts tend to be lacking
in determination or practicality
and often they are lacking in
plain common sense.

As we can see, there are both
positive and negative qualities
to each element and we are all
individuals containing a mix-
ture of elements which go to
make up the complexity of our
personalities. We need to re-
member that life should always
be a balance. This helps us be-
come harmonious and healthy
individuals.
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GEMINI

The expression oft-heard in
Westerns about being double-
crossing or two-faced was
probably coined to refer to a
Gemini. It is, after all, the sign
of the Twins and Gemini sub-
jects are generally very good at
keeping two or more interests
going at the same time.

Great conversationalists
(chatterboxes some say), they
will flit from subject to subject
or person to person with equal
facility, entertaining and amus-
ing with their wit and the sheer
breadth of their knowledge.
They will be capable of taking a
call on their mobile phone (de
rigeur for a Gemini) and hold-
ing your attention simultane-
ously. They will perform the
most  outrageous practical
jokes without a hint of malice
and then con you into falling for
another trick.

Superficial social butterfly
sounds like a good description

for this sign but that is only one
aspect of these many-faceted
people. They live off their ner-
vous energy, rarely keep still
and are easily bored. Fickle, in-
consistent and shallow.
Enough of their — alleged —
faults.

What we have here is the first
of the Air signs — intellectual
rather than practical or emo-
tional. What's more it's the
Mutable one of the Air signs,
needing and reacting to change
in surroundings, subjects and
those around. Gemini subjects
tend towards breadth of knowl-
edge and a wide circle of
friends because they need the
intellectual  stimulation  of
change. They will, though, al-
ways have one special pal —
their twin in fact if not in name
— because that's also in their
nature.

The sign may be ruled by
Mercury but it is linked with the

myth of the twins Castor and
Pollux, one mortal, the other
immortal, showing its essential
duality. That Pollux insisted on
having his immortality re-
moved when his twin was killed
so that they could stay together
(being set in the sky by Jove)
shows that there is an underly-
ing depth to their affection —
they just don‘t necessarily like it
to show.

Gemini’s year ahead

The Sun in the Gemini Ingress chart for
1997 is just about to make its entrance into the
5th House. It makes an opposition to Pluto in
Sagittarius on the 11th House cusp and trines
Neptune in Capricorn, itself conjunct the
Ascendant and sextile to Pluto.

The Moon is in Scorpio in 10th House, quin-
cunx to Venus (Gemini, 5th) and square Uranus
(Aquarius, 1st), which itself is trine to Venus and
square to Mercury (Taurus, conjunct the 4th
House cusp). Note, though, that Mercury does
not oppose the Moon.

Venus is square to Mars (Virgo, 8th) and makes
a wide trine to Neptune. The major axis of the
chart is therefore the Sun-Pluto opposition on
the MC-IC angle with areas of influence from
Venus and Mercury (and a little help from Saturn
in Aries in 3rd making a quincunx to the MC), and
the grouping of Uranus and Jupiter in Aquarius,
conjuct Neptune right at the end of Capricorn —
Jupiter making a quincunx to Mars.

With the Sun in 4th allied to the weight of
Pluto, this pair are likely to be causing some seri-
ous deliberation about just where Gemini is
coming from and where, given Pluto’s position,
he or she is going, especially where the public

eye is concerned. The indications are that some
sort of creative endeavour is likely to be under-
taken and there are enough disciplined energies
around to help it to be finished.

The influence of Neptune will be helpful in for-
mulating ideas (as if Gemini needed any help)
but may also provide some lovely pipe dreams.
So make sure that you can separate fact from
fantasy!

Partners may come in handy for that; Mars in
8th is likely to cut out any overblown ideas from
Jupiter in 1st. Be prepared, though, for some up-
heaval in domestic arrangements, most likely
arising out of a change in job or career —
Saturn’s effect on the Midheaven, while causing
some awkwardness along the way, will help in
this area.

The relative positions of Mercury and the
Moon are intriguing, the former conjunct the 4th
cusp, the latter in 10th House but with neither of
them in aspect to the other. These two will serve
to reinforce the Sun-Pluto changes and widen
the field to include changes in domestic and
working arrangements, indications of which
could be kicked off almost straight away with the
Full Moon on May 22nd.
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Geminians will tend to show
up in journalism, radio and
television broadcasting, sales
(especially as an area represen-
tatives), travel agency work and
driving, all of which appeal to
their love of travel and commu-
nication.

They also make fine — and
usually very popular — teach-
ers, again demonstrating the
circle of receiving and impart-
ing knowledge. In this case,
though, they have a young au-
dience matching their own
youthfulness (whatever their
age) and the opportunity to use
their wit and erudition to the
best effect.

If you catch a Gemini on the
stage it will usually be as a co-
median or a conjuror — sleight-
of-hand, as in card tricks, and
any form of stage magic comes
under Mercury’s aegis. Gem-
ini's strengths are of the mind,
rather than the physical or
emotional, and they tend to
lack stamina (although they will
push themselves along on ner-
vous energy when necessary).

They appear to be fickle and

emotionally shallow but this
appearance can be deceptive.
They are great flirts and will be
able to express their feelings to

great effect, so their relation- |

ships will be enlivened by these
qualities, although they may
unwittingly cause jealousy.
Geminians are wonderful
with children as they are so
much in tune with the awaken-
ing mind of a child while having
the maturity to help in the
learning process. Parents with
Geminichildren should keep an
eye on their offspring, though,
as their restlessness may find
them skimming books and dip-
ping into other interests rather
than really getting to grips with
anything. Gemini doesn’t take

kindly to discipline but, rather
than tying down and force-
feeding it, a programme should
be followed by the Gemini child
which will enable it to get some
depth to its knowledge without
getting bored.

That's where Gemini can be
dangerous. Always searching
to satisfy curiosity, he will be
across the road or on the phone
before you can turn round,
chatting up the girl next door or
talking to the cat — or cooking
up some prank which may con-
tain elements of slapstick hu-
mour. It's all in fun and simply
illustrates the sheer zest for life
which is his hallmark.

Life is never boring with a
Gemini around!

The grouping of Neptune, Uranus and Jupiter
around the Ascendant indicates a period of in-
tense personal development during the next 12
months and, putting the whole lot together, one
scenario is for Gemini subjects to make some ef-
fort to communicate their thoughts, feelings and
ideas. This could be either in factual or fictional
writing, corresponding with overseas penfriends
and even possibly lecturing or some other form
of speech making.

Although these energies are basically person-
al, the tie-up to the Sun-Pluto axis cannot be ig-
nored and whatever comes from them there will
be some reference and relevance to the outside
world. There is some very creative and fulfilling
work out there for you, Gemini — go get it!

As far as your ruler's movements for the next
12 months are concerned, the main feature of
Mercury’s motion is the relative frequency of his
retrogradations. These occur froix August 16th
to September 11th in Virgo/8th House, squaring
Pluto three times and possibly setting off one
part of the changes mentioned earlier.

The second retrograde period is from
December 9th to December 28th, starting in
Capricorn and backing into Sagittarius. This
gives rise to a triple transit sextile to Jupiter, al-

lowing you the opportunity to get an important
message across to the widest possible audience
in a way which ensures it will be heard. There is
also a strong possibility of going completely
over the top, so exercise great caution during
this time especially during the retrograde transit.

The third time of asking shows Mercury re-
versing through Aries between March 29th and
April 21st, making the change at an exact con-
junction with Saturn in 3rd House. A couple of
weeks earlier Mercury conjoins Mars in Aries
sextile Venus in Aquarius, then meets Mars
again on April 1st — an appropriate day to dis-
cover a strong indicator that something which
you thought was done and dusted, probably a
family matter, is going to have to be done all
over again. Take as much care as you can with
wkh.atever you do around the Mercury-Mars con-
junztion on March 11th but be prepared for a
reprise a couple of weeks later.

Allin all, the next 12 months look like being of
major importance to Geminians and ideally suit-
ed to those who are capable both of formulating
a plan and thinking on their feet when some part
of it goes all pear-shaped. Be reassured though,
Gemini, it's not all work — there’s plenty of op-
portunity for some fun along the way!

warmth but with caution. The
ovals are carefully closed.
These, with the narrowness of
letters, certainly relate to care
and watchfulness appertaining
to the emotional make-up.

The middle zone is only
12mm in height which implies
an ego that is a little reluctant
to put on a public demonstra-
tion. When in contact with oth-
ers there is a secret and under-
lying feeling of insecurity. The
outer show of self is success-

ful and effective under most
circumstances.

Many of the downstrokes
are straight and firmly execut-
ed so consequently we can tell
that this writer is able to stress
concepts, ideas and opinions
with determination. The mix-
ture of wide and narrow upper
extensions implies varied de-
grees of imagination.

That small middle zone
again points to a self-esteem
that is not impressive.
Although the owner manages
to disguise this, an element of
uncertainty resides in the
background.
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in gift shops or department
stores that carry Chinese
goods. Put the image in a
prominent place at home and
talk to it of your money prob-
lems.

Both these prophecies ap-
pear to have a great deal of
truth in them and no-one
should underestimate China
and its undercurrents of ambi-
tion today. This most ancient
of countries, from which many
of our modern sciences origi-

nated long ago, may well seek |

world domination in the next
century. Whether or not it will
succeed is, of course, another
story altogether.

Incense in reality comes
from various gums and spices,
usually formed into cones or
sticks for burning in churches,
temples, etc or at home.

I think you may be trying to
find the so-called ‘Witches
Ointment’ made from hem-
lock, poplar, wolf’'s bane and
soot. This has long been
known for its curative proper-
ties, although not for any spe-
cific ailment.

This salve seems to have
been used as a general healing
ointment. According to tradi-
tion, the ingredients necessary
for its preparation should be
collected only during a waxing
Moon and when the Sun is in
an Air or Earth sign.

Returning briefly to the third
example, the broadly straight
base-line is significant. This
writer has emotional control
and any slight feeling response
is kept well in order.

Rash decisions or over im-
pulsive moves get controlled by
a careful and cautious method
of appraising situations in the
first place. This is not a moody
or temperamental individual,
but one who is continually
self-aware.

The other writers do not
possess the aptitude to pro-
duce a really perfect base-line.
Moodiness in various degrees
is not entirely missing.

It is useful and helpful to
learn about ourselves. Learn-
ing, like sunshine, is not less-
ened by distribution, providing
common sense is present.

To indigenous Americans, symbolism was important in every facet of life.

ative Americans admired |
the creatures of the for-

est for their intelligence
and cunning. Wild cats were
admired for their stamina and
stealth, owls for wisdom, deer
for speed and the fox for cun-
ning. If a quality attributed to
an animal was desired, a Native
American would put himself
under the protection of what-
ever creature embodied that at-
tribute.

If a tribe possessed a quality
usually attributed to an animal,
that tribe would be named after
the animal in question. Eventu-
ally, after many generations,
the animal would be regarded
as the tribe’s ancestor and
blood relative. These beliefs
were known as Totemism and
were widely adopted through-
out the Indian Nation.

Worship of the totem animal
as a deity developed to such an
extent that the tribe would not
hunt or eat the animal from
which it took its nmame. Nor
were members of the same part
of a tribe allowed to marry.

Ostensibly, totemism was
meant to bring good luck, pro-
vide protection against bad
luck and bestow the guardian-
ship and support of the patron
spirit. Totemic rules were,
therefore, stringently obeyed.

Another belief was known as
fetishism; the word comes

from the Portuguese feitico,

June, 1997

meaning a charm, something | and decorated, occasionally

made by art. The term applies
to any object of any size,
whether natural or man-made,
which possesses magical quali-
ties, especially orenda.

The Amerindians believed in
the intelligence of all things;
water, stones, and the earth.
Stones and trees were thought
to be the tombs of imprisoned
spirits. The fetish itself was
considered a lucky mascot, a
powerful, living object worthy
of sacrificial offerings, feast
and prayers.

However, the fetish could be
sold and thus differed from any
other type of amulet or talis-
man. The belongings of a
shaman would also be classed
as fetishes and took varied
forms, such as sticks or arrow-
heads; in fact anything which
may have appeared in a dream
or vision of the person who
originally possessed it.

Revealed

It could be worn, kept in a te-
pee or placed in a shrine. The
vision of the person who made
the fetish would be revealed to
the person chosen as heir to
this magical possession.

The Apaches wore fetishes
called tzi-daltai which were
fashioned from lightning-riven
wood — cedar, fir or pine —
and were never sold. Usually
quite small, these were carved

painted.

Some Apaches also attached
malachite to their arrows and
guns to help them hit their tar-
?ets. Other fetishes took the
orm of pieces of material or
skin covered with symbols
which were worn by those who
sought the beneficial effects
they could bestow.

The Iroquois held their
fetishes in high esteem and of-
ten made them from unusual
stones. The most desirable,
however, was a piece of the
onniont (great armoured ser-
pent), an animal from mytholo-
gy, revered by many tribes.

The Algonquian had many
fetishes, as did the Cheyenne
who considered the ‘medicine’
arrow, taken by the Pawnee, to
be the most important. The Hi-
datsa tribe of the Sioux
favoured fetishes made from
the skins of wolves and foxes.

The stripe on the back of a
wolf-skin worn by Sioux war-
riors was held in high regard
but the most common fetishes
were buffalo heads. The neck
bones of this creature were
preserved to prevent the buffa-
lo herds moving too far from
the tribe.

Certain trees and rocks were
regarded as fetishes and offer-
ings were made to these. Each
member of the tribe had
his/her own fetish and these




were carried on hunts and in
times of war. Horses, too,
wore fetishes for speed.
Beaver's teeth were believed to
be good charms and were
worn by young girls to ensure
they were hard-working.

Many Hopi Indians had per-
sonal fetishes consisting of fos-
sils, some of which were
wrapped in sacred bundles and
highly venerated. The Zuni had
fetishes of lime and very old
ones were highly prized, hand-
ed down from generation to
generation.

They believed the hearts of
the great animals such as the
mountain lion retained their
powers even when carried in
stone. In one grave such a lion
was found made of sandstone,
coloured with a red pigment.

Medicine

The six prey gods who pro-
tected the City of the Mists in-
habited by Po-shai-an-k’ia, fa-
ther of the Medicine societies,
were the mountain lion, bad-
ger, wolf, bear, mole and ea-
gle. These ‘Makers of the Path
of Life’ were held in high re-
gard, their fetishes ‘held as in
captivity’ by priests of the Med-
icine orders and believed to be
mediators between the tribal
members and the animal they
symbolised. When not in use,
these precious possessions
were left in the safe-keeping of
the Keeper of the Medicine of
the Deer.

The Day of the Council of
the Fetishes took place either
before or after the Winter Sol-
stice. On this occasion, the
fetishes would be taken from
their place of safe-keeping and
placed according to colour and
species; animals formed the al-
tar and birds were hung from
the roof. This was a day when
dancing, chanting and prayers
were o?fered to the fetishes.

Fetishism and totemism
were compatible and played an
important role in the culture of
the Amerindian. Both were
revered as symbols of the gods
and bringers of luck to a nation
striving to survive in an often
cruel and savage environment.
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Let us assume that UFOs are real. Their origin
is a subject for another debate. For the time be-
ing, bear in mind that two potential sources for
these strange craft are Russia and America;
who knows the secrets these governments may

be keeping from us?

oW eyewitness accounts
Nof UFOs have described

a multitude of different
shapes, sizes and colours. But,
generally speaking, these craft
are basically flattened discs
with no wings or protruding jet
engines and usually silent al-
though some witnesses claim
to have heard a humming
noise coupled with a hazy blue
glow,

Another incomprehensible
factor which bestows a unique
quality on them is their appar-
ent ability to accelerate at
great speed and at an impossi-
ble angle to their present
course. Testimony from pilots

and ground radar crews leaves |

us almost breathless after hear-
ing descriptions of seemingly
impossible manoeuvres.

Not only do they defy our
understanding of aerodynam-
ics but they also defy the laws
of physics and nature. So, the
big question is — what makes
them fly? What power source
do they utilise? Is it something
we don’t yet understand?

1905 saw the birth of a man
called Thomas Townsend
Brown. During his formative
vears in Ohio, he displayed a
keen interest in space flight,
radio and electro-magnetism.
These subjects were then al-
most still in the realms of
science-fiction but new ground
was being broken at a breath-
taking rate thanks mainly to
the brilliance of Einstein.

However, in 1913 William
D. Coolidge invented the
Coolidge Tube which pro-
duced roentgen rays — better
known as X-rays. For reasons
best known only to himself,
Brown thought the potential
for space flight was here in the
strange rays emitted by the
Coolidge Tube.

Brown’s early experiments
saw him mounting a Coolidge
Tube onto delicate balancing
equipment. At first, the result
he was looking for failed to ap-
pear but he did notice some-
thing strange when he activat-
ed the tube — it moved.

After a lot of searching, time
and effort, the young Brown fi-
nally realised the cause. This
had nothing to do with the
tube — it was the high voltage
being used that caused the
movement,

After many hours of experi-
mentation, Brown constructed
the world’s first ‘gravitor.” A
bakelite box, 12 ins long and
4 ins square which, when con-
nected to a power source of
100-kilovolts, gained or lost
weight. Depending on the
polarity, a factor of one per
cent of the total weight was
achievable.

Unfortunately for Brown, he
was still attending high school
at this time. Consequently, the
scientific establishment com-
pletely ignored his discovery.

During his early years as a
student, Brown attended Cal-
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tech in Pasadena, Kenyon Col-
lege in Ohio and Denison Uni-
versity in Granville, Ohio. It
was here that he met a profes-
sor of physics and former class-
mate of Einstein's, a man
called Dr Paul Alfred Biefeld.
Together they experimented
with and pioneered what has

become known as the Biefeld |

Brown Effect.

The Biefield Brown
Effect

The experiments showed
that a highly charged electrical
condenser had a tendency to
move towards its positive pole.
The principle involved here be-
came known in the scientific
community as ‘stress in di-
electrics.’

A dielectric has the unique
ability of absorbing electrical
energy without charging any
other materials around it.
Some have to be charged slow-
ly but others can be highly
charged and discharged many
thousands of times per second.

Using the latter type, Brown
improved his ‘gravitor’ alarm-
ingly. In 1952 he constructed a
small disc-shaped group of
condensers and applied a
charge in the kilovolt range.
Emitting a slight humming
sound and a bluish glow, the
disc flew under its own volition.

In 1953, he flew a disc 2ft
across around a 20-ft diameter
course. Fastened to a central
pole by the cable supplying a
direct current of 50,000 volts,
his disc measured a top speed
of 12 miles per hour!

When he next demonstrated
his gravitor, Brown flew a disc

3ft across around a 50-ft diam- |

eter course. His invention be-
came ‘classified” but the most
amazing aspect of it all was the
total disinterest shown by his
peer group. No one wanted to
know more about the Biefeld
Brown Effect and the govern-
ment baulked at any sugges-
tion of research funding.
Disheartened, Brown bro-
ught his invention to Europe in
1955, After some demonstra-

tions in England, SNCASO in |

France took an interest and
suggested experiments in a
vacuum. The results were, to
say the least, quite astonishing.

After using varying amounts
of electrical energy, it was cal-
culated that speeds in the re-
gion of several hundred miles
per hour were easily attainable.
But agony followed the ecstasy
when a corporate merger
stopped any further research.
Brown went back to America

| totally defeated.

However, another opportu-
nity offered itself in 1957 when
Agnew Bahnson, president of
the  Bahnson  Company,
showed an interest. Details
were quickly sorted out but, be-
fore matters could get under
way, Bahnson was killed while
piloting his own light aircraft.
Funding was immediately with-
drawn by Bahnson's family.

Brown then decided to go it
alone. Setting up his own com-
pany, he continued to give re-
markable demonstrations to
some of the most powerful
governmental departments
and corporations in
America.

| Enthusiasm was generated
| more rapidly than the voltage
but no one followed up with
any offers of funding.

Poor Townsend Brown
could not understand why. On
the face of it, it appeared that
someone was ensuring his lack
of success.

Although the Biefeld Brown
Effect is still with us, Brown
himself has ceased to chase his
goal. Defeated, disheartened
and possibly suspicious, Brown
slipped quietly into retirement.

These are the basic facts of
the case and the most remark-
able aspect of it all is the sheer
lack of interest it generated
over a 50-year period. Yet
Townsend Brown should not
be underestimated, he was no

‘crackpot  professor’  with
strange ideas.
During his working life,

Brown did valuable research
work for the US Government,
presided over multi-million dol-
lar budgets and took his talents
| to some of the biggest scientific

research corporations in
America. He was, in fact, very
well respected by his peers.
Townsend Brown built a disc
that flew like a UFQ, hummed
like a UFO and glowed like a
UFO. Under the right condi-
tions — a vacuum — SNCASQO

scientists fpredicted potential |

speeds of several hundred
miles per hour. Yet no one was
interested! Why?

If you were to design what
vou thought was the world's
tirst hand-held digital adding
machine, what kind of a re-
sponse would you expect? You
would expect the world to be at
your feet. You would, how-
ever, be very disheartened to
hear it say, ‘No thanks.’

Is this what happened to
Townsend Brown? Was the
US Government disinterested
because ‘T've already got one’
was the unspoken response?
Did the US Government delib-
erately set out to prevent
Brown taking his gravitor any
further? Were they responsible
for the sudden lack of interest
which always seemed to follow
the keen interest after a
demonstration?

The death of Agnew Bahn-
son, a very experienced pilot,
was shrouded with mysterious
circumstances. Apparently he
struck a high-tension wire;

which is the sort of thing
inexperienced
pilots do every
day.

There is no evidence to sug-
gest that anything out of the
ordinary was occurting. But re-
member that we are dealing
here with a man whose prima-
ry driving force was the ongo-
ing scientific research into any-
thing that would benefit
humankind. Brown was not a
salesman or a statesman and
was incapable of doing justice
to his own invention.

Now if the US Government
was disinterested because of
the ‘I've already got one’ theo-
ry, then the next question is,
‘Where did you get it from,
Woolworths?”

Breakthrough

It has often been speculated
that contact with other intelli-
gent life-forms has already
been achieved by some gov-
ernments. It has also been
speculated that many UFO
sightings are or can be attrib-
uted to top secret research air-
craft under test by some gov-
ernments. So when was the
initial breakthrough?

There now remains only one
more matter to consider. In
1943 the ill-fated ‘Philadelphia
Experiment’ supposedly took
place. There are a few ten-
uous links connecting Brown
to the experiment but nothing
concrete.

However, he was at the time
of the experiment the officer in
charge of magnetic and
acoustic mine-sweeping re-
search and development under

the Bureau of Ships

at Philadelphia.

For those unfamil-

jar with the Philadel-
phia  Experiment’
the basic story is as
follows. Under the
personal supervision
of Albert Einstein, the
US Nawy utilised the
Unified Field Theory
and surrounded a fully-
manned navy frigate
with a wvery strong
magnetic field for the
purpose of rendering it
invisible,

The experiment was

successful as far as the ship was
concerned but unfortunately
many of the crew members did
not survive the ordeal. The US
Navy and Government quickly
disassociated themselves from
the Philadelphia dockyard, Al-
bert Einstein and his Unified
Field Theory.

Then along comes
Townsend Brown with what he
believed was practical and re-
peatable proof that Unified
Field concepts were useful in
making discs fly. Brown was
convinced that Einstein's theo-
ry could enhance his own life-
time’s work and launch Ameri-
ca into the Space Age.

Victim

So perhaps Brown's work
became a victim of the ‘ouch
factor’ after Philadelphia.
Perhaps the  government

| wished for as much distance as

possible between themselves
and any more high-voltage ex-
periments. Or is there some-
thing else?

According to uncorroborat-
ed testimony given by some of
the surviving crew members
from the Philadelphia Experi-
ment, Einstein’s magnetic field
punched a hole from this di-
mension into another. Al-
though different crew mem-
bers were affected by different
experiences, some claimed to
have passed into a separate di-
mension where they actually
conversed with alien beings.

If these claims are true, then

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Beyond Gemesis

Do we know, can we know and shall we ever
know the true nature of reality?

here did our universe
come from? Current
scientific ~ consensus

accepts the ‘Big Bang’ theory

as describing its beginning. |

This, however, is an origin only
in terms of positive time.

It does not necessarily pre-
clude a preceding origin of sub-
stance in negative time. Is it
possible, therefore, that our
Big Bang and expanding uni-
verse originated as the end
point of another contracting
universe?

The physiological limitations
of the human mind constrain
our conception of the universe.
Could the spectrum of the
forces with which we can react
be as restricted as the frequen-
cy bands of the sound and vi-

sion that our senses are tuned |

to receive?

On our own planet life-forms
exist whose thoughts are gen-
erated externally to any individ-
ual life-form unit; viruses being
but one example. There are al-
so creatures like ants whose
communities seem to have a
gestalt or combined intelli-
gence that directs the com-
munity as a whole.

So could it be that the mores
of civilisation have degenerat-
ed human psychic perception?
Are instances of the paranor-
mal vestigial evidence of what
might have been the norm in
our primeval past?

We are taught that thoughts
are generate(? in the brain. Is
this an indisputable fact? Or
could it belong with past falla-
cious scientific theories — such
as a geoconcentric stellar sys-
tem?

We can monitor the electro-
chemical signals that indicate
the brain is processing
60

thought. However, we cannot
identify the thought itself — as
opposed to the sensations or
emotions that may accompany
it.

What if thought is external to
the body and the brain simply
acts as some sort of receptor or
interface unit? Would our
thoughts still be our own? Or
might we be some sort of pup-
pets, acting out a play?

Scientific calculation of the
origin of the universe is only
analogous to finding a formula
for putting the toothpaste back
in the tube. Assuming that the
formula is found, it still leaves
the question, ‘Where did the
tube and the toothpaste come
from and why were they
there?” Various propositions
are possible.

Infinity

One contention is that the
origin of the universe was infin-
ity. What existed at infinity
must, therefore, have always
existed: the universe was in ef-
fect its own creator. One can
either accept or reject this con-
cept; in terms of debate it is
‘finito musico — everybody
go home!’

A God or gods as the creator
has been the traditional reli-
gious idea. Gods may be
deemed strict one-man busi-
nesses, like Jehovah and Allah.
Alternative belief allows con-
sortiums of Board of Director
gods — occupiers of desirable
residences in Valhalla or some
other celestial Milton Keynes.
There are even do-it-yourself
gods — physical objects allo-
cated divine attributes. Gods
are generally perceived with
superhuman powers but hu-
manoid personalities or foibles.

In more serious vein, the
same core beliefs or legends
underlying the above pantheon
seem to spread across a diver-
sity of cultures. Dare we sus-
pect a genetic memory harking
back to some past fundamental
truth?

It may be oversimplification
to write off religion as mere su-
perstition. Religions arise in re-
sponse to a need inherent in
the human psyche. Only the
very insensitive can stand in an
ancient place of worship of any
religion and not feel the faith of
its constructors and of the
thousands who have prayed
there.

A unitary ‘God’ in non-reli-
gious terms could be consid-
ered as an immaterial, thought-
generating, supreme intel-
ligence permeating the entire
cosmos. The obvious question
then is why should this ‘God’
want to create the universe?
Could it not, metaphorically,
just lie back in hedonistic en-
joyment of dematerialised Car-
ling Black Label?

The probable answer is that
without stimulation intellect
would degenerate. The cre-
ation of the universe, and its
subsequent development, was
necessary to provide stimula-
tion of an adequate order of
magnitude.

To instigate a real universe,
the intelligence would require
to transmute thought into mat-
ter or energy. (A challenge for
the modern physicist: a unifica-
tion equation that relates mass,
energy, space, time and

| thought!)

An alternative option, offer-
ing equal cerebral fulfilment,
would be to calculate or imag-
ine the universe instead of ac-
tually creating it. Nothing, in-
cluding life, would actually exist
except as pure thought. Hu-
mankind would be made in the
imagination of God rather than
in his/her image.

Assuming the Divine’s ability
to create a real or imaginary
universe, its evolvement could
be designed to be predestined
and totally predictable. How-
ever, such a scenario could not

provide enough ongoing inter- | both an enthralled viewer and

est to the creator.

For continuity of divine en-
tertainment, the development
of the universe would need to
be an unpredictable random
process. Random enablement
could, presumably, be built into
the initial programming.

In a real universe, having lit
the blue touchpaper, the cre-
ator could not then tinker with
the resultant entity. Tinkering
would interfere with the ran-
dom programme and make re-
ality unstable.

The introduction of life
might be a random side-effect
of electrochemical reaction in
the primordial soup during the
formation of the planets. Labo-
ratory simulations of the condi-
tions have succeeded in pro-
ducing the amino acids that are
i:fne of the building blocks of
ife.

Alternatives

There is a school of thought
that contends laboratory creat-
ed life is a technical feasibility.
The alternate possibility is that
an intentional ‘divine spark’
would be required before life
could manifest.

The actual origin of life
might be critical in two re-
spects. If the origin of life were
a random accident, then
should it become extinct, the
possibility of its recreation

would exist. But if the ‘divine |

spark’ were the instigator,
every life-form might retain
some tenuous link with its cre-
ator.

An imaginary universe might

be potentially more satisfying |

to its creator than a real one. In
addition to a need for activity,

the supreme intelligence might |

also have a need for compan-
ionship.

The imaginary universe
could be an interactive virtual
reality where life simulation
made interaction possible.
Simulated life would allow the
implantation of part of the
supreme intelligence into the
product of its own imagination.

This implantation would
then allow the creator to be

active participant in a game of
infinite chances. Because virtu-
al life was part of the supreme
intelligence, it would retain a
sense of its creator — a bond
which might be the compan-
ionship for which the creator
felt desire.

Virtual reality would allow
the creator to tinker; miracles,
prophets, devils and saviours
could all be inserted. In an in-
finity of parallel universes,
every possible alternate ran-
dom selection could be played
out to the full. About the only
ground rule would be prohibi-
tion of communication with, or
perception of one parallel uni-
verse from another.,

Because we dream or may
hallucinate, we can never posi-
tively test that we do exist.
Equally, if we were virtual real-
ity units, we could have no
awareness of our unreality. Ex-
cept, perhaps, on rare occa-
sions when some sort of glitch
in the programming occurred.

If our world is real, notwith-
standing the variety of the
forms that support life, their
frequent beauty and moments
of tenderness, how does objec-
tive assessment find the under-
lying pattern?

Almost every known life-
form is a predator of some oth-
er life-form. A sizeable propor-
tion of the animal world,
including mankind, lives by ac-
tually killing and

eating  other
species.
As an engi-

neering propo-
sition, the re-
productive
processes by
which species
are continued
seem to have
all the refine-
ment of a
blunderbuss.
Spermatozoa
and ovum are
produced with
profligate
wastefulness.
In many cas-

es the ran-

dom survival of a few is secured
by allowing thousands to be
born only to perish.

Surely it is hard to equate
these facts with the religious
concept of the creation being
the gilt of a benevolent god of
love? Perhaps it would be more
explicable as an abstract
scenario in one of the parallel
universes envisaged in
our supreme intelligence’s
calculations?

In other respects, though,
religious conceptions are actu-
ally quite close to the end re-
sults that come out of the virtu-
al reality proposition. For
instance, in at least some sense
man is made in the image of
the divine; some sort of com-
munication between man and
creator is deemed possible; in

. the sight of the divine man can

exercise choice; prophets, mir-
acles and aspects of the para-
normal are possible.

Comparison with religious
belief brings us full circle to the
world of perceived reality from
which we started. We may
speculate that our perceptions
are illusory but, until we can
prove our illusion, the illusion is
the reality to which we must re-
spond even if we have no proof
that our response is not itself
another illusion. Even death
may be simply a transition to
perceived reality in yet another
universe.

Is Mother Earth getting
too small for mankind?

t }oresent the population
of the world increases by
about 200,000 people

every day. Each will have to be |

clothed and fed:; each will draw
on Earth’s dwindling fuels and
materials. What will we do to
combat the inevitable shortages?

170 years ago the popula-
tion of Earth was estimated at
about 1000 million; 115 years
later it had increased to 2000
million; just another 50 years
on, the population was esti-
mated to be 5000 million. It is
predicted that 6.25 billion peo-
ple will inhabit Earth by 1999
and a further three quarters of
a billion by the year 2010.

It doesn’t take a mathemati-
cal genius to work out that the
Earth will soon be overcrowd-
ed and unable to supply
enough resources to support
humankind. Some experts feel
that man will probably turn to
what is termed ‘inner space’ in
search of a solution.

Or perhaps the remedy will
be found through what is com-
monly called the last frontier of
civilisation on Earth, the world
under the oceans which cover
70 per cent of the Earth’s sur-
face. Some claim that, unlike
machines of today, linked to
ships above by cables and with
limited artificial intelligence,
computerised, free-swimming,
thinking robots will be used.

Future robots will have
artificial brains for making in-
dependent decisions and will
be able to navigate and explore
the depths for minerals and fu-
els hidden below the great
mass of waters. They could al-
so control machines able to ex-
tract minerals and fuels essen-
tial to the world’s needs.

In this scenario, undersea
laboratories, larger and able to
withstand much greater pres-
sures than those used by the
US Nawy today, will carry sci-
entists and mining experts
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drawing independent air sup-
plies from the sea. Free-swim-
ming divers from these labora-
tories will wear masks which
enable them to breathe like
fish: underwater experiments,
with polymer materials which
allow oxygen to be drawn
through but keep out water, are
being carried out now.

Underwater  farms
mines will be worked by intelli-
gent agua-robots. Heat will be
harnessed from the bowels of
the Earth and distributed to
cities which will spring up on
the oceans of the world.

The perimeter walls of these

| cities will reach deep into the
layers of light and will contain |

the living quarters. Some form
of breakwater at a predeter-
mined distance surrounding
the whole will give protection
from heavy seas and dominat-
ing the centre will be a calm la-
goon for recreational sports.

This, then, is what some ex-
perts envision for the not too
distant future. But what of the
distant future when the seas
are overcrowded?

Mankind will look to space.
Experts say cities in the sky will
be built by robots (surrogate
people) with artificial intelli-
gence modelled on the human
brain: thinking robots with per-

and |

An American called James
Martin forecasts ‘ultra paral-
lelism’ through computers. He
sees the robot of the future
with an independent, comput-
erised brain enabling it to do
multiple tasks. Sensors linked
to the human brain will allow
robots to collect information
and become more and more
independent, perhaps even
self-repairing.

These will be used to main-
tain the space cities and farm
the various crops grown in spe-
cial space stations in the sur-
rounding environs. Robots will
mine the surface of the Moon
and process the minerals found
there. In fact, robots will be
used for a thousand tasks im-
possible for humans in the en-
vironment of space.

Intercity travel in space will
be fast as there is neither gravi-
ty nor air to slow vehicles
down. Shuttles will provide a
regular service between the
space cities and Earth.

Soon these cities in space
will provide stepping-stones for
man. As more and more are
built, further and further from
Earth, the stars will become
nearer and nearer. The stars
themselves will be colonised
and the space around them.

The universe, the entirety of

tion. Man will eventually step
outwards through the Solar
system, through the Milky Way
galaxy to the regions of the re-
motest extra-galactic nebulae
and quasars. And beyond the

Circular Reasoning

Are stone circles and henges what they seem?

tanding stones have long

held a fascination difficult

to explain. Despite the
claims that such stones were
erected for religious purposes
or as Solar observatories, no
one really knows their original
purpose.

We all assume we do be-
cause it’s all too easy to sit back
and let others do the thinking,
despite the fact that history
shows that received knowledge
has a habit of turning out
Wwrong.

The idea of the Solar cbser-
vatory built from 20-ton stones
hauled over distances of many
miles seems at first glance to be
attractive. After all, how else
could the semi-intelligent an-
cients of 3,000 years ago build
things?

The great undertaking of
Stonehenge, for instance,
shows a certain determination
born out of need rather than
whimsy. That need is usually
explained as a requirement to
forecast the seasons to enable
crop planting to proceed at the
best time of the year.

Great efforts are made to ex-
plain the alignment of stones
with the Sun and how calcula-
tions could be made to predict
dates and times by the gaps. Or
by the stones themselves when
the gaps don'’t align quite right
or even by standing ‘down the
road a bit and looking through
the hole with one eye closed.’

Little effort, though, is ex-
pended in explaining just how
the knowledge first came about
that these huge stones, aligned
like this, would produce such
results. After all, why couldn’t
our ancient ancestors simply
build the site out of wood and
animal skins or even count
pebbles instead?

Clearly the

stones were

erected for a purpose. Yet both |
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the observatory and religious
theories owe more to wishful
thinking than to any reason-
able explanation.

The ‘religious purposes’ the-
ory is the scientific catch-all
trotted out whenever there is
no apparent evidence for any-
thing else. Rather than say,
‘We just don’t have a clue,’ it’s
less damaging to delicate scien-
tific egos to say, ‘Obviously it
was some sort of temple.’ Thus
the subject can be dismissed
with smug disdain before any
further embarrassing questions
can be asked.

In the case of Stonehenge
the evidence for a religious
purpose appears to be two-
fold. The first is the religious
usage of the site by later gener-
ations, the argument being that
religious sites that exist today
must have been such in the
past. ;
The second piece of evi-
dence is the fact that there is a
very clear altar configuration of
stones in the centre circle. The
religious theory balances on
these two notions alone, nei-
ther of which has much going
for it.

To say this was an estab-
lished religious site because lat-
er peoples used it as such is so
vacuous as to require no fur-
ther consideration. However,
the existence of the altar
stones does seem to provide
evidence.

That is, they do if you conve-
niently ignore the point that
these stones were put in place
not ‘thousands’ OIP years ago
but merely decades ago by tﬁe
British army when it was clear-
ing up the site. As, also, were a
number of other stones.

This orderliness was to ap-
pease the sergeant major who
was, no doubt, god of his own
little empire at the time. If

nothing else, the army likes
things tidy. Which leaves no
evidence of any religious foun-
dation whatsoever, the vacuum
thus formed sucking in the ‘So-
lar observatory’ theory as fast
as it appears.

This again suffers from the
problem of the army activities.
None of these observatory the-
ories, which try to find every
single stone to be ‘accurately’
lined up with some star or an-
other, seems to take into ac-
count the fact that many of the
smaller stones, and one or two
of the larger, were moved by
the army.

Not to mention the fact that
any two points can be made to
‘align’ if observed from the cor-
rect angle. This seems to sug-
gest that people are seeing ex-
actly what they expect to see
and interpreting the so-called

- evidence to fit their pet theo-

ries.

This appears to be the way
current thinking is going
throughout the world. Yet it
conveniently ignores the many
hundreds of very much smaller
stone circles and other sites
throughout Europe in particu-
lar. Sites so arranged as to
have no Solar significance
whatsoever no matter how far
you stretch the data or that are
so small as to have no logical
religious or Solar calculation
function.

When  pundits  proclaim
loudly that such and such a cir-
cle aligns perfectly with the
Sunrise on the third Tuesday of
the fourth quarter in the year
1066 AD, the response we
should all give is to say, ‘OK so
what practical purpose does
that have?’ Then you have to
ask — once more — why it
wasn’'t made of wood or even
lots of little stones on top of
each other and how all the oth-
er, much smaller sites fit into
the scheme of things.

There are over 600 sites in
the UK alone, all of which are
marked out by standing stones.
Most of these appear to have
used the same unit of measure
in their construction — sug-
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gesting an organised design
centre — and all of them sup-
posedly for calculating the
same things if the Solar obser-
vatory theory is to be believed.

The idea seems to hop
across from ‘Solar observatory’
to ‘for the purpose of planting
crops.” At which point every-
one stops thinking.

For example, why are there
so many sites if the purpose is
for calculating crop planting
dates? To be sure, the posi-
tions of the planets, stars, Sun
and Moon change and this
would require further sites.

But then you wouldn't use
huge stone blocks to build with
if you knew — as you must
have done in order to plan and
build the site in the first place
— in advance that this was so.

To suggest that Stonehenge
was updated over a period of
some 800 years (maybe for
this very purpose) would at
least give some credence to the
theory. However, this isn’t usu-
ally done, perhaps because the
first stones placed don't pro-
vide the headline-catching
alignments that the later stones
appear to provide.

Or perhaps that sort of sug-
gestion gives rise once again to
the embarrassing question of
how they knew what they were
building before they started.
Also, exactly why did the
megalithic builders have such
an urgent need for this infor-
mation to be gathered in this
rather odd manner.

Again, all this tends to rule
out the observatory theory.
Yet, when looking at these
sites, it's very easy to become
side-tracked into the ‘how did
these huge blocks of stone get
dragged and arranged by so-
called primitive peoples’ ques-
tion.

But the real key, surely, must
be why did they want to do it in
the first place? This is the ques-
tion we must gather enough
data to be able to answer.

The ‘how' question is very
much of secondary impor-
tance. Given the far easier
building materials that could
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have been chosen, this world-
wide enterprise appears quite
irrational.

When dealing with the irra-
tional, the religious solution
seems to hold the most appeal.
After all, religion is an irra-
tional activity.

Consider the archaeologists
of a postapocalyptic world
studying the only stone monu-
ment left standing — a Christ-
ian cathedral. With only vague
information about pre-
catastrophe religion the scien-
tific methodology would be to
reject any theory about it that
wasn't rational.

Such as, for example, the
idea that this huge and intricate
monument — apparently built
to house the very expensive
?oid statue at its focus — isn't
or the purpose of worshipping
the said idol but the worship of
another god who declared there
must be no idols of him (or any-
one else for that matter) as one
of his ten commandments.

No self-respecting archaeol-
ogist would put his/her career
on the line for such a tangled
web surely? Yet we know the
above to be the motivation and
reasoning behind Christian
cathedrals. Despite any evi-
dence for the truth, they'd sim-
ply cast it aside and form their
own theories.

Religion works be-
cause it appeals to
the irrational
within us.
Which does at
least suggest
a reason for
the construc-
tion of stand-
ing stones
a n
stone
iy~
cles.

But there's a fatal flaw with
this idea: the worldwide con-
struction of these sites all fol-
low similar design principles
and practices. This would
strongly suggest that religious
practice ~was so  similar
throughout the world that, to
all intents and purposes, there
must have been a globally ac-
cepted and practised religion
over a period of many cen-
turies. Yet other historical evi-
dence shows reascnably clearly
that this was not in fact the
case.

So, like the architects of the
stones, we've come full circle.
The whole situation seems to
defy logical evaluation. Which,
in the words of Mr Spock,
would suggest there is ‘insuffi-
cient data to form a hypothe-
sis, Captain.’

Most, if not all these sites
have now acquired myths and
stories about sleeping giants
and petrified soldiers. These
later accretions, unconnected
with the origins of the stones,
are merely precursors of our
own Solar observatory myths.
In other words, they are the
best explanations the people of
the time could come up with.

Perhaps, then, it's time we
went back and took another
lock at a wvery important

and curious
mystery.

What is the secret of suspended animation?

Oow can a person —
even a proficient Indian
yogi — slow down

his/her bodily functions in such
a way that he is, in effect,
dead? This fascinating wonder
of prolonged suspended ani-
mation is still practised in
certain parts of the world today
and is a truly mysterious
phenomenon,

To most people the thought
of being buried alive is some-
thing they experience only in
their worst nightmares. But
some have perfected the skill
of staying buried alive for pro-
longed periods — for fame and
fortune or even to attain en-
lightenment.

It sounds inconceivable to
_ most Westerners that individu-
als can intentionally place
themselves in a condition of
suspended animation, by influ-
encing their spontaneous bodi-
ly functions (by a process not
vet understood) and remain en-
tombed  underground for
hours, days or (so it is ru-
moured) even years to emerge
alive and well.

Yet for hundreds of years au-
thentic testimonies from eye-
withesses have detailed such
‘impossible’ feats performed
by Indian fakirs or yogis. But
why do they choose such a
drastic route to self-discipline?

The yogi has mastered these
extraordinary punishments to
lessen inner and outer diver-
sions (the latter by influencing
his sensory mechanism) in his
search for the fulfilment of spir-
itual awareness.

Yet it seems that the Indian
fakir (holy man) uses this disci-

70

pline solely to monopolise his
body rather than to reach eu-
phoria. To him, survival of a
live burial becomes the ab-
solute proof of power over his
body and mind.

The holy man is not uncon-
scious in the conventional
sense during the experience
because one of his aims is to
sustain complete  influence
over all four states — sleeping,
dreaming, waking and the bio-
logical shutdown of the ‘untrue
death’ by the suspension of
voluntary sensations which, in
his case, is usually self-induced.
During the period of burial he
does not lose consciousness
but goes into a mysterious
state of heightened concentra-
tion, like a deep meditation or
hypnosis.

Just how and why this activi-
ty was started is lost in the
black hole of time. The physi-
clan James Braid, at least, was
sure of its existence. After
vears of investigation into the
enigma, he believed that yogis,
as soon as malady weakens
them, bury themselves.

This suggests that self-sacri-
fice may have its ancestry
steeped in belief towards death
and disease, the science and
technique being passed down
from the survivors who obvi-
ously revealed that the power-
ful usage of relaxation acceler-
ates their cure or amplifies
their pleasure. In fact, it might
be regarded as an extreme
form of self-preservation.

In the Western world there
are many similarities to this
practice, albeit less extreme.
For instance, if we are troubled

we might go to an hypnothera-
pist, relax in a quiet, dark place
or even burn oils in the hope of
finding a ‘cure’ for whatever
ails us. We've probably all
heard the saying, ‘sleep your-
self better.’

Similarities might be drawn
here with the healing sleep of
convalescents at the temple-
hospitals devoted to the god
Asclepius in  5th century
Greece. And the technique,
widespread in the Oriental
Mystery tradition, of keeping a
novice in darkness or under-
ground for a period of instruc-
tion or in a trance-like slumber,
generated by drugs or fatigue,
in order to arouse visions, are
all forms of self-preservation.

Some medical historians,
such as G. Gould and W. Pyle,
during their many years of re-
search associated the fakir's
stunts to cases of revival from
hanging or drowning (usually in
icy water). Both involved either
a prolonged period of uncon-
sciousness or the pathological
delay of voluntary reactions
which sometimes led to the ter-
rors of premature burial.

This latter profile, also called
narcolepsy, strengthened the
legend of the evil and blood-
sucking vampire. To this we
might also add the hysterical
trances that precede a para-
normal performance, such as
mediumship or the uncon-
sciousness of acclaimed Russ-
fan telepath Wolf Messing
which lasted for three days.

Imitate

The capability to imitate
death is uncommon, though
not unknown even in the West.
St Augustine, for example,
writing in the 1st century, doc-
umented the ability of a priest
named Rutilut who could halt
his heartbeat and breathing in-
tentionally and who was im-
mune to pain during his self-
induced trances.

Whatever the origins of live
entombment, cases akin to
those of India do arise in other
countries where they are part
of the physical phenomena of
ceremonial trances.
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In Japan there lived a amaz-
ing cult devoted to self-mum-
mification. These Buddhists
would vow to finish fasts lasting
up to 4,000 days, starting with
a lengthy period on a restricted
diet that progressively depreci-
ated to a full-blown fast with
the aim of dying on the final
day.

At least two devotees of this
‘intriguing and now extinct’
sect are recorded as entering
their catacomb alive. Equipped
solely with a breathing tube,
they too ultimately joined the
group of mummified hermits in
the temple on Mount Yudono.

According to the South
Alfrican Pretoria News in late
1974, a Togolese juju-man,
Togbui Siza Aziza, was en-
tombed in a coffin for three
hours in Accra. Stone blocks
covered the coffin, then a coat-
ing of cement covered with
more blocks.

After two hours the crowd
began to shout and beg the
juju-man, whose faint voice
could still be heard, to give up
his attempt. Eventually the
earth trembled and Aziza burst
through the cement, effortless-
ly pushing the blocks away. But
stranger still was the fact that
the coffin was found nailed
shut.

Interestingly, Aziza travels
with Afrika Azzeu, an organisa-
tion endorsing African muysti-
cism. He claims that he obtains
his magical powers — which
incorporate the skill to cure
suffering, understand animals
and be impervious to pain —
by meditating underground.

Among other accounts of
suspended animation from
Africa mention should be made
of the ‘walkers for water’
whose escapades were high-
lighted by lvan Sanderson in
1932. A British citizen, Mr
N.H. Cleverley of Calabar, had
dispatched a senior official and
a sergeant of the Native Bush
Police to question villagers in
the Ibibio tribal territory about
their refusal to pay taxes.

Asleep

However, the villagers ap-
peared to have vanished, until
the native sergeant discarded
his uniform and went under-
cover. Peering over a 6ft cliff,
he made a surprising find. The
whole community of over 100
people, including children and
their pets which were in crates,
looked to be asleep in 8ft of
water, their backs to the bank.

The sergeant, unable to
wake them, rushed back to
Calabar where he reported his
discovery. His story was not re-
jected by his superiors who
were familiar with the incredi-
ble activities in the area.

A second, more specialised
team was dispatched but, by
the time of their arrival, village
life had resumed. The incident
was a joke, Cleverley assured
Sanderson. But it was not and
the spectacle was duly regis-
tered in the citizens’ court in
Calabar.

This account is similar to
that of the live entombment of
fakirs. FEither the African vil-
lagers could spontaneously
stop their vital functions or in-

fluenced a shaman specialised
in the art of hypnotism.

There is at least one yogi
who was similarly skilful. In
front of a large group of people
in Bombay, on February 15th
1950, a thin middle-aged man
called Shri Ramdasji was en-
tombed in a small compart-
ment for 56 hours.

The chamber measured 5ft
by 8ft, was made of concrete,
bolted with large nails and
sealed with more concrete. At
the end of the 56 hours a hole
was drilled in the top, 1400
gallons of water were poured
in and the hole resealed. Seven
hours later the watery grave
was unlocked and the man
found to be totally submerged
— but alive!

For 15 years following the
saga of the Ibibio villagers,
Sanderson tried to discover
more about their incredible
feat from Cleverley but his at-
tempts were futile. He couldn’t
convince anyone to take his re-
ports seriously enough to
mount a detached and scientif-
ic investigation.

Fantastic

Yet one would have thought
that this would provide a su-
perb chance for fraudsters and
other storytellers to have their
day. Possibly their tales were
too fantastic or perhaps they
lacked the ingenuity and imagi-
nation to make them sound
believable.

And maybe, despite all the
scepticism, what reportedly
happened to the African vil-
lagers was simply the truth.

BORN IN ALBION

by David Williams & Kate West
(Pagan Media, £11 .QSL

My CONFIDENCE IN this book was slightly
dented by several elementary errors in
the chapter on ‘“The history of Witch-
craft.” For instance, the authors refer
to ‘nine million’ alleged witches execut-
ed in the Persecution whereas histori-
ans believe the real figure to be closer
to 50,000. Also, Gerald Gardner did
not found the Witchcraft Museum that
used to be on the Isle of Man, he pur-
chased it as a going concern from its
real founder, Cecil Williamson.

The rest of the ‘history’ is both brief
and, in many instances, speculative.
Which is a pity as the authors claim
that their purpose is to ‘provide a basic
introduction to witchcraft.” However, if
the word at the end of that quote is
changed to ‘modern Wicca,” they have
probably achieved that aim.

Williams is an Alexandrian High
Priest and, allegedly, one of ‘Britain’s
foremost occultists,” while West claims
to be a traditional witch but, despite
her credentials, there is little here that
canf be recognised as traditional witch-
crait.

Educating the public about the Craft
is a worthy exercise, as far as it goes,
but is limited by the public’s under-
standing and acceptance of the more
esoteric aspects of the subject. Howev-
er, this book adds little to our under-
standing of witchcraft per se or its
modern revival. — M.H.

WITTGENSTEIN

by H. L. Finch

(Element, £4.99/$9.95)

LupwiG WITTGENSTEIN WAS a remark-
able man, not only was he one of the
leading lights of 20th century philoso-
phy but also an accomplished engineer
and architect.

After givin}g up his considerable
share of the family fortune, Wittgen-
stein became an elementary school
teacher, fought in World War I as an
ordinary soldier then worked as a hos-
pital porter in World War II. He be-
lieved that ‘a new way of looking at
the world was more important than
facts and knowledge in themselves.

In 1912, shortly after his arrival at
Cambridge,  Wittgenstein's  tutor,
Bertrand Russell, realised he had a ge-
nius on his hands. Soon, the teacher
became the taught as Russell lay awake
at night pondering the knotty problems
Wittgenstein had set him.

Although this book lacks the fire and
fascination of other more biographical-
ly-detailed works, it is a wortﬁwhile in-

troduction to the uniquely Wittgen-
steinian way of looking at things.
There are several useful appendices
plus the necessary biblicgraphy and, at
this price, it's a bargain. — J.T.M.

TWILIGHT OF THE CELTIC GODS
by David Clarke & Andy Roberts
(Blandford, £16.99 hbk)

THis IMPRESSIVE, WELL illustrated (some
in full-colour) work is a thorough inves-
tigation of Britain’s hidden pagan tradi-
tions. The authors trace the roots of
our ancient Celtic past and consider
how these beliefs and practices have
evolved over the centuries.

Many of these traditions and cus-
toms are kept alive today through folk-
lore, mythology and archaeology but,
in the main, this Celtic legacy is in im-
minent danger of extinction unless we
rediscover and re-forge our links with
the natural world, Mother Earth and
the powers that flow through her.

Yet this is by no means a dismal
book, it is full of enthusiasm and opti-
mism that it is not too late to redress
the balance, that the way forward is to
adapt the old ways to modern times
rather than slavishly follow them with
no real understanding of what they
mean. What is needed, in fact, is a new
perception of reality which could then
lead to a new and better dawn.

If all this sounds a bit heavy-going,
then I have given the wrong impres-
sion of a book that seeks to inform and
entertain rather than preach or con-
vert. The authors’ exploration is com-
prehensive and uncovers many little
known facets of our Celtic past
through surviving legends, artefacts,
sacreg sites, seasonal festivals and the
like. All of which makes for interesting
reading: recommended. — M.E.

FINDING OUR OWN WAY
THROUGH THE DARK

by Demetra George

(ACS/Airlift, $16.95/£13.99)
DESIGNED TO BE a companion volume
to the author's previous book, Myster-
ies of the Dark Moon/the Healing
Power of the Dark Goddess, Ms
George is assured of a captive reader-
ship. Indeed, in my opinion this vol-
ume surpasses the first for it contains
more astrology.

It begins with the Lunation cycle
which is broken down into eight phas-
es and thus eight different types of

eople. The chapter on explanation is
ollowed by a workbook which helps
analyse oneself: a format adopted in
the other sections. Next is a valuable

chapter on the 12th House with much
emphasis on karma.

But [ must admit my favourite part of
the book is that on the actual Dark
Goddesses: nine asteroids which are
not only provided with interpretation
but also an ephemeris that commences
1920 and ends 2010. Perhaps I
should add that the Nodes are not ne-
glected either and a useful eclipse table
is included.

This tome comes thoroughly recom-
mended and is, indeed, one of those
books that the philosophical/esoteric
astrologer ignores at his/her peril. The
author is a prominent astrologer who
has made the ‘dark’ side of femininity
her forte; her work always displays
considerable research and knowledge
as she continues to reveal the inner
workings of a chart. —B.L.

by Robin Hayfield

(Gaia, £7.99)

ANOTHER IN A series of self-help healing
books using alternative therapies.
Others in the series include yoga, acu-
pressure, massage, herbalism and
aromatherapy.

It offers those interested a general
history of homoeopathy which dates
back to ancient Greece but was only
formalised and structured by a German
doctor in the 18th century.
