Trees of the Zodiac

As part of the eternal pattern and mysteries of
nature trees have long had a strange influence
on the imagination and mind of man.

his has given rise to all

manner of superstitious

beliefs, myths and leg-
ends. Far back in antiquity the
ancient Egyptians held a belief
that certain trees possessed su-
pernatural powers.

Trees deemed as sacred
were often depicted on Egypt-
ian tomb paintings. Hathor,
the Egyptian goddess of the sa-
cred sycamore fig, protected
and nurtured the souls of the
dead and is portrayed in Egypt-
ian art embodied in the branch-
es of this tree.

Greek and Roman mytholo-
gy is full of tales relating to
trees linked to nymphs and the
old gods. In some cultures trees
were held to be the abode of
deities and spirits so must on
no account be harmed.

Trees therefore came to be
venerated in most cultures
around the world and rem-
nants of this veneration still
persist today. In quite recent
times a country squire used to
visit the grand old trees in his
park of an evening, touch their
bark and whisper a goodnight,
convinced that the trees knew
of his devotion.

Tree hugging, the embrac-
ing of tree trunks to gain a
close and meaningful contact,
has become popular of late in
some circles. Many people do,
of course, talk to trees — never
mind the still popular tradition
of touching wood for luck!

Set against this background,
and still in evidence today, is
the intriguing part that trees
came to play in the ancient
magical arts and their links
with astrology. Like everything
in nature, trees were allocated
a planetary ruler and were

therefore associated with spe-
cific zodiacal signs and their
elements.

Aries, the first sign of the
zodiac, is ruled by Mars and its
element is Fire. The evergreen
Holly, a tree sacred to Mars
and seen as a symbol of con-
stant vitality and courage, is al-
located to this sign.

In old lore the holly was
known for its protective quali-
ties. Even today in some areas
a holly hedge is considered to
serve as a magically effective
barrier against evil forces.

In Suffolk, the holly goes by
the old name of Hulver, from
the Old Norse hulfr. Here
farmers are known to be reluc-
tant to cut down a holly in the
belief that bad luck will follow
such an action.

A tree of the Winter Solstice,
the holly is traditionally associ-
ated with Yuletide. It was once
thought that cattle and sheep
would thrive if they saw
branches of holly hung up in
their pens on Christmas Eve.

Romantic Taurus is ruled
by Venus, goddess of love, and
is associated with the Earth ele-
ment. The Taurean tree is the
apple which symbolises eternal
life and is sacred to Venus.

In ancient mythology this
tree and its fruit featured in the
legends of Atalanta and the
golden apples of the Hes-
perides. Also, one of the most
telling legends of the Scrip-
tures, of course, is of the ser-
pent tempting Eve in the Gar-
den of Eden with an apple
plucked from the Tree of
Knowledge.

The apple is also known as
the holy tree of the Isle of Aval-

on. Even today apple orchards
are regarded as sacred ground
in some parts of the country.

The silvery leaved poplar be-
longs to Gemini, ruled by Mer-
cury the messenger of the
gods, whose element is Air.
Dedicated to Hercules, it is a
strange tree because its leaves
quiver and rustle even on the
stillest of days.

Tradition holds that the
Cross was made of poplar
wood. This mystical connec-
tion has supposedly caused its
leaves to shudder and tremble
ever since the event.

On a lighter note, poets
down the ages have claimed
that the tree dances in the
woods in order to be seen, that
it never sleeps and whispers to
passing travellers.

In East Anglia the tree is
known by the quaint name of
‘Popples.” Its Latin name, pop-
ulus, means people and this is
what it now symbolises for
both tree and people are al-
ways changing, always on the
move.

The willow is ascribed to the
Moon-ruled sign of Cancer
whose element is Water. This
mysterious tree, sacred to the
Moon goddess, is described as
a tree of enchantment which,
according to myth, is a
favourite of witches who used it
to cast spells to raise magical
mists.

It is seen as a symbol of pu-
rification and rebirth for it is as-
sociated both with water and
the Moon. The monks of old
are said to have made them-
selves girdles of willow withies
declaring that, ‘willow with-
standeth all uncleanness or de-
sires of the flesh.’

The weeping willow by the
riverside is thought to have in-
spired the Chinese legend on
which the willow pattern china
and pottery are based.

The given tree for Leo, gov-
erned by the Sun and elemen-
tal Fire, is the laurel. As seems
appropriate for the Lion king,
it has strong associations with
leadership and victory, as evi-
denced by the old Roman tradi-
tion of the wearing of a laurel
wreath or crown.

Like all evergreens, the lau-
rel symbolises immortality and
in ancient times was thought to
be purifying, both physically
and morally. It is sacred to
Apollo, the Greek god whose
oracle at Delphi achieved uni-
versal fame.

Perhaps because of this con-
nection, laurel is credited with
the power to foretell the future.
One old country tradition was
to go to sleep with a laurel leaf
under the pillow as this would
result in prophetic dreams.

Used in many magical ritu-
als, the burning of laurel leaves
is supposed to bring inspira-
tion. It is also noted for its pro-
tective powers and to place a
laurel bough over a doorway
is said to prevent ill-fortune
entering in.

Virgo, whose element is
Earth, is ruled by Mercury.
Sometimes known as the Corn
Maiden in keeping with this
ripening time of the year, Vir-
go’s special tree is the hazel.

The ancient Celts and others
revered this tree as a symbol of
wisdom, beauty and fecundity.
Hazel wood is probably still the
most favoured material for
making magical or ceremonial
wands.

Forked hazel twigs are very
much in evidence even today
as tools for water-divining.
Some believe that one cut on
St John's Eve (June 23rd)
could detect gold but, more cu-
rious still, is the belief that one
could make oneself invisible
merely by carrying a hazel
twig.

Hazel nuts are considered | time; while clusters of birch

symbols of fertility. Thought to
be specially blessed, they are
believed to act as charms for
good health and fortune.

Libra, governed by Venus,
the planet of harmony whose
element is Air, is attributed the
dainty silver birch as its particu-
lar tree. Sacred to the Mother
Goddess, the birch is a tree of
light in Celtic lore.

Although not one of the stal-
warts of the forest it is hefty in
magic and folklore. For in-
stance, birch branches in a
house are thought to bring
good fortune and drive away
harmful influences. It is the tra-
ditional wood used for cradles
as it was thought to protect
infants from the wiles of
evil spirits.

Traditionally, witches’
brooms were made of birch
twigs, as were the rods used to
punish unruly scholars at one

leaves pinned to a girl’s cloak
would, from all accounts, act as
a love charm.

The alder, which favours the
riverside, belongs to Scorpio
which is ruled by Mars and
Pluto and whose element is
Water.

Known as the Tree of Bran
in ancient literature, much of
the alder’'s magic lies in its
wood which, owing to its water
resistant qualities, was once
used widely for making the tim-
ber supports in the footings of
bridges. Thus the alder came to
symbolise foundation.

In ancient times alder wood
was used for making milking
vessels in order to guard the
milk from harmful influences.
While witches were said to
have used alder pipes or whis-
tles to conjure up destructive
winds.

Sacred groves planted with




alders were treated with great
respect. In Ireland it was con-
sidered a crime to fell one of
these trees and all manner of
dire mishaps were thought
bound to follow such an action.

Known as the King of Trees,
the oak is attributed to Sagit-
tarius whose element is Fire.
Both sign and tree fall under
the rulership of the mighty yet
benevolent Jupiter.

High on the list of long-lived
trees, its wood is noted for its
enduring qualities and
strength. It is one of the most
sacred and highly venerated
trees, much revered by the an-
cient Druids who worshipped
it in their sacred groves.

The oak played a significant
role in fertility rites and other
powerful rituals. The Druids
believed that mistletoe grow-
ing on an ocak took care of
the spirit of the tree and so
must be cut with due
solemnity with a golden
sickle.

At one time, oak leaves
were used in divination
and it was considered ex-
tremely lucky to carry
acomns because they sym-
bolised potential greatness.

Saturn rules Capricorn,
whose element is Earth, as well
as its particular tree, the yew.
This evergreen can live to an
immense age and is therefore a
natural symbol of eternal life.

Followers of the Old Reli-
gion used to worship the yew
in their sacred groves while the
early Christians viewed it as an
emblem of the Resurrection.
Branches of yew were there-
fore used in church decora-
tions at Eastertide and sprigs
were cast into graves with the
deceased to symbolise the tri-
umph of life over death.

It was very common for yews
to be planted in churchyards as
a protection against evil forces
as well as in front of houses
where they served as sentinels,
guarding the occupants.

To dream of their future hus-
bands, young girls used to
sleep with a sprig of yew under

their pillows. This practice was
supposedly made all the more
potent if the leaves were gath-
ered from a tree in a church-
vard at midnight.

Aquarius, ruled by Uranus
whose element is Air, is as-
cribed the rowan or mountain
ash. This tree holds a special
place in folklore, magic and su-
perstition because, for cen-
turies, it was used as a protec-
tion against ill-wishers and
dark forces.

This was especially so in
Scotland where rowan twigs
bound with red thread were
hung over stables and byres to
protect livestock. Similar were
tied to milking churns to ward

off witches. Which accounted
for the old saying, ‘Rowan
trees and red thread, Gar the
witches tyne their speed.’

Planted in churchyards, the
rowan was believed to keep the
dead in their graves and to pre-
vent ghosts from walking.
Wells were dressed with rowan
leaves to keep the water pure
and necklaces made from the
scatlet berries were worn as
protective amulets and luck-
bringers..

The wood of the rowan was
also incorporated into carters’
whips as a measure to help
control  bewitched horses.
Sometimes known as the
Quicken tree, the rowan is as-
sociated with the ancient Celtic
festival of Imbolc (February

2nd) which marks the ‘quicken-
ing’ of the year.

Appropriately enough, the
water-loving elder is the tree
associated with the last sign of
the =zodiac, Neptune-ruled
Pisces whose element is
Water. Often found growing in
swampy locations, this tree has
several alternative names in-
cluding the Bourtree, the El-
dern and the Elder Lady.

Svmbolising mysticism and
accorded many magical prop-
erties, the elder’s delicately
scented white blossom is sa-
cred to the white goddess.
When growing close to a house
it will safeguard the occupants
from sorcery and baleful
influences.

On Walpurgis Night (the eve
of May Day) people used to at-
tach elder leaves to the door
and windows to prevent evil
spirits from entering. Gyp-
sies, though, would not

burn elder wood for fear its

smoke might conjure up
the Devil.

In days past, musical

whistle pipes were con-
structed from the hollowed
out stems of the elder.
Rather like the pipes of Pan,
these instruments were sup-
posed to be able to summon up
one’s heart's desire when
played.

Pagan tree worship may not
dominate the scene any longer
yet trees still cast their subtle
spell today. A venerable tree,
gnarled with age and eerily
beautiful, continues to invoke a
sense of primeval awe, conjur-
ing up a vision of an ancient
forest where gigantic hollies
towered and oaks of immense
size and age grew alongside
the magical hawthorn, sacred
to the Goddess.

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he Earth's civilisations
I were blooming. Mankind
had learned to farm the
land, had domesticated ani-
mals to help and the planet was
in a state of utopia. Then an
all-enveloping disaster sent vi-
brations around the globe.

The heavens shone with a
display of astral delights. Those
who recognised it as an omen
fled for shelter. Those who
were mesmerised by the sight
and stayed to watch perished
as the sky darkened and a
dreadful rain fell.

In places the rain was a deep
crimson, in others it fell as hail
or coarse gravel. And a menac-
ing fire fell, too. Nothing evad-
ed the carnage. The world as
we knew it was destroyed,
forests burned, animals were
slaughtered and even those
lucky enough to make it into
the caves were not safe.

A lightless blanket engulfed
the skies and colossal quakes
shook the Earth. Mountains
crumbled and continents van-
ished into the watery abyss.
Mighty hurricanes blew and
tidal waves swept across the
land. Shocking explosions
broke the Earth’s surface and
molten lava gushed from the
cracks. In places the heat was
so intense that it boiled the sea.

Surprisingly, some survived
the holocaust. After many days
in darkness the misery was lift-
ed and the survivors slowly be-
gan to rebuild their lives, A
calamity of such proportions
could account for the sinking of
a large continent such as At-
lantis but did such an ordeal
ever actually take place?

We can find evidence of such
an event in the folklore of the
peoples who survived. Indeed,
it is an interesting fact that al-
most all races of mankind have
a superstition, handed down
throughout time, of a disaster
that nearly ended the world.

World myth

However, most of these leg-
ends are not only uncannily
similar in their prediction of
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such an event but also striking-
Iy similar in detail; so much so
that it leads to the assumption
that they may all share a com-
mon origin.

For instance, the Babyloni-
ans had records which tell of a
dark cloud that plummets to
Earth, leaving a trail of destruc-
tion. It describes tempests en-
gulfing the land; raging, angry
seas and tidal waves; and all
human life being destroyed.

Ancient Hebrews have a
similar account of a boar-
shaped cloud that rapidly grew
within a few hours to the size of
an elephant, hanging in the sky
like a prophet of doom. The
cloud roared like an angry boar
and its echo shook the Earth.
Then the dreadful object
plunged ferociously into the
seas and all the Earth perished.

One of the legends of Brazil
tells a story of thunder and
lightning cracking open the sky
and the fragments raining
down, killing everybody. While
Hesiod, an 8th century BC
Greek poet, wrote of a fero-
cious, serpent like creature, an
aerial monster mightier than
man and gods alike, whose
wrath was terrible, wreaking
havoc upon the innocent.

The beast roared like thun-
der, the heavens opened and
unleashed a dreadful torment
upon the Earth. The oceans,
streams and rivers merged into
one and the Earth was con-
sumed. And beneath his feet
the Olympians trembled, as the
heat from the darkening seas
and the thunderous lightning
caused an almighty storm and
all the earth, heavens and seas
boiled.

In a South Pacific Samoan
Aboriginal legend there is a
passage that says, ‘Then arose
smell, the smell became
smoke, which again became
clouds. The sea too arose, and
in a stupendous catastrophe of
nature the land sank into the
sea. The new earth (the
Samoan islands) arose out of
the womb of the last Earth.” Is
this, one wonders, an ancient

tale of Atlantis?

North American Indians of
Oklahoma have a tale of the
world being plunged into dark-
ness, only to be released by a
bright light which they believed
was their saviour. It wasn’t, it
was the thundering mountains
and raging seas coming to de-
vour them. The Bible also, of
course, has passages which re-
fer to similar catastrophes.

Fact or fancy?

The preceding are only a
few of the vast collection of leg-
ends pertaining to global cata-
strophes. The Egyptians, Indi-
ans, Chinese, Greeks and
Romans all have similar tales to
tell, as do the myths of Nor-
way, Finland, Persia and Baby-
lon as well as Biblical accounts
of similar happenings.

History is steeped in natural
disasters that have taken a
tremendous toll of human life,
as they still do. Can this fact
have given rise to the legends?
Perhaps; but could any of these
historical disasters account for
the sinking of the fabled conti-
nent of Atlantis?

Most scientists think not. An
earthquake may have de-
stroyed part of this great conti-
nent, or caused landslides
around coastal areas, but the
total destruction of a whole
continent does seem rather un-
likely.

Even if Atlantis had been an
island with a low profile, only
part of it would have been sub-
merged by floods. Similarly,
the most violent volcanic erup-
tion would be unlikely to result
in the total destruction of an
entire continent which, accord-
ing to Plato, was a vast moun-
tainous land.

So, if we are to believe ac-
counts of this mysterious conti-
nent’s existence, where is it
now and how did it get there?
And what on Earth, heaven or
hell could have caused such
seemingly worldwide disasters?

Immanuel Velikovsky, a Rus-
so-Israeli physician thinks he
has found the answer. He be-
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lieves a comet came into close
proximity to Earth, thus caus-
ing these terrible calamities re-
membered and recounted by
the ancients.

He is, though, not the first to
come up with this theory.
William Whiston, Sir Isaac
Newton's successor at Cam-
bridge, wrote a book in 1595
entitled New Theory of the
Earth in which he expounded
the theory that a comet caused
the biblical Flood.

However, Velikovsky had a
far more complex explanation
of this cosmic activity. He be-
lieves a planetary collision
caused Jupiter to eject a comet
which went into a cosmic spin
and came close to Earth
around 1500 BC causing a
global catastrophe.

Some 52 years later it re-
turned and caused further dam-
age according to Velikousky.
The gases from the comet’s tail
showered down on Earth in a
rain of gravel and fire which
formed the petroleum deposits
now used to fuel our cars.

Most controversially, Ve-
likovsky argues that this comet
is the planet we now know as
Venus. Yet the Babylonians
left documented observations
of Venus 5000 years ago, be-
having just as it does today.
Thus scientists dismissed this
theory as poppy-cock, arguing
that comets are not planets nor
have they ever been.

So that shatters Velikovsky's
theory — or does it? Seven
years after his theory was pub-
lished, man ventured into
space and landed on the
Moon. Space probes explored
planets neighbouring Earth
and their findings have verified
some of Velikovsky's predic-
tions about our planetary sys-
tem.

He stated, for instance, that
Venus was a relatively new
planet still giving off heat. This
was deemed nonsense by as-
trophysicists; the consensus
being that the surface tempera-
ture of Venus was 65 degrees.
However, a space probe which
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landed on Venus in 1962 de-
tected temperatures of over
800 degrees and subsequent
readings have shown even
higher temperatures.

The Soviet probe which sent
back the readings — the first
reliable information about the
planet — showed that, just as
Velikovsky had stated, Venus is
enclosed in a blanket of hydro-
carbon gases. It also has a ret-
rograde direction of rotation,
which means that it had either
developed in a different way
from other planets or been dis-
turbed at some stage of its de-
velopment.

When another probe soft-
landed on Venus in 1975, it
was enough for the Russian sci-
entists to declare Venus a
young and still evolving planet.
So, if a once derided theory

such as Velikovsky's can even-
tually gain credence, might not
other theories, now regarded
as nonsensical, one day earn
similar respect?

Maybe mankind has been
around longer than scientists
estimate. Perhaps there was a
gigantic catastrophe of global
proportions, the exact nature
of which is beyond present day
knowledge. Perhaps fire will
one day rain down upon the
Earth again.

Perhaps none of these
things will happen but, until we
know for sure, maybe we
should be careful not to dismiss
all unproven theories out of
hand. Life is, after all, a series
of possibilities and even sci-
ence cannot provide all the an-
swers to every question every
time.

Those who study handwriting for the assess-
ment of character will often have reason to look
very closely at the small factors in the script.

ne of these will be the

diminutive lower case i.

This can easily be over-
looked when all the other char-
acteristics are being observed.

A number of years ago a
very famous graphologist drew
attention to the implications of
this letter when made unusually
small, pointing to the fact that
insecurity is below the surface
of the outer show to the world.
Writers who do this will not
freely admit this characteristic,
nevertheless it is definitely pre-
sent. Some of these forms are
shown here.

The first example can be seen
in the word ‘will' on the first
line. The writing is upright and
displays independence, self-col-

lection and coolheadness.

The second example has a
similar small i but not quite the
same as in the first script. The
slight rightward slant exhibits a
trace of extraversion but that
inner doubt is still there. Word-
spacing is a little wide so we
know there is a tendency to
keep others at a mental dis-
tance as a protective measure.

Only a few letters are con-
nected, consequently there is
intuition. The enlargement of
most word-endings  verifies
a degree of frankness. The
broad roundness of the writing
is a sign of a basically warm
and friendly individual but this
is not easily demonstrated at
first as the last letters have
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rather short endings.

The third sample shows a
small i throughout, though on-
ly one is shown in this exam-
ple. The departure from the
original school copy demon-
strates a tolerable amount of
appreciation for individuality.
Garland-like letter connections
inform one of an openness to
social participation and mixing
with others. Writers of this
form do not like friction and
conflict at all as these affect
them deeply.

Those little strokes inside the
ovals expose a drift towards one
hiding one’s thoughts and
intentions. The last word ‘graph
ology’ has been squeezed up
because of the page ending.

Our fourth sample tries to
put on a show by elaborating a
little too much. Sadly this pro-
duces a negative implication.
The writing is broadly vertical
giving an almost impartial and
detached appraisal. The circu-
lar i-dot is evidence of a desire
to be different from the aver-
age. Most of the lower exten-
sions reveal an active interest
in sexual affairs.

The small lower case ‘i’ ap-
pears quite well in this exam-
ple. Therefore under the outer
self-presentation to the envi-
ronment there lurks that well
disguised inner-insecurity. The
spaces between words are
large, showing the wish to
keep those around from be-
coming too close mentally.
Physically, it would be different.

Once again we see that this
is fundamentally round writing.
Consequently the owner is
warm, friendly and generally
co-operative. The capital I sig-
nifies appreciation for cultural
things, also a certain creative
ability if this is cultivated and
developed.

In its various shapes and sizes it

has provided us with a wide va-

riety of opportunities for travel

unrealised a century ago. With
it, we communicate.

In the course of its life it has
given mass employment, pro-
vided a means of social inter-
course, opened up the business
world and helped develop
modern warfare. From its early
days as a ramshackle affair like
a cross between a motorised
pram and farmer’s cart to its
present sleek, lines and mod-
ern comforts the car has
proved it is here to stay,

While the most beautifully
modern and up-to-date affairs
can and virtually do drive them-
selves, it is people who have
owned and driven them. In do-
ing so, by making it part of our
lifestyle, we have promoted the
car’s worth even further.

A whole range of legal oblig-
ations and associated matters
plague its existence and, as
someone once observed, no
matter how hard you try, the
minute you get in a car, you
have or will probably break the
law one way or another. With-
out the car and the varying
penalties imposed on the mod-
ern owner/driver for an incred-
ible and sometimes incompre-
hensible range of rules, reg-
ulations and laws, | get the im-
pression quite a few countries
would go bankrupt overnight

as the cash stopped flowing in.

The car has certainly earned
its own mythology. And so
have people in connection
with it. The way people carry
on over their vehicles is a study
all its own. The way they look
after them, clean them, mother
them and drive them is anoth-
er. And as for this strange new
disease, road rage, is it all just a
part of the negative side of the
history of the car, or is it some-
thing else?

People drive their pride and
joy in a wvariety of different
ways. It often depends on the
age (the person and the car),
the make, the style or use of
the vehicle but, generally, once
a man, or woman, slides be-
hind the wheel his/her person-
ality changes!

People with square hands
tend to observe the rules, try to
be as fair as they can in their
dealings with others and
regard themselves as upright
citizens. Normally, that is how
many of them drive their cars.

Naturally, there are excep-
tions. Square-handed types
can get quite up-tight when
they see the rules flaunted, so
bad driving of any kind pro-
motes an inner road rage. This
can manifest itself in their de-
liberately driving absolutely ac-
cording to the book to ‘teach’
other motorists a lesson. In
turn, this leads to more prob-
lems.

Square-handed folk make
good public service drivers and

as bus drivers they excel for
they are aware of the failings of
others and compensate for it.
The bus driver who waits while
you run for it but does not close
the doors and move off as you
get parallel with the platform
probably has square hands.

Square-handed folk tend to
choose the more practical and
everyday car. More often than
not the main reason is for ease
of obtaining spares.

Those with conic hands
pride themselves on their dri-
ving skills and, often, this
weakness leads to accidents.
Almost without fail, those who
claim they are good behind a
wheel are not.

This type elect for brightly
coloured, smooth running
showy wvehicles. They rarely
look under the bonnet — they
always seem to have a ‘little
man somewhere in tow who
keeps it on the road for them.
People with firm, conic hands
tend to drive on automatic pilot
for they drive instinctively and
can often arrive at their desti-
nation not fully remembering
how they did so.

These folk almost always
have firm fate lines in their
palms. Good racing drivers
have this line. It helps concen-
tration and precision. Similar-
ly, drivers of enormous heavy
or wide loads also have this
mark. They can put a 40-ton
truck with a wide load where
you and I would have difficulty
putting a bike!

The hands of a driver of one
exceptionally long and heavy
vehicle were very large and
conic, very firm to the touch
and each had a strongly etched
line of fate from wrist to the
mount of Saturn. It was a plea-
sure to watch him display his
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skills. This type go for reliability
in their cars even if they cannot
really afford the upkeep.

People with short fingers
and long palms take chances
when they drive. They may
jump the lights — not out of
bravado so much as not want-
ing to be held up. They are so
impatient waiting in traffic.

They try short cuts to get out
of the jam, and then get in
even more of a state when they
come to a dead-end. Concen-
tration is not always as it
should be. Whatever these
people choose to drive must be
capable of 0-60 in 3 seconds!

People with long fingers and
short palms are relatively
peaceful when driving. Howev-
er, those with soft hands can
find it hard to concentrate and
may not be as alert as they
should be.

Those with wide palms and
well developed basal phalanges
on their fingers can suffer from
road rage and are inclined to
lack social graces when on the
road. Such folk won't allow
others to go in front of them
unless they really have to and,

in a traffic queue, they rarely
leave a gap between them and
the car in front — even when
they are supposed to do so.

Those with narrow palms
are generally defensive drivers.
They do not like to make
waves and drive according to
the rules. If they have low-set
first or fourth fingers they lack
push and stay one of the herd.

When there is a wide space
between the first and second
fingers it shows the owner is
confident and knows how to
run a bluff as well as anyone. At
times, however, they drive as
though there were no one else
on the road and can demon-
strate a ‘me first, women and
children next’ attitude.

If this wide space is on a
woman's hand she drives con-
fidently and is very courteous
to other drivers. But don't take
chances, for she can shame
you with her driving prowess.
Women drivers are much safer
and far more courteous than
men and they tend to go for
practical hatchbacks.  With
some, it can be a an art the way
they can pack things in.

When the thumb bends back
almost at right angles it is a sign
of a bad temper, the subject at-
tacks you almost in as a de-
fence of his own actions. So, if
such folk are in the wrong you
will soon find out.

A turned-in top phalange of
the thumb is always a sure sign
of an obstinate and difficult
character. Either of these two
types can be difficult to deal
with when on the road.

A stiff unyielding thumb im-
plies a stiff unyielding nature.
The more basic a hand the
more the owner has a temper
to back it up. If there is a long
thick first thumb phalange as
well, you will need the patience
of a saint if out driving with
them. They do rather like to
rule the road. These folk favour
BIG cars and, when they ap-
pear in your rear view mirror,
you give way to them.

No matter what the shape or
type of hand, if anything should
go wrong when out driving, for
whatever reason, it always
seems to bring out the worst in
us. That is what a 100 years of
the car has done for us!
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xponents of astral projec-

tion say that we have sev-

eral other subtle bodies ly-
ing latent within us: etheric,
astral, mental and so on. With
practice and using strong de-
sire and a trained will, it is pos-
sible to release one of these
subtle bodies and leave behind
the physical restrictions of the
body of flesh and blood.

The etheric body is wvery
closely related to the physical,
so much so that it can be seen
by the trained eye as a thin
sheath of milky fluorescence
that extends just beyond the
boundary of the human body.
For some peculiar reason this
type of projection is regarded
as dangerous by some authori-
ties and can take many years of
practice to accomplish. Others
state that it is quite safe so long
as it performed in the Summer
months when the air is laden
with Solar energy or prana, an
undetectable form of energy
that gives life to the atmos-
phere we breath.

Technique

The technique for releasing
the etheric is to force out a
quantity of this (usually from
the navel or solar plexus) ener-
gy and then transfer your con-
sciousness into it. For some
reason this method seems to
be quite popular in the USA.

I have tried the method with
little success but perhaps [ can't
work up enough desire to carry
the experiment through. Ac-
cording to reports of successful
practitioners the etheric mater-
ial can either take on the shape
of the human body or simply
float around in the shape of a
ball or sphere.

By far the easiest method is
true astral projection; though it
must be said though all tech-
niques require constant and
diligent practice. Here vyou
travel invisibly to your chosen
target which can be anything
you can dream up!

And there’s a clue! The as-
tral world is very plastic and
can be moulded into almost
any shape. It is in fact very

closely allied to the dream
world, a world which you visit
every night of your life even if
you don't actually remember
this on awakening.

However, with practice, and
again you must inflame your-
self with the desire to awaken
within your dreams, you will
achieve success and enter the
lucid dream state. Sylvan Mul-
doon in his classic volume, The
Projection of the Astral
Body, tells of how he came to
recognise what he termed ‘re-
peater’ dreams in which he be-
came aware that he was leav-
ing his physical body.

He noticed that dreams of
flying, swimming, taking giant

strides or one which he called |
‘the head thumping dream’

were in fact the first conscious
stages of projection. In his
book he shows how the astral
body leaves the physical in
stages. Firstly it comes slightly
out of alignment with the phys-
ical then, in a slow but steady
manoeuvre, the astral body ris-
es up until it is in a standing po-
sition, usually at the foot of the
bed.

Muldoon states that he never
once visited any other realm
than the Earth. He didn't see
paradise or any other such
place, so often reported by
people who have undergone

clinical death and been resusci- |

tated. So, where was he in his
projected state?

Theories

There are several theories
on the matter. Firstly it would
appear that people who man-
age to project the etheric body
are governed by the laws of the
Earth, that is they cannot visit
other realms of existence and
are by the very nature of the
etheric substance tied to the
physical universe. It would
seem that Muldoon was a nat-
ural etheric projector, though
he never termed himself that.

The whole gist of astral pro-
jection hinges on the fact that
the astral body somehow man-
ages to vacate the physical and
travel elsewhere. This seems

obvious at first glance, though
not so when other alternatives
are explored.

Ophiel, in his book The Art
and Practice of Astral Projec-
tion, makes the startling claim
that the astral body is not pro-
jected outward at all but
inward!

Ophiel, a practising Cabbal-
ist, uses the Tree of Life sym-
bolism to give credence to his
theory. Of all the theories relat-
ing to projection his is probably
nearer the truth than most.

The physical, he states, is
the outermost of all the other
spheres of existence. When
projection occurs, forced or
spontanecus, then the con-
sciousness of the projector is
simply moved inward to the
next level of existence.

The realm nearest to the
physical level is very similar to
normal waking reality. Only by
stopping occasionally while in
the projected state and check-
ing the scenery can we say for
definite that we are in fact pro-
jected — such is the similarity
to our normal surroundings.
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Close examination, howey- |
er, will show minute points of |
light that shift and flow like lig-
uid in motion. This is a sure
sign that you are really in an-
other state of being — the low-
er astral plane.

If you achieve this much de-
sired state you may wish to
view your astral body. Some
practitioners report that when
they are in this state they are in |
fact bodiless! Others report |
normal physical conditions but
say they can now take to the air
and fly, pass through solid ob-
jects at will, swim underwater
et still breathe. So, wherever
the astral worlds are they cer-
tainly do not behave anything
like our physical world here on
Earth.

What other alternatives are
there? Is the whole belief in
projection a myth? Are these
nightly adventures just vivid lu-

The idea of an astral body
leaving the physical is very old
indeed. The Egyptians called it
Ka and depicted it hovering
over a recently deceased body.
Having a body to exist in seems
to be at the very core of our be-
lief system, yet recent research
into remote viewing appears to
tell a different story.

In the USA people are being
trained in the art of remote
viewing. This is another name
for astral projection. Only here
the practitioners are being sent
to observe certain locations of
interest on Earth. How is this
being achieved?

It is apparent that people in
high places are taking the
whole projection thing serious-

ly. It's been repackaged,
though, to make it sound ac-
ceptable. Remote viewing

sounds more technical than,
say, scrying in the spirit which

cid dreams or is there really an-
other realm of existence that
can throw light on the
situation?

An old occult maxim ‘As
above, so below’ could give us
a clue to the reality of the situa-
tion. This could also encom-
pass such topics as astrology,
Tarot reading, I Ching and
pendulum dowsing.

Humankind, it is said, is a
microcosm of the universe.
That is, a small replica of the
greater universe. Everything
that exists in the cosmos, then,
must also exist in the individual.

is an old term for projection.
Bi-location is another useful
word although this simply
means being in two places at
once.

As stated earlier, the old oc-
cult maxim ‘as above, so be-
low’ could shed some interest-
ing light on the subject. Let’s
suppose the ancient occultists
really did know their stuff and
not only everything that was
above but everything in the
whole universe were actually
contained in us — our mind-set
that is.

need of an astral body, an
etheric body or any other sort
of super physical body. All we
need is the ability to shift con-
sciousness at will. If we really
do contain everything in the
universe then flying down one
of the super highways of the
mind would be a doddle as
soon as we’'d locked into the
correct co-ordinates.

That no man is an island
may indeed be true after all.
Every person, it seems, is a
universe in his/her own right.
And every universe is intr-
insically linked to every other
universe.

Leaving the body, so long
sought after by occultists, is
perhaps no more than flying
free within the vast reaches of
the human mind. After all, I'm
sure it would be safer than fly-
ing over the Atlantic on a
stormy night and it does an-
swer some unexplained phe-
nomena that projectors have
failed to answer themselves.

For example, if | were to
project to, say, New York from
my home in Scotland and
someone came into my bed-
room and woke me up, I would
instantly find myself back in
bed, hopefully none the worse
for wear. Yet, even with the
best will in the world, | cannot
imagine travelling several thou-
sand miles in a couple of
seconds!

Travelling back from a New
York location that resides
somewhere in my mind, how-
ever, is a concept with which |
can come to grips. After all,
every single thing that has been
built, invented, thought, writ-
ten, etc has had its conception
within someone’s mind.

Maybe soon some inventor
will come up with a device that
really will let us dive deep into
the human mind. Then the
physical body will be left be-
hind as we loop and glide in the
infinite sky of inner space.

We may find other bodies
there too. Inner bodies that
lead us even further away from
the physical as we search for

Suddenly we have no more | the real body of evidence.
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hroughout history people
| have searched for a rea-
son, an explanation for
the apparent movements of
the Sun, the seasons and the
phenomena of Sunrise and
Sunset. Certain mythological
ideas and themes associated
with the Sun, such as that of
death and rebirth, appear to be
almost universal.

So did they all spring from
the same seed? That in itself
does not matter as such, what
matters is how each individual
culture changed the seed to
suit its own perceptions of the
COSMOS.

Daily myths

The Egyptians believed in
many Sun gods, one being Ra.
Ra would ride in his Solar
barge across the sky, descend-
ing into the Underworld at the
end of the day.

The barge was always pur-
sued by the snake god Apopis.
Snakes and serpents repre-
sented evil, the Dark, so
Apopis, in trying to devour Ra,
symbolised the night trying to
defeat the day permanently.

Ra was believed to represent
the Sun's different types of
light for he told the goddess
Isis, ‘I am Khepera at dawn, I
am Ra at noon, I am Tum
when the shadows of evening
fall.” The Sun god was seen to
start the day being reborn as a
baby, would age throughout

the day until he eventually died
an old man at day’s end.

The Egyptians depended on
the Sun’s light for almost
everything. Indeed, so afraid
were they that the Sun god
would choose not to be reborn
that they appointed a special
priestess called The God’s
Hand whose job it was to
‘encourage’ him to initiate his
rebirth.

Chariots of fire

The Greeks and Romans be-
lieved that the Sun traversed
the sky in a chariot drawn by
white horses. The Greek Sun
god, Helios (Roman: Sol),
would begin to tire at the end
of the day so, needing a rest,
would descend into the ocean.

Then his sister, Selene (The
Moon), would take over in her
own chariot, until Helios was
awakened by their sister, Eos
(the Dawn), and resumed his
position. Sometimes this office
was also filled by Apollo —
sometimes known as Phoebus
— along with his many other
duties.

It can be said that the Sun
god did not, in some cases,
actually represent the Sun itself
but, rather, was simply the de-
ity who dwelled in or inhabited
the Sun. In fact, the Sun was
the Solar barge of the Egyp-
tians or the chariots of the
Greeks and Romans.

However, Sun deities owned

In every age and every religion, it seems, there
are traces of the worship of the Sun god — that
which gives life and warmth to all on Earth.

the attributes given to the Sun
and the vehicles could not drive
themselves. Helios was seen to
be the Sun itself, as was the
Roman Sol, whereas Apollo
was a separate deity. Born to a
mother whose name repre-
sented darkness, Apollo was
the shining light emerging
from the darkness of the Un-
derworld.

Seasonal myths

What does appear universal
to most Sun gods is their role
of champions of the Light,
fighting against and, ultimate-
ly, overcoming the Dark in all
its guises. This is very much in
evidence in the seasonal myths
which, covering a period
longer than a day, demanded a
different set of stories.

A typical example is the
Egyptian myth of Osiris. Osiris
was Pharacoh of Egypt and his
Queen, Isis, was both his sister
and his wife. Their brother Set
was jealous of Osiris and
evolved an elaborate scheme
to trick the Pharach. This re-
sulted in the death of Osiris
whose body parts were scat-
tered far and wide, thus allow-
ing Set to gain control of the
throne.

However, through  her
knowledge of magic Isis man-
aged to find the lost body, bar
one piece, and reassembled
Osiris who was reborn as king
of the Underworld. Their son,
Horus, avenged his father’s
death by defeating Set, repre-
senting darkness, to become
Pharaoh himself.

Thus Osiris became the sym-
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bol of the dead being reborn to
eternal life, as well as the con-
tinual death and rebirth of veg-
etation, hence the seasons.
However, with his connection
to the Underworld, Osiris is
sometimes seen as represent-
ing the Moon also.

The Greeks and Romans as-
sociated rebirth with a moth-
er/daughter team as the fol-
lowing myth illustrates.

Ceres (Greek: Demeter), the
goddess of agriculture and
corn, had a daughter Proser-
pine (Greek: Persephone) by
Jupiter (Greek: Zeus) who,
when out picking flowers one
day, was carried away by Pluto
(Greek: Hades), lord of the Un-
derworld. Ceres, distraught at
her loss, neglected her duties in
order to search for her daugh-
ter, subsequently the corn
failed, the land became barren
and famine ensued.

The people appealed to

Jupiter for help and, somewhat
reluctantly, he ordered Pluto to
return Proserpine. However,
he laid down one condition:
that she must not have con-
sumed any food during her
time there.

But Pluto tricked Proserpine
into eating seven seeds from a
pomegranate by telling her she
would soon be going home,
without disclosing the rest of
the story. Eventually a compro-
mise was reached, Proserpine
would spend seven months of
the year with her husband as
Queen of the Underworld and
the other five with her mother.

But during her absence
Ceres mourned for her,
neglecting the land, hence
Winter. The Spring represent-
ed a period of preparation
for the rejoicing that accom-
panied Prosperine’s return
with Summer.

The Norse god Frey appears

to be similarly driven with love
as Ceres, but love of a different
kind. Frey's office was that of
maintaining the crops, good
weather and gentle rain, all of
which were ensured by his con-
tinual happiness.

One day he espied Gerda, a
beautiful maiden who dwelt
with the giants, sworn enemies
of the gods, and was complete-
ly enamoured by her. Knowing
that she would never consent
to marry him he became sick
with misery; the flowers
drooped, the crops failed.

Distraught at his friend’s sad-
ness Skirnir — Frey's loyal ser-
vant — vowed to win Gerda’s
hand on his behalf. And, with
his quick tongue and more
than a passing threat, eventual-
ly succeeded.

Reluctantly Gerda awaited
her prospective husband at the
agreed meeting place. Howev-
er, when she saw Frey’s beauty
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and radiant countenance she
too fell in love with him and the
flowers raised their heads once
more for Summer had
returned.

The Celts had a less idealised
and somewhat harsher view of
the Sun. Lugh the Sun god was
described as a glorious youth,
fair of face and beautiful to ob-
serve, he embodied the light of
the Sun itself. Yet the Sun
god’'s role was that of the
champion,

The chieftain of the tribes
ruled by divine right awarded
by the goddess of the land. But
when he had grown old, was
wounded or could no longer fa-
ther children the land literally
became barren, a wasteland.

For example, in the tale of
the wounded king in Arthurian
legend, the land too lay wound-
ed until a younger champion
came to dispatch him and as-

sume kingship in his place,
thus restoring the land to fertili-
ty. The champion may, of
course, have been the king's
son, which would echo the pat-
terns of nature; harsh yes, but
all done for the good of the
land.

Continuing message

In a revolutionary period of
Egyptian history the Pharaoh
Amenhotep IV changed his
name to Akhenaten and de-
creed that there was only one
god to be worshipped, the At-
en or Sun disk. Thus he, how-
ever briefly, introduced the
concept of monotheism to the
ancient Egyptians.

The Aten, a glowing disk
with extended rays terminating
in outstretched hands, repre-
sents genderless power. The
Sun in all its glory, all-encom-
passing with its creative light,
its warmth and fertility.

Akhenaten was considered a
brilliant man born ahead of his
time. His belief, a religious

view of the Sun as the source
of all life and creative energy,
has now, of course, been vali-
dated by science.

Even  Christianity  pays
homage to the Sun god. Christ
the Sun dies and, in so doing,
absorbs the sins of the people
and the sterility of their culture,

| allowing them to move on into

the light. He is then reborn as
the initiator of this new, better
society.

So, irrespective of culture or
period in humanity’s history,
the message is clear: the Sun
loves us. He provides for us
with his warmth and boundless
ﬁlergy which, in turn, sustain
ife,

In this modern scientific
age, complete with fears about
the state of the ozone layer,
somehow knowing that it is
the movement of the Earth
that causes the Sun’s apparent
motion just doesn't have the
same impact as the older con-
cept of the fiery chariot of the
gods.

Or it can be warning of that
which might happen but which
can be avoided. It is also a
warning that the situation is not
as it seems but illusion is mak-
ing it appear so. Meanwhile,
both the Tarot reader and the
querent are heartily wishing, by
this time, that the wretched
card had not appeared at all.

With the Five of Swords one
must accept the inevitable,

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TOWARDS RECONCILIATION

The Ascendant or rising sign,
in particular the degree of that
sign, is a most important factor
in all astrological charts.

It is the significator of you as
an individual. It determines
your approach to life and the
world generally. It can help de-
termine your physical appear-
ance and is often a reliable
pointer to health problems es-
pecially if any other part of the
chart shows a potential weak-
ness. It shows the strength of
your ambitions and your deter-
mination to achieve them. It al-
so relates to your special inter-
ests in life as far as environment
and personal relationships are
concerned.

In a chart raised for political,
mundane or other matters, it
has equal importance in help-
ing to understand the sicnifi-
cant issues as shown by that
chart for whatever purpose you
may have created it. But it does
not do any of these things with-
out the help of the planets of
course.

As each sign rises over the
horizon each day, some taking
a little longer than others, it
shows the conditions with
which you will approach the
world at large and the planets
in your 1st House will show
how you interpret these condi-
tions. This often accounts for
those who say they are nothing
like the Cancerian or Sagittari-
an that their Sun sign reading
states they should be. It may be
that there is no planet in the 1st
House at all. The ruler of that
sign might well be in a weaker
or stronger position affecting
you in other ways.

A great many significant
conditions present in a birth
chart cannot be accounted for
merely by Sun sign readings.
However, if you ascertain your
rising sign and read the result

X

as though it were your Sun
sign, you may find that the new
information is more accurate.
And, if you combine these two
signs, Sun sign and rising sign,
you will be on the path to a bet-
ter understanding of yourself
through astrology. (When the
two signs are the same it indi-
cates a more developed per-
sonality of that sign.)

To find your Ascendant you
will need to know your time of
birth reasonably accurately.
For this purpose an allowance
of 15 or 20 minutes, while
generous, will suffice. If your
final result is only a little way
into a sign and does not seem
to fit you, go back and try read-
ing the meaning for the preced-
ing sign. For example: if you
get an answer which is only
minutes into Aquarius and this
does not seem to be quite you,
try reading the meaning for
Capricorn.

How to calculate
your rising sign

There are six (very) basic
steps to finding your Ascen-
dant sign and for the purposes
of this article they have been
slimmed down quite consider-
ably. However it is the end re-
sult that is the important thing
in this exercise.

1 Using the 24-hour clock,

write  down your birth time.

2 From the sidereal time table
add the time for your date of
birth.

3 Check to see if you need to
deduct an hour for Summer
Time or two hours (possible)
for Double Summer Time.

4 Add or subtract for the county
of your birth — but make no
adjustment for the London
area.

5 Deduct 24 hours if the total
comes to more than 24 hours.

6 Compare the result in the
Ascendant sign table.

Poor Pisceans, they really
aren't taken very seriously by
the rest of the population.

A preponderance of planets in the South
Eastern quadrant of your Solar chart for the year
ahead suggests that Pisceans could have more
opportunity than they have had in a long while
for ‘putting themselves about’ — should they so
want it.

Do also read any of the avail-
able books on scrying as these
will provide guidance. [ would
suggest you place the uncov-
ered crystal by your bed for a
while, perhaps a few weeks.

OLD GOD, NEW DEVIL

Is it true that God-
figures of earlier religions
are debased by those that
supersede them? — P.R.P.,

There is an old saying, ‘the
God of the old religion be-
comes the Devil of the new.’
This is certainly true where
Christianity is concerned; the

old Horned God of the woods,
whose rituals were especially
important at the Spring and
Summer  festivals, slowly
evolved into a satanic figure
called the Devil, complete with
horns and forked tail!

There are many other exam-
ples scattered throughout folk-
lore and mythology where such
figures have become ‘evil enti-
ties” once a new religious belief
has taken them over.

This sample appears to have
been made by a teenager
though one should not normal-
ly draw definite conclusions
about the age or gender of a
writer. So many errors can be
made by jumping to snap judg-
ments and beginners should be
aware of this. :

Psychological diagnosis
from handwriting has many
pitfalls which await anyone

who is too speedily enthusias-
tic. But, tackled with care and a
sensible approach, many sur-
prising developments will ma-
terialise. [ always encourage
beginners and if contacted will
be glad to help with pleasure.

The fifth and last specimen
has extremely small i-forms.
The slant has some variabilities
in spite of it looking upright.
The more a slant appears un-
steady the greater will be the
emotional force in the person-
ality structure. This will often
be confirmed if the base-lines
are wavering and uneven.

It is not always easy to pro-
duce a straight and balanced

base-line; it requires a regular
degree of willpower. Accord-
ingly one will know those who
use printed lines beneath their
paper when writing. This has
an implication even by itself.

The fourth example actually
has a faint number of lines al-
ready printed on the paper as a
guide. Example two seems to
get nearer a straight base-line
when compared with the
others.

Testing a base-line by eye is
not always efficient. Putting a
rule or piece of paper under-
neath makes things much easi-
er. It may be noticed that four
of these examples give the im-
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as reflected light, a gap in the
curtains, etc — then these
green lights do take on a spe-
cial significance.

Christians, of course, believe
in a godhead formed by
Father, Son and Holy Spirit.
This has originated largely
from other religions such as
the trinity of Maiden, Mother
and Crone in Goddess wor-
ship. Also, many Indian and
Egyptian pantheons have a
similar triplicity of gods rather
than a single deity.

pression that they are upright
but, if observed more carefully,
there are fluctuations. Thus we
have different degrees of emo-
tional excitement.

However, the uprightness it-
self points to an impartial and
objective type of thinking. It is
regrettable that these samples
are only one-liners. It would be
preferable to show full pages.
Space is important so one has
to act accordingly.

Pressure is another very im-
portant factor in the assess-
ment. This may be altered by
the emotional reactions at the
time of writing. If it is light, the
writer will be sensitive and pos-

sibly lacking in drive at times.
Heavy pressure implies a
depth of feeling responses, de-
termination, someone not
easily relieved of emotional
demands.

Irregular and uneven pres-
sure gives evidence of change
in behaviour and mood. A real-
ly unreliable individual regard-
ing the next move will have un-
even pressure, irregular slants,
different sizes of letter forms
and a variable base-line. A sta-
ble one will write with an even
base-line, regular slant and a
constant height and size of low-
er case letters.

One must not be influenced

by the look of the writing in
general. Good or bad scripts
do not necessarily imply a
good or bad type of character.

The Madonna is traditionally regarded as a
Christian symbol but there is a far older version.

ne of the most mysteri-

ous and enigmatic sur-

vivals of pagan belief in-
to the Christian period is the
cult of the Black Madonna or
Black Virgin. This cult was
widespread in medieval Europe
and shrines dedicated to the
Black Virgin can be found in
churches and cathedrals in
France, Italy, Switzerland, and
Spain. As we shall see, this
cult was also exported to Mexi-
co and South America by Euro-
pean colonists.

Various theories have been
put forward to explain, or ex-
plain away, why these statues
of the Virgin Mary should have
been coloured black. Explana-
tions range from claiming it is
because they were discoloured
by incense and candle smoke,
to saying they represent the
Middle Eastern mother of Je-
sus who was brown-skinned or
sunburnt.

An alternative explanation is
that the Black Madonnas origi-
nally did not represent Our La-
dy at all but a far older image of
the feminine principle dating
from pre-Christian times who
was depicted as black-faced.
This feminine principle was
variously known as the Black
Isis, Cybele, Persephone,
Hecate and Diana-Artemis.

Before the advent of Chris-
tianity from the Middle East,
the pagan peoples of Western
and Northern Europe were al-
ready familiar with myths
about virgin goddesses who
gave birth to gods at the Winter
Solstice. These gods died in a
sacrificial manner, descended
to the Underworld and were re-
born. It is evident that many of
these mythic elements were
adopted by the early Christians
and projected on to the life of
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the Jewish rabbi, Jesus of
Nazareth.

Miriam or Mary was first giv-
en the title ‘Mother of God’
and ‘God bearer’ in the 5th
century AD. At first these
names were criticised as they
were titles more usually given
to pagan goddesses. At the
Council of Ephesus in 431 AD,
Mary was officially proclaimed
as Theotokos, or ‘Mother of
God.’

Shortly afterwards the festi-
val of the Purification of the
Virgin Mary was established
near the date of the Old Celtic
festival of Imbolc on February
2nd. In pagan times this date
was celebrated as the Festival
of Lights and the Church
adopted this symbolism with
the use of torches and candles.

The Annunciation of the Vir-
gin was fixed on March 25th,
near the Vernal Equinox, and
became known as Lady Day.
The Virgin Mary also took on
other pagan titles including
‘Queen of Heaven’ and ‘Stella
Maris’ or ‘Star of the Sea.’ In
addition she was depicted with
a crown of stars, a star-span-
gled blue robe and a Lunar
crescent as her symbol: all at-
tributes associated with the
Egyptian goddess Isis.

Many of the Black Virgin
shrines in France date from as
early as the 6th century. In 507
AD Theodechilde, daughter of
Clovis, first Christian king of
the Franks, discovered an im-
age of the Black Madonna in a
forest glade guarded by a
lioness.

However, the most famous
Black Virgin shrine in France is
the one to be found at the me-
dieval cathedral of Chartres. In
the Middle Ages her image was
located in an underground

grotto below the church, which
was also the site of a holy well
dating from the pre-Christian
era.

This statue of the Virgin was
carved from an ancient pear
tree and was blackened with
age — hence its title. Local leg-
end says that it predates the
Christian cathedral and was in
fact placed in the grotto by lo-
cal Druids in pagan times.

It is said that the Archdruid
had a dream in which an angel
told him that a new god had
been born with a virgin moth-
er, so the Druids carved the
statue and placed it in their
shrine. The Christian mission-
aries who came to the pagan
shrine were amazed to find that
the Druids were already rever-
ing a virgin and child.

The mound where the Chris-
tian shrine to the Black Madon-
na was built was the site of a
prehistoric burial chamber. In
Celtic times Chartres was al-
ready regarded as a special
place that emanated a spiritual
power and was known as ‘the
sanctuary of sanctuaries.” The
story of the Archdruid’s dream,
rather than being an omen of
the arrival of the new religion,
may be based on the fact that
in ancient times the site was a
centre for the worship of the
Great Mother Goddess.
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As mentioned earlier, the
European colonists of the New
World brought with them the
concept of the Black Virgin
and her cult took over existing
pre-Christian sites of worship.
In 1531 a Mexican Indian
called Juan Diego allegedly ex-
perienced a vision of the Virgin
Mary as the Black Madonna.

The vision told him that she
wanted a church erected on
the site and this became the
world-famous shrine of Our
Lady of Guadaloupe. Today it
is visited by thousands of pil-
grims and the Virgin is regard-
ed as Mexico’s national saint.

However, in 1996 there was
uproar when the Catholic ab-
bot in charge of the shrine
questioned the historical au-
thenticity of the legend and
queried whether Juan Diego
had actually existed. He was
forced to resign after suggest-
ing that the character of Diego
had been fabricated by the
Spanish conquistadors.

Their purpose, he suggest-
ed, was to fuse the indigenous
paganism of the country with
Roman Catholicism. Indeed
the story of Diego’s vision did
lead to mass conversions of the
native peoples which, along
with the quest for gold, was
one of the aims of the Spanish
conquest.

It has been pointed out that
the site on which Juan Diego
saw his vision was previously
an ancient shrine to the Aztec
goddess Tonantzin, whose
name means ‘Mother of the
gods.” All her children were
stellar deities and after Mexico
was converted to Christianity
they became transformed into
angels and Catholic saints. As
in Europe, the two religions
fused and pagan beliefs be-
came absorbed into seasonal
customs and folk magic with a
Christian veneer.

In Europe many of the Black
Virgins were discovered in
caves or grottoes and this is a
classic example of how the
Marian cult took on the attrib-
utes of the earlier pagan god-
desses. In pre-Christian times
caves were regarded as oracu-

56

lar shrines and initiation cham-
bers into the Mysteries.

Symbolically they represent-
ed the womb of the Earth
Mother from whom humanity
was born in primeval times.
Early scenes of the Nativity
portray Mary giving birth in a
shepherd’s cave and pagan
gods of light, such as Mithras,
also had virgin births in caves.

As the Christian version of
the old goddesses of the Earth
and the Underworld, the Black
Madonna had a special role. In
pagan mythology the Black
Goddess represents the forces
of regeneration, rebirth and
transformation.  Symbolically
the seeker of truth is reborn
from her Cauldron of Inspira-
tion and Creation as an ‘en-
lightened one.’

In medieval fairy tales and
legends the black-faced one is
also the aspect of the Goddess
who has sovereignty of the
land. She is the old hag who
seeks an embrace from the
questing knight.

If he refuses her request, he
forfeits the chance to attain the
kingdom — materially or spiri-
tually. However, if he agrees
without showing any sign of re-
vulsion the ancient crone is
transformed into a beautiful
gueen. He is then granted the
keys of the kingdom and be-
comes the sacred king of the
land.

In both these aspects, as the
initiator and king-maker, the
Dark Goddess is also the ‘God-
dess of the Grail.” Originally
the Grail was the ultimate sym-
bol of the feminine principle
and it was only later that it be-
came the cup used by Jesus at
the Last Supper.

This is a powerful symbol
that brings together both the
pagan and Christian Mysteries,
Indeed, the inner mystery of
the Dark Goddess and the
Black Madonna is revealed in
this fusion of Christian and pa-
gan symbolism. It is a mystery
which transcends religious
faith and belief because it is an
eternal truth about life, death
and rebirth which is as old as
humanity itself.

oinneach Odhar, also

known as Kenneth

Mackenzie or Kenneth
Ore, was born at Baile-na-Cille
in Uig on the Isle of Lewis
sometime in the middle of the
17th century. As a young man
he went to live on the Brahan
Estate of the Seaforth Macken-
zies by Loch Ussie. His con-
nection with this family would
later lead to his early and vio-
lent death.

Legend states that Coin-
neach, who incidentally spoke
in Gaelic, acquired his gift of
prophecy while working on
the Brahan Estate cutting peat.
It is said that while waiting for
his wife to bring his dinner he
fell asleep in the long grass
and, being disturbed, woke up
to find a smooth holed stone
beneath his head.

He lay there looking at the
unusual stone and peered
through the hole and was
amazed to see an image of his
wife  bringing his food.
Through the prophetic stone
he was made aware that the
food, unbeknown to his wife,
was contaminated, poisoned.

Another story tells of the la-
dy of Brahan Castle who,
wishing to kill him, left poi-
soned food at his side. He
awoke, found the stone on his
chest, looked through it and
saw the treachery.

Other more bizarre stories
are attached to the stone’s dis-
covery, but all were probably
made up as a way of explain-
ing Coinneach'’s power of pre-
diction. And predict he did,
many events bound up in the
history of Scotland past and
present, major events such as
depopulation to minor events
like the burial of a Frenchman
in Lochalsh. His many proph-
ecies led to him being named
the Brahan Seer.

It is said that one day when
crossing the bleak valley which
would in the following century
become the site of the bloody
Battle of Culloden, the seer
stopped and said, ‘Thy bleek
moor shall be stained with the
best blood of the Highlands.
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The Brahan Seer

Despite his remarkable life and predictions,
little is now known or remembered about

Coinneach Odhar,

Glad am [ that 1 will not see
that day.’

Another of the seer’s
prophecies was fulfilled in
1803 with the beginning of the
Caledonian Canal. Nearly 750
years earlier he had written,
‘Strange as it may seem to you
this day, the time will come
when full-rigged ships will be
seen sailing Eastwards and
Westwards by the back of
Tomnahurich, near Inverness.’
This prophecy, like the canal,
was completed in 1822 when
English men-of-war passed
down what was, in the seer’s
time, the Great Glen.

Yet another, even more ex-
traordinary ship prophecy con-
cerned Strathpetfer. He stated
that one day, when the village
had five spires, ships would sail
over the village and anchor on
the spires.

The fifth spire was erected
early this century, attracting a
few comments about the
prophecy, but no ships had or
could pass through Strathpef-
fer. Amazingly, however, dur-
ing the First World War an air-
ship passed over the village,
dropped its anchor and got
caught on a church spire. One
may safely say the prophecy
was fulfilled at last!

One of the seer’s major pre-
dictions was that, ‘the day will
come when the jaw-bone of
the big sheep (deer) will put the
plough on the rafters. When
sheep (real sheep) shall be-
come so numerous they will be
heard from Lochalsh to Kintail
the whole Highlands will be-
come a deer forest, depopulat-
ed and desolate. The people
will leave for islands as yet un-
known, after which, the deer
and other wild animals in the

the Brahan Seer.

wilderness shall be killed and
browned by horrible black rain.
Thereafter the people will
return to the land of their
ancestors.’

This prediction is associated
with the depopulation of the
Highlands which began after
the Battle of Culloden in 1746
and continued into the 19th
century. The crofters who
farmed the land were driven
out and sheep took their place,
grazing land which was once
under the plough.

Later much land was also
given over to large estates

where large herds of deer (big |

sheep) were encouraged to
roam for the sport of the
wealthy. During these changes
many thousands of people
were displaced from the land
and emigrated to America,
Australia and New Zealand, the
seer’s ‘islands as yet unknown.’

Many still fear the final part
of the prophecy; the black rain.
Nothing has happened as vet,
barring damage by acid rain,
but some feel it may portend a
major disaster in Scotland’s
huge oil industry.

The Brahan Seer made
many prophecies, one of
which proved to be one too
many. One day he was sum-
moned to Brahan Castle by
Lady Seaforth who wished
for news of her husband
who had been in France
for several months without
contacting her.

Before a hall full of retain-
ers, the seer placed his stone to
his eye, laughed and, with a de-

ree of scorn in his voice, in-
ormed the lady that her lord
was well and merry, in no hurry
to return home. Not satisfied
with this answer and angered
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by his sneering expression, she

| pushed for more information.

The seer replied, ‘My lord
seems to have little thought of
you, or of his children, or of his
Highland home. I saw him in a
gay gilded room, grandly
decked out in velvets, with silks
and cloth of gold, on his knees
before a fair lady, his arm
round her waist, and her hand
pressed to his lips.’

Lady Seaforth was horrified
at the answer and its implica-
tions. Directing her anger at
the seer, she said, ‘“You have
spoken evil, you have defamed
a mighty chief in the midst of
his vassals, you have abused
my hospitality and outraged
my feelings, you have sullied
the good name of my lord in
the halls of his ancestors and
you shall suffer the most singu-
lar vengeance I can inflict, you
shall suffer the death.’

The astonished seer was led
protesting from the castle. He
was taken along the side of Loch
Ussie where he predicted the ex-
tinction of the Seaforth line
(which came true) before throw-
ing his stone into the waters.

Coinneach Odhar, the Bra-
han Seer, was taken to Chan-
ory Point and, with his hands
and feet tied together, was
thrown head-first into a burn-
ing barrel of tar: a truly grisly
death. In 1969 a monument
was erected on the site of
the Brahan Seer’s tragic and

untimely end.
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f all the plants, herbs and

spices, surely one of the

most widely used and
controversial must be garlic.

Even the origin of the bul-
bous perennial plant, Allium
Sativum, is a matter of conjec-
ture. Some say it originated in
Sicily, others that it came from
Egypt. It may have been found
in India but the Kirghiz Desert
has also been suggested.

Older still is the legend that
it originally sprang up where
the Devil first set his left foot on
Earth, probably in South West
Siberia. However, most sou-
rces maintain that garlic origi-
nated somewhere in Central
Asia and was brought to Eu-
rope by the Crusaders, quickly
taking on a pivotal role in med-
icinal preparations.

This was, though, by no
means the first record of this
plant’s popularity as a herbal
remedy. Garlic’s ancestry goes
back over 5,000 years during
which it has figured prominent-
ly in the herbal books and
recipes of many cultures.

To the ancient Egyptians
garlic held the key to eternal
youth and was fed to the
labourers who built the pyra-
mids to keep them strong and
healthy. The Greeks and Ro-
mans also held it in high esteem
for its medicinal properties.

Yet it was not only the more
sophisticated societies that
knew of this herb’s beneficial
attributes. To primitive peoples
garlic’s well-known smell was
what gave it its healing powers.

But it is not only garlic’s
healing properties that have
come to be recognised. From
the legend of the Devil setting
foot on Earth also sprang gar-
lic’s infernal ancestry.

Garlic was deemed to protect
against such as vampires and
demons. Dried garlic bulbs and
stalks, woven into wreaths,
were hung above beds and
doors to discourage such un-
wanted visitors.
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In garlands around people’s
necks, it was a protective de-
vice against witches and the evil
eye. It was also believed to keep
colds at bay when worn thus.

Garlic's amazing powers did
not stop here though. It was al-
so deemed able to cure warts,
bestow endurance on long-dis-
tance runners, make fighting
cocks brave and drive trouble-
some moles away from crops!

All-heal

Superstitions aside, through-
out the ages it has been used to
help cure a multitude of disor-
ders, aches and pains. So com-
plex is the structure of garlic,
however, that it is difficult to
link it with any specific ailment.
It may be said, though, to have
been tried out as a curative on
most medical problems at one
time or another.

In Indian Ayurvedic medi-
cine, garlic has been used to re-
lieve a number of bronchial
conditions as well as being val-
ued for the treatment of ner-
vous troubles and arthritis.
Used in Chinese medicine
since the 6th century, allicin,
one of its natural compounds,
is still widely available to treat
bacterial infections.

It is only in fairly recent times
that the chemical structure of
this amazing plant has begun to
be studied and recognised. Al-
licin, the substance that gives
off the strong odour, has been
shown to be a powerful anti-
bacterial agent. This can be bro-
ken down even further into
compounds that are anti-fungal,
act as blood thinners and may
help to reduce high blood pres-
sure as well as helping to treat
bronchial and sinus infections.

Allicin is so powerful an anti-
septic that it inhibits bacterial
growth even when used in a
concentration of | part per
100,000. For its wound heal-
ing properties, garlic was used
widely during the first and sec-
ond World Wars.

In Russia, its use to treat
high blood pressure has been
studied for many years. The
plant is seen to distend the
blood vessels, thereby helping
to prevent clotting.

Other experiments indicate
a decrease in bad cholesterol
levels in the blood and a corre-
sponding increase in good cho-
lesterol levels during treatment
with garlic. Also valuable in the
treatment of intestinal prob-
lems, it is high in carbohy-
drates and contains protein, vi-
tamins and minerals. One such
mineral, Germanium, is even
said to boost the natural im-
mune system.

Garlic is easy to grow but
takes about 18 months from
seed. It must also be eaten raw
for its beneficial properties
since cooking destroys its med-
icinal ingredients.

If not for the unpleasant
odour given off by allicin, garlic
would probably be a much more
popular addition to our medi-
cine cabinets. To get around this
problem, the breath can be
freshened after eating garlic by
chewing fresh mint, parsley, cel-
ery or caraway seeds.

Alternatively it can be taken
in capsule form when the
odour-producing elements on-
ly come into contact during di-
gestion in the stomach, allow-
ing one to enjoy all the benefits
without the side effects. -

Nature probably holds all
cures for all things and modern
science often ignores these
possibilities. Obviously, if we
are going to go back to our
roots to study nature’s gifts,
garlic must feature

ythagoras, the Greek
Pmathematician and phil-

osopher, was so enam-

NOSTRADAMUS: HIS LIFE &
PREDICTIONS

by Susan Capel

(Studio Editions, £12.99 hbk)
THIs 1s A handsome, large-format, cof-
fee-table book which incorporates ear-
ly engravings and modern photos plus
several interesting works by a modern
artist/composer, Dario Poli.

Ms Capel may well be capable in her
day-job as a barrister but, as a com-
mentator on the life and works of Nos-
tradamus, it has to be said that little
knowledge is a dangerous thing but
none at all is unforgivable. If she had
spent an hour or two with an as-
trologer or read a book on the subject,
she would not have blithely asserted
that Nostradamus was born in the Pis-
cean Age under Jupiter — as were mil-
lions of Sagittarians in the last 2,000
years!

It is also surprising to learn that an-
cient astrologers observed ‘the stars
and planets in their galaxies." What, no
constellations? Also, we are told that
the war in 1999 will occur when ‘Sat-
urn is in conjunction with Sagittarius
and Aquarius.” Any budding as-
tronomer could confirm that a planet
cannot be in two places at once and,
incredibly, a few lines further on we
read that ‘Sagittarius is the ascendant
planet.’

There's more but [ rest my case on
the evidence thus presented: for this
blatant ignorance over the difference
between planets and signs Ms Capel is
hereby sentenced to two years with
Muystic Meg! — J.T.M.

THE STRANGERS

by Matthew Manning

(Colin Smythe, £5.95)

AT ONE TIME during the ‘occult boom’
in the 70s Matthew Manning was
viewed as the great hope for parapsy-
chology and the proof of the existence
of psychic happenings and so on. As
he mentions, he became rapidly disillu-
sioned with the nature of parapsycho-
logical research and took a low profile
for a period of time.

This book describes the poltergeist
phenomena that took place due to the
activities of an entity known as Robert
Webbe who communicated with the
Mannings through various methods in-
cluding automatic writing.

As the author says, this is not a sci-
entific work, rigorous exponents of
parapsychological research would clas-
sify much of it as anecdotal. However,
he is right in my view to more or less
state that psychic phenomena are af-
fected by subjective factors and seem

to, almost coyly, frustrate the efforts of
those determined to prove their objec-
tive existence.

An interesting book that is well
worth the reading. — M.R

SECRETS OF ANCIENT AND
SACRED PLACES

by Paul Devereux

(Blandford, £11.99)

[ ALWAYS WELCOME a new title from this
author whose work is meticulously re-
searched, well-written in a style acces-
sible to all and usually reveals a previ-
ously unknown fact or two or takes a
surprising new approach to a familiar
subject. This latest offering comes up
to Devereux’ previous excellent stan-
dards.

Beautifully produced in large format,
this profusely illustrated 192-page
book guides the reader through a tour
of the world’s most famous sacred sites
in search of our ancient ancestors’ se-
cret heritage. Superb full-colour pho-
tographs (mostly the author's own
work) reveal new perspectives on fa-
miliar and not so well-known monu-
ments, circles, alignments, etc from
Avebury and its environs to Chartres
Cathedral, the Aztec pyramids, the
Theban Necropolis, the mounds at Ca-
hokia, USA, and many other buildings
and outdoor sites and alignments.

The author's expertise in geomancy,
or sacred geography, is well known
and he is highly regarded in this re-
spect. Deservedly so, for he not only
enthuses the reader with equal passion
for his subject but has an enviable abili-
ty for imparting information without
even the merest hint of superiority. In
other words, he is a true teacher, will-
ing and able to share wisdom and
knowledge with others.

This is a book for all to enjoy; visual-
ly attractive, historically fascinating,
spiritually uplifting. Devereux opens up
new avenues of exploration for anyone
interested in ancient civilisations and
the underlying sacred geometry of the
Earth herself. Excellent value in every
sense. — M.E.

THE DREAM BOOK

by Betty Bethards

(Element, £8.99/$12.95)

THIS 1S A reprint of a book first pub-
lished in 1983 and follows the usual
format for such volumes. It opens with
sections on why and how we dream,
our karmic influences, how blockages
in the chakric system can manifest in
dreams and the uses of prayer and
meditation.

Then follow chapters on working with
dreams — remembering and recording
them and the main types of dreams. The
author gives ideas on how to interpret
your own particular dream symbols.

The main part of the book covers
meanings of individual symbols which
the author has channelled. These are
much in line with many other books in
this field. — V.F.

RUNES FOR BEGINNERS
Kristina Arcarti
(Headline/Hodder & Stoughton
£4.99)

THIS BASIC GUIDE to runes, as the title
suggests, is aimed at beginners. It is
one of a new series of such guides that
will include palmistry, Tarot, star signs,
numerology, the [ Ching, gems and
crystals.

As it stands, this book provides an
adequate introduction to the runes,
their use and history. For reasons of
space and target readership, obviously
this is a simplified introduction.

Sadly it seems that modern versions
of ancient divinatory systems, such as
the runes, the Tarot and the [ Ching,
are frequently presented to the public
without the practitioner having to pos-
sess much knowledge about their ori-
gins or spiritual aspects. However, as a
down-to-Earth, streamlined guide to
runic divination this book will doubtless
provide what its potential readers are
seeking. — M.H.

THE VOICE OF KAHLIL GIBRAN
edited by Robin Waterfield
(Penguin/Arkana, £6.99)
IF YOU WERE giving a book as a present
around 20 years ago, there were only
certain authors that would fit the bill if
you wished to be counted as tuned in.
There was, for example, the Don
Juan trilogy by Carlos Castenada; Sid-
dartha or perhaps Steppenwolf by
Herman Hesse; anything by R. D
Laing would do, of course, but for po-
etry it had to be The Prophet by the
Lebanese poet, Kahlil Gibran.
However, he published many other
volumes and anyone with a well-
thumbed copy of that superb book
would do well to investigate Gibran fur-
ther with the help of this excellent an-
thology which has a useful introduction
by Waterfield. :

(Robert Hale, £9.99)

There is also a comprehensive list of
forms of the Goddess from all over the
world and here we learn of their attrib-
utes, symbols and worship. This is a
concise, easy reference work, an indis-
pensable addition to any Wiccan's
library.

PRINCIPLES OF TAROT

by Evelyne and Terry Donaldson
(Thorsons, £5.99)

THIS LITTLE BOOK is a great introduction
to the subject. It is written by two expe-
rienced Tarot and astrology teachers
who run The London Tarot Training
Centre,

The book clearly explains the mean-
ing of each card, how to do readings
for others as well as yourself and how
to use the Tarot as a tool for self-
development. Tarot has fascinated peo-
ple for generations but learning and un-
derstanding the symbolism can be diffi-
cult. So a guide such as this is a great
help to those who are just beginning.

The first three helpful chapters in
this book are essential: The historical
and mystical background; How to se-
lect a deck and Getting started (which a
lot of books seem to miss out).

This book shows you how to do the
familiar classical spreads as well a few
new ones and contains some useful
tips and exercises. At the back are
some handy addresses of card suppli-
ers plus some advice on further read-
iCngB. A nice little book for the novice. —

BREAKFAST AT THE VICTORY
by James P. Carse

(Harper Collins, $11.00/£7.99)

A PHILOSOPHY PROFESSCR from New
York University forgoes the intellectual
high ground and teﬁs stories of himself
and his life in the manner of a Sufi mas-
ter at a lunch-counter, with friendly
nods to Herman Melville, Robert Frost
and William Blake. Picking out minor

incidents from everyday life, he
casually offers them up as major op-
portunities for spiritual reflection and
understanding.

One example: it became common
for many students not to attend college
lectures in person, instead leaving a
tape-recorder in the hall to capture a
professor's words. One day a certain
professor was sick, so sent in a tape to
be played by an assistant; thus tape
was recording tape. On another occa-
sion, a professor stopped speaking
mid-lecture, saying, ‘I'm sorry. I'm
empty.’

Carse suggests that we may learn
something from the first scenario but
much more from the second. This is a
well-written book which bears compar-
ison with Richard Bach, Lewis Thomas
or such writers with a talent for trans-
forming ordinary events into the mysti-
cal stuff of life.

Read it twice for maximum benefit.

CHINESE HOROSCOPES FOR
BEGINNERS

by Kristyna Arcati
(Headway/Hodder & Stoughton,
£5.99)

Tris 1 YET another book in a long list
of introductory works in this field. Like
all the others that [ have seen and read,
it is simply just that, an introductory
work: the eighth book Arcati has pro-
duced in this series.

It is a reasonable step-by-step outline
of Chinese astrology, its history and
how it relates to and complements
Western astrology.

The author outlines the meanings of
the five elements of Chinese astrology:
Wood, Fire, Earth, Metal and Water.
This is the so-called productive order
and she assigns them to the meanings
of the indivigual 12 animal signs sepa-
rately in an entertaining and easy to as-
similate manner. She does not forget
the animal hours of the day either, cor-
rectly beginning at 23.00 hours and
going through the day in two-hour
periods.

The individual animal year is then
dealt with briefly and I did like the neat
little compatibility section right at the
end of the book although I got the feel-
ing this may have been included as an
afterthought. Well worth having on the
shelf, a very good introductory work.

by Gwydion O’Hara
(Llewellyn/Airlift, 12.95/£10.99)
THis 1s a delightful collection of myths
and folklore from around the world. Di-
vided into three major sections, the
first offers tales for each of the 13 Lu-
nar months from Wolf Moon to Wine
Moon.

Part 2, Lunar Dignitaries, covers
Moon deities from a variety of cultures.

Some recount myths and legends fea-
turing familiar classical gods and god-
desses such as Diana, Artemis, Hecate
and Isis, others introduce the reader to
less well-known deities such as Knons,
the forgotten Egyptian, and China's
Shing-Moo.

Other Lunar tales occupy Part 3,
there is an introduction, epilogue and
three useful appendices, a bibliography
and essential index. Each individual
tale is accompanied by a delightful
black and white drawing by Robin
Larsen who is to be congratulated for
the apt illustrations that complement
the easily assimilated text admirably.

This is a really nice book, a pleasure
to read and keep for it is also full of use-
ful information for anyone in the least
interested in Lunar lore, myths and leg-
ends ancient and modern. Good value,
too, with nearly 200 pages to both en-
tertain and educate.
