Hneath the surface of the

Earth lie gems and crys-
tals full of energy and power.
Thankfully, the days when
mankind had to search for
these stones has long gone and
now crystals of every shape,
size and colour can be found at
the many craft fairs held
throughout the country as well
as through numerous specialist
outlets.

To the novice it is a daunting
experience when gazing at a
vast collection of stones to de-
cide just which one to choose.
There is no set method but per-
haps the simplest is to use
one’s natural intuition.

One way of doing this is to
pick up a crystal and hold it in
the region of your heart. Ro-
tate the stone slowly and, if it is
‘right’ for you, you may feel a
tingling sensation or a feeling
of warmth or cold. Of course,
you may not feel a thing and if
this is the case put the stone
down and try another. Repeat
this process until you are satis-
fied that you have found one
suited to you.

Each gem and crystal has its
own special power. So, if se-
lecting a stone for healing pur-
poses or to enhance or aid a
specific facet of life, choose
one whose area of influence
accords with the desired aim;
the following may provide a
few helpful guidelines in this
respect.

AMETHYST — the gem to
celebrate one’s 17th wedding
anniversary — is a stone to be
worn during the day. Tradition-
ally it is thought to offer protec-
tion against magic and is said
to cure homesickness. The an-
cient Greeks, and later the
Romans, drank out of
amethyst-encrusted  goblets
in the belief that this would
prevent drunkenness.

The amethyst is indeed a re-
markable stone which, when
worn, has a calming influence
on the wearer. But, should that
person  become ill, the
amethyst will change colour

and if brought near poisoned
food become dull and lifeless-
looking.

One of the most powerful
healing stones, the amethyst is
a boon for emotionally over-
active types as it suppresses vi-
olence and anger. If you suffer
from insomnia try placing an
amethyst under your pillow at
night; there is no other gem
more suitable for ensuring a
restful night’s sleep.

For a nervous headache
warm a piece of this stone in
the Sun or place it near the
fire. After it has soaked up the
heat wrap it in a piece of silk
and place it on your forehead,;
soon the pain will slowly fade.

Those wanting a healthy
skin and beautiful complexion
should soak an amethyst in the

bath and then relax in the ener-
gised water. Alternatively, pop
the stone into a glass of water,
let it stand overnight and, in
the morning, remove the stone
and drink the refreshing elixir.
Whichever meth-od you choose,
your skin will feel cleansed and
invigorated.

BLOODSTONE, as its name
suggests, can be used to treat
many blood disorders and im-
prove the circulation. It has
been known to help women
who suffer from painful peri-
ods as it regulates the menstru-
al flow. To bring relief, lie on
the floor and place the stone
on your lower stomach below
the navel. This will help regen-
erate the blood cells and should
leave you feeling full of energy.

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In olden times the blood-
stone was used to help staunch
the flow of blood from wounds
or placed on the patient’s chest
to stop internal haemorrhages.

For those undertaking a new
business venture the blood-
stone is a very fortunate gem to
wear. Although it is the stone
for those born under the sign
of Aries, who should comple-
ment it with the diamond and
haematite, it can safely be
worn by all, whatever their
birth sign may be.

EMERALD, known as the jew-
el of love, is the gem to cele-
brate one's 55th wedding an-
niversary. It is also fortunate
for those born under the sign
of Cancer who should wear it
with moonstone and pearls.
The emerald is regarded as a
cure-all; its virtues are endless.
To wear this stone is believed
to help prevent epilepsy, cure
impotency, strengthen teeth

fortune, can be worn safely by
those born under the influence
of Libra. The only people who
should avoid wearing opals are
those whose birthdays fall with-
in the Cancer and Capricorn
periods.

The opal is a symbol of hope
and is said to bestow the gift of
clairvoyance on its wearer. It is
also considered beneficial for
the treatment of lung condi-
tions and to ease childbirth.

TURQUOISE is the stone for |

those born under Taurus but
can be worn safely by others it
accepts; for not all stones take
to everyone and the turquoise
is notorious for turning dull and
lifeless-looking if not ‘in tune’
with the wearer’s vibes. If this
does happen, the only solution
is to persevere for a week or
two but, if there is no improve-
ment in appearance after that
time, discard the turguoise in
favour of another stone.

and bones, heal inflammation
and lessen the risks in child-
birth.

Many years ago it was used
to treat inflamed eyes by steep-
ing the stone in water and then
bathing the infected part. Such
a lotion can be used to cleanse
sores and ulcers and once was
considered to be an antidote to
poison.

OPALS, those muysterious
stones that are prized by some
but feared by many because of
their reputation of bringing ill-

The turquoise has many
properties. It symbolises pros-
perity and is known for its pow-
er to heal inflammation, im-
prove poor sight and instil its
wearer with courage and self-
assurance. To gently soothe
the pain of a sore throat, place
a piece of turquoise on the af-
fected part and relax for a few
minutes.

This stone is regarded as
beneficial for the respiratory
organs and is a boon for those
who suffer from arthritis and
rheumatism. For these painful

complaints hold a piece of
turquoise in your left hand
about 3-4 inches away from
the affected area and rotate it
slowly in an anti-clockwise di-
rection while counting up to
30. This will draw out the pain,
though another session may
be necessary to eradicate it
completely.

This treatment should be fol-
lowed up by some direct heal-
ing. With your right hand
shake the stone to rid it of any
impurities it has acquired then
repeat the above process but in
a clockwise direction.

AGATE is considered fortu-
nate for those born under the
influence of Gemini and, if
worn in conjunction with
chrysoprase, its power will be
enhanced. However, the agate
should no be worn by persons
born under the signs of Virgo
and Pisces.

This stone is said to bring
wealth, good health and long
life to its wearer. Noted for
their  soothing properties,
agates make ideal worry beads
when held in the hand. They
also help eliminate emotional
problems, prevent headaches
and bring relief from tired and
inflamed eyes. The moss agate
is especially beneficial for these
complaints as well as it being
the stone to celebrate one’s
14th wedding anniversary.

MOONSTONE, the muysteri-
ous gem beloved by the god-
dess Diana, should be worn or
carried by travellers because of
its reputation for protecting
those on long journeys from ill
fortune. It is also the stone of
lovers as it heightens passion.
Its medicinal properties range
from calming fevers to bringing
relief from dropsy.

During a Full Moon this gem
absorbs the luminary’s rays
and glows with an eerie bright-
ness. It is a fortunate stone for
those born under the influence
of Cancer and harmonises well
with the emerald. The moon-
stone also symbolises one’s
13th wedding anniversary.

SODALITE is the stone rec-
ommended for those suffering
from reading difficulties. This
pinkish/bluey stone perks up
the memory and clears the
brain, encouraging rational
thinking, when placed upon
the forehead.

There is some indication
that sodalite helps those suffer-
ing from autism and dyslexia
too. When held in the hand this
stone is ideal for meditation as
it brings peace of mind and
tranquil thoughts.

TOPAZ is another gem of es-
pecial help in these stressful
times as, like the previously
mentioned stone, it can act in
much the same way to bring
undisturbed sleep when placed
under the pillow. When worn it
helps to ease nervous tension
and, when used in conjunction
with amethyst or sapphire, its
virtues are enhanced.

Though regarded as the
birth stone for Sagittarians,
topaz can be worn by all except
those whose birthdays fall with-
in the Pisces and Virgo peri-
ods. It is also associated with
16th wedding anniversary
celebrations as it symbolises
faithfulness.

Eastern soothsayers believe
that the topaz helps them to re-
ceive messages from the astral
plane. Nowadays, however,
this gem is more usually associ-
ated with its earthly qualities al-
though night terrors apparent-
ly vanish when topaz is worn
and, as the Moon waxes, this
stone’s strength increases.

It is renowned for healing
disorders of the lungs, includ-
ing tuberculosis, and when
worn brings relief from colds,
asthma and is a boon for
women's ailments. For stom-
ach complaints place a piece of
topaz in that region and feel its
benefits; suitable alternatives
are jasper, amber and citrine.

JADE is another gem believed
to relieve asthma. It is also the
stone to be worn to protect
against heart and eye diseases,
animal bites, epilepsy and kid-

ney problems. In olden times it
was thought to strengthen the
muscles, purify the blood and
build strong bones when pow-
dered and drunk.

Jade is the stone of friend-
ship and when worn is said to
bring a long and happy life.
Virgoans in particular benefit
from its protective and healing
properties which will be en-
hanced if worn in conjunction
with the carnelian.

KUNZITE is a lovely pink
colour and should really be
considered a feminine stone as
it brings relief from menstrual
problems and helps to main-
tain a healthy skin. It is also
said to strengthen the heart.

FLUORITE, a shimmering vio-
let, pink, white or green, is
considered good for bones and
pains in the lower back. It is al-
so beneficial for the teeth and
gums.

CARBUNCLE, a variety of
garnet, is a beautiful deep, rich
crimson colour. It symbolises
hope and is fortunate for those
born under the sign of Scorpio.
When worn with aquamarine
its power is doubled. However,
both these stones are thought
unlucky for those influenced by
Aquarius and Leo.

In olden times the carbuncle
was carried to give warning of
the plague by turning a dull
colour. Even so, it was not a
popular stone because if it
gradually lost its brilliance this
was said to be a portent of the
wearer's death.

JACINTH, also known as hy-
acinth, is an orange/red vari-
ety of zircon that is thought to
bring peace of mind, happi-
ness and prosperity if worn in a
ring on one’s third finger. Orig-
inally, it was worn to cure dis-
orders of the stomach and
heart.

It is not recommended for
those whose birthdays fall with-
in the Taurus and Scorpio peri-
ods. However, it is regarded as
fortunate for all other signs, es-
pecially Aquarians who should
complement it with the garnet.

JARGOON, another member
of the zircon family, is perhaps
not the most beautiful of gems.
It is almost colourless, with a
mere greyish tinge, and was
sometimes passed off as a dia-
mond although much softer.
Although never used medici-
nally, the jargoon was worn in
the Middle Ages as a protec-
tion against the plague. Its pro-
tective qualities apply to all, ir-
respective of their birth signs.

SERPENTINE, an opaque
greenish/vellow stone, was
much favoured by the Jewish
high priests and was often
worn in an amulet to ward off
venomous snakes and insects.
It is particularly fortunate for
those born under the sign of
Capricorn.

Today it is widely used to
treat rheumatism and arthritis
or reduce swellings caused by
excessive water retention. For
relief from such painful condi-
tions, place a small piece of the
stone against the affected area
and secure with a bandage.

Word of warning

The healing power of gems
and crystals is well documented
but, as with all alternative ther-
apies, should be restricted to
the relief of minor ailments and
to complement rather than
substitute  for conventional
medicine when it comes to the
treatment of serious health
conditions. Remember, too,
that gem therapy should be
used externally not internally.

The evenness or otherwise of the base-line of a
script can indicate much about the character
and personality of a writer.

hen writing it is not al-
ways easy to keep an
accurate and level

base-line. Those who are able
to do so have a generally de-
pendable and reliable degree of
emotional response. It requires
a tolerable effort of willpower
to maintain a prolonged sense
of direction, especially when
one is a little upset. A number
of writers prefer to use printed,
lined paper. Another aid is to
use a rule or piece of paper to

revent strokes from going too
ar down.

This can be observed quite
simply in our first example. It
stands out in the flat-based
ovals made by the female
writer. It may be interesting to
look a little more into her per-

sonality structure. The impres-
sion is that the script is basic-
ally upright in general appear-
ance but some of the letters
possess variable slants.

Those base-lines are beauti-
fully straight but the angles of
slant are extremely uneven.
Consequently one knows that
although praiseworthy efforts
at stability are being made,
there are quite substantial emo-
tional influences below the sur-
face.

Word-spacing can be called
acceptably even and, as this
shows one’s attitude to contact
with others, the writer has a
slightly variable attitude to-
wards social mixing. She likes
to stand alone but not actuality
apart. There is a preference for
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appraising the situation before
getting involved.

Fundamentally vertical script
is made by those who like to
judge the situation without be-
ing too influenced or pressured
by others. They have an impar-
tial judgment and dislike to dis-
play their feelings publicly.

They are mainly stable, have
a sense of pride and indepen-
dence with a cool-headed as-
sessment of most circum-
stances. The negative qualities
include unresponsiveness, a
degree of detachment and, in
many instances, inhibition.
Were it not for those ovals with
flat bases the writing could be
called round. Therefore, under
the outer shell this lady is non-
aggressive and peace-loving by
nature.

It will be seen that one or
two angular forms appear here
and there. Accordingly she is
not one to be overlooked and
take a back seat in the commu-
nity. In altercation or disagree-
ment she can defend herself
quite successfully in contrast to
that peaceful quality.

Many of her upper exten-
sions show aims toward the
sphere of the abstract, intangi-
ble and intellectual. The lower
extensions do not point to any
unusual interest in the worlds
of sex and materialism. Imagi-
nation in these fields is very
nearly absent. Although there
is a small implication of ideal-
ism from the pointed tops of
some loops, she cannot be
classed as a true idealist.

The speed of writing is not
fast so we can tell the thinking
process is average to slow —
caution before action. The
t-bars are neither too high or
too low which is a feature of an

O

There is little doubt that there is a connection
or provable relationship between hand-reading

and handwriting.

hen analysing a script
we follow a set of rules
and procedures similar

to those we employ when read-
ing the hand. With palmistry
the hand is held open for an
examination — ready for im-
mediate and instant analysis.
So it is with handwriting: the
script is already on the page,
ready for an immediate and in-
stant analysis.

Of course, both disciplines
display their varying strengths
and weaknesses, faults, pitfalls
and problems to be aware of
when making a judgment but
each offers a suprising level of
accuracy dependent on the an-
alyst. To correlate between the
two is much easier than palm-
istry to astrology or with palm-
istry to the Tarot. Handwriting
and hand-reading have so
much in common — not least
that both are so directly con-
cerned with the hand. But
there are also some very sur-
prising differences as well.

As a general rule people
with large hands tend to be
very concerned with detail. For
example, the first thing you no-
tice when you observe the
hands of a watchmaker or jew-
eller is the sheer size of their
hands. It is fascinating to watch
them work at their tiny intri-
cate and delicate tasks with

such ease and facility. Based
on this one might expect them
to write a small, detailed kind
of script but this is not always
S0.

Conversely, those who have
small hands do not necessarily
write a large script either. So,
as the differences are not al-
ways as obvious as this we
must look elsewhere for these
clues and, when we do, we find
there may be other, more sub-
tle correlations.

Slant

Those whose script is up-
right with a just a very slight
variation in a left- or rightward
direction usually have square
hands. The palm is firm to the
touch and the fingers reason-
ably well spaced. There should
also be the support of a good,
well balanced thumb. The first
finger may be either slightly
longer or the same length as
the third finger. When the writ-
ing is quite firm with a heavy
pressure the first finger will be
slightly longer.

To check for heavy hand-
writing pressure on a sheet of
paper turn it over and hold it
up to the light. You will see
quite definite trace marks of
the script. The clearer the out-
line of the script the heavier
the pressure. The heavier this

NETRY

pressure, the firmer the hand
will feel to the touch. In addi-
tion, the life line will be very
strongly etched.

To a lesser degree, but still
apparent, the lines of head and
or heart may also be quite
strongly marked in the palm. If
the subject tends to get quite
passionate or carried away
with the mood of the moment
the heart line will be much
more strongly etched and, in
some extreme cases, could fea-
ture a partly or wholly formed
Simian line.

If handwriting slants to the
left, that is, has a backward
slope, it is likely the lines of
head and life will be joined at
their commencement. When
handwriting seems to be
rounded, in arcade or garland
fashion, these two lines will be
seen to run together for some
way into the palm. There will
also be many lines criss-
crossing the palmar surface,
not necessarily a full hand as
such, just a lot of lines but with-
out direction.

Forward slanting script sug-
gests an impulsive, social na-
ture. The more this is so, the
more enthusiasm for life there
will be. In such cases the hand
will have long palms and short
fingers. When handwriting is
very right slanted with many
loops the palm is likely to be
soft to the touch. There will be
a long sloping head line, per-
haps a little frayed or furry
about the present age of the
writer.

Writing that is either too
large or too small suggests
there may be something wrong
with the writer and you may
ask why. Large handwriting
can look quite confident and
even striking the way it splash-
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es across a page. Equally, such
a script can seem immature or
childish for it also shows up
faults.

Large writing implies expan-
siveness with poor self-control
and a strong desire to be no-
ticed. The writer needs to be in
the centre of the action. Such
folk seem to flourish best and
are only happy in company.
(But even in a crowd some can
be inwardly lonely.) This writer
will probably have a soft, conic
or round palm with fleshy basal
finger phalanges. There may
also be a slightly over devel-
oped mount of Jupiter with a
pronounced Luna mount, both
of which will be slightly soft to
the touch.

When script is quite small or
very tiny it generally means the
writer is full of inner tensions.
Such folk can be rather tidy
minded, over neat at times and
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this can indicate basic thrift or
even outright frugality in ex-
treme cases.

Generally, such writers have
small thin fmgers and palms
with signs of inner tension like
longitudinal fluting on the nails
and influence lines coming in
from the lower percussion
edge on the Luna mount show-
ing restlessness. There will al-
most certainly be white lines
on the inner top phalanges of
each of the }3 ingers and
thumbs.

Where small writing is so
tiny it is partly or wholly illegi-
ble, there will be signs of delib-
erate wilfulness to deceive in
the hand. A small, poorly
formed little finger, an over de-
veloped Mercury mount, a bad-
ly constructed head line with a
weak thumb is another possi-
bility. If writing should also
slope backward the thumbs will
oppose  the
fingers when
held naturally
relaxed.
These writers
often present
an outwardly
quite different
face or per-
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mind operates and processes
information. The owner could
get involved with such a variety
and overwhelming flow of
ideas that things get started,
left half finished only to be tak-
en up again - if or when there is
time.

Sometimes, writers like this
start things hesitantly, especial-
ly if pressured by a stronger
personality. They tend to con-
tinue for as long as they can (or
dare in some cases) and then
simply leave things up in the air
when it all gets too much for
them. In such cases expect to
find a soft, spatulate or flared
hand with mixed fingers short-
er than the palm.

The third finger will be a little
longer than the first. The head
line will be a wavy affair with
islands, with dots and influence
lines crossing it.

ot since the Middle Ages
Nhas there been such

widespread and intense
interest in the study of angels
or angelology as it is properly
known. In everyday life, im-
ages of angels suddenly seem
to be everywhere; in books,
films, posters, advertisements,
shop window displays and pro-

motional videos for new pop |

songs.

A practical handbook of ad-
vice on communing with an-
gels sold almost half a million
copies last year in America,
while a glossy magazine on the
subject has a regular monthly
circulation of over 200,000.
Some New Age shops now
have entire sections given over
to the subject. Angels appar-
ently are big business.

Most ancient cultures had
myths and legends about
winged messengers who act ed
as intermediaries between man
and the gods. In the 4th centu-
ry BC Plato said, ‘God does
not deal directly with men; it is
by means of winged spirits that
all communication of God with
man is carried out.’

The Christian tradition of
angels is embedded firmly with-
in the prehistoric Middle East.
The Pentateuch, the first five
books of the Bible, were al-
ready of incredible antiquity
when they were first gathered
together about 1,000 years be-
fore the birth of Christ. Already
though, in the first of these
books, Genesis, the nature and
purpose of angels was clearly
defined. The word angel is de-
rived from the Greek angelus,
meaning messenger. This is it-
self a translation of the Hebrew
malak which also means mes-
senger but is altogether more
colloquial and better translated
as go-between.

Throughout much of the
Bible, God does not speak di-
rectly to man but sends his go-
betweens with instructions and
advice. The whole concept was
very neatly illustrated by the
dream which Jacob had while
sleeping near the village of
Beth El. He dreamed that he

saw a ladder or stairway ex-
tending from Earth to heaven,
with angels ceaselessly walking
up and down it. Jewish mythol-
ogy holds that not only was
God sending out messages in
this way but that the angels al-
so acted as information gather-
ers, carrying news of the world
back to heaven.

These early angels were in-
distinguishable from ordinary
men. Often, it was not until
some time after meeting them
that their identity became obvi-
ous, hence the expression ‘en-
tertaining angels unawares.’
Something that strikes one
with great clarity when reading
these accounts is the stark con-
trast between the sexless,
emasculated beings who deco-
rate our Christmas cards and
the vigorous, forceful entities
who appear in the scriptures. It
is something of a mystery how
these fierce secret agents of
the Lord became transformed
over the centuries into a
species of celestial choirboys!

Categories

The first systematic attempt
to categorise and describe the
various types of angels was un-
dertaken by a Syrian monk in
AD 478. Dionysis the Aero-
pagite divided angels into nine
orders. In his De Hierarchia
Celesti or celestial hierarchy

he described them as follows.
The first rank consists of the
seraphim, cherubim and
thrones. The second circle is
composed of  dominions,
virtues and powers, while the
last is made up of principalities,
archangels and angels. The
first circle are constantly in
God’s presence and so have no
contact with our world at all. [t
is with the third rank, specifi-
cally the angels and archangels
that man has dealings.

The Bible and Apocrypha
give names to seven angels and
archangels. These are Michael,
Gabriel, Raphael, Anael, Ca-
mael, Sachiel and Cassiel. It
will be noted that all these have
the suffix ‘el’. This is the old
Hebrew word for God and sim-
ply denotes their divine origin
and mission. Gabriel for exam-
ple means ‘man of God.’

Gabriel is perhaps the most
familiar of the archangels, at
least to modern readers. It was
he who announced to Mary
that she was to give birth to
God’s son. Later he appeared
to the shepherds outside Beth-
lehem and to the wise men.

Modern interest in angels is
concerned not so much with
such esoteric matters as the or-
dering of the hierarchy of
God'’s realm or how many an-
gels can dance on the point of
a pin, as with the more practi-
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cal question of how angels
might help those of us on
Earth. Because within the
ranks of angels, said to number
countless millions, there are
believed to be guardian angels
whose task is to aid and com-
fort us and protect us from harm.
Now the Old Testament sub-
scribes in principle to the idea
of guardian angels. Chapters
10 and 12 of Daniel describe
the archangel Michael to the
Hebrews as ‘the great prince
who has charge of your people’
— in other words the guardian
angel of the Jewish people.

Personal guardians

It is not until the New Testa-
ment, however, that the con-
cept of an individual, personal
angel appears. In Matthew Je-
sus tells his disciples with refer-
ence to children, ‘See that you
do not despise one of these lit-
tle ones. [ tell you they have
their angels in heaven who
look continually on the face of
my heavenly father.” Thus was
born the idea that we each
have our special angel whose
job it is to watch over us and
keep us safe.

This is by no means an un-
mixed blessing. The Koran
says that we each have four
guardian angels watching over
us, two by day and two by
night. In addition to watching
over us, though, they are also
busy recording our every ac-
tion in preparation for the day
of judgment. Incidentally, Mus-
lim folklore suggests that the
most dangerous times of day
for humans are dawn and dusk
when the pairs of angels
‘change shifts’ and for a second
or so we lose their protection.

[s it possible to contact one’s
guardian angel? This is rather a
tricky question, particularly
from a theological point of
view. Certainly, calling upon
the aid of angels was once a
pretty routine part of ritual
magic. Some old grimoires
contain many spells which in-
clude incantations to Raphael,
Uriel and the rest. These are
one off events. The archangel

would be summoned, his ad-
vice or protection sought for
the duration of the ceremony,
following which he would re-
turn to God’s presence. Estab-
lishing contact with one’s own
guardian angel would be quite
a different matter,

For one thing, although ded-
icated to our cause the angels
are also supremely moral.
There would be a conflict of in-
terest if we invoked the help of
our angel in, say, robbing a
bank or seducing somebody's
wife. This is why, according to
the Islamic legend, we have
two angels. It is a failsafe sys-
tem so that, if one of them
were tempted to help us in
some unethical undertaking or
turn a blind eye to a sin, the
other could intervene.

If for this reason alone it
would probably not be desir-
able for men and angels to be-
come over familiar. Angels are
not incorruptible, as the story
of Lucifer testifies. Maybe too
frequent intercourse would re-
sult in our dragging the angels
down to our level rather than
their elevating us to theirs.

Indications

Some see the current revival
of angelology as positive and
healthy, an indication that hu-
manity is becoming more finely
attuned to the spiritual world.
Many Christians believe that
this is God'’s final desperate at-
tempt to save as many souls as
possible before the end of the
world — that our angels have
been given more leeway re-
cently to reveal themselves and
bring us to the true path.

Others see the manifesta-
tions of angels as another form
of hysteria, akin to alien abduc-
tions or visits from ghosts. To
them, angels have no objective
reality and are relegated to the
status of little more than cultur-
ally determined fantasies.

One thing is certain. We
shall be hearing and seeing a
great deal more about angels.
Fact or fancy, angels are likely
to be with us at least for the
foreseeable future.
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ne of the commonest

and most irritating

habits of those unfamil-
iar with the practice of magic
is to assume that the art is di-
vided into two discrete and
wholly separate parts: black
magic and white magic. The
former, it is supposed, deals
with curses and necromancy,
while white magic is con-
cerned with amulets and heal-
ing.

This distinction is, as all true
practitioners know, quite false.
Magic, like electricity and nu-
clear power, simply is. Nuclear
power can be harnessed to
light homes or destroy cities. It
is the intention of the operator
that determines the outcome,
not the nature of the force.

So it is with magic. The
power that harms the magi-
cian’s enemies is identical with
that which imbues his amulets
and charms with good fortune.
The mastery and manipulation
of this power is the goal of all
magicians.

Paradoxically, much of the
ignorance about magic has
been propagated by magicians
themselves. They are not, un-
like physicists and chemists for
example, over eager to share
their knowledge and discover-
ies with the world at large.
Their wisdom is for transmis-
sion to a select few, not for
broadcast in the market place.

This explains in large mea-
sure the infuriatingly opaque
style of the classical magical
texts. The uninitiated are often
puzzled and frustrated by the
obscure language found in
the grimoires of Europe for
example.

Performing the rituals pre-
scribed in these works is ren-
dered all but impossible due to
the assumed knowledge, baf-
fling hints, words of apparent
gibberish and arcane allusions
which abound on every page.
They are incomprehensible to
all but the most skilled adept.

The procedures themselves,
as set out in a grimoire such as
the Key of Solomon, are
dauntingly complex. They call,
among other things, for ab-

stention from sex, fasting and
prayer and special diets. The
ingredients are frequently rare,
repugnant or in some cases
non-existent. Before he even
draws the circle, the magician
has been hard at work for
weeks, focusing his mind upon
the task in hand.

Way of life

But, for the true magician,
magic is not an occasional pas-
time but a way of life. Magic is,
after all, not a science but an
art. There are no sterile rituals
or spells which, when recited,
will infallibly accomplish cer-
tain ends.

In short, the art of magic
may be learnt but it cannot be
taught. Only by actually per-
forming the rituals will the
aspiring magician understand
the matter. Those who seek
shortcuts and instant grat-
ification are destined for
disappointment.

For the ultimate goal of the
magician is not only the mas-
tery and change of the world
about him/her but also mas-
tery and change of himself.
Nobody can practise magic
and expect to remain un-
changed.

The truly dedicated practi-
tioner of the great art is a lone-
ly, haunted individual whose
character and mind have been
irrevocably altered by what he
has seen and done. He is a
man prepared to sacrifice
everything in pursuit of his
aims, including family, friends,
health and social standing.

If the cost is high, then the
rewards are correspondingly

reat. The ability to foresee the
uture, to levitate, to read
minds, to control the actions of
other people, to become invisi-
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ble; the list of powers claimed
by the great magicians is
almost inexhaustible.

Interestingly enough, many
of these supernatural powers
are uncannily similar to the
paranormal talents being in-
vestigated in universities and
laboratories throughout the
world. Their existence seems
unquestionable but how to de-
velop them is a question now
exercising the minds of re-
searchers.

All in the mind?

It is by no means inconceiv-
able that the rituals and cere-
monies of classical Western
magic are no more than a se-
ries of mental exercises and
disciplines designed to cultivate
the power of the mind. After
all, our ‘scientific’
tradition dates

smacks of the occult or super-
natural. ‘Magic’ is seen as a
term of abuse, supernatural
thought to be synonymous
with superstitious. While, for
their part, magicians have re-
jected the scientific method out
of hand. Reason itself is viewed
as being out of place in the
world of magic.

Yet Paracelsus, the famous
alchemist, wrote, ‘Magic has
power to experience and fath-
om things which are inaccessi-
ble to human reason. For mag-
ic is a great secret wisdom, just
as reason is a great public
folly.” An extreme case, many
will feel, of throwing the baby
out with the bath water! Magic
has nothing to fear from rea-
son nor should the scientific
world be nervous or suspicious
of the occult. The two comple-
ment each other, there is no
contradiction between them.
Alone, neither can explain the
world fully.

Together, the two systems
could combine to form a world
view which would encompass
all phenomena, both of the
natural world and the human
mind.

Cryogenics — viable option or pointless

delusion?

uman understanding of

the process of freezing

and preserving food has
developed to bizarre propor-
tions. Ever since its advantages
were discovered by the Native
Americans in Labrador, it has
become an essential and ideal
way of preserving food until it
is needed.

Yet in recent years freezing
has been employed as a means
to a far different end. In an at-
tempt to defy the laws of na-
ture, human corpses can now
be frozen, the idea being that
when a cure is found for the
cause of death, the corpse can
duly be brought back to life.
This is known as cryogenic
freezing where liquid nitrogen
is used to keep the body as near
as possible to absolute zero.

The question of preserving
corpses for future reanimation
raises some interesting points
some of which make you won-
der whether the whole exercise
isn't merely a waste of time
and money. Consider the pos-
sibility of the afterlife for exam-
ple. There is much evidence to
suggest that we can and do ex-
ist independently of our physi-
cal bodies and the act of dying
is simply casting away the out-
er skin, enabling the soul to
move on to a higher plane - a
heightened state of existence.

Spiritualists believe the spirit
body is attached to the earthly
body by means of a cord. We
may float out of our bodies at
night while we are sleeping or
during an out-of-body experi-
ence but the cord keeps us con-
nected with our physical form
and is only broken when we no
longer need our solid form and
thus die.

Soul

It seems impossible to sup-
pose the human soul might al-
so be frozen by the act of cryo-
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by ALLISON WHITEHEAD

enics, since the soul departs
rom the body at the moment
of death, becoming an entirely
separate entity. So even if the
cause of death could eventually
be prevented, the corpse could
not be brought back to life
without the reintegration of the
soul which, by this time one
could reasonably assume,
would be existing elsewhere in
the scheme of things and
would have no need to return
to its earthly shell.

Reincarnation

Or would it? The subject of
returning from the grave natu-
rally brings into play the possi-
bility of reincarnation. Would
successful attempts at cryo-
genic freezing and reanimation
prove that reincarnation was
indeed possible?

Many people believe they
have lived previous lives and
their current life is simply one
of many, their souls being in-
carnated into another body at
birth. If this is true, do we only
return in new incarnations and
bodies simply because the pre-
vious ones have decayed and are
unable to continue as souls do?

If the process of cryogenic
freezing was proved to work
with humans at some point in
the future, would departed
souls return to their earthly
bodies and continue to live
their earthly lives as they had
before death — in essence, as
our living ancestors? Or would
we merely be left with thou-
sands of perfectly preserved
corpses, cured of whatever
killed them but still lacking the
one vital component of life
over which no doctor or scien-
tist has any con-

zombies may also have entered
your mind - and indeed, there
have been apparent cases of
people who have died, only to
come back to life as zombies at
some later date. Haiti is often
mentioned in cases such as
this, where voodoo and black
magic are said to be responsi-
ble for the phenomenon.

However, it has been shown
that suspended animation of
this kind was due to carefully
administered doses of poison
from the skin of a certain type
of toad and several species of
puffer fish. Thus people who
died in this way and were then
resurrected were not really
dead in the first place and we
could assume their souls had
therefore not departed from
their bodies. Their vacant, life-
less appearance could easily be
put down to shock at what they
had experienced, rather than
the reanimation of a body mi-
nus its essential core - the soul.

So it seems that cryogenic
freezing can and will do little to
affect the ghost population.
Holding a body in suspension
in this way is very similar to
placing someone who is brain
dead on a life support ma-
chine. The monitors will have
you believe the person is
still alive — the heart
keeps on beating, the
lungs inflate and deflate,
the whole body keeps
functioning but once
the machines are
switched off, the body
dies.

Having looked at the gener-
al meaning for the Midheaven
(MC) through the signs in a pre-
vious article (December 95) the
next step is to take note of the
aspects made by Natal planets
to the MC degree.

In the following analysis |
have not made any overt dis-
crimination between the so-
called ‘hard’ aspects — the con-
junction, square and
opposition — and the ‘soft’ as-
pects — the sextile and trine.
This is mainly due to space but
also because each planet that
aspects the MC will, in effect,
bring the same energy/influ-
ence to bear irrespective of the
aspect involved.

In other words, it is the quali-
ty of that energy and its likely
effect on the individual that
may differ according to the
type of aspect involved. For ex-
ample, Ernest Hemingway and
George Sand, both writers, had
Uranus in aspect to the MC. In
Hemingway's chart Uranus
made a ‘hard’ aspect, an oppo-
sition, while in Sand’s chart the
aspect was a ‘soft’ trine. Yet
both writers were outstanding
examples of independence and
originality in their individual
ways. In their own personal ex-
pression of this (as they experi-
enced it) Sand would have

found it easier to deal with the
Uranian energy than was the
case with Hemingway.

Combined meanings

Again it is important to un-
derstand that often more than
one planet will aspect the MC
and, when such is the case,
their meanings must be com-
bined and account taken of the
sign on the MC before a com-
plete picture can be put
together.

For example, HRH Princess
Diana (see chart on page xii)
has a Libra MC giving her taste,
fashion sense, beauty and flair
for public relations, with great
diplomacy. She also has the
Moon trine her MC, giving
great popularity, and Uranus
sextile the MC, giving her an air
of originality and indepen-
dence, whereas Saturn square
her MC points to difficulty with
authorities (such as the Royal
family perhaps).

Planets aspecting
the Midheaven

In the following section we
consider the implications of
each of the planets when in as-
pect to the MC. Also included
are examples of celebrities
whose charts share these

o g
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particular  planet/Midheaven
combinations.

THE SUN Any aspect from
the Sun to the MC is generally
favourable because it gives
great ambition. Good aspects
will help one to accomplish
goals, often with the help of
those in authority. With the dif-
ficult aspects the Native may
have to contend with envy and
backbiting but success can still
be attained.

Celebrities Barbara Streis-
and (Sun trine MC), John
Fitzgerald  Kennedy  (Sun
square MC), Mae West (Sun
opposition MC).

THE MOON Sometimes
the Native takes a delight in at-
tracting others’ attention in any
way possible yet popularity
does come easily to this place-
ment. These people know how
to appeal to the public at large
and have excellent public
relations skills. However, they
may lack determination and be
too readily swayed by the
opinions of others. A need for
change and a liking for travel.
Also a strong link with the
mother in some way.

Celebrities R.D. Laing
(Moon sextile MC), Alfred Lord
Tennyson (Moon sextile MC.),




Lewis Carroll (Moon sextile
MC), Freddie Laker (Moon
square MC), John Travolta,
(Moon square MC), Liza Minelli
(Moon opposition MC).

MERCURY A very versatile
nature, with great adaptability
and a way with words; many
writers and journalists have
these aspects. Travel and edu-
cation are also careers that lead
to success. These people need
to learn the value of concentra-
tion, however, as they crave
constant stimulation and can
be too restless, although other
aspects and the MC sign may
compensate for this.

Celebrities Jules Verne
(Mercury conjunct MC), Honoré
de Balzac (Mercury conjunct
MC), Simone de Beauvoir (Mer-
cury trine MC), George Sand
(Mercury opposition MC).

VENUS The ability to put
forward an appealing and
pleasing public image is given
by this aspect. Natives usually
have diplomatic ability as well
as a liking for working with
other people. Artistic tastes
and fashion sense often go
hand in hand so these folk are
talented at any work that re-
quires taste and have an excel-
lent eye from the aesthetic
point of view.

Celebrities Marilyn Monroe
(Venus conjunct MC), Oscar
Wilde (Venus trine MC),
HRH Prince Charles (Venus
opposition MC).

MARS A public expression
of personal courage and daring
is likely, a very direct way of
dealing with others. There is
also an element of enjoyment

of risk-taking with this aspect.
These people can only work
well with others by exercising
extreme patience and need to
give themselves plenty of free-
dom for self-expression. They
may work well in teams when
part of an organisation such as
the army or prison service, an
occupation that often appeals.
Sports also provide a good
vent for their energy.

Celebrities Evel Knievel
(Mars conjunct MC with
Neptune), Marlene Dietrich

(Mars trine MC), HRH Princess
Anne (Mars square MC), Oscar
Wilde (Mars opposition MC).

JUPITER An expansive
and optimistic approach to life,
as well as a tendency to go to
excess in some way, can some-
times mar rather than aid the
Native’'s public image and
career. Nevertheless, these
people often have luck on their
side and others help them
along the road to success. Usu-
ally they have an instinct for
what the public wants and an
ability with words, as with Mer-
cury aspects.

Celebrities Barbara Cartland
(Jupiter conjunct MC), Jane
Fonda (Jupiter square MC),
Aristotle  Onassis  (Jupiter
opposition MC).

SATURN A steady, some-
what cautious approach to
public life and to career. This
Native will certainly learn by
experience and by many falls
along the way. Parental influ-
ence is strong and the Native's
need to gain a position of pow-
er and influence may well stem
from parental problems. There
is a need to be someone, often

in order to compensate for an
inferiority complex, yet hard
work and dedication are always
rewarded with this aspect.
However, such folk need to be
honest and aboveboard at all
times or may suffer the back-

lash often associated with
difficult aspects.

Celebrities  Oscar  Wilde
and Adolf Hitler (Saturn

conjunct MC), HM Queen Eliza-
beth Il (Saturn conjunct MC),
Carl Jung (Saturn square MC),
Henry Kissinger (Saturn trine

MC), Janis Joplin (Saturn
opposition MC).
URANUS Any aspect

of Uranus to the MC gives an
original approach to public life
and a great need for indepen-
dence. These people will insist
on doing things their own way
at all times yet can work well
with large groups as long as
they are given enough room!
They are somewhat unsteady
in their energy levels but have
great enthusiasm for personal
projects and know how to pass
this on to others in order to
succeed in business or chosen
career.

Celebrities Jane Fonda
(Uranus conjunct MC),
Franz Schumann (Uranus con-
junct MC), Princess Diana
(Uranus sextile MC), George
Sand (Uranus trine MC),
Janis Joplin, Frank Sinatra,
Ernest Hemingway and

William Shakespeare (Uranus
opposition MC).

NEPTUNE This aspect
can give mystical qualities,
even religious devotion, but
more commonly indicates con-
fusion in regard to public life
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and doubts about the best path
to follow for success. Definite
guidance is necessary with this
aspect or years may be wasted
following dead ends. However,

personal intuition is very
strong and should be heeded
as much as possible even if a
tendency to listen to others
rather than one’s inner voice is
very strong. Often the Native
has musical talent and inspira-
tion in regard to the arts in
general. These people often
seek privacy in which to work
as they do not function well in
crowds or large groups (except
for those following religious
vocations).

Baba (Neptune conjunct MC),

Christina Rosetti (Neptune
conjunct MC), Wolfgang
Amadeus Mozart (Neptune

PLUTO This aspect gives
an energy and intensity to the
self-expression, similar to that
experienced with a Mars/MC
aspect. However, here this
energy is much more inter-
nalised and the individual may
be secretive and sometimes
obsessive in pursuit of his/her
goals. These folk know too how
to use the power of their will to
influence others but must take
care that this does not backfire.
Certainly they have an aura of
great personal magnetism and
power. They need to work in
fields that allow them to use
their abilities to the fullest or

will quickly revert to the nega-
tive expression of this aspect,
becoming too introverted for
their own good.

Afterword

As can be seen by the above,
understanding the Midheaven
is not a simple process yet it is
a most rewarding one. The
birth chart is a complicated
picture of the heavens at the

moment of birth and even the
most experienced astrologers
are forever finding new ways to
approach its interpretation.

A great deal of attention is
given to the Sun and Moon
signs, even the Ascendant, but
without a complete evaluation
of the Midheaven degree this
will not provide a complete pic-
ture, especially in regard to
the Native's public life and
his/her achievement of success
and recognition.

We all strive for success of
some kind and it is the Mid-
heaven of the birth chart which
offers the best clues as to
where our talents are to be
found and how best to utilise
these.

ASTROLOGY TODAY

Do you know the Noon's
phase today? What about at the
time of your birth? Sophis-
ticated astrologers often fail to
take account of our closest
neighbour, Queen of the night,
emotions and the rhythms
of life.

In most cultures the Moon is
a feminine symbol. Waxing,
Full and Waning she is Maiden,
Mother and Crone. Her phases
correspond to menstruation
and pregnancy; designated as
lasting 40 weeks, it is actually
nine Moons from conception to
birth. Nine (3 x 3) is a number
sacred to the Goddess in her
three aspects.

In our Solar culture logic is
exalted but the potential de-
struction thereby courted be-
comes yearly more apparent.

Phase is designated by the
angle between Moon and Sun,
starting with conjunction at the
New Moon, First Quarter being
opening square, opposition at
Full Moon, Last Quarter closing
square and so to the next New
Moon. There are nine major
stages in this cycle (again the

CHINESE ELEMENTS

I understand that there are
more elements in Chinese
than Western astrology. Can
vou explain what these are
and their meanings, please?
— K.F., Birmingham.

Western astrology uses four
elements — Fire, Earth, Air
and Water — divided between
the 12 Sun signs. Chinese as-
trology also has 12 signs but

one to each year which is also
an element year and either a
Yin or Yang period.

The Chinese elements are
Water, Fire, Metal, Wood and
Earth, each of which has two
sides or aspects, Yin and Yang,
so each period lasts for two
years. For example, 1994-5
was a Wood Dog Yin year,
1995-6 was a Wood Pig Yang
year, we are now in a Fire Rat
Yin year and 1997-8 will be a
Fire Ox Yang year.

The meanings of the five ele-
ments and their planetary
rulerships form the basis of
Chinese astrology and its phi-
losophy. In order to obtain an
accurate reading, it is neces-
sary to study the actual year, el-
ement and planetary ruler,
among other factors, all of
which can be found in most
books on Chinese astrology.

Here, for those who want
them, are the basic underlying
principles of the five elements.
Water produces Wood but de-
stroys Fire and is ruled by Mer-
cury; Fire produces Earth but
destroys metal and is ruled by
Mars; Metal produces Water
but destroys Wood and its ruler
is Venus; Wood produces Fire
but destroys Earth and is ruled
by Jupiter; finally, Earth pro-
duces Metal but destroys
Water, its ruler being Saturn.

average degree of ambition.
They are inclined to have a
concave or cupped appeat-
ance implying only a little inter-
est in things and, at times, a
possibility of being easily influ-
enced when off guard. Line-
spacing is quite good, indicat-
ing a reasonable ability to plan
and organise.

The contrast between the
second example and the first is

obvious. Here one has a lively,
active and restless individual.
Emotion plays a much stronger
role and influences the writer’s
pstychological make-up. The
different slants express a rather
moody person whose next
move may not be easily pre-
dicted. The base-line is uneven
which is characteristic of a vari-
able degree of willpower.

In the main the script is up-
right which refers to a domi-
nance of reason, a desire to be
independent and a neutral ob-
server of reality. There may be
a query regarding the opposing
traits of impulsiveness and ap-

plied reasoning but this writer
possesses many different direc-
tives. One may certainly get
the impression of an exceed-
ingly active mental sphere.

Some of the downstrokes
have force implying strong but
sudden and changing opinions.
The ovals are rather com-
pressed, alluding to a fraction
of uncertainty in connection
with the ego function. This can
be confirmed by the variation
in middle zone height.

The whole movement in this
writing presents someone who
is restless and impatient. Detail
especially is not considered.
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PHYSICAL MEDIUMS

What do so-called physical
mediums do during a seance?
—P.G,, Staffs.

Mediums who have the spe-
cial gift of producing physical
phenomena usually produce
ectoplasm from their mouths
which then forms a visible face
or apparition. Ectoplasm, a
substance halfway between
matter and spirit, is supposedly
controlled by the medium'’s
spirit guide.

Even given such an ability,
only very physically strong
mediums are advised to use ec-
toplasm as its production
leaves the medium feeling
drained and possibly unwell for
some time after. It is of vital im-
portance that neither the medi-
um nor the ectoplasm should
be touched during a seance as
this can cause shock and even
physical harm to the medium.

Once very popular, this form
of mediumship seems to have
fallen from favour. Nowadays
most physical mediums prefer,
instead, to make direct contact
with the spirit world through
their own guides without re-
sorting to the use of ectoplasm.

Some mediums are capable
of assuming the facial features
of a contacted dead loved one,
again through their spiritual
guides. But this method, too,

takes its physical toll and may
cause illness or the loss of the
original gift.

FURROWED BROWS

Is it possible to predict the
future from lines in the fore-
head? If so, how is this done
and what is this method
called? — D.S., Stow-on-the-
Wold.

In the 16th century the art of
face-reading,  physiognomy,
was very popular and reading
the lines of the forehead devel-
oped as an offshoot of this.
Called metoposcopy, the lines
were named after the seven

traditional planets — Saturn,
Jupiter, Mars, Sun, Venus,
Mercury, Moon — reading

from the top of the forehead
down to the eyebrows.

Each line represented the at-
tributes of the planet whose
name it bore. A firm, straight
line indicated its finer points, a
broken line showed uncertain-
ty and wavy lines denoted trav-
el. If, for example, the fifth line
down (Venus line) was wavy,
this was interpreted as an en-
joyable trip but if the Mars line
was wawy this meant the trav-
eller should expect problems
to arise.

As a means of divination
metoposcopy may well be
worth exploring but it would be

advisable to familiarise yourself
with the planetary meanings
first in order to avoid any
confusion.

FOUR-FOLD FOOD

What are the four kinds of
food mentioned in the Bha-
gavad Gita? —F.A F., London.

The ancient Sanskrit writ-
ings contained in the Bha-

avad Gita mention a four-fold
ood which is interpreted as be-
ing: what is drunk; what is
licked; what is powdered with
the teeth; what is eaten without
powdering.

It has also been explained as
connected to sacred food or
liquid substances. Mainly, how-
ever, it refers to everyday foods
and drinks that nourish both
the body and mind.

UNLUCKY CUTLERY

When is it considered un-
lucky to use knives, etc? [ was
once told that there is a time
of vear when this is forbid-
den. —D.R., Hereford.

The Chinese think it unlucky
to use scissors and knives at the
time of their New Year. How-
ever, once New Year's Day has
passed, celebrations can con-
tinue and work resume as any
metal tool will than have been
blessed by the Moon for anoth-
er year.

The long horizontal strokes are
a feature of enthusiasm.
Putting these traits together,
one will conclude that the
writer is a demanding and im-
petuous, quick-tempered type
of person.

In one or two places there is
a loop where there should nor-
mally be a straight stroke, no-
tably in the upper extensions.
This intimates some sensitivity
about criticism from others.

Warmth and affection are
present but come in bursts.
Well-meaning is also there but
often only ?or the moment;

similarly sincerity. Intentions

are well meant but one cannot
be definitely sure for how long.
One may receive intuitive
impressions from handwriting
and these can be correct in
some situations. However, the
ability to evaluate the whole
personality structure correctly
by these means will not always
be faultless. There are specitic
and meticulous rules of proce-
dure in the graphological field
to which one should adhere.
One can see the potentials of a
writer but not the actual forth-
coming circumstances.
Graphology should point to
the character and personality

and instincts. Prophesying
about what will happen in the
future does not come within
the scope of handwriting
analysis, although it can cer-
tainly evaluate how the owner
will be likely to act under cer-
tain circumstances.

The impression when first
seeing these two scripts is that
they are very different indeed.
The behaviours of the owners
are, of course, likewise dissimi-
lar. Going straight is not always
easy, it requires a backing of
sensible determination soft-
ened with a little consideration
and understanding.

Britain long before the
advent of Druidism or Chris-
tianity and shared with people
of Europe and the Near East. It
marks the beginning of the
Summer season and the return
of full-blown fertility.

The focal point of village cel-
ebrations was the Maypole, a
phallic symbol representing the
divinity ruling Beltane. He is
the Solar Fire deity whose vari-
ous names include Balor, Bel,
Belenos and Baladur.

Fire was jealously guarded in
early times; the Celts, for in-
stance, never allowed the do-
mestic fire to go out until being
ritually extinguished on May
Eve. The people would then
rekindle their do-
mestic fires from
the communal
Beltane fire.

This fire was
traditionally con-
structed of nine
kinds of wood
and the custom
was for people
to leap through
the smoke and
flames of the newly kindled fires
in order to purify themselves, to
prepare for Summer and pro-
mote fertility. Cattle, too, were
sometimes driven through the
smoke for the same purpose.

Hand in hand with the May-
pole was the collection of flow-
ers and green branches which
symbolise the Goddess. Thus
the Maypole and flora together
represented the mating of the
God and Goddess, the fruit of
their union being rich harvests.

Rituals  connected  with
Beltane survive in many parts
of the world even to the pre-
sent day. So there can be no
doubt that the medieval
Church would have been fully
aware of the powerful influ-
ence of this festival on many in
their congregations.

At Beltane people began
once more to get out and about
in the countryside. They took
the cattle, sheep and pigs to
the open pastures and wood-

land, attended to the land, the
burgeoning crops and the
growing grass. It was a mystic
time. Like Hallowe’en, it
marked the transition between
contrasting seasons, a time of
change.

At such a time the settled di-
vision between the everyday
and the Otherworld became
blurred. The opening up of the
countryside after the dead
hand of Winter, combined with
the example shown by the God
and Goddess, led many a
young couple — reunited again
after long Winter months spent
under their respective family
roofs — to enjoy their new-
found freedom to the full.

However, the increasingly
authoritarian Church was con-
cerned at the effect this free-
dom had on the populace and
their morals — or lack of them.
The Church feared that this
sharing in the gods’ delight
would undermine their authori-

ty (rather like modern govern-
ments apprehensive of work-
ers’ celebrations) and issued
warnings against such pagan
practices.

Not surprisingly, therefore, a
Christian saint was introduced
into the proceedings. From be-
hind this female figure the
Church was able to issue
strong warnings against the
great evils supposedly abroad
at Beltane when the veil be-
tween the real world and the
witch-world thinned and peo-
ple celebrated the old gods and
goddesses.

The saint that was supposed
to fight fire with fire was
Walpurgis, an English nun who
went to Germany as a mission-
ary and became Abbess of the

convent at Hei-
denheim.  She
died around
778AD and her
relics were de-
posited in rock at
Eichstatt.

This rock ex-
uded a bitumi-
nous kind of oil
which was reput-
ed to have mirac-
ulous healing powers and later
became known as Walpurgis
oil. Canonisation followed. A
further confusion, possibly
seized on by the authorities,
was that there was a local Sax-
on goddess in Germany by the
name of Walpurga.

Walpurgis Day, May 1st, is
known as the Festival of the
Dead in Spain and Portugal
and is also the high point of
Beltane. The rites of Beltane
have been practised through-
out the centuries, right up to
the present day.

Such rites were often held at
high places. One example of
this is Brocken, the highest
point of the Harz Mountains
and the German witches’ holy
mountain. Recently, it was cer-
emonially reclaimed by
women'’s groups, an event that
joins the ranks of other mod-
ern remnants of Beltane, such
as the day of workers’ freedom
being held on May Day.

Miracles or elaborate hoaxes? During this
century alone and right up to the present,
there have been some amazing reports of
strange goings-on which seem to dety rational
explanation.

n epidemic of milk-

drinking statues swept

the Hindu world last
September. Though it lasted
scarcely longer than a day, the
alleged miracle generated ex-
traordinary excitement among
worshippers and attracted
frenzied media attention.

The event left a trail of baf-
flement and wild claims. So
was it just a brief fad or did it
have wider implications?

The story began in a Delhi
temple on the morning of
September 21st 1995. A
statue of the elephant-headed
god Ganesh (god of wisdom
and good fortune) was being
presented, in the usual way,
with an offering of milk. The
milk appeared to disappear up
the god’s trunk.

As news spread, statues all
over India (not only those of
Ganesh) began drinking milk.
Gallons of the stuff. Many were
filmed doing so. Supplies of
milk in some parts of India
dried up completely.

The apparent miracle was
reported as far away as New
York and Singapore. Here in
London 1500 people — wor-
shippers, journalists, sceptics
and the merely curious — de-
scended on one temple alone.

Amazing events! Yet, in the
context of Hindu belief, it was
neither incomprehensible nor
without precedent. Hindu stat-
ues are regarded as the embod-
iment of the gods, almost as
being alive.

They are washed and dressed
in the mornings, offered flowers
and incense, sung to and fed.
Many Hindus believe that food
presented to idols drops slightly
in weight as the gods consume
their portion — providing a ba-
sis for the more visible drinking
of last September.

Other miraculous events
concerning statues are report-
ed from time to time. A statue

| of the goddess Parvati in

Southern India, for example, is
said to bleed regularly.

The astrologer Krishna
Dubey said that the milk ‘mira-
cle’ was the kind of portent
that traditionally marks the re-
birth of a great soul. Other
Hindus saw it as an encourage-

| ment to the faithful or even

as a sign that, in the coming
century, Hinduism would grow
in strength. All agreed that it
was a positive event.

Absorbing theory
There were sceptics, natural-
ly; there always are. And they

had no shortage of theories.
But too many of the statues
had been filmed drinking for it
to be dismissed as merely a
delusion.

A more promising theory
pointed out that many of the
statues were made of ab-
sorbent materials like alabaster
and marble which, through
capillary attraction, could ab-
sorb surprising amounts of lig-
uid. In demonstrations, some
of the researchers fed milk to
domestic ornaments or garden
gnomes. For many, the mys-
tery was solved.

Unfortunately, this explana-
tion is only superficially con-
vincing. In all but the most ab-

| sorbent material, such as
blotting-paper, capillary attrac-
tion is a slow, inefficient

process. My own experiments
using a range of stones and ce-
ramics met with only very limit-
ed success. Yet, even allowing
for the puddles of sour milk
that formed around many stat-
ues, the quantity of milk ab-
sorbed by Ganesh and his fel-
low gods was astounding.

Nor were all the statues nat-
urally absorbent. One of the
best performers was a silver
statue in Hong Kong that con-
sumed 40 pints. In any case, if
the process involved were real-
ly so simple, why did it seem so
surprising to begin with? Why
wasn’t it happening all the
time?

Could it all have been an
elaborate hoax? The statues
could have been hollowed out
and fitted with suction pumps
or high absorbents, it was said.
This seemed preposterous: the
scale of organisation needed
would have been phenomenal
— and to what end?

On the other hand, some as-
pects of the affair seemed
somewhat suspicious. News of
the miracle spread with re-
markable speed across India,
some people seeming to know
about it even before it had
begun.

Moreover, it looked to be
running to a pre-arranged
timetable. Officials at the Vish-
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wa Temple in London an-
nounced that the miracle had
ended at 1.36 pm on Friday;
and this despite the fact that
some statues were still accept-
ing milk.

Rumours of plots were soon
circulating in the feverish world
of Indian politics. Some singled
out the leading guru, Chandra
Swami, a controversial figure
said to wield influence with the
Indian Prime Minister Nara-
simha Rao. A network of his
supporters was alleged to have
orchestrated the milk miracle
by telephone, working to a
strict schedule. Other theories
linked the phenomenon with
Hindu extremists opposed to
the government. Though there
was little or no hard evidence,
nationalist groups undoubtedly
did make capital out of the
events.

But even if a shadowy group
had been responsible for initi-
ating the miracle, it soon took
on a life of its own.

Some of the worshippers lin-
ing up outside the London tem-
ple reported that statues in
their own homes were drinking
milk. One Hindu, a journalist
(unlikely to be excessively cred-
ulous!), claimed that when he
offered a spoonful of milk to a
framed photograph in his bed-
room, most of the milk disap-
peared yet the glass frame re-
mained dry.

A limited number of statues
in Indian temples could, with
much planning and remarkable
secrecy, have been manipulat-
ed. But a worldwide phenome-
non would only have been pos-
sible if almost the entire Hindu
priesthood had set out system-
atically to dupe their believers.
And, as many anecdotes
showed, even that would not
provide a complete explana-
tion. So the mystery has et to
be solved.

Blood and tears
Miraculous statues are not
uncommon in the West, espe-
cially in Catholic countries.
Statues of Christ or the Virgin
Mary that weep, shed blood or
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even move about have been
recorded since the Middle Ages

and seem to be on the
increase.
The most recent spate

began in ltaly in February
1995 when Fabio Gregori, an
electrician from Civitavecchia,
announced that a plaster
Madonna in his garden was
weeping tears of blood. Wit-
nesses claimed to have
watched a dark red liquid ooze
from the statue’s eyes for up to
five minutes at a time.

Tests confirmed that the
blood was human. The fact
that it was male blood led many
to conclude that it was a hoax.
Nevertheless, the subsequent
two months saw more than ten
similar cases in ltaly alone. A

laster relief in a block of
lats in Tivoli wept; a
statue  bought in
Lourdes developed
bloodstains on its
face, throat and
hands; and in
Subiaco near
Rome another
statue exuded
pus. The
Pope  was
said to be
taking a keen
interest.

Various sci-
entific expla-
nations  for
these phe-
nomena have
been suggest-
ed. Where it is
not certain that
actual blood is
involved as
was the case
with a statue be-
longing to a vil- 4
lage postmistress
in Co Wicklow, 3
Eire, which wept
in May 1994 —
melting paint in
the statue’s eyes
could give

rise to a similar effect.

Professor Luigi Garlaschelli
of Pavia University suggested
how it might be hoaxed. Liquid
poured into a statue’s hollow
interior would be soaked up
(capillary attraction again) and,
because of the glazed surface,
would not leak out. If small
pricks are then made around
the eyes, the statue will appear
to weep.

Moving moments
Some so-called miracles,
that would seem to stretch the
credulity of even the most de-
vout, are nonetheless not easy
to explain satisfactorily. There
was great excitement in Ireland
in 1985, for instance, when
several people
reported see-
ing a wayside
statue of the
Virgin move.
Among the
crowds of pil-
grims and in-
evitable re-
porters that
gathered, many
claimed to have
seen the statue
rocking to and
fro or waving
an arm oOr
merely seem-
ing a bit wob-
bly. Others dis-
missed it as a
trick of the
light, a combi-
nation of flick-
ering candles
and  wishful
thinking.

Yet the
phenomenon
spread to a
neighbouring
parish where,
reportedly, a
statue swung
so violently

that  the

priest
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had to hold onto it for an hour
to stop it from running away!
That Summer moving statues
were reported in 15 of the
Republic’s 25 counties, while
in Pittsburgh USA a freshly re-
painted statue of Christ closed
its eyes in prayer during Mass,
in front of 100 people.

Could such phenomena be
the result of mass hallucina-
tion? Understandably, the
Catholic Church is cautious,
possibly even embarrassed
about accepting such reports.
One of the few cases that it
does accept as genuine, how-
ever, occurred in Sicily in
1953,

A cheap ceramic wall-plaque
of Mary, belonging to a newly
married woman, started weep-
ing. It wept huge quantities of
salty tears day and night for
four days, while hundreds of
people queued up to soak
handkerchiefs and cotton wool
in the liquid.

Scientists found no hole in
the plaque’'s glazed surface;
moreover, the back was com-
pletely dry. Analysis showed
the liquid to have the same
composition — water, salt and
small traces of protein — as
the human tears with which it
was compared. Further tests
proved that it could not have
come from inside the plaque.
This miracle, which was
filmed, remains unexplained.

Traditionally, statues which
drink or weep have been put
with other phenomena, such
as stigmata, the undecaying
bodies of saints, the produc-
tions of miracle workers in In-
dia and visits from angels and
gods, in a box marked ‘reli-
gious miracles.’ To the faithful,
these are proof of divine inter-
vention and of the truth of one
particular church’s or religion’s
belief system; for the sceptic,
evidence of the credulity and
superstition of believers.

Miracle or
manifestation?

Strip away the theology,
however, and the impartial in-
vestigator sees the similarity

between miracles and other
manifestations of the para-
normal,

Poltergeists are well known
for causing objects to move;
less frequent, but far from non-
existent, are cases where ob-
jects or fluids materialise or
vanish.

Blood

In September 1987, in a cu-
rious echo of the Italian cases,
a couple in Atlanta, Georgia,
found blood dripping from
their bathroom wall. The po-
lice were unable to discover the
source of the blood which con-
tinued to drip down.

Tests confirmed that the
substance was indeed human
blood, but the mystery remains
unsolved.  Although  such
events are very rare, unex-
plained condensation is a re-
curring feature of hauntings.

Many poltergeist re-
searchers link psychokinetic
phenomena  with  strong
emotional energies. It is surely
no coincidence that reports
of miraculous statues are con-
fined to religions, such as
Catholicism and Hinduism,
that stress the use of images
in making contact with the
divine.

Religious statues serve as a
focus for the very strong emo-
tions generated in worship.
Could this be a factor in the ad-
vent of miracles which often
occur at times of anxiety and
stress?

I'm not saying that none of
these statues is explicable by
the normal laws of physics or
that none of them is based on a
hoax. Plainly, many do fall into
one category or the other.
Equally, however, there re-
mains no ready explanation for
some of the images which ap-
parently drink milk, weep tears
or bleed.

There is enough of a mys-
tery here, surely, to interest se-
rious psychical researchers
who could make a valuable
contribution to a field overbur-
dened equally with piety and
scorn.
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ong ago certain flowers
| were linked to specific
days of the week and
their ruling planets. So, if you
know on which day of the
week you were born, it will be
easy to identify the flowers
most likely to bring you luck.
Simplest of all is to plant one
small bed — lozenge-shaped.
circular, square or diamond,
whichever you please — en-
tirely with flowers ruled by
your birthday.

All golden
or orange-coloured flowers
come under the Sun’s domin-
ion and are therefore lucky for
those born on this day.

Richly coloured day lilies,
sunflowers, marigolds, gaillar-
dia, California poppies and the
like are right for these magnet-
ic personalities. Golden rod,
montbretia, vellow irises and
doronicum are other varieties
suitable for Sunday-born folk.

MONDAY, by the same to-
ken, is the Moon's day.
Thoughtful, home-loving indi-
viduals, with very close family
ties, is how the ancients
summed up Moon folk. All
white or silvery blooms are re-
garded as lucky for them.

So, if your birthday falls on a
Monday, try growing honesty,
lily of the valley, Moon daises,
white Canterbury bells, white
roses, snowdrops or scented
white phlox.

TUESDAY is traditionally
ruled by Mars, so those born
on that day are said to be bon-
ny fighters with plenty of drive.
Not surprisingly, therefore, red
is the colour for your lucky
flowers, if born on a Tuesday.
Scarlet nasturtiums, gerani-
ums, dahlias, red-hot pokers
(kniphofia) and red-berried

plants bearing thorns, such as
holly, all are appropriate. If
looking for a climber, the exot-
ic flame-red glory flowers are
hard to beat.

WEDNESDAY falls to clever,
intellectual Mercury. Born
communicators, flowers of
rainbow hues are lucky for you
Wednesday people, especially
the iris, known as the ‘messen-
ger of the gods.’

All colour-blended blooms
suit Wednesday's child, such as
well shaded Russell lupins,
columbines, vervain, salpiglos-
sis, with their beautiful pencil
markings. Also plants with var-
iegated leaves like clary or mul-
ti-coloured roses such as mas-
querade.

THURSDAY traditionally be-
longs to Jupiter and his sub-
jects, it is said, are born to com-
mand but jovial with it! All
blue/mauve and purple flowers
are fortunate for Thursday’s
children.

Included in the list of choices
are lilacs, lavender, stocks, vio-
lets, Michaelmas daisies and
love-lucky cyclamen. Erigeron
looks like pretty lilac-coloured
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daisies and violet crocuses are
also in your special group.

FRIDAY, ruled by Venus, is
the day of the week associated
with natural charmers and tact-
ful diplomats. If this is your
birth day, you have both pink
and clear blue as your lucky
colour plants.

Pink roses, carnations and
dicentra (bleeding hearts), or
light blue forget-me-nots, love-
in-a-mist (nigella) and delphini-
ums are just a few possibilities
for your choice is extra wide. If
scent is important, then deli-
cious, clove-scented pinks or
pink or blue verbena may ap-
peal.

SATUEDAY falls under Sat-
urn’s sway. So those born on
that day tend to take life more
seriously than most and often
are very ambitious too. Brown-
ish tones or dark red flowers
suit their fortunes best.

The Saturday-born should
grow heavily-scented, dark rus-
set wall-flowers, bronze
chrysanthemums, deep-toned
fuchsias, garnet-hued peonies
and dahlias to help their ambi-
tions!

Another very well-known be-
lief is the warning against
bringing flowering hawthorn or
May into the house if you want
to avoid ill-luck.

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Proud as a Peacock

hat elegant head and
| neck, the wonderful iri-
descent blue plumage,
fragile crested head and, above
all, the spectacular tail feathers
of the peacock all combine to
guarantee its renown as a royal
bird, an emblem of princes,
emperors and mythological
gods down the ages.

The peacock is mentioned in
the Bible, referred to as one of
Solomon's treasures. In Christ-
ian art the bird symbolises res-
urrection; while the ‘hundred-
eyed’ tail represents the
‘all-seeing’ Church.

The bird features in com-
mon folklore as a weather
prophet, its call being a
presage of rain. But if it cries
more than usual or at an un-
usual time this is supposed to
foretell a death in the family.

Many people believed (per-
haps some do still) that bring-
ing peacocks’ feathers into the
house was unlucky; more
specifically, that such an action
‘would make old maids of the
daughters.’ Yet keeping a pea-
cock on a farm was considered
to be lucky.

Other superstitions concern-
ing this bird are that it hates
gold; cries at night because it is
afraid of losing its beauty; and
that the ‘eyes’ in its tail are an
embodiment of the Evil Eye,
which may account for the
‘unlucky’  connotations.
Its magical reputation
was enhanced by the
idea that the pea-
cock’s flesh was
said not to decay
after death.

Attributes usu-
ally associated
with this beauti- _
ful bird are vani-
ty and pride. Yet
in Greek mythol-
ogy the peacock
was an emblem of
the bird-god Phaon
who gave it to the
goddess Hera. She

then blinded the god Argus by
taking his 100 eyes and setting
them in the peacock’s tail.

The ancient Greeks consid-
ered the peacock so sacred
that it was kept in the temple.
Not surprisingly, therefore,
anyone who stole even one of
its feathers merited the death
sentence. For the Romans, the
bird was an emblem of the Em-
peror and often carved on
tombs and funerary orna-
ments. The classical writer
Owvid called it ‘Juno’s bird.’

The Hindus also recognised
the peacock’s special qualities
and said it had ‘angel’s feath-
ers,’ likening its mournful cry
to the voice of the devil and its
gait to the walk of a thief. They
also said that the bird screamed
when it saw its own ugly feet
and black legs. In Hindu
mythology the bird was associ-
ated with Kama, the god of
love, and Veda Sarasvati, the
goddess of wisdom, learning
and music.

In Buddhist lore, the hun-
dred-eyed tail symbolises com-
passionate watchfulness, thus
the peacock feathers stand for
compassion and fidelity. They
also held the belief that the
peacock would die of grief or

©

like a jilted bride in a
r_\ lace gown.

remain single for ever more if
its mate died.

A certain Indian tribe wor-
shipped the god-like peacock
and performed regular grain-
offering ceremonies. These
people were fearful of stepping
in the bird’s tracks because,
they believed, this would cause
them to contract a disease. If a
woman chanced to see the
peacock-god, she had to cover
her face and turn away.

In the 17th century the Pea-
cock Throne was built in Delhi
for the Indian ruler Shah Je-
han, who also built the Taj Ma-
hal. Each of its 12 pillars was
decorated with two bejewelled
peacocks and later, in 1739,
this throne was taken to Persia.

Representations in Persian
art depicted two peacocks
around the Tree of Life, signi-
fying humanity’s psychic duali-
ty. In Islamic myth the pea-
cock’s tail represents the Eye
of the Heart, while in Egyptian
art the peacock is often linked
with the goddess Isis and to the
Chinese it is the sacred em-
blem of the Ming dynasty.

Peafowl were originally
game-birds, eaten at royal ban-
quets. Native to India and
SE Asia, they belong to the
pheasant family. The female of
the species, the peahen, is a
dowdy brown creature, com-
pletely overshadowed by her

magnificent mate. Nowa-
days, peacocks are
ound mostly in coun-
try parks or zoos,
though many state-

ly homes allow
them to roam their
spacious grounds,
calling mournfully
across the mani-
cured lawns. At a
hotel in Gretna
Green a few years
ago | saw a white
peacock trailing its
tail through the trees

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Probably the most common of all
domestic animals, the dog was once held
as a sacred symbol and companion of the gods.

oday the dog is seen as a

family pet but in ancient

times it was regarded as a
symbolic animal. In fact ca-
nines are prevalent in many re-
ligions of the Mediterranean
area, such as the Graeco-
Roman god, Aesculapius, who
had a dog.

Aesculapius was a god of
healing, introduced into Rome
during a plague in 293 BC. He
became very popular and was
always depicted carrying a
sceptre carved with two en-
twined snakes, the caduceus.
His enduring popularity can be
shown by the fact that even to-
day the symbol of the medical
profession is the caduceus.

The Roman hunting god-
dess, Diana, was also accom-
panied by a dog or two. Then,
in Greaco-Roman myth there
is Cerberus, the three-headed
dog who guarded the entrance
to the Otherworld. Similarly,
dogs guarded the graves in an-
cient Egyptian times.

This association of dogs with
healing, hunting and death is
very interesting as it is also
common to the Celtic faith.
Obviously, healing and death
symbolise rebirth and spiritual
healing, while hunting is of
course associated with death.
So there appears to be a link

between the Celtic and
Mediterranean religions.
Interestingly, the divine

huntress Diana, complete with
hound, can be seen at
Cirencester and London.
While the god Apollo Cuno-
maglus, meaning Hound Lord,
can be found at Nettleton in
Wiltshire. Apollo of course is a
noted healer so, again, there is
an obvious link between dogs,
healing and hunting.

The most important centre
of the dog cult in Britain is
Nodens at Lydney, overlook-
ing the River Severn in
Gloucestershire. This is a very
impressive Romano-Celtic
temple, dating back to the 3rd
century AD, dedicated to the
god Nodens. The temple con-
tains a sanctuary, a large hostel
or guest-house, baths and a
long building thought to have
been a dormitory where pil-
grims slept.

Many dog figurines were
found at this temple which con-
tained references to the heal-
ing dog Mars and the hunting
god Silvanus. Here, then, is yet
another link with dogs, healing
and hunting.

Water
It is thought that the temple
was a healing centre based, as

it is, by the River Severn and its
famous Bore. The aquatic
theme is emphasised by a mo-
saic seascape and bronze relief
of a sea god, thought to repre-
sent the Roman god of the sea,
Neptune.

Water, of course, was a cen-
tral element in Celtic healing.
There was also a Solar link at
Nodens, evidenced by the dis-
covery of a diadem or head-
dress depicting a Sun dog dri-
ving a quadriga, a Roman
chariot drawn by four horses
abreast. Also on this diadem
are tritons and anchors, again
emphasising the Solar and
aquatic theme.

The name Nodens has been
difficult to translate but is
thought by  archaeologist
O’Rahilly to mean ‘the Cloud-
maker.” In Celtic folklore,
Nodens equates to Nuadha
Argatlamh, known as Nuadha
of the Silver Hand, a divine
leader of the gods and first
ruler of the Tuatha De Danaan
on their arrival in Ireland.

According to legend, Nuad-
ha was a prophet, champion
and king of Ireland and it was
his sword that was one of the
four treasures of Ireland
brought there by the Tuatha
De Danaan. Once unsheathed,
this sword was said to be invin-
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cible, none could escape from
its wrath.

At the first battle of Magh
Tuireadh, fought against the
demonic Firbolg, Nuadha lost
his hand. A replacement was
made out of silver by the Celtic
god of medicine, Dian Cecht.
One interesting suggestion
proffered by Anne Ross in her
book, Pagan Celtic Britain, is
that the silver hand of Nuadha
corresponds to the silver wa-
ters of the River Severn.

Also interesting is the fact
that the Irish Nuadha is associ-
ated with the Welsh god of the
underworld, Gwyn-ap-Nudd.
As both are identitied with the
god Nodens, it appears that
this god may have had quite a
widespread following. Nudd is
also associated in mythology
with Lud, Lludd or Lludd Llaw
Ereint, the son of the god of
death, Beli. He even appears
in Geoffrey of Monmouth’s
Historica Regum Britanniae,
commonly known as History of
the Kings of Britain (1139 AD).

In this work Geoffrey states
that Lludd built London and
that there was a temple dedi-
cated to him on the site of St
Paul’s. Entrance to this temple
was through Parth Lludd or
Lludd’s Gate, which of course
is now known as Ludgate.
Talking about gates, Geoffrey
also says that there was a gate
named after Lludd's father Beli
which opened out into that
sluggish river Tamesis, the
modern Thames. Known as
Beli's gate, this is of course
now known as Billingsgate.

The other main deity associ-
ated with dogs is the Germanic
goddess Nehalennia. This god-
dess was very popular in the
area now known as Holland
and she is always depicted ac-
companied by a dog. In fact
her image appears there on

over 100 altars and she has
two sanctuaries dedicated to
her, one at Domburg, on the
Isle of Walcheren at the mouth
of the Rhine, and the other at
Colijsplaat on the East Scheldt
Estuary.

The sea

The latter shrine is especially
interesting. It was discovered in
1970 when fishermen found
altars beneath the sea, at a
depth of over 85 feet below the
surface. More than 120 altars
dedicated to Nehalennia have
since been found, all sub-
merged in the sea.

It appears that at about 200
AD there was a temple dedicat-
ed to this goddess which sank
without trace into the sea,
where it remained for the next
1700 years, before being dis-
covered. She is depicted with
baskets of fruit and often a cor-
nucopia, or horn of plenty.
She is always accompanied by
a dog and is obviously strongly
associated with this animal.

There also appears to be a
link between Nehalennia and
the sea as she is considered a
goddess of seafarers and
tradesmen. The fruit and cor-
nucopia, of course, represent
abundance and fertility, so per-
haps she should be regarded as
a mother goddess.

Archaeologically, various
bronze dogs have been found
in Britain. One of these, a
bronze terrier, was discovered
with a bronze horse at Coventi-
na’'s Well at Carrawbrough in
Northumberland. This may be
evidence of a dedication to the
cult of the dog associated with
healing water at the well.

Another interesting find is
located at a 2nd century AD
Roman site at Staines. Here,
16 dogs were found, complete
with Samhain bowl, in a well.

Again, this suggests ritual in-
volving dogs and water.

The dog was also used as a
divinatory tool according to
Irish mythology. Cormac, in
his glossary of Old Irish states,
‘the fili (seer) must chew the
flesh of a dog (red pig or cat) in
order that his gods should
show him the things which he
desires they should reveal.’

Title

There are also numerous ref-
erences to ‘hound’ as a form of
title in Celtic mythology. Ex-
amples of this are Cunobeli-
nus, meaning Hound of Beli-
nus; the Welsh Cynhaval,
meaning Like a Hound, and
Cynon, meaning Great or Di-
vine Hound. Hounds seem to
predominate in Irish myths, for
example Conmhael, Cuchu-
lainn and Cu Roi all contain
references to hounds.

Perhaps of most interest
here is the great Irish hero
Cuchulainn, meaning Hound
of Culann, so named because
he killed a ferocious dog which
was owned by Culann the
smith. What is especially inter-
esting here is that he had a
geasa or prohibition imposed
upon him forbidding him to eat
the flesh of the dog. But that is
just how Cuchulainn died, by
transgressing this ban.,

Numerous references to the
link between dogs, death and
the Otherworld abound, even
today the superstition that
dogs howl at death persists in
some areas. Or, as Longfellow
put it in Golden Legend iii:

BK REVIEWS

SUPERNATURAL BRITAIN

by Peter Hough

(Piatkus, £8.99/£12.99 hbk)
THIS GUIDE TO Britain's most haunted
places is carefully researched by the au-
thor, an experienced investigator into
the paranormal.

Divided into areas of England, Scot-
land and Wales, the reader is taken on
tour to such locations as Pendle Forest,
for the only too familiar witches, to the
lair of Count Dracula in Whitby, in-
evitably to Borley Rectory, plus Glas-
tonbury, Loch Ness and Glamis Castle
among many others. The bonus here
are copious illustrations and pho-
tographs, with such diverse subjects as
UFOs, various monsters, hauntings, et
al weaving their way through the illumi-
nating and informative text.

The author’s interest in UFOs does
rather dominate but, as such absorbing
case histories unfold, one is very grate-
ful for objective detail rather than mere
speculation. These are investigations
into new, or unfamiliar territory as well
as many old favourites. Consequently,
theories surface that seem to make
more sense than several other tomes
on similar subjects.

Above all, this is a useful guidebook
for anyone who wishes to visit the loca-
tions covered. Unusually clear direc-
tions, including map references, are
given on how to get to specific sites of
interest and this is an excellent and
very welcome publication. Highly rec-
ommended. —J.T.C.

CHINESE MEDICINE

by Tom Williams

(Element, £5.99/59.95)

THIS 15 A particularly succinct and infor-
mative work by a practising acupunc-
turist who clearly is in a position to
judge the effectiveness of this ancient
Yin/Yang methodology.

As Willilams points out, Western
medicine is not at the stage of accept-
ing energy fields or ethereal forces
which determine health. Therefore the
necessity to provide harmony and a
balance of the inner energy system is
only a superficial aspect of mainstream
medical practice in the West. Such is,
however, the main characteristic of a
healthy life to the Chinese practitioner.

Some of these aspects, as described
here, will undoubtedly strike the reader
as quite esoteric and difficult to accept.
But semi-hypochondriacs like myself
will thrill to the refreshingly long list of
symptoms which can appear on the
tongue, for example, indicating various
illnesses from ‘internal wind' to heart
defects.

There are some interesting case
studies here to whet one’s appetites
too! —M.R

THE WICCA SPELLBOOK

by Gerina Dunwich

(Hale, £14.99 hbk)

THIS WORK 1S packed with modern
magic for interested pagans, be they
experienced or novice. The author re-
veals secrets of Wicca through very
easy to follow vet highly powerful
spells.

In addition to the magical rituals and
arts, there are chapters covering div-
ination, amulets and even some scrum-
my recipes for the sabbats! There is al-
so a handy appendix of pagan
resources in the UK at the back of the
book.

Although it covers a wide range of
Wiccan traditions and is very well-writ-
ten, this book is best regarded as an in-
troduction to the subject rather than an
in-depth survey of the philosophy of
witchcraft. However, it is none the
worse for that and is an ideal primer for
the novice. — C.B.

THE MOMENT OF ASTROLOGY
by Geoffrey Cornelius
(Penguin/Arkana,
£8.99/5$12.95)
WHEN IS THE moment of astrology? Is it
when the cord is cut at birth or when
one takes that first breath; is it the
minute that a question is first thought
of that is important or should it be
when this thought is put to an as-
trologer? Or can the wrong chart be
used for any or all of these moments
and still produce a good result?

Revolutionary ideas such as the lat-
ter, as well as many others, are exam-
ined by Cornelius, an astrologer of
note who has the courage to challenge
the current vogue for a more scientitic
style of astrology.

Here is a tome that combines philo-
sophical discussion with sound astro-

| logical craft; it shows how wonderful it

is to be intuitive and how problematic. |
have been to the realms of which Cor-
nelius writes and feel his work has con-
siderable merit: perhaps you, like me,
will read his book and remember some
remarkable moments of your own.

But those who tend to favour a more
clinical approach to astrology may be
forced to stop and consider the follow-
ing words. ‘Our interpretations cannot
be secured, in theory or in practice, by
an appeal to a large number demon-
stration’ because ‘Interpretation is an
open-ended moment of astrology,

changing over time and circumstance,
and varying with the context in which
the horoscope symbols have been
taken up.” — B.L.

THE ARTHURIAN TAROT
COURSE

by Caitlin Matthews

(Aquarian, £9.99)

I HAVE NEVER taken to the Arthurian
Tarot but it has attracted many follow-
ers so a handbook about it was in-
evitable. So, for admirers of these par-
ticular cards and theories this
comprehensive course will be invalu-
able.

However, as the interpretations are
mainly confined to Arthurian legends
and personalities, it is not easy to use
this Tarot or follow the course through
without wishing both were not quite so
fey and wrapped up in a self-absorbed,
way out quest for inner illumination.
Much depends on one’s own interpre-
tation of the Grail and its true meaning
which, here, may be considered too
symbolic for some and repel rather
than attract.

One tiny nugget that I did find help-
ful, though, was an intriguing section
on Bach Flower Remedies and the
Arthurian Tarot. Other than that, I'm
afraid, this course is best left to devo-
tees only. — J.C.T.

EARTH MAGIC

by Margaret McArthur

(Capall Bann, £8.95)

ADVERTISED AS A ‘seasonal guide to the
Old Religion,’ this work represents the
author’s personal approach and inter-
pretation of the subject. Her views on
the nature of the God and Goddess and
the Triple Goddess, popularised by
Robert Graves, are given.

An extensive part of the book de-
scribes five of the seasonal festivals
(Candlemas and Lammas are excluded)
and various sacred sites in Southern
England including Stonehenge, Ave-
bury, Glastonbury and Tintagel. The
second half of the work has more prac-
tical material, such as the type of ritual
equipment required to be a witch or
pagan, crystals, incenses and
divination.

At the conclusion can be found
recipes for such mouth-watering treats
as honeycake, Yule pie, elderberry
ham and mead. The book ends with a
short ecological message for the
reader. — M.H.

by Keith Charles & Derek Shuff
(Blake, £14.99 hbk)

CHARLES 1S A Metropolitan Police de-
tective and a Spiritualist medium. It is
helpful to read a book written by some-
one who has to be extremely analyti-
cal, clear-thinking and down to earth in
everyday life but who has had quite a
number of fascinating spiritual experi-
ences too.

Charles first saw a ghost when eight-
years-old and later heard voices from
‘beyond.’ Eventually, when he became
a policeman his psychic powers be-
came more developed, possibly aided
by his policeman’s capacity to have
hunches or a ‘'sixth sense’ about peo-
ple and situations.

The author has an interesting view
concerning the fate of the not much
lamented Lord Lucan based on a vision
he had. Many Spiritualists are hostile
to reincarnation but Charles believes
he was a Confederate soldier killed by
the sword in his previous life. He is es-
pecially afraid of knives in this life.

An enjoyable, easy read, much in
the style of other, recent, popular psy-
chic life stories. — M.R.

THE NEW CONCISE GUIDE TO
HOMOEOPATHY

by Nigel & Susan Garion-
Hutchings

(Element, £6.99/$10.95?

ANYONE LOOKING FOR a simple, easy to
follow yet comprehensive introduction
to homoeopathy need look no further
than this excellent guide. Here the
reader will find everything he/she
needs to know in order to improve
health and identify the correct remedy
for everyday ailments.

Divided into four main sections, the
book begins by explaining the underly-
ing principles and philosophy of ho-
moeopathy and gives a brief history of
this healing art. Part Two is a complete
practical guide to identifying common
maladies and corrective treatment.

This is the core part of the work and
should be read and re-read before at-
tempting to prescribe or treat yourself
or others. This is not such a daunting
task as one might suppose as the text is
not only easy to follow but provides
ready answers to the sort of questions a
novice would pose; there are even ‘test
cases’ one can use to evaluate one's
grasp of the principles involved in dis-
covering the correct remedies.

Part Three starts with a very useful
At-a-Glance Guide and Index of Symp-
toms which are followed by the various
remedies themselves. The latter are

presented individually in two sections,
the first being ‘the picture,” which de-
tails the mentals and generals, followed
by the ‘particulars’ or spheres of useful-
ness.

TRUE IRISH GHOST STORIES
by John Seymour

FROM EARLY TIMES Ireland was divided
but the border line in 166 AD was a se-
ries of gravel hills from Dublin to Gal-
way.

This brilliant collection of authentic
cases of all types of hauntings, includ-
ing banshees but disappointingly no
leprechauns, will be welcomed by all
those fascinated by aspects of the un-
explained. The variety of reports in-
clude death warnings, legends, ances-
tral ghosts, wisions, even simple
hallucinations and poltergeists.

This welcome book is certainly not
one of blarney but of rational and gen-
uine reports which will help to pro-
mote interest in Irish folklore but main-
ly, I think, stimulate greater research.
‘Have the spirits of the departed any-
thing to do with matter?’ is a question
that continues to be raised some 70
years after this book'’s first appearance
in print. — A.M.G.

THE MAGICAL LORE OF HERBS
by Marion Davies

(Capall Bann, £10.95)

HERBS HAVE LONG been used for heal-
ing, certainly since mankind first began
to roam the Earth and discovered their
varied qualities. Even modern medicine
would be far less effective without the
use of herbs in many pills and potions,
in whatever guise.

The pendulum has swung back in
favour of natural cures and there can
be few who do not take advantage of
the products that at one time any vil-
lage wisewoman knew to be effective.
This book could hardly be more timely
as it includes a short historical back-
ground to herbalism then launches into
more detailed information on how
herbs can be used in everyday life.

There are herbs which link to an-

cient festivals, herbs for each season,
for love potions, even poisons. All
have their special place, some have
symbolism attached, others link to
cities and countries.

Whether from bush or tree, grown in
gardens or gathered wild, herbs are not
just something added to a delicious
stew. They have numerous uses, as this
book expertly explains, and I shall nev-
er be able to look at raspberry leaves,
parsley and some other herbs in quite
the same way after reading the chapter
on herbs, love and marriage.

IN THESE DAYS of seeming admiration
for ‘rapid results’ it is very refreshing to
read an absorbing, comprehensive and
deeply felt book that deals with an as-
pect of life which concerns us all.

Barasch has written a sensitive and
detailed analysis of various methods
used to cope with ‘a soul approach to
illness’ that is a far cry from some of
the numerous ludicrous, shallow and
ineffective books on how to approach
serious illness.

THIS WORK ACCOMPLISHES the difficult
task of combining useful information
with visual appeal and an entertaining,
personal style of writing. At first glance
the high quality printing and beautiful
photographs can make this book look
more suited to the coffee-table than the
massage couch but on this occasion a
glossy appearance enhances the con-
tent rather than compensates for it!

An informative introduction covers
the history of essential oils, methods of
production, carrier oils, blending tech-
niques and rules for storage and safety.
This is followed by a catalogue of 21
‘favourite oils’ ranging from exotic jas-
mine to familiar lavender.

Each entry gives historical insights,
information on constituents, scent
type, expense rating and contra-indica-
tions, therapeutic value in treating
emotional and physical conditions and
beauty applications. Maxwell-Hud-
son’s anecdotes further enliven the
text. Photographs of the oils and their
source materials augment our under-
standing and 1 particularly liked the
photos of the oils in clear glass bottles
to display their colours.

The massage section takes us step
by step through a full body massage ex-
plaining basic strokes and techniques,
including what to do if you forget what
to do next! The abundance of informa-
tive photographs, both individual
strokes and full body shots of the
masseuse at work, gave a feeling of sit-
tin_lg in on a demonstration.

he beauty section is equally direct
and well presented, providing advice
on making cosmetics and directions for
facial treatments. The author sums up
with problem-solving listings for com-
mon complaints ranging from stress
and indigestion to dandruff.

ALL OVER THE British Isles today old
seasonal festivals and folk rituals are
being celebrated still. Howard intro-
duces the reader to the Old Religion by
providing information in a simple,
straightforward manner.

Most of these early pagan celebra-
tions and customs are of an agricultural
nature, marking the year’'s progress,
the changing seasons and the products
of sacred Mother Earth. This book cov-
ers all the British folk festivals from
Yule in December right round to the
end of the harvest festivals in late Au-
tumn and Hallows Eve in October.

The author explains how the Christ-
ian church adopted these pagan prac-
tices and beliefs, many of which are still
incorporated into Church rites and rit-
uals.

THE COMPILER HAD a dual aim in pub-
lishing this limited edition work: the
first is to celebrate the 100th anniver-
sary of Beryl Pogson's birth on June
4th 1995 and, secondly, to make avail-
able fragments of the teachings of Gur-
djieff that have been hoarded in
Creed’s attic.

This reviewer cannot resist noting
that the result is a hodge-podge of es-
says, lectures, conversations, poems
and notes, though none the less valu-
able for that. After a meeting with Dr
Maurice Nicoll, Mrs Pogson became a
dedicated student of ‘'The Work,” as the
Gurdjieffan system is called, for over
30 years.

From her beginnings in Lancashire
she settled in Cuckfield at a house
named ‘The Dicker’ from which she
ran the Sussex Group for several years
until her death in 1967. Older mem-
bers of the Astrological Lodge will
recognise her name as she was also a
keen astrologer.

Interspersed with numerous photos

and drawings, there are notes and
quotes on Plato and Plotinus, St Paul
and Shakespeare. This is an excellent
introduction to Gurdjieff's ideas and fit-
ting tribute to a lady who was obviously
more than just a teacher. —J.T.M.

THE DREAM-HUNTERS OF
CORSICA

by Dorothy Carrington
(Orion/Weidenfeld & Nicolson,
£6.99/£20 hbk)

THis 1S A first-hand field study of surviv-
ing ancient occult practices in Corsica
gathered by Carrington, an expert on
the island and its culture from 1948
onwards.

The mazzeri, or dream-hunters of
the title, relate how they go out at night
to find and kill any animal, whether pig
or goat or cow, in which is recognised
a human face. The next day a death is
announced in the village and this al-
ways occurs within the year. The fact
that the hunt is ‘dreamed’ makes no
difference for the death is real.

However, the real mystery is that vil-
lagers often swear to having seen
mazzeri out at night when supposed!
tucked up in bed. There are also mucﬁ
friendlier folk known as signadori who
practise medicine and cast spells in or-
der to release people from the ‘evil
eye.” Naturally, the latter are more in
demand than the mazzeri although
this reviewer could find little sympathy
for either practitioner.

In the latter chapters similarities with
the practice of shamanism are exam-
ined. This is a fascinating, well told tale
of a European culture steeped in an-
cient beliefs and one wonders if read-
ing this book may influence your deci-
sion where not to go for your next
package holiday in the Mediterranean
Sun!

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A SEARCH FOR THE
HISTORICAL JESUS

by F. Hassnain

(Gateway, £8.95)

DRAWING FROM APOCRYPHAL, Buddhist,
[slamic and Sanskrit sources, Professor
Hassnain presents an intriguing re-
search into the life of Jesus that has far-
reaching implications for the Christian
Church. His pragmatic interpretations
cast a radical light on almost every as-
pect of Western dogma, from the Im-
maculate Conception to the redemp-
tion of sins, providing a cross-cultural
perspective which is rarely seen in or-
thodox Christian theclogy.

He begins by positing a life-long re-
lationship between Jesus and the se-
cretive Essene Order which was influ-
enced strongly by both the Apocryphal
Hebrew sects of the Middle East and
the Buddhism of Northern India. De-
veloping this theme, he argues that Je-
sus’ mission to save the Jews was part
of a far broader religious crusade than
the New Testament presents, his role
as a messiah built upon extensive child-
hood travels which exposed him to a
wide variety of cultures and doctrines.

Hassnain proposes a familial intima-
cy between Jesus, Mary, Joseph of Ari-
mathaea and the Apostles which ties
them into the powerful political elites
of the day, a link that not only provided
great influence with their Roman over-
seers but also suggests how the Cruci-
fixion was a contrived affair, allowing
dJesus to survive his ordeal on the Cross
and continue his preaching in exile for
many years until his eventual death in
Kashmir.

An unusual book which certainly sets
one thinking although the argument is
rather disjointed and raises far more
questions than it answers. — M.M

THE WISDOM OF THE BUDDHA
by J. Boisselier

(Thames & Hudson, £6.95)
TRANSLATED FROM THE French edition,
this New Horizons publication offers a
beautifully illustrated review of Bud-
dhism. Principally a reflection of the
author’s own extensive studies of the
art and archaeology of Southeast Asia,
the book is not a religious discourse but
concentrates instead on the wealth of
anecdotal stories which surround the
Buddha’s life and the rich artistic her-
itage that grew from his teachings.

The written text is supplemented by
numerous colour plates that depict the
aesthetic impact of Buddhism on both
Hindu India and the many neighbour-
ing cultures of Southeast Asia: a pictor-
ial composition that would have suited

a large-format book better than this
small paperback edition. There is also
a brief addendum summarising the
principle tenets of Buddhism and the
way these have subsequently been de-
veloped by other cultures which seems
rather out of place when set against the
rest of the book.

The overall result is a pleasing and
reasonably priced oddity that has nei-
ther the depth of a religious text nor
the quality of an art book yet manages
to avoid the superficiality of a coffee-
table publication. Worth a look if only
for the superb selection of Buddhist
memorabilia. — M. M.

UNDERSTANDING
GRAPHOLOGY

by Ellen Cameron
(Aquarian/Thorsons, £4.99/58.00)
THIS LATEST WORK on handwriting
analysis clearly demonstrates the basic
rules and disciplines of graphology
without too many technical terms to
puzzle the beginner for whom this
book is intended.
