This is similar to the receiver
but has a clearly defined, trian-
gular face with two symmetri-
cal, seven-sided faces on each
side of the triangular one. This
is the crystal to help you push
your question outwards. First
define your need clearly and
precisely, then mentally pro-
ject it into the transmitter with
its triangular face placed over
your third eye.

Leave the transmitter undis-
turbed in an upright position in
a special place, such as a Sun-
ny windowsill or a Moonlit gar-
den for 24 hours, during which
time it will transmit your com-
munication.

Transmitters can also he
used to send thoughts or mes-
sages from one person to an-
other, a bit like a crystal tele-
phorne line.

It is a crystal of perfect bal-
ance containing both polarities
— negative/positive, yin/yang
— united in the centre. It rec-
onciles opposites, enhances
free-flowing communication of
thoughts, ideas or emotions
between two people and helps
us to explore and reconcile ex-
tremes within ourselves or our
situations to bring us to a place
of balance.

Double-terminated  crystals
are both receivers and frans-
mitters. They help us to listen
as well as to speak.

Clusters
Also known as a crystal bed,

Some grow this way nat-
urally, others are cut and pol-
ished into the formation but
both are equally powerful as
generators.

The generator is an all-pur-
pose power tool for energy
manipulation and magnifica-
tion. Direct the energy by di-
recting the crystal like a hand-
held torch or a pointer. The
energy can be used to stimulate
the physical body, the intellect,
the chakras, etc.

Generators are excellent
tools for energising other crys-
tals or magical objects and
equipment such as Tarot cards
and crystal balls. Use a genera-
tor when you want to clear tur-
bulent or blocked energy spots,
either in the body or in physical
locations such as a room with a
disturbed atmosphere.

and cause chaos? Gremlins!

o what are gremlins? Are

they green, pink, red?

Thin, fat? And what do
they wear? Or are they nude?
Have they big ears and a little
nose? How many legs have
they? Or have they no ears, no
nose and no legs? Whatever
they are, whatever they look
like, gremlins are weird and
certainly exist.

Machines have always been
plagued by mysterious stop-
pages and erratic behaviour
ever since man discovered the
wheel. But no one could dis-
cover the causes. It wasn’t until
sometime between the World
Wars that the mythical gremlin
was invented. and blamed for
all mechanical faults,

The actual name gremlin
was said to have been invented
by a Royal Air Force bomber
squadron stationed on the
North-West frontier of India
before the Second World War.
They were experiencing so
many unexplained problems
with the engines of the aircraft
that they invented the gremlin
as the culprit; the name being a
conflation of the Brothers
Grimm and Fremlin’s Brewery,
the main beer in the squadron
bar at the time.

Since then, it has been dis-
covered that gremlins in any
machine can be stopped from
their mischievous activities by
placing an empty beer bottle
close by. This will, apparently,
cause the gremlins to leave the
afflicted machine, crawl inside
the bottle and stay there.

Because gremlins never ap-
pear to humans, there are
some who say they do not ex-
ist. But the proof is every-
where: in every machine, every
home, in every corner of the
world. They wait until just the
right moment, then strike.

How else could you explain
the report about Kevin Kelly in

the Daily Mail, February 2nd
1977. He parked his new
Rover 2000, switched off the
engine, took out the key and
went indoors. Hearing the en-
gine racing in his car, he ran
out and tried everything to stop
it; he jammed rags up the ex-
haust pipe, even ripped out the
ignition leads, but still it ran on.

He called the AA but even
after the mechanic had re-
moved the battery, it still ran
on. An hour later the engine
stopped of its own accord.

And what about watches and
clocks? Most people can tell a
story about the watch or clock
that stopped, then started
again by itself: hours, days,
weeks, or even vyears later.
Some people can't even wear
a watch. They put this down to
static electricity in their bodies,
magnetism or some other tech-
nical reason.

But the real reason for errat-
ic behaviour in clocks and
watches is, of course, gremlins.
They are everywhere. Further-
more, they have learnt during
their short existence how to
contact each other in separate
machines.

The Daily Telegraph, July
28th, 1979, reported that two
dark blue Ford Capris in Not-
tingham suddenly swerved into
each other on an open road.
Their registration numbers
were reported as UNU 93S
and UNU 89S. Was that coin-
cidence or communication?

In highly intricate computers
and technical machines there
has been evidence of growing
understanding between the
gremlins in the machines and
humans. Maybe the gremlins
have grown accustomed to us
and realise we need help; our
short tempers are not directed
at them personally but at our
own frustrations.

A report in Celebrity, No-

vember 5th, 1987, says Oskar
Malecki of Gdansk, Poland,
makes house calls to help start
neighbours’ cars on cold morn-
ings. His rapport with car en-
gines is phenomenal. He runs
his hands over the bonnet of
the car and hums like a perfect-
Iy tuned engine. On one occa-
sion Malecki started four cars
in two minutes by just holding
his hands over their bonnets.
His mother says her boy has
special powers with machines;
his touch fixes them like magic.

Many computer manufactur-
ers of today weed out those
technicians who consistently
report faults on the assembly
line. They are replaced by
known magicians who can
control gremlin problems.

Michael Shallis, a physicist
at Oxford University, said in
The Electric Shock Book that
he once met a computer heal-
er. When a fault occurred in a
machine he would be called in
and all he would do was switch
it back on and it would function
normally. Later, just telling the
machine that the company
would get Peter to come and
put his cold screwdriver down
its circuits was enough to get
the machine started again.

So are gremlins beginning to
co-operate? | don't think so.

THE ART OF DIPLOMACY

Few of us are really as honest with ourselves as
we should be. So many of us ignore signals we
ought to observe when we deal with others.

ost of us know, or think
we know, our limita-
tions. Of course, there

is nothing to stop us from try-
ing to better ourselves — to
try to exceed what we think are
those limitations — but not at
the expense of relationships or
our personal integrity.

We try so hard to present the
right face all the time because
we all need to be accepted by
our peers. We all have this
need to be appreciated by
everyone and, just as we create
a picture of everyone we meet
so, therefore, must they form a
picture of us as well.

Basically, there are two
types of people: those who feel
the need to present the best
picture at all times or those
who choose to ignore this and
accept others on the picture
that they themselves create of
these other folk. This leads to
all kinds of problems in many a
relationship, often when least
expected. Such difficulties are
usually hard to overcome.

The art of diplomacy, exper-
tise in managing relations with
others, is something many of
us have to a greater or lesser
degree but just as many do not!

Hand sizes

People with large hands and
good, well-etched major lines
on the palms are pretty good at
managing people. They are
quite adroit in the way they
propose answers to problems.

They have an eye for detail, are
particular about how proposals
they make could affect all par-
ties concerned. They seek per-
fection wherever and when-
ever possible. Basically truthful
and honest, not only with
themselves but also with oth-
ers, they expect this in return.

When the hand is stiff or un-
vielding there will be an ele-
ment of self-preservation in
their overall make-up. A slight-
ly more elastic hand allows
them to be far more pliable but
with less of the high standards
of the stiff hand. The yielding
or flabby hand denotes a weak
but, surprisingly, an obstinate
character as well.

These folk rarely take the
feelings of others into consid-
eration when dealing with
them. They tend to be unsym-
pathetic: there is little senti-
ment in their make-up. There
is a tendency to use people for
their own ends then drop them
when they have no more use
for them.

People with small hands
tend to see all. Little escapes
them as a rule. However, hav-
ing said that, their capacity for
detail is often very limited.
They can only conceive plans
and ideas on the grand scale,
the rest is left to others.

Those with small, firm hands
usually have unbounded ener-
gy and, should both the head
and heart lines be well formed,
they will also possess largesse.

They are the first to help others
with all the tact and diplomacy
they can bring to bear — but
only if they like you. If you are
not in favour then "expect
nothing unless you have some-
thing they can use to their
advantage.

These people are never
afraid to shoulder responsibility
and will not shrink from hard
work either. The ability to bluff
is often second nature and
when they negotiate they do it
very well.

Fingers

When the first finger is long,
straight and square expect to
find a diplomat of the first or-
der. When there is a wide
space between the thumb and
the index finger there will be a
great love of fair play and jus-
tice for all. They make great
diplomats and when (rather
then if) they defeat you in any
negotiations you will be made
to feel honourable and comfort-
able. There is no loss of face or
shame in losing to them.

However, should the space
be narrow or the index is point-
ed at the tip, expect to find the
same clever diplomat but one
with a very well-developed
sense of self-preservation. This
is the type who has a good
escape route and who will use
it the minute he/she feels the
time is right to decamp. They
also leave everyone else to
share the blame.

If the first finger is very long
and pointed expect a good de-
ree of self-deception. Such
olk fall prey to their own wild
imagination and  strongly
marked ambitions. They can
and will sacrifice anyone and
everyone to achieve their
goals.
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When the index fingers are
pointed and have knots at
either of the phalanges the
nature is far more reasonable.
Their behaviour is more con-
stant and there is a better un-
derstanding of others. There
may also be an excellent intu-
itive streak.

A long and straight middle
finger makes the owner rather
serious: the type who always
puts something away for a
rainy day but then never uses it
even if it storms. They do not
take chances. When they prac-
tise diplomacy it will be with a
great deal of self-preservation
in the back of their minds all
the time.

When the first and second
fingers are of the same length
there is an inclination to gam-
ble, to take more chances in
negotiations. Should both the
first and second fingers be
rather short expect to find a
gambler of the first order.
These folk do not practise
diplomacy, they just gamble

their way through life.

A middle and third finger of
the same length shows an un-
balanced attitude in business
matters. These folk are unlikely
to prosper for long because of
the unnecessary risks they take.

The third finger signifies the
artistic aspects of life, whether
inspirational, professional or
purely as a hobby. A straight
and well-formed finger suggests
practicality with a sense of real-
ism and dedication. Such peo-
ple negotiate with an innate
sense of what might be — as
against what does happen.
They have a sixth sense that
helps them deal with people at
all levels at all times, especially
when the tip is spatulate.

These are people who sense
how a dialogue is going and
who can make the necessary
adjustments to even things out
in their favour. People with
square tips on this finger are
rather more selfish in their ap-
proach to life. There is a great
love for creature comforts and

the pleasures of life. Little will
steer thern away from these.

The little finger is often the
best indicator of the diplomat,
certainly of how the person
communicates. Should the tip
reach the nail phalange of the
third finger or be slightly longer
there will be a good command
of language. These people so
enjoy self-expression. They
like fo talk —and talk they can!

When there is a square tip to
the little finger expect to find
strong diplomatic and negot-
jating powers. If pointed, a
sense of humour or just plain
fun can dominate the way they
communicate.

It is better for this tip to be
supple. This helps them to be
more accommodating in their
negotiations. The firmer or
stiffer the tip the more they
stick to accepted principles,
and a very stiff little fingertip
denotes a rigid adherence to
the rules. Such people offer
nothing and expect nothing in
return.

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his year sees the 50th an-
| niversary of Kenneth
Arnold’s famous sighting
of what came to be known as
flying saucers. Although this
encounter is often said to have
begun the UFO era, reports of
mysterious aircraft are actuall
much older than a mere half-
century.

Even ignoring biblical and
other ancient accounts, the
first real UFO flap occurred not
in 1947 but twice as long ago,
with the great airship wave that
swept across the USA during
1896 and 1897. Shouldn’t we
therefore be celebrating the
100th anniversary of this?

During October 1896 news-
papers began to report uniden-
tified craft in the skies over Ne-
braska. At that time the only
dirigible airships (those that
didn'’t just drift with the breeze
but could be steered) that
should have been flying were a
few prototypes being tested in
Europe. This small detail didn’t
deter the witnesses, though,
and isolated accounts of air-
ships flying above the United
States continued to come in.

On November 17th the first
major sighting took place. On
that date, at some time be-
tween 6pm and 7pm, large
numbers of townsfolk in Sacra-
mento, California, watched
what seemed to be ‘an electric
arc lamp’ come flying through
the air. The Sacramento Bee
later reported that ‘some of the
hundreds of witnesses who ob-
tained a closer view said the
object was enormous and cig-
ar-shaped with large wings at-
tached to an aluminium body.’

It went on to report that
shouts and laughter were also
heard from the object and that
at least two men had heard a
voice call, ‘We hope to be in
San Francisco by tomorrow
noon!’

What may well have been
the same object that was spot-
ted by people in Oakland, Cali-
fornia, on November 22nd,
though this time the lamp was
described as a bright white
searchlight. According to the
Oakland Tribune, the object
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‘moved rapidly, going at least
20 miles an hour’ be?ore turn-
ing quickly and departing.

The story spread quickly and
in the excitement reports start-
ing flooding in from surround-
ing towns. In Stockton, a night
watchman told how he had
been patrolling a building on
November 23rd when a cigar-
shaped craft with smoke com-
ing from both ends had arrived
with two loud booms and flown
low over him.

On November 24th, a crowd
in Red Bluff noticed a star-like
light moving rapidly through
the sky. Then, on November
25th, came what is probably
the first claim of attempted
alien abduction.

The Stockton Evening Mail
reported that Colonel H.G.
Shaw and a companion had
encountered three strange,

hairless beings near Lodi, Cali-
These beings,

fornia. who

across the country until on
April 9th 1897 they reached
Chicago where there were
‘thousands of amazed specta-
tors’ (New York Herald, April
11th). Many of the eyewitness-
es declared that they could dis-
cern a winged, moving cigar-
shaped body behind the bright
searchlight and its accompany-
ing red and green lights.

Astronomers, however,
were not convinced and a Pro-
fessor Hough trained a tele-
scope on the object. After ex-
amining it, he pronounced it to
be Alpha Orionis, a first magni-
tude star in the constellation of
Orion and explained the vari-
coloured lights as the effect of
Earth’s atmosphere.

The professor's statement
did little to dispel the reports,
though, and it wasn’t long be-
fore there was a new develop-
ment; people started finding
letters allegedly written by the

were ‘nearly or quite seven feet
tall and slender’ had apparently
tried to force the pair into a
nearby hovering airship but, on
discovering that they lacked
sufficient strength, gave up,
fled to their crag[ ‘with a sway-
ing motion’ and left.

The airship sightings contin-
ued, spreading Eastward

airship’s crew. The New York
Herald of April 15th carried
the story of a letter discovered
attached to an iron rod stuck
into the ground on a farm near
Appleton, Wisconsin.

This purported to be from
the airship Pegasus and ex-
plained that the crew had spent
the last month test-flying their
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craft and were now satisfied it
was a success. ‘We have been
able to attain a speed of 150
miles an hour, and have risen
to a height of 2,500 feet above
the sea level.’

On April 17th an envelope
was found on a farm near Asto-
ria, lllinois. Written on this was
a request from the airship crew
to the finder to mail the en-
closed letter to Thomas A. Edi-
son. The actual letter, which
was written in cipher, was dat-
ed April 16th and was signed,
e Harris,  electrician,
Airship N.3.°
May, 1997

The New York Herald
showed Edison the letter but,
after glancing at it, the inventor
responded You can take it
from me that this is a pure
fake. I have had several men in
my employ, but I know nothing
of C. L. Harris.” He went on to
insist that American airships
did not exist.

Letters continued to appear
but if it was unclear who was
sending them, it was equally
unclear what the crew(s)
looked like. We have already
learned of the three would-be
alien abductors encountered

near Lodi in November 1896
but these bear little relation to
the beings met by Mr E H Hop-
kins on April 16, 1897.
Hopkins' claim was pub-
lished as a letter in the St Louis,
Missouri Post Dispatch in
which he told how he had been
walking across fields East of
Springfield, Missouri, when he
had spotted a 20-foot airship
landed in a clearing. Nearby
was ‘the most beautiful being
(he) ever beheld,” a petite, gold-

en-haired woman  picking
flowers.

Although the day wasn't
particularly warm — indeed
Hopkins emphasised he was
wearing an overcoat — the

woman fanned herself
continuously with ‘a
fan of curious design.’
She was accompa-
nied by a man ‘of
noble proportions
and majestic coun-
tenance’ resting in
the shade of the
craft and also fan-
ning himself. Hop-
kins wondered ‘if
Adam and Eve
had come back to

Earth again.’
When the couple
noticed their ob-

server, the woman
shrieked and ran to
her companion who
‘sprang to his feet, threw
his arms around her and
glared . . . in a threatening
manner.. However, Hopkins
was able to persuade them of
his peaceful intentions and
soon was engaged in conversa-
tion using signs to overcome
their lack of a common lan-
guage.

He asked where they had
come from and when they fi-
nally understood the question
they ‘gazed upward for a mo-
ment as if looking for some
particular point.” They then
gestured in a certain direction
and spoke a word ‘that sound-
ed something like Mars.’

Expressing wonder at this,
Hopkins was invited into the
craft which shortly after began
to lift off. He leapt out and
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watched as ‘the vessel rose light-
ly as a bird” with the man and
woman laughing and waving at
him, then it ‘shot away like an
arrow’ and was quickly gone.

A rather more Earthly origin
for the airship was reported by
Captain James Hooten after
he encountered the vessel in
Homan, near Texarkana, on
around April 20th. His story
was published in the Arkansas
Gazette and told how he had
been returning from hunting
when he’d heard a noise that
sounded to him like a Westing-
house air brake.

man wearing smoked
glasses was tinkering around at
the airship’s rear and, as
Hooten  approached, he
looked up in surprise, wished
Hooten a good day and, upon
being asked, confirmed that
this was indeed the famous air-
ship. Three or four other men
emerged from the ship’s keel
and announced that all was
ready, whereupon the entire
crew re-boarded and the ship
lifted off. ‘In less time than it
takes to tell,” it had gone out of
sight.

Explanations

So what was it that was be-
ing seen by so many people?
There were many explanations
popular at the time. A large
number of people were con-
vinced that what they were see-
ing were genuine airships, built
in secret by American inven-
tors and being test-flown.

While not impossible, this
idea does have one serious
flaw; the craft were obviously
successful so why have their
creators vanished from histo-
ry? A Chicago preacher sin-
cerely believed that the vessels
heralded the Second Coming
of Christ, while a rival theory
had it that there were six air-
ships being flown around by
anarchists whose intention was
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to start a revolution by distrib-
uting bombs, etc to the people.

Hoaxes

Then there were the hoaxes.
Once everyone knew about the
alleged craft, pranksters took
great delight in releasing small
balloons, sometimes with fires
beneath, and generally doing
everything they could to get
stories into the papers. Two of
the most famous accounts
from this time were, in fact,
hoaxes.

For instance, the story of a
silver, cigar-shaped object that
crashed into a hill near Aurora,
Texas, on April 17th, 1897
was actually investigated for
the Condon Committee in
1966. The craft's dead pilot,
said to be a Martian, was sup-
posedly buried in Aurora’s
cemetery but investigator Dr
Alfred E. Kraus was unable to
locate the remains.

Likewise, when the crash site
was searched using a metal-
detector, nothing interesting
was found. Kraus eventually
discovered that an ageing tele-
graph operator had confessed
to the hoax some years before.

Thomas Hamilton’s claim
that he watched a cow being
dragged into the air after be-
coming entangled in an air-
ship’s mooring ropes has since
become a classic account of
animal mutilation. The truth,
however, was that Hamilton
belonged to a ‘liar's club’
whose members competed to
tell the tallest tales and the fact
that this story was indeed a
hoax was reported as long ago
as 1943,

That said, it does seem prob-
able that there was some un-
derlying genuine phenomenon
involved. Many honest folk
who believed that they had wit-
nessed the mysterious airship
were undoubtedly seeing only
stars — in their excitement
convincing themselves they
could see a dark shape behind
the light.

Yet surely something must
have happened to trigger off
this wave of near-hysteria.
Even if the answer lies ulti-

mately in the realms of the so-
ciologists and psychologists it
is still worthy of aftention.

It is interesting to compare
the wave of 1896-1897 with
that started by Arnold’s sight-
ing in 1947. Although the lat-
ter lasted far longer, both be-
gan with a scattering of
isolated incidents which were
followed by a dramatic, widely-
reported account that explod-
ed into a so-called flap.

Descriptions

The descriptions of the craft
reported are also noteworthy.
In both waves they are de-
scribed in terms appropriate to
the era yet which are too vague
actually to enlighten the re-
searcher,

The airships were supposed-
ly powered by electricity, sup-
ported by gas bags and directed
by huge propellers or paddles.
While the flying saucers were
advanced aircraft, constructed
of shining metal and often
equipped with science-fiction’s
ubiquitous ‘anti-gravity’ propul-
sion systems.

The trend continues today,
with silent black craft that dis-
play many of the characteris-
tics of stealth technology. It has
been proposed that if there are
entities responsible for these
objects they are capable of al-
tering their appearance to
match  our understanding
and/or expectations and that
this is why the general shape of
UFOs alters with the passage
of time.

Alternatively, some believe
that the true appearance of
these craft is so alien to us that
our brains can only interpret
them in familiar ways, hence
sightings which follow trends,

It seems unlikely now that
we will ever know for certain
what lay behind the airship
wave but flaps do still occur
and we should continue study-
ing them as they happen. We
should not, however, neglect
the past and the events of
1896-1897 may vet prove to
hold valuable clues that will one
day enable us to understand
these mysterious phenomena.

hat is life? This may
seem like an obvious
question because we

can easily distinguish between
something living from some-
thing that is dead. There is a
mystery here, however, which
can give you access to paranor-
mal energy.

Some people believe that

there is a detectable life force, |

perhaps created by living be-
ings or maybe giving life to
inanimate matter. Whatever
this force is, it can be felt with
practice and, once you are
aware of it, you can use it in
many beneficial ways.

Nobody is certain what the
life force is exactly but various
theories abound. For instance,
some people are convinced
that it is a natural energy, cre-
ated by the physics and biology
of evolution; a natural result of
life on Earth. Others say that
the energy comes from a high-
er power and is a form of soul
energy which gives life to hu-
mans, animals and plants.

However, it doesn’t really
matter which opinion you sub-
scribe to because all that is nec-
essary in order to appreciate
and use the life force, is that
you are open to the idea of its
existence. If you find this con-
cept difficult to grasp, think of
those occasions when vyou
have felt fully alive and at one
with nature. Sometimes these
feelings only last for a few mo-
ments, at others they can last
for days and days.

You may have found your-
self feeling that nature was tru-
ly alive around you, not neces-
sarily sentient but somehow
giving off an energy that made

you feel good. At other times it

may even have made you feel
nervous or overwhelmed.

You may have felt this same
force when surrounded by peo-
ple, too. It is more difficult to
recognise the force in people
because there are so many oth-
er emotions and moods that
can influence your feelings, yet
it is still there.

Exercises
Try to recall times when you
have been aware of this life

| force. If nothing springs readily

to mind, your senses may need
opening up more with the fol-
lowing exercises. If you do re-
call times when you felt the life
force, understand them for
what they were; at the time you
may have dismissed your sensa-
tions as imagination or a good
mood. Understand now that
you were in touch with a primal
and beautiful source of life.

The best way to detect the
life force is to observe nature
calmly, without trying too hard
to sense its presence. If you try
and try to detect what is there,

| you may frustrate your efforts.

It's like trying to look at dim
stars: if you stare straight at
them, they disappear; you
need to look just to the side, us-
ing the more sensitive part of
your retina.

The same is true of the life
force; mentally, you should
look to the side. In practice this
means that you should observe
passively, allowing your senses
to be true rather than trying to
force any appreciation.”If you
try too hard you may simply
become annoyed or irritated,

| so take your time and cbserve

nature in a relaxed way.
Wherever you live, go for a

- walk and look for things that
are living and growing as well
as things that are dead or de-
caying. Even if you live in a city
this shouldn’t be too difficulf,
there are trees, plants and ani-
mals practically everywhere.

At this stage all you are try-
ing to do is detect whether
something is growing vigorous-
ly or whether it is past its peak,
dying, dead or decaying. Don’t
try to sense the force directly,
just observe the plants and ani-
mals around you, decide what
state they are in.

Sometimes this is obvious,
as with a young sapling or a
pile of rotten leaves. In other
cases it might not be so clear,
as with an Autumnal tree; part
of which is alive and well, other
parts dying and falling away.
You may find it difficult to de-
cide but this is all right; it is the
" act of observing and trying to
make a decision that counts.

You don’t have to spend too
long with this exercise. Ten
minutes is enough, but you
may find that you enjoy it and
immediately feel more aware
of the life around you. If so,
that is fine but be aware that
actually detecting the life force
is essentially a paranormal
experience.

Surprise

As such, when it comes, it
may be quite a surprise. Try
not to be too shocked because

the paranormal often retreats
| when you are too surprised.
You shouldn’t exactly take
things for granted but should
be prepared for the strange
and accept this as a normal
part of the universe.

Be aware that things which
are hidden can be seen when
vou allow them to come into
view. With this in mind you can
| progress to the next stage.

You should now become
| aware of any emotions that
come to light when observing
nature. Again, don’t try to
force anything. If you try to
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generate emotions in a desper-
ate ‘make it work’ mind-set,
you will simply delude yourself.
Again, passive observation is
required, both of nature and of
yourself.

This isn't as difficult as it may
sound because everything we
look at creates some sort of
emotion in us. For instance, if
you look at a packet of ciga-
rettes this might create various
emotions such as desire, anger
or nostalgia. All objects have
this capacity to affect us. Usu-
ally, this emotional effect is cre-
ated by our own memories and
associations.

It's the same as smelling a
perfume that you haven't smelt
for a long time and recalling an
exact emotion from years be-
fore. Everything we see can
create an emotional response,
even if only a small one. The
key to detecting the life force is
to observe and be aware of any
emotions you experience.

With nature, there is also a
chance that your memory and
association will create some re-
sponse. If you see a rowan
tree, for instance, this might
hold poignant memories for
youl. IF so, be aware of them,
then put them aside. You are
looking for a purer, less per-
sonal emotion. Go for a walk,
perhaps the same walk you
have practised your exercises
on, and observe nature, ob-
serve your emotions.

If you are relaxed and open
to this idea, you will find that in
time you begin to detect two

distinct emotional responses. |

One for matter that is living
and vigorous, the other for
matter which is dying, dead or
decaying. Once you become
aware of them, they will feel
quite obvious to you.

The most important point is
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that you don’t try to create
these feelings but allow them to
arise gradually and they will be
genuine. If you follow these
simple instructions, in time you
will become aware of these
emotions. Living matter will
have an emotion that might re-
mind you of a cool, Spring sun-
set. Decaying or dead matter
will feel more like night, per-
haps like starlight.

Sensations

Most observers believe that
these sensations are caused by
different aspects of the life
force. It isn't that one energy is
dead and the other alive; both
are the life force, doing differ-
ent jobs. Decaying matter is
simply preparing to become
alive “again in other forms.
Recognising this cycle can be
an uplifting experience in itself.

For some people, sensing
these emotional states is all
there is to detecting the life
force. For others, it can be-
come more visual and they find
that observing life produces
definite haloes and patterns
around or over creatures and
plants. Some people actually
see the life force.

There is no technique to be
learnt, except to observe nature
with the intention of seeing its
life force. Do this and you will
find a level of appreciation that
suits you, the individual.

So, once aware of the life
force, how can you use it? You
will probably find that, simple
as it sounds, being aware of the
life force improves your enjoy-
ment of life. It makes
you realise just
how alive and
mysterious
the universe
is.

Often, we

think of the universe as me-
chanical and cold, peopled by
organic machines, without
meaning. Such thinking is de-
structive and damages all oc-
cult and psychic work. By be-
coming more aware of the life
force you will find your own
flashes of psychic insight and
occult  workings will  be
empowered.

You can also try to use the
life force in healing, magic and
other psychic practices. The
secret is o be aware of the life
force and to allow it to flow
through you. If you try to steal
it or hoard it, very little will
happen. But if you become
aware of it and let it pass
through you as you work, your
results should be improved.

Many forms of magic try to
create an intense atmosphere,
but inside the home it is difficult
to generate primal, intense
feelings. As anybody who has
practised a ritual out of doors
knows, nature is automatically
an empowering force.

Performing even the sim-
plest magic outside is an ener-
gising experience far more in-
tense than can be achieved
indoors. Once you are aware
of the life force, this power can
become even more significant.

Whatever the true nature of
the life force, you can detect it
in your own way, allow it into
your life and use it to improve
your psychic abilities.

SEVEN OF SWORDS

The illustration is one of the oddest in the Swords
suit and often misunderstood. Nothing new there,
as so many illustrations are misconstrued.

he thief, stealing away

from an armed camp, ap-

pears to take with him a
valuable collection of weapons,
albeit leaving two Swords be-
hind acting as sentinels. How-
ever with this particular picture
there is at least an undercur-
rent of meaning that does
throw some much-needed light
on the matter.

Of course, we are once
again in the realms of symbols,
the obvious one being the theft
itself. Any indication of such a
loss, whether it be a personal
experience in a dream or an
actual event, usually indicates a
need to look at one’s own char-
acter which is under some
strain.

There is an indication of bad
luck on its way which will affect
the reputation. The Seven of
Swords (in itself, in a spread or
interpreting it) thus indicates a
need to take care with anything
that affects one’s reputation.

The symbol of the swords is
not too dissimilar, as it shows a
form of defeat in any situations
where rivals are concerned. As
this would affect one’s reputa-
tion as well, the message is
very clear: take care in upcom-
ing actions and try to ensure, if
that is in any way possible, that
one’s reputation is above re-
proach. Not easy but at least
the warning is there.

The man carrying the
swords is also running away
from danger which hints a loss-
es which may not be avoided.

The fact that it is a military |

camp in the background of the
illustration has a symbolic
meaning all its own. It links to
relationships and endings that
separate, perhaps leading to a
divorce.

These are mundane mean-
ings of the illustration, it is true,
but whenever the Seven of
Swords appears the indications
are certainly not very favour-
able and it is time to take heed
and not ignore the obvious
trends.

There are other influences
here too. The Swords Seven
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has long been considered as a
card of secrets. There are pos-
sibilities of all kinds of clandes-
tine events. These could be
meetings or they might be con-
nected to spying or state se-
crets that have to be kept out
of the public eye.

The trouble is that there is a
likelihood of these secrets com-
ing to light or the persons in-
volved being found out. Then a
curious influence creeps in: is it
in the common good to publi-
cise whatever has been found
out or is it better to let the mat-
ter remain in a closed circle.

The situation has to be care-
fully assessed before such a de-
cision can be made as it is likely
to create all kinds of opposi-
tion. And, especially these
days, secrets have an unpleas-
ant habit of being paraded be-
fore the public eye whether
they are best revealed or not.

Yet another aspect of the
Swords Seven is important to
consider. There are times
when obstacles and difficulties
in life seem totally unsurmount-
able. The only solution seems
to be to give in and cut one’s
losses as gracefully as possible.

This card of the Tarot is
strongly advising the exact op-
posite. Give the problems fur-
ther thought, make one final
push to try and break down all
the obstacles. Above all do not
make any decision premature-
ly, just because the going is
tough. In making one last etfort
the hoped-for breakthrough
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will actually be possible and is
likely to happen.

The reason is usually that
changes have been on their
way all the time and are well
worth waiting for. By not act-
ing precipitously, the chances
of reversal and complete suc-
cess become higher than ever.
The reversal, in this instance,
being the ending of the very
obstacles that have seemed to
be immovable before.

The problem with the Seven
of Swords is that it is a contra-
dictory card. Some of the influ-
ences it brings are certainly un-
pleasant and even unlucky.
Others suggest that the chal-
lenges raised by the card can
bring good fortune and success.

This ambivalence has made
many writers about the Tarot,
and this card in particular,
make contradictory  state-

ments. Hardly surprising but
not helpful. In fact, most of the
comments are perfectly correct
simply because of the dual na-
ture of the Swords Seven.

With this duality come alter-
natives. By thinking through
the problems and assessing the
opposing influences, a clearer
picture emerges of what needs
to be done. It might mean
some doubtful or dubious
actions or a need to force the
issue.

It might mean running away
to fight another day or to adopt
tactics that belong to opposing
sides. It could even mean eva-
sion to avoid confrontation en-
tirely. All of these are right:
none of them totally wrong. It
has to be a personal decision,
as always according to the giv-
en circumstances and the per-

sonalities involved.

There is a curious influence
connected to the Seven of
Swords, one which suggests
that higher powers could
intervene. Man proposes, God
disposes. It is as if what we
would like to have happen may
not be what destiny has in
mind. Or even that, if the mat-
ter is so strongly important that
no  other  recourse is
possible, then a plea to those
higher powers may be heard
and intervention become a
possibility.

Such pleas should be made
only after all else fails and the
matter has been given very
careful thought. Any link to the
powers of wisdom and to high-
er powers themselves will in-
evitably have a price that must
be paid. The case may or may
not be heard but on rare occa-
sions it can be worth the try.

CHANGE IN THE AIR

With the exception of the
equal house system where
each house in the horoscope is
divided equally into 30 de-
grees, most house division sys-
tems used by astrologers today
are mathematically designed
to allow for a variance of house
size. When a house is com-
posed of more than 30 degrees
there is a likelihood that it will
have one sign intercepted with-
in it — that is, an entire sign is
sandwiched inside the house.
While many astrologers tend
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to differ on the significance of
intercepted houses, most
agree that these houses have
special significance in the chart
and should therefore be inter-
preted differently from other
houses. An intercepted house
contains elements of the sign
directly on the cusp and the
sign inside and many have also

ASTROLOGY TODAY

Birth charts tell two separ-
ate stories, a personal one as
we develop ourselves through
the faster planets and a collec-
tive one from the patterns of
the slow planets. Whether we
realise it or not we are always
part of history, never just living
our own lives.

Depending on the year of
birth, everyone alive has some-
thing significant to add to the
human story as it evolves. The
20th century has been introduc-
ing lessons of great importance
and, as we approach the next
one, the pressure to progress
seems to be increasing as if we
were cramming for an end of
term exam. But do we know
what we are supposed to be
learning?

A major lesson started in the
lives of our grandparents or
great-grandparents in 1891
when Neptune and Pluto were
conjunct, beginning a cycle of
492 vyears. Since 1942 all the
other outer planets, from
Saturn to Pluto, have been in
conjunction with each other,
starting new cycles of varying
lengths.

The cycles bring new chap-
ters in understanding the over-
all theme. When the slow plan-
ets move together, like a con-
ception, they plant seeds of
new growth for humanity to di-
gest and then manifest.

The generations in which
these conjunctions take place
are singled out for making spe-
cial efforts in introducing differ-
ent attitudes to whatever ener-
gies they represent. The urgent
need for change is repeated in
the 172-year cycle of Uranus
and Neptune (change with anx-
iety or compassion) starting in
1993-95 and the 127-year cycle
of Uranus and Pluto (change
with destruction or reorganisa-
tion of power) begun in 1963-65.

From 1891 the collective un-
conscious was being intro-

duced to the high ideals of
Neptune and the dangerous
choices of construction or de-
struction that Pluto poses. But
as Pluto was not yet discov-
ered, people born around the
turn of the century experienced
a Neptunian confusion and
need for faith in a time of
painful cleansing after Pluto’s
existence was known in 1912
and its actual arrival on the
scene in 1930.

The 1st World War launched
the shocks that would expose
Neptune's illusions, like a tide
sweeping away old assump-
tions. Watching a few episodes
of Upstairs, Downstairs, it is
easy to see how much adjust-
ing was going to be done in a
reasonably short time and has
continued at intervals since, pe-
riodically shaking us up. And
the atom was yet to be split.

During the desperate year of
1917 when World War | was no
longer a bid for national glory,
Saturn and Neptune were con-
junct in Leo, a hint that the
shapes (Saturn) of nations and
families were about to be dis-
solved (Neptune). This mes-
sage was repeated in 1952, in
Libra, and in Capricorn in 1989
with groups of souls born to re-
mind us once again that mat-
erialism (Saturn) must be
used caringly, not worshipped
(Neptune).

The first of these generations
lived through the Depression,
the second through the finan-
cial setbacks of the 1970s and
the most recent may experi-
ence a complete collapse of the
present economic system.

The fight against old ideas

was heralded by those born in
the 1960s with Uranus conjunct
Pluto in Virgo. This generation
started an intense need to dis-
criminate between service and
servitude so that the civil unrest
of the 1830s, the beginning of
the last cycle, is not repeated.

Already changes in attitudes
to health and employment are
forging new lifestyles and com-
munity volunteerism is prolifer-
ating from necessity or aware-
ness of the need for mutual
help. Pluto offers black-and-
whte choices and this cycle is
concerned with slavery in all its
forms. With Saturn and Uranus
coming together, in 1942, in
Taurus and again in 1988, in
Sagittarius, tensions between
tradition (Saturn) and need for
change {(Uranus) have become
obvious. The past had to make
room for the future.

The generations due to expe-
rience extreme tensions be-
tween themselves and the sta-
tus quo were born with Saturn
conjunct Pluto, in Cancer in
1914, in Leo 1947 and again in
Libra in 1982, challenging and
transforming (Pluto) authority
(Saturn). These were years that
would begin to dredge up the
cruelty of over-regulation, cor-
ruption and misuse of power
for us all to see.

The patterns of the outer
planets we are born into are im-
printed somewhere in our des-
tiny and will be experienced as
a phase of history to be en-
dured or as a particular stren-
gth to share with others. As the
combinations occur humanity
has a choice between trying to
ignore the lesson or doing
something to manifest the
planetary energies positively.

Those born in the special
years of major conjunctions
have the responsibility to tune
in quicker than the masses but
we all have to learn. What a
century this is!
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TAURUS U

Next time you're at the super-
market, take a look at the check-
out queue and play ‘Spot the
Taurean.’ Aries is checking his
watch every 30 seconds, Gem-
ini has got at least two conver-
sations going and Capricorn is
seriously considering reorgan-
ising the whole system. But our
Taurean is standing quietly
waiting. It's not that he — or
she — isn't seething just like all
the rest; it's just that nothing
can be done to speed up the
process so Taurusisn’t going to
waste the energy required to
make a fuss.

The apparently downmarket
qualities attributed to Taurus —
dependable, trustworthy, stead-
fast, cautious and the like —
don't really do justice to the
second sign of the zodiac. True,
Taureans are not over-fond of
physical exercise per se but, if

there’s work to be done, they
will do it and get their exercise
that way. Taurus could be seen
as the embodiment of the law of
conservation of energy. He will
rarely move any faster or further
than absolutely necessary.

Earth signs are generally re-
garded as practical types and
the Fixed quality confers a cer-
tain determination. Give Taur-
us a job and it will get done.
Mind you, the flip side of that
positive determination is the
negative one of downright ob-
stinacy. A Taurean with his or
her mind made up is like setting
concrete — and you know how
difficult that is to shift.

None of the above seems to
have much to do with Venus,
ruler of Taurus, but there are
traits that do. An appreciation
of beauty — the real thing, not
superficial prettiness — a love

of music, good food and com-
fortable surroundings are in the
armoury and can be rather ob-
vious; Taureans tend to be well-
padded unless there is some-
thing ruthless in the chart to
offset self-indulgence.

That said, there is always
something attractive too; it's a
well-rooted, Earthy attractive-
ness, redolent of oak trees, placid
rivers and gentle breezes speak-
ing soothingly of calm and quiet.

Taurus’ year ahead

With no less than four quincunx aspects in
the Ingress chart for 1997, Taureans intent on
making any progress through the year are going
to need all of their staying power. Quincunxes
(also known as inconjunct aspects) tend to have
an air of awkwardness about them: they also
have the effect of being ‘cruel to be kind’ — dev-
astating change at first, later proving to be a
Good Thing.

The ones here are Sun (Taurus/4th) quincunx
Moon (Virgo/9th conjunct North Node), Venus
(Taurus/4th) quincunx Pluto (Sagittarius/11th),
Mars (retrograde Virgo/9th) quincunx Jupiter
(Aquarius/2nd) and Saturn (Aries/4th) quincunx
Midheaven (Scorpio).

It doesn’t finish there. There is a clutch of
square aspects to throw in as well; Sun square
Neptune (Capricorn/1st), Mercury (Taurus/5th)
square to Uranus (Aquarius/2nd) and conjunct
to Venus which, itself, is square Uranus and
Neptune. ‘Challenging’ is a pretty good word for
this lot!

The main axis of all this energy is concentrated
between 2nd and 4th Houses with occasional in-
put from 9th (Moon and Mars) and 11th (Pluto).
With the Sun highlighting domestic arrange-
ments, look for some considerable change in
home circumstances with a knock-on effect on

personal finances. With Jupiter and Uranus tran-
siting the 2nd House finances and matters mater-
ial will take on enlarged importance but be
warned that unexpected outlay is as likely as a
windfall. Planning what you are going to do and
sticking as closely as possible to that plan is the
best way to avoid too many setbacks — but with
Uranus around anything can happen.

Saturn and Pluto, trine to one another for most
of the year, will aid the planning of your strategy
and Uranus (again!) on or about the Saturn/Pluto
midpoint will help you to incorporate any alter-
ations that may be necessary. This is your
chance to make use of the energies available,
rather than have them use you.

The mixed blessings of the quincunx aspects
are likely to be chucking spanners around if your
ideas get too detailed too soon (Mars/Jupiter) or
where too much heed is paid to outside criticism,
(Pluto/Venus).

at knowing what's theirs and
where it is, especially if it isn’t
actually in their possession.
They're also good at looking af-
ter others’ possessions. So
there we are, back with the de-
pendable, trustworthy bit that
looked so boring earlier on.
There are other Venusian
shots in the locker, not the least
of which are the sensual de-
lights. The Taurean tactile ten-
dencies have already been
touched upon so it comes as no
surprise that a Taurean can
rarely see something soft and
cuddly — a kitten, a dog or an
angora sweater — without
wanting to stroke it.

This period also coincides with the last of the
Mars/Saturn opposition which has rumbled on
through the first half of 1997. So if there is going
to be anything of a jolt then now’s the time — if
you let it. Try to keep an eye on the way things
are going in financial and career matters, espe-
cially where you are concerned, and use the en-
ergies available to make the best of things rather
than being pushed around.

Things settle down pretty much after that for
the rest of the year although Venus retrograde in
Capricorn between Christmas 1997 and early
February 1998 may see you feeling a little bit
unloved.

| TALISMANIC PURIFICATION

I have been given a talis-
man by a close friend and
have been told it will need
cleansing before it can help
me.

The simplest and easiest way
to cleanse a talisman is to hold
it under cold running water,
preferably in a river or stream
or dip it into the sea.

and became Elohim, the plural
name of the Jewish/Christian
god.

Dorado is a golden-coloured
dolphin and a symbol of the
Phoenician peoples, so the
complete name of El-Dorado
means a place associated with
both an ancient god and a gold-
en dolphin. It is quite probable
that the great Phoenician city
of Byblos (in modern Lebanon)
is the true site of El-Dorado and
that it may, therefore, not be
just a myth.

This story seems bizarre,
even for those of us who have
supreme faith in the occult.

he Holy Bible is an his-
| toric account of the nu-
merous tribes of the
Middle East and the power
struggle that prevailed for
many generations. It also de-
tails our divine origins and
gives us the foundation for the
Christian faith. But why is the
last book considered to be a
prophecy? Why finish an his-
torical tome with a guess at
the future?

The book of Revelation ap-
parently forewarns what to
expect if we don’t behave our-
selves. But as it is written in
the vernacular, the sense of
prophecy becomes somewhat
lost. So, is Revelation reall
yet another chapter o
history?

The Mahabharata, which
is a very old book, seems
to describe battles fought
in the air, weapons of
mass destruction and
nuclear wars. Does
Revelation, there-
fore, describe
chemical and/or bi-
ological  warfare
from long ago?

Throughout
mankind’s entire his-
tory, he has fought a
constant war against dis-
ease — the plague, VD, hepati-
tis, etc. Medical science has
made giant steps forward in
that war and many known ill-
nesses have been conquered
and filed away in the history
books.

Yet some still haunt us with
devastating consequences and
new mutations of ‘older’ types
of illness step under the spot-
light or microscope. HIV/
AIDS being the contemporary
attention seeker.

But where do all of these
viruses come from? Which
came first, the chicken or the
egg — humankind or the virus?
The answer is mankind. Before
a virus can do its worst, it has
to find a nice warm host —
you! So who designed the
virus?

Since man’s war with the

virus began, one illness has
claimed more lives than any
other infectious disease; and
still stalks us even today. As
vet, medical science still has no
cure for the common cold.
Every Winter has become a fa-
miliar battleground with thou- |
sands of people taking to their
beds with cold and flu symp-
toms.

Pandemic

In 1918, a flu pandemic in-
fected nearly half the human
population. It claimed the lives
of 20 million people, more
than had died during the 1914-
18 War which had just ended. ‘
In Britain alone 6,700 died in
1957, 25,000 in 1969; anoth-
er 25,000 died from the flu
virus in 1989,

Now that is some weapon, if |

| it can be called that. One that

can't be detected and can't be
stopped. It can disappear for al-
most 40 years and then sudden-
ly strike once again: insidious is
the only word to describe it.

According to Revelation,
the seven angels with the seven
plagues wore shining linen
(protective suit?). And no one
was allowed to enter the tem-
ple until the seven plagues of
the seven angels were complet-
ed (air-tight laboratory with re-
stricted access?).

When the first angel poured
out his vial upon the Earth,
painful, ugly sores broke out on
the people. The second angel
poured out his vial into the sea
and killed everything in it. The
third turned the rivers and wa-
ters into blood. Armageddon
followed shortly afterwards.
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Obviously these angels were
not very benign beings, so
what was their purpose?

| prisingly, the only reasonable
answer has come from the
most unexpected quarter: that
great laboratory in the sky
(whether this is the same one
mentioned in Revelation or
not is unknown).

However, the point is that
these viruses could be drop-
ping out of the sky, quite literal-
ly. For instance, in 1981 Hans
Dieter Pflug identified a micro-
organism closely resembling
the influenza virus inside a me-
teorite that fell in Australia in
1969.

This could perhaps explain
how an outbreak of flu can
sometimes spontaneously
erupt in different parts of the
globe. It is a well-known fact
that meteorites and cosmic
dust continually penetrate the
atmosphere and even recent
data from Halley’'s Comet has
| shown signs of microbial life.

Natural Born Kilfers

Perhaps the common cold is not quite so
common as we would like to believe!

more scientific, the humble
virus is a bit of an oddity. Bio-
logically speaking, it is very
easy for the virus to slot itself
into the evolutionary chain.
What could be more simple
than a single microbe?
Essentially, we have here a
biological entity that says ‘copy
me.” Which is exactly what
DNA does. Unfortunately for
the virus, though, its parasitic
nature prevents it from doing
this for itself — it must have a
host before it can copy itself.
So where is its origin? Sur-

Is this therefore a science-fic-
‘ tion nightmare with tenuous
threads of reality — the deadly
spawn? An insidious life-form
arriving on Earth via a comet
or on the back of a NASA
space-craft; one tiny organism
capable of destroying all forms
of life. Is this where all our dis-
eases have come from?

| The evolutionary trail can
| not provide us with any an-
swers for reasons already stat-
ed and, so far, neither can
medical science. However, the
| answers may be staring us right

in the face — they usually do
when we search for explana-
tions, it's merely a question of
recognising them for what they
are worth.

First, though, remind your-
self of some of the unanswered
questions. For instance, the
demise of the dinosaurs is a
subject for much debate and
still remains a mystery. How-
ever, we shall concentrate on
more recent events such as ap-
proximately 35,000 years ago
when Neanderthal man be-
came extinct. But why? After
all, he was doing quite well for
some time but then apparently
simply died out.

Civilised

Neanderthal man was a very
well organised hunter-gather-
er. He sewed clothes from ani-
mal skins, built himself a home
and cooked over an open fire.
He also buried his dead and put
flowers in their graves. What a
civilised beast he was! Yet, for
all his skills, he is not an ances-
tor of modern man, nor is he
still around today.

There is evidence to suggest
that, for a while, he co-existed
with his successor, Cro-
Magnon man. Now Cro-
Magnon man was just as or-
ganised as Neanderthal man,
just as skilful, just as strong and
doubtless just as intelligent. So
why did Cro-Magnon man be-
come extinct?

‘ As an interesting footnote to
the history of the Cro-
Magnons, there is evidence to

‘ suggest that this species of hu-
man beings ceased to advance.

In fact, losing some of their

‘ skills, they actually began to
regress.

However, the Neanderthals
and Cro-Magnons are but two
examples of many human
species that no longer exist.

‘ For instance, whatever hap-
pened to Java man, Peking

‘ man, Homo Diluvii, etc?

Various schools of thought
have grown up to explain these

| enigmas and one of the more

 fabulous  theories  regards
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mankind as nothing more than
the product of genetic engi-
neering and selective breeding.
Now if you think about this for
a while, you will find it very dif-
ficult to prove this theory un-
true beyond all reasonable
doubt.

After all, if the evolutionists
can not prove Darwin’s theory
of evolution, then one of the
options left to us is that every
species of biological life on this
planet was brought here from
other points of origin. Quite a
mammoth task perhaps yet
this option does of course re-
quire the help of a technology
far superior to our own.

Consider, if you will, this ret-
rospective scenario. You find a
suitable planet and rid it of its
aggressive reptiles. You begin
your genetic experiments and
watch how matters develop.
You first attempt refuses to
walk on its hind legs and
prefers swinging from tree to
tree instead of learning basic
survival skills.

Think for a moment, how
many canine breeds can you
name? Chihuahua, Great
Dane, Alsatian, Rottweiler,
etc. The important point here
is that they are all dogs and
breeders select and manipulate
to produce what they consider
to be the perfect specimen.

Each has its own ge-
netic peculiarities: tall , short,
dark, fair, blue eyes and so on.

The purest race on this plan-
et is the Chinese. They have
shunned inward and outward
migration for thousands of
years; which is why they look
so alike. Virtually all “other
types, however, have jumped
into the melting pot to produce
every hybrid imaginable.

Most  societies are multi-
racial nowadays. Yet if one ex-
amines the geo-
graphical evidence

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Hunter materialised as a ghost-
ly vision he was a bizarre and
terrifying sight. He was said to
be robed in a phosphorescent
deerskin and wore a strange
helmet made from a stag’s skull
complete  with  branching
antlers. On his left wrist was an
iron bracelet and this, too,
shone with an unearthly
light. An owl flew above as
Herne, riding a
coal-black  horse

with blazing red /
eyes, led his pack "
of demon dogs on

their wild ride ‘
through the park.

Bad omens

Sightings of
Herne were usually
regarded as bad
omens and most
were reported during
the Winter months and
especially around All
Hallow's Eve (October
31st). He was report-
ed to ride at times
of national crisis or
before events of a
tragic nature asso-
ciated with the roy-
al family.

It is said that he
was seen in 1939,
just before the start
of World War II, and
in 1952 prior to the
death of King George
VI. However, there were
no reports of such sight-
ings before the recent fire
at Windsor Castle.

The last (reported) sight-
ing of Herne and his Wild
Hunt was in 1962 and sounds
like what would be termed an
urban myth nowadays. It is said
that a group of teenagers were
larking around in Windsor
Great Park at night and stum-
bled upon an old hunting horn.
One of them blew the instru-
ment and was answered by a
similar call. Then Herne and
his phantom hounds came rid-
ing through the trees and the
terrified teenagers fled in fear
of their lives.

Ancient myth

It is evident from the symbol-
ism in the story of Herne that it
is in fact the re-telling of an an-
cient myth. In the popular leg-
end of Herne he sacrifices his
own life to save the king from

the wounded stag. By this act
he becomes a ‘substitute divine
victim’ for it is the king who
should have died in his place.
Herne is killed by a stag, the
sacred beast form of the old
Horned God and totem animal
of the goddess Diana-Artemis.
A ‘wizard’ then appears from
nowhere and on his instruc-

tions, instantly obeyed by the
king, Herne is resurrected from
the dead by being crowned
with the antlers of the slain
stag.

Later Herne hangs himself
from the oak that has been
struck by lightning. The oak is
the sacred tree of the Indo-
European storm/thunder god

and lightning is his magical
weapon.

Some folklorists
have claimed that
Herne is a folk
memory of the an-
clent worship of
the Celtic god

Cernunnos, the

Horned One, in the

Windsor Forest area.

From the symbolism of

his legend it seems
more likely that Herne
represents the Norse
god Odin who was known
to the Anglo-Saxons as
Woden, Lord of the Wild
Hunt.

World tree
Odin hung for nine
days on the world tree

Yggsdrasil to gain the

mysteries of the runes.

Sacrificial victims were

also hung from trees in

Scandinavia in his hon-
our. When in human
guise Woden often ap-
peared to his human fol-
lowers as a wizard.
The Saxon kings of
England claimed to have
been descended from Woden
and his sacred blood flowed
through their veins. This would
explain the link between the
appearance of Herne and the
royal family who claim descent
from the Anglo-Saxon royal
dynasty of the House of Wes-
sex through both their English
and German ancestors.

What is amazing is that such
ancient beliefs about the Old
God should have survived for
nearly 1,000 years and then be
recounted in the works of Eng-
land’s greatest literary genius
for all to see.

Theorists tell us that we can-
not move time: only ‘now’ ex-
ists. We cannot, therefore, see
the future as it does not yet ex-
ist, nor can we return to the
past as it has been and gone.

It is easy enough to under-
stand time as it stands — Mon-
day is followed by Tuesday,
each hour is followed by anoth-
er, and so on. But what is hard-
er to accept is that time exists

in a continuous loop: that we |

can just as easily step back into
the past — or even forward in-
to the future — as we can be in
the present. But think of it like
a video recorder — press
Rewind and you can replay the
previous recording — and the
concept is easier to understand.

Then there is the ‘stone
tape’ theory, covering sight-
ings of ghostly people, build-
ings, landscapes and sounds
from the past, which postulates
that certain events (quite often
those which generate a lot of
emotional energy) become im-
printed on the environment,

such as the stone walls of a |

building. These may remain
dormant for some time until
triggered by electromagnetic
energies in the atmosphere or
someone who is sensitive sets
off the recording.

This would seem to rule out
the idea that the percipient has
travelled back in time physical-
ly but merely pressed a Play
button. It could also explain the

| lack of interaction between

percipient and apparitions.
Some accounts, however,

| seem to contradict this theory.

. tor went into a small stationery

shop in Great Yarmouth to buy
some envelopes for his coin

collection. He noted the cob- |

painted shop front and, while
inside, that the cash till was of
the old-fashioned sort not seen
any longer and the floor was
covered with a kind of oilcloth.

It was only upon his return to
the shop a week later that
things became distinctly odd.
Although very definitely the
same place, it looked com-
pletely different. Gone were
the cobblestones, replaced by
paving stones. The shop itself
looked rather drab and worn,
certainly it had not benefited
from a recent painting.

But even more astonishing,
the plastic envelopes pur-
chased there just the week be-
fore were not sold by the shop
and, as far as the assistant
knew, never had been. Curi-
ously, when dated by the man-
ufacturers, these envelopes
were thought to be probably
ten to 15 years old, certainly
not from the early 1900s (the
era suggested by the descrip-
tion of the shop), though still of
a type that was out of date and
no longer stocked at the time
the man had bought them.

Was this, then, a true time-
slip?

I had heard of these white
elephants and understood
them to be both sacred and
rare. We stood looking at each
other and | remembered think-
ing what beautiful deep blue
eves the calf had. There was a
human quality to them as if
they could see into my soul.

And [ realised the love and
compassion that I felt was ema-
nating directly from the young
elephant; as if it were able to
look into the fabric of my life
and see my past and present.

But then this idyllic scene
was completely shattered by
the events that ensued. An In-
dian came running round the
corner, leapt on the elephant
and began harpooning the un-
fortunate animal with a spear.
All this happened literally in
seconds and I could only wit-

‘Don’t grieve for me,’ it said.
‘T am not dead. I will be born
again to you soon. You will
never lose me.’

Upon waking

It took me some time to re-
alise that I had actually been
dreaming as [ struggled to
make sense of the bizarre im-
ages, recounted above, that
had gripped me earlier. But,
understandably, the dream left
an underlying sense of loss and
sadness which haunted me for
a long time afterwards.

Environmentally, it spoke to
me of the threat of extinction
which faces many animals and
the deep sense of loss which is
consequently our heritage.
Having spent a number of
years researching symbolism,
mysticism and world religions [
had amassed enough material
to know that dreams ‘speak’ to
us in the language we are most
likely to understand.

Thus, by the elephant ex-
pressing that it was not dead, it
was echoing a belief that the
North American Indians held
when all their buffalo were
slaughtered by the white men;
that their spirits lived on with
their ancestors, returning again
through the law of reincarna-
tion or residing in the ‘heaven
world.’

Whatever the  dream’s
meaning, whether personal or
impersonal, it led me on an
‘elephant quest’ where [ dis-

covered that the white ele-
phant is really tantamount to
the sacred white buffalo whose
return inaugurates the dawning
of World Peace. Additionally, It
was believed that one of Bud-
dha’s last incarnations was that
of a white elephant. Indeed, his
mother dreamed that a white
elephant entered her womb,
prophesying the birth of royalty.

The white elephant is greatly
venerated in Thailand where it
is a symbol of power, prestige
and prosperity. In fact our
Western term ‘white elephant’
originates from the story of an
ancient Thai king who granted
his troublesome son the title
Keeper of the White Elephants
which, though prestigious, was
a financially debilitating re-
sponsibility,

But what about the ordinary
elephant, if ever this magnifi-
cent creature can be referred to
as such? What of its symbolism
and power as a totem?

Because of the elephants’
sacred roots they have been
venerated and well tolerated
even when they have raided
food stores and crops. But this
reverence is sadly diminishing
among the young as they be-
come more Westernised and
consequently the elephant is
under threat again.

Yet, really to understand how
the elephant works as a talis-
man or totem it is necessary to
study the animal, or at least ob-
serve its habits, appearance and
general character. Basically a
totem is a symbol of medicine
or power bestowed by the spirit
of the animal or plant with
which it is associated.

Mumbo-jumbo

To the ordinary person this
may seem immured in mumbo-
jumbo and the supernatural un-
til one of the underlying rea-
sons why our animals are being
driven to extinction is taken in-
to consideration. Tigers are be-
ing poached at the rate of one
a day, not just for their pelts,
but for their bones and organs
which businessmen pay exorbi-
tant sums for in order to pro-
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cure the prized qualities of that
animal. Bones are ground
down into powder and sold on
the Chinese black market for
this reason along with other
rare animals parts.

In other words, they are used
as poor and environmentally
destructive  substitutes  for
totems. Because we have cut
ourselves off from nature and
the animals, its spirit has be-
come dead to us. We no longer
hear or understand the voice of
the wild.

Trunk

Due to its grey wrinkled ap-
pearance, the elephant has al-
ways been associated with the
Earth. But perhaps the most
significant feature of this crea-
ture is its trunk and the sensitiv-
ity with which it is able to both
explore its environment and
express feelings.

Because elephants have very
poor sight they rely heavily on
their trunks for information.
With this ingenious piece of
apparatus they are able to feed
themselves, bathe, drink, touch
each other and communicate
vocally. They will perform an
elaborate ‘greeting ceremony’
by linking their trunks with rel-
atives and friends, then gently
placing the tips of their trunks
in each other’s mouth.

Symbolically, and perhaps
implemented by its size and
longevity, the elephant has al-
ways been associated with
strength, long memory, pa-
tience and wisdom. Aristotle
referred to it as the most intelli-
gent of all animals.

Elephants also appeared on
Roman coins as symbols of im-
perial power. In Roman art
Africa was represented as hav-
ing an elephant’s head which
makes a lot of sense as I am
sure that if any country is rep-
resented by a guardian spirit, it
would be the African elephant.

Ganeesh, India’s god of trav-
el, wisdom, prosperity and hu-
mour, was an elephant-headed
deity. Some readers may be fa-
miliar with a documentary of
elephants featuring Goldie

Hawn who went and sought
the blessing and aid of Ga-
neesh before embarking on
her journey through India to
seek ‘her’ elephant.

People who have had the
fortune to observe elephants
very closely have noted their
moving and rather unusual be-
haviour towards elephant car-
casses. A silence will fall on the
elephants as they gather
around the corpse and test it
with their trunks, very gently
moving the bones about. It is as
if they are divining the bones
for some clue of their owner or
maybe it is a simple act of grief
as elephants are very capable
of grieving.

Elephants stick together,
supporting each other in child-
birth and death. In birth they
will gather protectively around
the new-born calf and take it in
turns to look after the infant if
need be.

If an elephant is wounded
the others will lean towards
him/her and hold the injured
up with their trunks and tusks.
If one of them is dying, the rest
of the herd will refuse to leave
it until it has taken its last
breath. It is not uncommon, ei-
ther, for elephants to bury their
dead companion with grass
and branches.

The relationship between
elephants and man has po-
larised between extreme re-
spect and love and sheer greed
for the money their ivory tusks
can fetch and this has driven
them dangerously near to ex-
tinction in the past. Yet the
love between an elephant and
man can be as strong as that
between a dog and its
master.

Satya Sai Baba, a holy
man in India, has an
elephant that weeps
physical tears
when his
master
leaves.
Then
there was
the case of
the circus
owner who

worked with an elephant for
16 years and left to get mar-
ried. The elephant never re-
covered from his departure
and refused to eat or drink and
gave up the will to live.

And there was another re-
port of a young elephant who
was being trained but couldn’t
understand what was expected
of her. When her trainers be-
came impatient, she rolled
over on her side and cried with
frustration; tears streamed
down her face and sobs racked
her huge body.

Totem

As elephants have a strong
sense of family and communi-
ty, using the elephant as a
totem would strengthen a
sense of family and belonging
to the Earth. Also the elephant
totem would bestow patience
and wisdom where this would
be needed in a particular situa-

| tion.

Since the elephant uses its
trunk to gain information from
its environment through the
use of smell, the totem would
increase one’s sensitivity great-
ly. This would probably, there-
fore, be an excellent totem for
aromatherapists who need to
have a keen sense of smell to
work with the oils on a deeper,
more intuitive level.

Lastly, but by no means
least, the elephant could be
called on for protection during
pregnancy and for children in
general as well as elderly and

sick relatives.

THE INFINITESIMAL DOSE

by Colin B. Lessell

(C.W.Daniel, £9.95/$19.95)
HOMOEOPATHY HaS MaNY adherents
but is criticised by scientists because it
has not been proved to work scientifi-
cally. It is this difference that persuaded
Lessell to write this book, showing in
simple terms the scientific justification
for the two incongruities of ho-
moecpathy: the potentisation (serial
dilution) and posology (dosage).

This is a well researched and learned
work deserving serious consideration
by students. Lessell has adopted a style
that varies between arcane medical
language and the simple plus graphical
illustrations. For instance, he explains
that the different dosages prescribed
are like curry, each has a flavour but a
different strength.

Although he carefully discusses the
structure of water, the theories of po-
tentisation, ethanol and polymers, Les-
sell recognises that homoeopaths have
concentrated their efforts on the reme-
dial action rather than the scientific
bias of their practice, asserting a natur-
al law as the foundation of their thera-
py, feeling they have elevated their art
to a science.

Yet, as Lessell points out, it is sci-
ence that neither knows what it dis-
penses nor in which quantity. Despite
prodigious vagaries, homoeopathy has
been enormously successful and often
constitutes a serious and superior rival
to orthodox medicine.

This book should certainly achieve
the author’s objective of enlightening
and promoting discussion as he has
made such an interesting attempt to
grasp the inherently characteristic na-
ture of the topic. — V.F.

It has done so again in the last six years
and it is a pity that we could not have
had a further update with this new
edition.

Contents include magical squares
and sigils, planetary/Cabbalistic kam-
eas, healing and balancing tattwas plus
advice on how to contact a guardian
angel and achieve positive results.

Copiously illustrated, full of useful
hints and suggestions, this is an emi-
nently practical work that should prove
invaluable to anyone seeking to en-
hance his/her life through well-estab-
lished magical techniques. — M.E.

THE PRINCIPLES OF PAGANISM
by Vivianne Crowley

(Thorsons, £4.99/$11.00)

WITH THE STEADY increase of interest in
neo-paganism as a religion and way of
life, a book such as this is long overdue.
In simple terms it describes what mod-
ern pagans believe in and how pagan-
ism relates to life at the end of the 20th
century.

At best, modern pagans are regard-
ed as daffy eccentrics; at worst, they
are denigrated as devil-worshipping
weirdoes. Crowley explodes the myths
to show that paganism is not some
bizarre cult but a belief system based on
ancient tradition updated to suit our
modern world.

She demonstrates that paganism is
all around us — in the sacred landscape
of ancient sites where our ancestors
worshipped the forces of nature before
us. It is a religion preserved in the land
and in the blood of its people, in folk
song and dance, in seasonal festivals
and customs. Above all, it is a religion
that recognises the Divine and the sa-
cred in the natural world.

Recommended reading for all those
who want to learn more about what
has been described as the fastest grow-
ing spiritual movement in the West. —
M.H.

RUNE POWER
by Kenneth Meadows
(Element, £9.99/514.95)
IN THIS BOOK, subtitled ‘The Secret
Knowledge of the Wise Ones,” Mead-
ows uncovers the mysteries of the
runes. He explains what they are and
where they come from, how they can be
used in magic and personal discovery.
The meaning of each rune is ex-
plained in great detail and there are 20
‘assignments’ for the aspiring rune-
master and/or diviner to work though
at his/her own pace. There are plenty
of illustrations and a useful bibliography.
Here, it is interesting to note that
there were only three or four books

available on the subject of runes prior
to 1980. This shows the enormous ad-
vances that have been made since
Michael Howard's pioneering work,
The Magic of the Runes. — J.T.M.

ANCIENT EGYPTIAN MEDICINE
by John F. Nunn

(British Museum Press, £25 hbk)
THiS ACADEMIC WORK holds a macabre
fascination. It is a comprehensive sur-
vey of original Egyptian medical papyri
and other sources of information such
as skeletons, mummies, statues, tomb
paintings and coffins carried out by a
qualified physician and Egyptologist.

The result is simply stunning, not
simply because of the amount of de-
tailed information that has been
gleaned from these sources but the ex-
tent of the ancient Egyptians’ knowl-
edge of human anatomy, their under-
standing of disease and range of
medical skills including surgery. Much
has been written about the ancient
Egyptian art of preserving bodies
through mummification but their ex-
pertise in the medical treatment of liv-
ing persons has been sadly neglected.

Nunn remedies this situation in his
enthralling book which explains how
the Egyptian doctors made their diag-
noses otp both minor complaints and se-
rious conditions and what treatments
were carried out. There are even sug-
gested remedies for restoring hair
growth for the bald or curative mea-
sures against greying as well as tech-
niques f%r the reduction of a dislocated
shoulder or the setting of a broken limb
which may well be used today.

And, if all else failed, there were al-
ways spells and incantation to help the
sick or dying as magic, religion and
medicine were intimately related; med-
ical practitioners were both priests and
doctors or surgeons. This fascinating
book focuses a spotlight on the earliest
known physicians, their understanding
of disease and traumas and the ways in
which they attempted to deal with them
through surgery, drugs and magic.

Compulsive reading and a revelation
on the depth of knowledge of an an-
cient civilisation. Highly recommend-
ed. —M.E.

ASTROLOGY REALLY WORKS
by The Magi Society
Astro Room/Airlift,
12.95/£10.99)
BEFORE READING THIS book [ had never
heard of the Magi Society and thus
cannot say how well-established or re-
garded they are in America. But [ will
admit that their approach to astrology
is notably different from the norm.
Although they take their astrology
seriously enough to constantly offer
definite challenge to sceptics who wish
to disprove their methods, the many

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charts in this book are all timed for
1pm EST, which I find puzzling. The
Magi regard most timed data as poten-
tially inaccurate and thus dispense with
the ASC and MC.

They also include two sets of planets
in their charts: the first being the tradi-
tional planetary positions which are
placed on the outside of the circle while
the second set are positioned accord-
ing to declination on curved lines. The
parallel and contra-parallel are consid-
ered to be major aspects along with the
conjunction and trine. As I said, this is
a very different system to the one with
which we are familiar.

As this group has a religious founda-
tion, there is a chapter to prove that as-
trology comes directly from God be-
cause of constant mentions in the
Bible. This section also devotes much
space to disproving the work of
Charles Darwin: all of which I feel is in-
appropriate in an astrological tome.

However, many of the Society’s
conclusions are interesting enough to
force one to look at a chart from a new
angle, which must be a good thing.
Perhaps not a work for the novice — 1
feel one should study traditional meth-
ods before experimenting — but the
more advanced may benefit from a
perusal. —B.L.

ACUPRESSURE

FOR COMMON AILMENTS

by Chris Janey & John Tindall
(Gaia, £7.99)

MOST PEOPLE NOWADAYS are aware of
the benefits of acupuncture and it can
only be a matter of time before it is
available on the NHS. Acupressure
works in a similar way on specific
points of the body where subtle ener-
gies can be manipulated except that
the practitioner’s fingertips are substi-
tuted for the acupuncturist’s needles.

As with acupuncture, this healing
principle is based on Eastern philoso-
phy and this discussed fully by the au-
thors. The main part of the book cov-
ers the practical uses of acupressure to
deal with common ailments such as
colds, stress, asthma, depression,
PMT, ME and even piles! The work is
fully illustrated and shows how pres-
sure can be applied to various parts of
the body to alleviate the symptoms of
these health conditions.

Just how much can be learnt from
this method of DIY teaching is debat-
able. Surely there is a danger of creat-
ing instant ‘healers’ who, having devot-
ed a weekend to reading this book,
regard themselves as qualified to tackle
any health problem. After all, there

aren't many books on DIY brain
surgery available. — M.H

by Michael Howard

(Thorsons, £4.99/$9.00)

THis 1S A particularly useful book, re-
freshingly succinct and to the point.
There seems to be a growing apprecia-
tion of the necessity of applying some
form of ritual into one’s occult endeav-
ours and Howard provides some inter-
esting information regarding this.

The method of attaining grace and
favour of the angelic beings who await
in the spiritual worlds to facilitate
Earthly requirements are outlined. It
may seem daft initially to be so per-
nickety about evoking the proper
archangel at the right time and for the
delineated purpose using the correct
colours, etc but this, in itself, has the
great advantage of disciplining the oh
so errant mind.

Ritual may be a bit of a bother,
seemingly archaic and beyond the pale
for sophisticated, intellectual, hungry
for instant gratification modern hu-
mans yet we might do a lot worse than
ask for assistance from the spiritual
worlds using candle-burning.

PLANETS ON THE MOVE
by Maritha Pottenger & Zipporah
Dobyns
(ACS/Airlift, $14.95/£12.95)
As FAR AS [ know this is the first book to
bring relocation charts within the
realms of interpretation for everyone.
So many thanks are due to Zip Dobyns
and her daughter for making this art
ossible to us ordinary mortals who
Eave limited access to the complica-
tions of Astro*Carto*Graphy; all that is
required is either the patience to calcu-
late manually or a computer that will
relocate a chart to anywhere on Earth.

The first half of the book is devoted
to case histories that study prominent
people and how they fare with the rest
of the world. These include a detailed
look at Bill Clinton along with other
folk such as David Koresh and one of
his child victims, Ross Perot, Pearl Bai-
ley and O.J. Simpson.

The rest of the book follows a cook-
book formula that allows the study of
one's own chart or that of others relo-
cated to anywhere and everywhere in
the world. Also considered are the ef-
fects of all the possible different angles
that can arise as well as aspects to the
rulers of each/every House plus the
new House positions for each planet
and four major asteroids.

The latter section is the one that
would be consulted in detail whenever
a change of location was under consid-
eration. The final chapter even advises
where one should go to marry, achieve
fame or riches, etc plus what may need

ORIGINALLY PUBLISHED AS a hardback in
1994, this paperback edition is very
welcome. Here you will find a won-
drous collection of tales from Ireland,
Wales, Brittany and England told by an
author who really knows and under-
stands his subject thoroughly and
avoids the modern temptation to ro-
manticise the Celtic myths.

In the true tradition of story-telling,
Stewart recounts these tales of beauty
and savagery that play such a signifi-
cant role not only in our historical her-
itage but in the nation’s spiritual devel-
opment too. Some of the legends were
preserved as poetry, both oral and lit-
erary, mainly in the form of ballads and
many of these are included in this ap-
pealing collection.

It is also a visually attractive book
containing some 11 full-colour and 40
line illustrations in its 176 pages. Ad-
mirers of talented artist Courtney Davis
will be delighted to note that he is the
originator of the evocative colour
plates seen here; Sarah Lever has pro-
vided the line drawings that enliven the
text.

There is a bibliography, recom-
mended further reading list, index, in-
troduction and afterword plus ten sep-
arate tales from Celtic Britain. An
impressive yet accessible work which,
in its new format, represents very good
value for the cover price. —M.E

KINESIOLOGY

by Ann Holdway

(Element, £5.99)

IT SEEMS THERE are at least 82 condi-
tions that kinesiology can and has
helped. However, it is difficult to test in
practice. For example, hiatus hernia is
listed but how this treatment will b e of
assistance is not really clear. On the
other hand, another listed condition,
cramp, would beyond doubt be helped
by such methods.

The book’s claim that kinesiology
can help everybody and every condi-
tion is too general and too lofty to be
tested. However, great credit should be
given to the author for the enormous
effort she has made in researching, col-
lecting and presenting the relevant ma-
terial of her specialist subject; the case
histories make especially interesting
reading.

This book could certainly be of value
to individuals wishing to explore and
practise these techniques.

SAINT OR SATAN

by Galina Vinogradova

(Gothic Image, £11.95)

THIs 1S THE life-story of Anatoly Kash-
pirovsky who appears to be a cross be-
tween Edgar Cayce and Uri Geller and
is inevitably compared with Rasputin.
Once a medical practitioner, he is now
a full-time healer with a difference who
has gained an enormous, almost myth-
ic reputation in Russia.

Kashpirovsky carried out his healing
sessions on ftelevision, called ‘tele-
seances, to nightly audiences of 200
million people. Such was his popularity
as a ‘telepsychotherapist’ that he re-
ceived up to 200,000 letters a month
reporting or requesting cures.

However, his broadcasts were even-
tually banned by the authorities, partly
because he was accused of hypnotising
his audience into ignoring political
matters! Like Freud, Kashpirovsky re-
jected hypnosis, preferring to say that
he does not cure diseases but merely
helps a person to return to a ‘memory
of normality.’

This is a superb tale yet inexplicably
lacks something in the telling for this
reviewer found it difficult to read. It is,
though, recommended highly to those
interested in the subject. — J.T.M.

THE INSTANT

HOROSCOPE READER

by Julia Lupton Skalka
(Llewellyn/Airlift, $14.95/£11.99)
HERE IS A tome aimed at the absolute
beginner to astrology that comes com-
plete with the offer of a free computer
chart.

It takes one through the basics of the
art in detail, clearly showing the nature
of planets, signs, houses, aspects and
so on. The book ends with a guide on

IN SEARCH OF DEITIES

trans by Clara Show; illusirated
Wang Xuanming
(Asiapac/Millbank Books, £6.95)
[ MUST ADMIT at the outset that I do not
much like the apparent modern trend
to publish books on ‘serious’ subjects
in cartoon style. However, this delight-
ful little collection of fairy tales (com-
piled by Gan Bao) does lend itself ad-
mirably to such a format.

Muythical fantasies occupy an impor-
tant role in Chinese culture and, ac-
cording to some authorities, are the
forerunners of ancient Chinese novels.
This particular collection was compiled
during the Six Dynasties, a period of
civil strife when there was widespread
movement of people from one place to
another. This had the inevitable result
that literary scholars, stifled by the
Confucianism that monopolised the
cultural climate, sought a freer mode of
expression.

Here, then, are 16 assorted stories,
each with a moral or philosophical
message, of deities and spirits who
dwelt in heaven, hell or on the Earth
and had intricate links with mankind.
Some, indeed most of these fictitious
characters possess supernatural pow-
ers, some are innately good, others
evil. The plots are refreshingly simple,
as befits tales that were originally
passed on verbally rather than written
down; which, again, may account for
their suitability for a cartoon format.

An unusual and intriguing collection
of fantasy tales to delight Westerners
and Orientals alike. — M.E.

THE GHOSTS AND weird reputation of
Borley Rectory have been haunting in-
vestigators for some five decades, with
media attention constantly reviving in-
terest in what was ‘Britain’s Most
Haunted House.'
