Mirror, Mirror,

As reflective pools of water were once credit-
ed with magical powers, so mirrors have been
regarded as magical tools.

tion, a mirror is simply ‘an

optical device commonly
made of glass with a smooth
polished surface that forms im-
ages by the reflection of rays of
light.” Why, then, have these
devices held such awe, fascina-
tion and even fear for people
throughout their reflective his-
tory?

Mirrors and other reflective
surfaces have long been regard-
ed as tools of magic and the su-
pernatural. Seen as gateways
to life’s mysteries, they figure in
the divination and prophecy of
many far-ranging eras and
creeds. Used to repel evil and
contradictorily even believed to
be evil themselves in their guise
as soul stealers, mirrors have
been a part of magic and
prophecy for centuries.

Any body of still water, in the
form of a lake or pool, efc
served as the precursor to mir-
rors although it was often be-
lieved to be an omen of death
to gaze at one’s reflection since
this was regarded as an affront
to the spirit of the lake. This
did not, however, prevent the
popularity of the early practice
of hydromancy: a form of div-
ination by gazing into water
which was later succeeded by
studying reflections in a mirror.

The use of mirrors can be
traced back as far as the Iron
Age. The Etruscans made pol-
ished mirrors ornately en-
graved with mythological reliefs
and the ‘Magic of the Mirror’
was well known to the sages of
ancient Greece, Rome, Egypt
and China,

The Bible gives mention to
mirrors made of bronze and

ver were used by the Greeks
and Romans to produce reflec-
tions and tell fortunes. The lat-
ter believed that mirrors origi-
nated in Persia where they
were used for divination by lo-
cal wise men or women. The
Greeks, Egyptians, Chinese
and Hindus also spent a great
deal of their time hoping to see
their futures revealed in the re-
flective surfaces of these divina-
tory tools.

The earliest known mirrors
made of glass originated from
Venice in the 13th century AD.
However, mirrors made from
metal and other polished sur-
faces remained in general use
for centuries.

Following the manufacture
of glass mirrors in quantity, the
art of catoptromancy, or mirror
divining, flourished. These of-
ten beautifully framed mirrors
were dipped into water to di-
vine whether a person’s reflec-
tion boded good or evil.

There are many practices
and superstitions concerning
the magical properties of re-
flective surfaces in most cul-
tures throughout the world.
As far back as the time of the
Aztecs, people protected their
homes from ill-wishers
overnight by leaving a knife in a
bowl of water at the entrance to
their living accommodation.
The idea was that the unwel-
come person would see his/her
reflection (soul) pierced by the
knife and flee.

Mirrors have always been of
particular fascination to the
Chinese who regard them as
doors to the world beyond.
Used to encourage the flow of

beneficial ch’i and dissipate
harmful sha, the custom arose
of decorating the backs of mir-
rors with cosmic symbols.

This became so prevalent
that the study of these designs
provides a valid history of Chi-
nese cosmological thought,
More commonly used for div-
ination in the East than the
West, mirrors were placed
about the home in China to dis-
courage evil spirits who were
believed to be terrified of seeing
their own reflections.

In parts of India elaborate
preparations and rituals were
necessary before mirror divina-
tion could take place. In Tibet
mirrors were commonly used
by skilled practitioners to read
signs and visions following a
detailed  Sanskrit  mantra
passed down from teacher to
pupil for centuries.

Divination using mirrors is
commonly called crystalloman-
cy, catoptromancy or scrying
and its history goes back to the
ancient witches of Thessaly
who were said to have written
their prophecies on mirrors in
human blood. These witches
are also deemed to have taught
Pythagoras to divine by holding
a mirror up to the Moon.

In Rome a specialist class of
mirror-reader, the Specularii,
emerged. Some of their num-
ber even served the emperors
of the 4th century.

The use of mirrors and their
supposed magical properties
spread and by the Middle Ages
they were credited with the
ability to protect their owners
from the effects of the Evil Eye
in many parts of Europe. Small
mirrors were commonly sewn
into hats for this purpose.

In the West, the popularity of

mirrors increased from the
Middle Ages right up to the 19th
century, with all classes of soci-
ety using them. But they held
particular significance to those
concerned with magic and div-
ination.

Catherine de Medici and
Henry IV often relied on the di-
vining powers of their court
magicians; while the royal seer
to Queen Elizabeth 1st, John
Dee, commonly divined using a
crystal egg and a black obsidian
mirror.

As may be expect-
ed, many supersti-
tions concerning
mirrors have arisen
through the ages.
We all know the old
adage that to break a
mirror foretells sev-
en years bad luck
The breaking of a
mirror has even
been thought to be
an omen of disaster
or death in times

past.
This superstition
can probably be

traced back to the
ancient belief that a
person’s reflection is
his/her soul. Conse-
quently, to smash a
mirror would be to
damage the soul or
deny its entry into
the next life.

Another explana-
tion for this supersti-
tion is that such bad
luck arises from the
ancient sages’ use of
mirrors to raise dead
spirits. Mirrors tam-
pered with in any
way could therefore
provoke the anger of
the spirits.

Mirrors that fall
and break of their
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own accord are said to foretell a
death in the house; though
there are some proposed anti-
dotes to this prophecy. In the
United States it was believed
that placing five dollars on the
splinters and making the sign of
the cross could assuage the
portended ill-luck. Europeans
believed that collecting all the
broken pieces and throwing
them into a fast-flowing stream
would wash away the potential
curse.

Sick rooms worldwide have
seen the banishment or cover-
ing of mirrors for centuries. It
was considered very unlucky
for the sick person to see
his/her reflection lest his soul
should be drawn out.

If the unlucky invalid should
die, any visitor seeing his own
reflection in the room was ex-
pected to die also. One old cus-
tom, in Germany and else-
where, was to cover all

reflective surfaces after a death.




Mirror, Mirro
of

Weddings, occasions
much superstition, also figure
in mirror lore. Should a maid-
en gaze at the Moon reflected
in her mirror she could, sup-
posedly, learn when her wed-
ding day would be. Years were
calculated mainly by the length
of time that passed before
clouds or a flying bird obscured
her view. If this ritual was per-
formed at Hallowe'en, the
young gitl could expect to see a
vision of her future husband
peering over her shoulder!

The bride who checks out
her appearance in a mirror
when ready to set out for her
wedding is clearly asking for
trouble according to custom.
However, ill-fortune can be
countered by leaving off one
item — a glove or shoe per-
haps — while she looks in the
mirror. This stems from a be-
lief that part of oneself is taken
by one’s reflection and the
bride who does not give her
whole self to her husband in
marriage is doomed to failure,

In old Ozark lore, babies un-
der 12 months of age were
thought to go cross-eyed or die
before their second birthday
should they see their reflec-
tions. While to see a friend ap-
pear in a mirror signified that
he/she would soon die.

Napoleon Bonaparte was
such a strong believer in mirror
lore that after accidentally
breaking the glass over a por-
trait of his beloved Josephine
when away on a campaign, he

could not sleep until a
despatched messenger re-
turned  with

the news
tahAat
she was
still
alive.

On a
more
positive
note, it

lieved
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that mirrors could reveal the
whereabouts of missing trea-
sure or people; foretell health
matters and the fate of nobles
and royalty. More usually,
though, there has always been
a universal dread of the humble
mirror.

Zulus believed that seeing
one’s reflection in dark pools
carried the risk of it being
dragged away by beasts. Basu-
tos hold a similar belief but are
more specific, putting the
blame solely on crocodiles!
The common origin of such a
belief is that many tribal soci-
efies even now see their reflec-
tions as their souls.

Many cultures believe that to
see one’s reflection indicates
an impending death and to the
ancient Greeks even to dream
of seeing one’s reflection was
enough to signify death. A
likely basis for this belief is the
Greek myth of Narcissus who
pined and died following catch-
ing a glimpse of himself in a
pool.

This fear of mirrors reflects
the many associations that
have been made between them
and evil throughout the ages.
Witches and vampires were be-
lieved to cast no reflection,
while the Evil Eye, though pos-
sibly deflected by a mirror,
would poison its surface or
even shatter it.

According to superstition,
mirrors should never be left un-
covered at night for fear of
catching a glimpse of oneself,
especially by candlelight, since
fire is an element of spirit and
attracts unseen forces. Nor
should one stare at length into
a mirror in case an image of
the Devil should appear. In
Russian folklore the mirror is
an invention of the Devil which
he uses to draw the soul from
the body.

By the end of the 17th cen-
tury mirrors were made in
Great Britain and their manu-
facture soon began to develop
into an important industry
throughout Europe and the

USA. More recently, the use of
mirrors for anything other than
seeing one’s reflection has fall-
en out of fashion.

In China and other parts of
the Far East this is not the case,
however. Though not favoured
in bedrooms where they cause
restless sleep by stimulating the
ch’i and may frighten away the
dreamer’s soul should he/she
see his own reflection, mirrors
are still used in divination and
prophecy.

Certainly mirrors remain a
useful adjunct to the practice of
Feng Shui; a mirror with an oc-
tagonal frame to represent the
eight trigrams being regarded
as a very powerful symbol. Of-
ten, a mirror with a convex
rather than concave surface
will be used so that harmful sha
can be more easily dissipated.

Mirrors are still used by di-
viners, psychics and clairvoy-
ants all over the world because
of their strong associations
with the Otherworld or spiritu-
al planes. Mirror-gazing in this
sense is said to reveal spirit
guides to aid one’s visions and
help the practitioner to hone
his/her ability to see the hu-
man aura.

Generally, mirrors are seen
as helpful aids to clairvoyance,
particularly those painted black
on the convex side. It is even
believed by some that facial
changes experienced when
staring at length into a mirror
are images of ourselves in past
lives.

Most of us today use mirrors
for little more than to check
our appearance. Yet, deep in-
side, many of us still experi-
ence that inherent feeling that
sometimes they may reveal
more than we wish to see.

Just think how many films
and books have played on the
theme of ‘something’ unto-
ward in the mirror. How many
of us, even today, try to avoid
catching a glimpse of ourselves
in a mirror at dead of night?

Whatever the reason, some-
thing about mirrors will always
make them seem so much
more than a sheet of glass over
wood.

Graphology may not be able to foretell the fu-
ture but handwriting can reveal personality
trends indicating a likely course of action.

here are times when the

handwriting analyst is

asked to forecast coming
events from a writer’s script.
This is not actually possible,
but what he or she can do is
state potentials.

One of the examples here
has that request about the fu-
ture but it may be worth look-
ing at both to discover the psy-
chological make-ups.

The tall upper extensions of
the first example are a feature
that cannot be overlooked.
This writer has a lively interest
in the sphere of intellectual
subjects such as philosophy,
idealism and many things con-
nected with the abstract and
intangible.

These upper extensions are

too high and indicate someone
who lives in the clouds a little
too much. Word-spacing is too
wide, exhibiting an inclination
to keep others mentally at a
distance for reasons of self-
protection should there be any
imposition from those in con-
tact.

The owner is not really at
ease when in the company of
others, despite any outer self-
confidence shown. This is con-
firmed by the unusually small
middle zone and points to a
low degree of self-esteem with
some insecurity in the back-
ground. Any emotional reac-
tion is seldom freely exhibited
and the uprightness implies a
wish to be independent.

Inner resources are often re-
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stricted and seldom demon-
strated. This writer has many
interesting ideas but lacks the
force and directive to put them
in action. The line-spacing
being wide exposes a measure
of isolation from getting in-
volved in emotional and close
relationships.

This is fundamentally the
writing of a ‘thinker’ without
any real spontaneity. There is,
however, a very good ability to
concentrate when the necessi-
ty arises. The T-bars are rather
low but they are long, which
can indicate enthusiastic peri-
ods of action. Imagination is
revealed by the inflation of
loop-forms. The larger a loop
is inflated the greater will be
the imagination.

To call this writer a dreamer
may be a little too hard but
there is a definite tendency to-
wards this implication. There
are no emphasised lower pro-
jections, so one knows that
materialism and instinctive
urges are not greatly influential
in this case. Finally, word end-
ings are slightly abrupt, em-
bodying a quick dismissal
when in discussion and argu-
ment.

The second example has
been produced by someone
who relies on contact with oth-
er people to give freedom to
exhibit this lively ego and self-
esteem. Basically it is round
without much angularity in it,
thus our writer is by nature
friendly and warm.

The lower projections are
strongly emphasised, so the
instinctive inducements play
an active role in this personali-
ty structure. They also indicate
some incompleteness apper-
taining to the sexual sphere.
The owner relies on printed

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ike an oyster, humanity is
opening itself to reveal the
pearl of a new conscious-
ness. Waves of light of ever in-
creasing intensity are sweeping
the Earth and,with each wave,
more and more people are be-
inning to experience the ef-
ects of the awakening.

Some of these effects mani-
fest as synchronicity, telepathy,
‘knowing’ purely from intu-

Precession of
the Equinoxes

The term Age of
Aquarius is immor-
talised in the words
from the musical
Hair:  ‘This is the
dawning of the Age
of Aquarius.’ But few
people know more
than this or under-
stand what it means.

Through an inter-
est in the mysteries
of the pyramids of
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by FIONA PHILIPS

Egypt, [ was heartened to dis-
cover that the Age of Aquarius
is a precise astronomical era.
To understand this fact, you
will need to grasp two ideas.
The first is that the Earth has
a peculiar wobble that takes
26,000 years per revolution,
known as precession. Second-
ly, there is a connection be-
tween this wobble and the
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Spring Equinox known as the
precession of the Equinoxes.

In order to understand this
precessional wobble it is useful
to carry out an exercise in im-
agery. Imagine yourself as a gi-
ant striding across the heavens
towards the Earth. You see
two axles extending from the
North and South poles out into
the depths of the sky.

Take one pole in each huge
hand and imagine inter-rotat-
ing them, pushing
with  your right
hand and pulling
with your leg in a
clockwise direction
in two great circles.
This movement re-
quires great effort
on your behalf and
it therefore takes
you 26,000 years
to complete one
revolution. It is this
wobble that s
known as preces-
sion and is rather
like the movement
of a spinning top
once it has been
knocked off centre.

This mechanism
of the heavens re-
sults in the appar-

ent movement of
the Sun across the

12 signs of the zodiac on the
Spring Equinoxes. It is so slow
that the Sun will be housed by
one astrological sign for 2,160
vears, therefore 26,000 years
approximately are

= required to com-

plete one journey
through the zodiac.
This means that if
you looked East on the

Spring Equinox before dawn
over the last 2,000 years or so,

you would see the constellation
of Pisces behind the Sun. This
is why the last 2,000-year peri-
od is known as the Age of
Pisces.

Looking East on the Spring
Equinox over the next 100
years will reveal the first stars of
the Aquarius constellation.
This is the meaning of the
dawning of the Age of Aquar-
ius. It occurs as a result of this
giant slow wobble of the Earth.

One such astronomical age is
known as a Great Month. A
movement through all 12 signs
equals the Great Year of
26,000 years duration. This
movement is called a preces-
sion as opposed to a proces-
sion because it is a slow ‘march’
backwards through the signs,
hence the change from the Age
of Pisces to that of Aquarius.

A%es past

he New Age we are step-
ping into is one that is leading
us into a new understanding.
Equally, it leads us back in time
on a mysterious journey to hu-
manity’s roots and the ancient
wisdom.

Evidence suggests that the
ancient Egyptians were great
astronomers. It is fascinating
to observe how they and other
ancient civilisations placed such
significance on the 26,000-
year cycle.

Much of their art and culture
reflected the sign of the times.
For example, the cult of the
Minotaur in ancient Greece co-
incided with the Age of Taurus,
the Bull. Similarly, the Bible is
filled with references to fish and
Jesus heralded in the Age of
Pisces, the sign of the Fishes.

During the Age of Aries the
Ram featured prominently in
the ancient Egyptian culture.
Recently [ walked along the es-
planade approaching the Tem-
ple of Karnak at Luxor accom-
panied by large ram-headed
sphinxes on either side of me in
two great lines for this temple
was built during the Arien Age.

If you have any doubts as to

same astrological symbols as
we do today, then research for
yourself a famous temple paint-
ing at Dendera in Egypt, dating
back 3,500 years. This depicts
the 12 zodiacal symbols just as
we know them today.

Moreover, this precessional
movement of the Earth is en-
coded in the mathematics of
the Great Pyramid. A recent
best-seller, Keeper of Genesis,
by Robert Bauval and Graham
Hancock argues that the pyra-
mid and sphinx complex at
Giza was constructed in order
to mirror the stars in the heav-
ens at the Spring Eguinox
10,500 BC, which was the
dawn of the Age of Leo.

It has been argued that the
Sphinx represents a lion and is
intended to mirror the heavenly
Lion. Thus on the Spring
Equinox 10,500 BC the
Sphinx gazed into the sky at its
own image — Leo.

Why were the ancients so in-
terested in the great astrologi-
cal Ages and in precession?
What is more mysterious, how
could peoples who lived sup-
posedly at the dawn of human
civilisation have such advanced
astronomical knowledge?

Theories abound that the an-
cient Egyptian pyramids, which
we could not build today, were
masterminded by the survivors
of a very advanced lost civilisa-
tion, namely Atlantis. There is
currently a large body of evi-
dence suggesting that not only
is the mathematics of preces-
sion encoded in the Great Pyra-
mid but in all the mythological
texts of the world too.

It is as if the ancients are try-
ing to communicate something
of great importance to us
across the millennia in stone
and myth. Graham Hancock in
his book Fingerprints of the
Gods suggests that the Earth's
precessional wobble could be
the cause of the melting of the
Ice Ages.

The melting of millions of
tonnes of ice would explain the
mythical deluge that sub-

whether the ancients used the | merged Atlantis as well as ac-
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counting for other Floods.

Could the ancients be trying
to speak to us today about this
precessional movement of the
Earth because it teaches us
about our true past and our fu-
ture? Could it be now, on the
brink of the Age of Aquarius,
that the message is destined to
be decoded?

In the 1930s, Edgar Cayce,
this century’s greatest sensitive,
predicted that the records of
Atlantis would be found be-
neath the right front paw of the
Sphinx between 1996 and
1998. In the last two years
John Anthony West has discov-
ered a man-made chamber ex-
actly in this location and there
is great anticipation that the At-
lantean records may be found
in this chamber.

Imagine the many truths
such records would reveal
about humanity’s genesis and
the wisdom we need to rebuild
our civilisation based on the
laws of harmony and love. The
huge body of information we
have about Atlantis tells us that
it was just such a civilisation be-
fore its fall.

SEring Equinox
quinox means literally
‘equal night’ because daylight
and darkness share a 24-hour
period equally on this day. The
Spring Equinox is a key mo-

| ment in the observation of this

important precessional move-
ment of the Earth.

It is a moment of time hon-
oured in stone by the ancients
since prehistory. On this day
only the Sun rises exactly due
East all over the world. Today it

|is still celebrated by people

worldwide despite our appar-
ent slip into a disconnection
from Gaia.

Enriched by my new aware-
ness of the link between the
Spring Equinox and the Age of
Aquarius, two intrepid friends
and I set off to watch the Sun
rise on this day in 1997 by the
Great Pyramid in Egypt. We
arrived at the pyramids at 4.30

| am on March 20th.
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Entering the Giza complex
in darkness we climbed the
pyramid of Cheops’ daughter,
one of the satellite pyramids in
front of the Great Pyramid.
From here we watched in whis-
pered awe as the Sun rose and
lit the face of the Sphinx.

We knew she had been
marking this moment for many
thousands of years and it was a
sacred time and place. We had
learnt that perhaps she has
been guarding the knowledge
of humanity’s genesis until this
Age of Aquarius when truth
shall be sought and found.

Five=yaar Foracast

A change of Government means a shift in em-
phasis; the new Labour administration in the UK
is a case in point. The chart analysis here by
GEOFFREY SAXBY covers the term from May
1997 to the 2002 General Election.

The chart is set for the time
and location in which Mr Blair
received his invitation from
HRH Queen Elizabeth Il to form
a new government; May 2nd
1997, 11.30 BST, London.

The general overview for
1997 is greatly highlighted by
Saturn, the planet of authority,
conjunct the Midheaven of the
New Labour chart. This implies
that important duties have to be
undertaken which must demon-

strate the trustworthy nature of

admin-
istration.
It will

It will be particularly necessary
not to shirk any responsibilities
that have been taken on to get
to this point, otherwise the phi-
losophy and allegiances which
placed New Labour in its cur-
rent position could cause diffi-

culties some seven years down
the line.

Now is the time to take re-
sponsibility for all situations
from the past and so continue to
move forward with confidence.

January to February
1998 see a challenge from
partners and some of the hid-
den tensions that have been
brewing for some time will pre-
sent themselves.

A particularly awkward peri-

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ASTROLOGY TODAY

The astrological world is in
a state of transition. Indeed, itis
tempting to compare the theo-
logical schism that rent
Christianity asunder in 16th cen-
tury Germany with the emerg-
ing propensity to abandon tradi-
tional practice in favour of
astro-psychology (chart analy-
sis in Jungian terms).

Regrettably there is a grow-
ing army of astrologers who
would happily confine the scope
of astrology to the construction
of an accurate character analy-
sis couched in such terms and
verbally dissected in numerous
counselling sessions.

The aim of such a diagnosis
is to help the client understand
the complexity of his/her own
psychic structure and bring pre-
viously unconscious issues out
into the open. Commendable
and useful though this may be
it fails to acknowledge what
many clients want from an as-
trological consultation; a per-
ception of their place in the uni-
versal scheme of things.

Many people still believe in
God. Astrologers and clients
who both share a belief in a
‘God-centred’ universe conse-
quently want an astrological
explanation for their lives and
experiences framed within a re-
ligious context. For them, Jung
justisn't enough.

Moreover, some practition-
ers of astro-psychology join
hands with the enemies of as-
trology to cast doubts upon its
ability to predict, totally ignor-
ing the fact that astrology and
prophesy go hand in hand.
(Interestingly prophetis the de-
rivative of the Greek prophetes,
one who declares the will of
God).

Authors of astrological text-
books which teach psychologi-
cal chart interpretation perform
a valuable service, for without
intellectual innovation astrolo-
gy will stultify and die.

What cannot be forgiven,
however, is the damage done
by authors who denounce any-
thing other than a psychologi-
cal approach. Yes, we must
reappraise the contributions of
our astrological forebears but
equally we must ensure that we
don’t throw out the baby with
the bath water.

Consequently, | would urge
all those with the best interests
of astrology at heart to em-
brace astro-psychology’s con-
tribution while simultaneously
defending traditional astrologi-
cal practice, of which prediction
is an essential element.

Many years as a working as-
trologer in the North East of
England have led me to con-
clude that most clients want
practical guidance with day to
day issues and a glance into the
future. An astro-psychological
analysis, devoid of any antici-
pation of how the client’s cur-
rent situation might develop,
will not meet their needs.

Making predictions is an es-
sential function of the as-
trologer. To abdicate that re-
sponsibility and refer the client
to the local Tarot reader is un-
acceptable. Greater clarity is
needed with respect to the is-
sue of prediction and also, per-
haps, a better methodology.

First, astrologers must instil
in their clients realistic and at-
tainable expectations. This can
be accomplished by acknowl-
edging the limitations of the
birth chart. A chart cannot re-
veal everything to be known
about a person, yet it sheds a
valuable light into the client’s
past, present and future.

A candle is a very weak
source of light. By diligent ap-
plication, however, it can illu-

minate enough information to
deduce whether the black
chasm in which one stands is
the interior of a cathedral or a
subway station; vital informa-
tion if one is poised to put a foot
upon the live rail.

A consultation should never
be a monologue but an expan-
sive, productive and perceptive
dialogue. | always begin by
showing my client a barcode
cut from a supermarket pur-
chase — clients can immediate-
ly relate to that piece of coded
information.

The supermarket cashier de-
codes it with a special ‘gun,’ a
one person job. Conversely, a
birth chart is a piece of coded
information that can only be
deciphered by two experts
working together. One expert is
the astrologer who has devoted
many years study to the subject.

The second, equally impor-
tant expert is the client who is ac-
tually the physical manifestation
of that code and who has conse-
quently accumulated a mass of
vital, specialised information
about her/himself. A synthesis
of this shared pool of informa-
tion is the foundation upon
which the whole consultation is
built. It is a joint operation.

The client’s first-hand knowl-
edge enables me to fine tune
the implications of the factors
under consideration. Of course
there are clients who don’t
want to play an active role and
to them | explain that if | contin-
ue — denied their vital contri-
bution — they must accept a
greater margin of error.

No scientist will ever fully un-
derstand the universe of matter
and energy. No astrologer will
ever predict the future without
error. All we can do is try our
best.

One thing, however, is cer-
tain; the future of astrology will
not be as well served by reduc-
ing it to a pseudo-science.

LONG REIGNS

I am interested in finding
out which of the ancient peo-
ples had kings (or queens)
reign over them for very long
periods of time. Can you give
me some examples please?
—J.S., Watford.

Dynasties apart, where
many kings reigned during one
long span of time, its is to the
early Chinese and Egyptian
civilisations that you must look.
Probably the best known long-
serving monarch was Thoth
who, according to legend,
reigned for 3,226 years.

Prior to this, the Sumerian
King List details a long line of
kings who reigned in Sumeria
(Lower Iraq in Mesopotamia)
from primeval times. Accord-
ing to this List, each king
reigned for 3,600 years al-
though one monarch is credit-
ed with a 64,000-year ruler-

ship and another with a reign
lasting 72,000 years.

Though this may seem ex-
traordinary, if not impossible,
there is a great deal of support-
ive evidence for the accuracy of
the King Lists although archae-
ologists and historians insist
they must be false or misinter-
preted. It is worth remember-
ing that in antediluvian (pre-
Flood) times, patriarchs,
prophets and kings did seem-
ingly have longer life-spans
than our mere three-score-
years-and-ten; many lived to be
hundreds of years old.

The Sumerian historical
tablets claim that kingship de-
scended from the skies to the
Earth, with extraterrestrial be-
ings serving a period of time on
Earth as monarchs, later con-
ferring kingship on Earth mor-
tals. As the 3,600-year ruler-

ship span coincided with the
orbit of Marduk, it was believed
that the race of those who
ruled here were from that far-
distant planet.

The difference in time mea-
surements between Earth and
Marduk (‘a thousand years are
but as a day’) is said to account
for the fact that these early
kings had a much longer life-
span than did humankind.
Similar tales abound in the
mythology of China, Egypt,
Scandinavia and other parts of
the world, suggesting that
there really were beings who
lived for vastly long periods and
ruled various areas of the globe
in the remote past.

JOAN GRANT

I have read a few books by
an author named Joan Grant
and wonder if you could rec-
ommend any of her works
that deal with past lives. —
A.N., Carlisle.

Joan Grant wrote a series of
autobiographies and suppos-
edly autobiographical novels
dealing with what is termed far
memory, a state of mind allow-
ing one to relive past lives in
various time periods and in dif-
fering civilisations.

Her best-known book, first
published in 1937, was

guidelines and keeps well with-
in them, implying a reasonable
and tolerable discipline.

The first strives to-
ward the upper sphere of spiri-

tuality, ideals and creative am-
bition, while the second one is
emotionally rich and faces the
more realistic aspects in daily
living. Aspiring to the more in-
tellectual, the first writer ad-
heres to principles and ideals
yet there is a feeling of insecu-
rity displayed by that wvery
minute middle zone; at times
almost unreadable.

Therefore our second writer
is much more at home with the
everyday world than is number
one. A very large middle zone
indicates a love of life, people
and social activity. It is well to
note that both our writers have
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Winged  Pharaoh  which
claimed to be a lifetime experi-
enced in ancient Egypt, Other
novels by her include Scarlet
Feather (North American Indi-
an lifetime) and Return to Ely-
sium (a life in ancient Greece).

Most of her books were
reprinted some ten years ago
and may still be available
through specialist bookshops.
They are enthralling reading,
her unusual writing technique
often uncovering details that
were startling at the time of
publication but later confirmed
by archaeological discoveries;
a very special writer, well
worth exploring.

ORIGINS OF SYMBOLS

What do we know of the
history and derivation of zo-
diacal and planetary sym-
bols? Where did they origi-
nate? — B.C.S., Ipswich.

All astrological data emanat-
ed from many sources but
mainly from Chaldea, Babylon,
Egypt, Greece, Rome, India
and China. Islamic writings al-
so played a part at a later date.
All these peoples contributed
facets which have been gener-
ally incorporated into plane-
tary symbols and meanings as
we know them today.

I hope to enlarge on these

subjects in later OQT columns
but, in the meantime, books
that may merit further study in-
clude The Round Art by A.T.
Mann, A History of Astrology
by Nicholas Campion and any
Margaret Hone astrology book.

FOOD OF THE GODS

I have heard of a drink or
food of the gods of ancient
times which they digested
each day and which was sup-
posed to prevent them from
ageing. Have you any details
about this, please? — 1.S.,
Truro.

According to myth, the gods
had a drink called ambrosia
which was supposed to bring
everlasting youth if taken each
day. However, many legends
refer to the Golden Apples of
the gods, a fruit which also
gave them long life and a
youthful appearance.

In Scandinavian myths and

'iegends, the goddess Freya
| supplied these apples to the

gods. This links to the fruit of
the Tree of Life, said to be in
the Garden of Eden, which was
prohibited to humans but sup-
plied to the gods for consump-
tion.

Recent theories suggest that
there was an actual Eden, lo-
cated in what is now the lower

regions of Iraq, where experi-
ments in creating humans took
place. Interestingly, this is the
very area where the Gulf War
took place in the early 1990s.

Legend mentions that the
fruit of the Tree of Life was giv-
en by the gods to newly created
humankind but later withdrew
this privilege due to various
problems mainly concerning
the genetics and character of
the new species. This, in turn,
later gave rise to the biblical
story of The Fall and expulsion
from Eden, originally derived
from a very much more de-
tailed tale in the Sumerian
archives.

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Sambhain Fires

amhain, the eve of No-

vember 1st when the

Celtic Winter begins, was
in fact the Celtic New Year.
Traditionally, this was the time
when crops were harvested and
animals slaughtered to main-
tain minimum breeding stocks.
The rest of the animals were
salted which probably accounts
for the modern magical use of
salt as a disinfectant or purifier.

Hence Samhain was a time
of death and nervousness.
Would the tribe make it
through the Winter? Would the
animals survive?

With this economic uncer-
tainty came a tangible eeriness
for the turn of the year. It was a
time when dead friends came
to visit, being bade welcome to
the bonfires of Feile na Marbn
(the Feast of the Dead). This
marked ‘a partial return to pri-
mordial chaos... the dissolution
of established order as a pre-
lude to its recreation in a new
period of time.’

So Samhain was a time for
both divination and commu-
nion with the dead. Converse-
ly, it was a time for feasting and
merriment too. However hu-
man sacrifice was common ac-
cording to Stewart Farrar.

‘There can be little doubt that
at one time it involved human
sacrifice — of criminals saved
up for the purpose or, at the
other end of the scale, of an
ageing king; little doubt either
that these ritual deaths were by
fire for in Celtic mythology
many kings and heroes die at
Samhain, often in a burning
house, trapped by the wiles of
supernatural women.’

The ritual is still somewhat
preserved on Guy Fawkes
Night. Particularly so in Ireland,
where Bonfire Night is actually
celebrated on  Hallowe'en.
Children in some villages still
say ‘Money for the King' or
‘Money for the Man in Black’
instead of ‘Trick or Treat,’ bliss-
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fully unaware of its pagan ori-
gins. For traditionally the Man
in Black is the High Priest of the
local coven and his anonymity
must be preserved, unlike that
of the High Priestess.

Bonfire Night rituals in Ire-
land differed from and preced-
ed the English Guy Fawkes
Night rites. On reflection,
though, 1 suppose the English
ceremony of bonfires and burn-
ing effigies is likely to have
been based on the earlier
Samhain rituals.

Of course, the traditional No-
vember 5th Bonfire Night cele-
brates the failure of the Gun-
powder Plot in 1605 when Guy
Fawkes tried to blow up the
Houses of Parliament. Yet it is
not difficult to surmise that the
Church used this event and
date to Anglicise Samhain.

It is interesting to note that
the origin of the word bonfire
means a fire made from bones.
Bones were very important to
the Celts, especially their asso-
ciation on Samhain with com-
munication with ancestors. Be-
low is a quote from Quatuor
Semmones, 1499 describing
various types of bonfires.

‘In the worship of St John, the

eople ... made three manner of
ires: one was of clean bones and
no wood, and that is called a
bonefire; another of clean wood
and no bones, that is called a
wood-fire ... and the third is
made from wood and bones,
and is called “St John's fire”.’

The Christian Church also
recognised the significance of
the date by moving All Hallows
Eve from its original date of
May 13th to November 1st in
an attempt to Christianise the
locals. However, during the
Reformation the festival was
banned by the Church in recog-
nition of the continuing interest
in the Old Ways and was only
restored by the Church of Eng-
land in 1928!

This change of date was or-

dered in 610 AD by Papal dic-
tate which ordered that pagan
festivals should be converted to
Christian ones. It was All Hal-
lows which was known in
France as Toussaint and later
translated to All Saints.

The Pope declared that All
Saints should be dedicated to
the honour of all Christian mar-
tyrs. This totally altered the
meaning of the festival. Evi-
dently All Saints Day was once
on May 1st, which of course is
the ancient festival of Beltaine,
another significant religious
event in the Celtic calendar.

So, in 834 AD All Saints was
changed to November 1st.
However, in the ancient Celtic
calendar the ‘day’ started the
previous evening. So the festi-
val would have begun at Sunset
on the 31st and continued until
Sunset on the 1st.

All Hallows itself is a more
modem name for the ancient
ceremony of Samhain, though
it is difficult to ascertain the ori-
gin of this term. ‘Hallows’ de-
rives from the Anglo-Saxon
halig, meaning holy. The
changeover must have oc-

curred in the post-Celtic era, in
the age of the Saxon but
whether the festival was still pa-
gan by then or already Chris-
tianised is difficult to guess.

Curse or Coincildence?

Are we any closer to explaining the mysteri-
ous deaths apparently connected with
Tutankhamen’s tomb?

n November 11th 1923

r Douglas Derry of the

University of Cairo began

the autopsy on the body of a

young man — 3,300 years after
his death.

Not long afterwards Derry’s
assistant Saleh Ben Hamdy died
in mysterious circumstances.
Hamdy was one of 26 people
whose deaths were in some way
connected to the greatest archae-
ological discovery of all time, the
tomb of Tutankhamen.

It is now 75 vyears since
Howard Carter first peered into
the antechamber of the young
pharaoh’s tomb and the battle
still rages. Were the 26 deaths
unrelated? Or did the archaeolo-
gists, by disturbing the pharaoh’s
sleep, unleash a deadly curse?

Curses, it seems, were not
commen in ancient Egypt. When
they did exist their purpose was to
wam off would-be robbers of the
time. The tomb and the mummy
were the Earthly home of disem-
bodied spirits; it they were violat-
ed the spirit would be rendered
homeless and nameless. Archae-
ologists regularly came across
skeletons in tombs, death proba-
bly having been caused by poison
or lack ofg oxygen.

Some Egyptologists suggested
that any curse would not apply to
the archaeologists. Their aim,
after all, was not to despoil but to
preserve. Yet it would make little
difference to the mummy’s spirit
whether those who protaned its
resting place did so for personal
gain or in the name of progress
and Empire.

Contrary to popular Holly-
wood myth, Howard Carter and
his team were not greeted by the
Egyptian equivalent of a neon
flashing sign warning them to
continue at their peril. Admitted-
ly, a curse was found inscribed on
a clay stelar (column) but this was
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catalogued and not deciphered
until later. This inscription fore-
told death to all who disturbed the
Pharach’s sleep but the stelar
was not photographed and was
struck off the list of treasures.

| Bad omens

The local and international
press, however, did not need
physical proof. As far as they
were concerned there were al-
ready ample signs that the male-
diction was at work — starting
with Howard Carter’s famous ca-
nary which, weeks earlier, had
been snapped up by a cobra.
This was an unusual occurrence
as cobras are rare in Egypt. But
why should many have interpret-
ed this incident as an ill omen?

In ancient Egypt the cobra was
the symbol of Ra, the Sun god.
The Pharoah, as the incarnation
of Ra on Earth, wore the sign of
the snake upon his forehead,
symbolising his power to strike
down his enemies.

The locals believed that the
spirit of the newly-found pharach
in the form of the royal cobra had
killed the excavator’s happiness,
represented by the songbird.
Those who disturbed the
pharaoh’s peace, they said,
would find ‘gold and death.’

But what really convinced peo-
ple that occult forces were at play
was the death of Lord Caernar-
von, patron of the expedition.
During the official opening of the
burial chamber on February 28th
1923 he was bitten by a mosqui-
to on his left cheek. The bite be-
came infected; he grew weak and
feverish, and on April 5th died,
according to the death certificate,
of pneumonia.

Fatal mosquito bites were a
normal enough occurrence in the
Egypt of that time. There were,
however, other omens for the
curse watchers.

At the exact moment of Lord
Caernarvon’s death the lights in-
explicably went out in the Cairo
Hospital and candles had to
brought into the room. Mean-
while, at the family home in Eng-
land, his faithful dog Lucy began
to howl. Minutes later, she died.

According to his sister, just be-
fore he died Lord Caernarvon
cried out in his delirium that the
Pharach was calling him. On
January 31st 1924, when the ac-
tual mummy of Tutankhamen
was uncovered, a mark was dis-
covered on the young king's
cheek in exactly the same place
as the fatal mosquito bite.

Carter, who died in 1939 aged
69, believed that talk of a curse
was nonsense. Caernarvon, it
seems, had more of an interest in
the occult. In 1927 the promi-
nent seer Velma published an ar-
ticle in which he claimed to have
read the royal patron’s palm
shortly before his return to Egypt.
He foresaw danger and death
and warned him of the perils of
meddling with the secrets of the
dead kings.

More fuel to the fire came with
the death of Lord Caemarvon’s
younger brother, Aubrey Her-
bert, who committed suicide
(aged 48) in a fit of madness.
Shortly afterwards the Sister of
Charity who had nursed Caernar-
von up to his death also died.

In 1929 Caernarvon’s secre-
tary Richard Betkell — of seem-
ingly good health — was found
dead in his bed; the autopsy said
of a stroke. Months later Betkell’s
father, Lord Westenrys (aged
78), jumped to his death from a
seventh floor window. According
to his biographers he kept an
alabaster vase from Tut-
ankhamen’s tomb in his room.

Then, on the way to the ceme-
tery, the funeral car ran over and
kiled an eight-year-old child.
Even those who were sceptical
about supernatural dealings be-
gan to wonder if perhaps the
pharach’s spirit was at work.

Among the 26 related deaths
were numerous Egyptologists.
One of them, Evelyne White,
committed suicide after a crip-
pling fall. A note she left said, ‘A
curse is pressing down on me
and I have no other choice but to
submit.” Arthur C. Mace, who
had worked with Carter catalogu-
ing objects, left Egypt feeling out
of sorts. He died aboard ship,
halfway across the Atlantic.

And so the deaths continued.

Alternative view
Meanwhile, sceptics pointed
out the large number of
people — labourers, ar-
chaeologists,  visitors
and the like — who had
visited the tomb and
NOT died. Besides,
they said, if anyone was
going to feel the
Pharach’s wrath surely
it was Carter himself or
Douglas Derry who car-
ried out the autopsy.

So were the 26
deaths simply a coinci-
dence? In the vyears
that followed various
hypotheses were put

forward to explain
away both curse and
coincidence.

Poison was perhaps
the most obvious ex-
planation. Priests in
ancient Egypt were ex-
perts in preparing poi- |
sons, Could they not have sprin-
kled dust on the mummy or left a
liquid such as mercury to evapo-
rate and poison the air?

To support this claim investi-
gators pointed to the high inci-
dence of depression and mental
breakdowns suffered by archae-
ologists who worked with mum-
mies and tombs. However, the
poison theory does not explain
the random nature of the deaths.
Besides, all scientific investiga-
tions failed to identify poisonous
substanices capable of causing
death in the tomb.

A more original — if unlikely
— theory was that of a disease
called Histoplasmosis, caused by
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micro-fungi found in bat drop-
pings. This was put forward in
1956 by Dr Geoffrey Dean of Ge-
offrey Hospital in Port Elizabeth.

The disease normally causes
bronchial catarrh and fever but,
in its more serious form, can lead
to death. Again, the incidence of
the disease among archaeolo-
gists and excavators would have
to be far higher for this theory to
hold water.

Six years later Dr Ezz Eldin
Taha from the University of
Cairo told a press conference

that on examining a large num-
ber of archaeologists he had dis-
covered in all of them the pres-
ence of a certain fungus. This
fungus, Aspergillus Niger, caused
fever and inflammation of the
breathing ducts. It could, he
claimed, explain the so-called
curse of the pharaohs.
Unfortunately, soon after the
press conference Dr Taha was
killed in a head-on collision as he
travelled across the desert to Suez.
Other scientists were closer to
the occult position. In 1969 Dr
Auer Gohad told the New York
Times that a force or energy that

contradicted scientific laws exist-
ed in the pyramids. His theory
was based on the measurable
physiological effects of spending
a long time enclosed inside the
tombs: hallucinations, nervous
breakdowns and extreme muscu-
lar tiredness.

Many atomic scientists believed
that the ancient Egyptians were
familiar with radioactive sub-
stances such as uranium. Could
they perhaps have impregnated
the tombs with such a substance?

This would explain why not
everyone was atfected in the
same way. Radiation
affects some people
immediately, some
after months or years,
others not all. Telling-
ly, before their deaths
many archaeologists
complained of ex-
treme tiredness or
showed signs of men-
tal disorder.

This fourth theory is
perhaps the most con-
vincing. Yet why, if ra-
dicactivity was present
in the pharaoh’s
tomb, have detectors
failed to detect any
such presence?

More recently, Dr
J.M. Reverte Coma
has suggested that
microscopic  spiders
may hold the key.
Apparently these are
the last in a long line of insects
and bugs which attack mummies
and dried corpses. He suggests
that such a mite may have trans-
mitted a virus capable of causing
death.

Bat droppings, odd fungi, mer-
cury poisoning, hidden uranium,
lethal micro-spiders; all have been
cited as possible explanations for
the curse of the pharachs. None
of them is wholly satisfactory.

Perhaps that is why we still
cannot discount the original hy-
pothesis; that of a young
pharaoh’s spirit taking revenge
— albeit selectively — on those
who disturbed his 3,300 year
sleep.

BASIC INSTINCTS

The wrist deserves much more importance
than it is usually given. Because it is at the
base of the hand it can give useful pointers to
the subject’s underlying character.

here are three accepted

worlds of palmistry: the

ideal, mental and materi-
al. These are also known as the
spiritual, intellectual and mun-
dane worlds, or by a variety of
similar names. The subject’s at-
titude to these different worlds
can be indicated by the wrist.

When the basal section of
the hand tends towards
overdevelopment and the wrist
at the joint with the palm prop-
er is quite thick, the subject’s
personality inclines toward ma-
terial matters. The mental and
philosophical sides of life do
not appeal very much.

When the palm is wide at the
wrist it indicates a great love of
the outdoors, either from a
sporting viewpoint or simply
because the freedom of an out-
door life appeals. If the wrist is
thin or cramped, an indoor life
is more favoured.

When this lower world, in
the form of the wrist, gives

ood support then good old-
ashioned practicality rules.
Good business sense coupled
with common-sense and per-
haps a hint of aggression or
selfishness will be present. The
commercial world is full of folk
with this formation.

The mount of Venus
The mount of Venus is also

the base phalange of the

thumb and, if it is well devel-

oped, there will be a healthy li-
bido with a good, instinctive
sense of affection and a love of
home and family life. Often
there is a good sense of rhythm
and music and the arts are like-
Iy to play a large part in the life.

When overdeveloped the
owner can be a little shameless
and may be over-sexed and un-
mindful of his or her manners
when in company.

A flat and lifeless look to the
mount shows a poor apprecia-
tion of art in any form.

On the other side of the base
of the palm is the Luna mount.
When this is high and fleshy it
betrays a richly developed
imagination.

An excessively developed
mount inclines the owner to-
ward quite a changeable na-
ture. It is hard for him to get
started on anything but very
easy to stop at the slightest
whim.

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needs of others. Few original
ideas come to this sort; he
prefers to plagiarise.

The mount of Neptune

Between the two traditional
mounts of Luna and Venus is
the mount of Neptune. It does
not have clearly defined bound-
aries; it simply fills up this cen-
tral space, as against the type
of hand sometimes seen with a
distinct hollow between the
other two mounts.

When the mount of Neptune
is overdeveloped it confers
delusions of competence far
beyond the owner’s actual abil-
ities. Such a subject either talks
himself into situations he can-
not possibly get out of or he
gives the impression that he
has far more ability than he ac-
tually possesses.

An underdeveloped mount
of Neptune shows the owner to
have little feeling for anything
mystical. The subject will scorn
superstition and may even re-
{utfe the comfort of religious be-
iefs.

The Rascettes

The rascettes, or bracelets,
are the lines running across the
inside of the wrist at the base of
the palm. Usually there are
one, two or three of these lines
present but there may be
more. Eastern palmistry credits

them with far more signifi-
cance than does the Western
school of thought.

Traditionally, these lines
were said to be linked with
longevity but in practice such a
theory is not supported. How-
ever, on the hands of several
very longlived men and
women, people well into their
90s, [ have seen lines of life long
enough to have reached down
and ended touching or passing
through the first wrist line!

Should the first bracelet arch
or rise into the base of the
palm on a woman's hand, diffi-
culties with the urinogenital
system are suggested. These
may be anything from bladder
to menstrual problems.

Such marks are worth not-
ing in the hands of very young
girls as problems which may
sometimes arise can be allevi-
ated by corrective treatment,
thus saving embarassment in
adolescence and avoiding any
future problems. If the second
rascette also arches into the
palm any implied weaknesses
will be aggravated. In such cir-
cumstances any third line pre-
sent is likely to be chained or
weak-looking.

If, in later years, the repro-
ductive system should be upset
(in the event of a hysterectomy
for instance) this will be reflect-
ed in the top rascette which

may begin to arch upwards.

In a man’s hand this arching
of the line is thought to reflect
prostate or similar problems.

It is preferable for the
bracelets to cross the wrist as
straight lines; three well-
formed lines crossing the wrist
together are known as the
‘magic bracelet.” Eastern palm-
istry opines that this formation
confers special good luck,
rather like having your own
built-in lucky charm bracelet.
There is a school of thought
that people who have this for-
mation do not ( or cannot) suf-
fer from travel- or sea-sickness.

Travel

The bracelets are also said to
be concerned with travel mat-
ters. A line from the top wrist
line to the Jupiter mount re-
flects fame and fortune from
foreign travel, while a line to
the Saturn mount suggests se-
rious problems while abroad.

A line to the Apollo mount
implies fame more far-reaching
abroad than at home. If such a
line reaches the Mercury
mournt, it means great business
success in foreign countries. In
Japanese, Chinese and Indian
palmistry this line is said to con-
fer sudden wealth.

Any line to the Luna mount
implies a love of travel and the
more lines there are, the more
the subject enjoys travel of any
kind, as often as not just for the
sheer stimulation it provides.

When the wrist is slim and
there is a definite taper where
the arm joins the hand proper
the owner is said to be
amenable to persuasion. Such
folk are easy to get along with.

However, when the wrist is
thick at this joint, expect to find
an awkward or stubborn char-
acter with more than a hint of a
rebel streak. These people of-
ten say no or refuse to co-oper-
ate just for the hell of it. Many
say they do not know why they
act this way, it is just their way
of retaining their individuality.

One reason for his
marriage proposal being
turned down is if his surname
begins with the same letter as
that of his sweetheart. The old
saying, ‘To change the name,
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and not the letter, is a change
for the worse and not the bet-
ter’ was a warning that many
superstitious young ladies of
past days took to heart.

No pictures!

It was thought unlucky for an
engaged couple to be pho-
tographed together as this fore-
told the engagement being bro-
ken. The engagement ring
should only ever be worn by the
bride-to-be and it was consid-
ered ill-fated to wear any ring
on the ring finger before an en-
gagement ring.

Pre-eminent among age-old
beliefs concerning marriage is
the time of the nuptials. The
month of May was considered
an unlucky time for marrying;
this belief stems from Roman
times when May was the
month when offerings were
made to the dead.

The most fortunate month to
wed was during June because
such a union would fall under
the protection of Juno, special
guardian of marriage and the
goddess concerned with the
welfare of wives, mothers and
childbirth.

In Sweden marrying at a
New Moon is supposed to be
especially lucky, as is the last
day of the year, Hogmanay, in
Scotland. But in Italy Friday
and Tuesday were avoided be-
cause on these days curses are
supposed to possess extraordi-
nary efficacy.

A curious superstition is
found in France relating to the
wedding ring. As the ring was
being handed to the bride by
the groom, the former would
let it fall to the ground so to
break any possible evil spell.

The bridal gown and wveil
have always been the most
carefully considered items for a
bride. Tradition has it that the
bride should wear ‘something
old, something new; something
borrowed, something blue’
about her person on her wed-
ding day, although the dress it-
self would most commonly be
white: a lucky colour along with
silver, blue and pink; black and
green being the reverse.
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A bride was warned not to
make her own gown or see her-
self in a mirror wearing full
bridal attire as both were con-
sidered bad luck. If the wed-
ding dress is bought ready-
made, the belt or some other
part of it must be left off during
the fittings.

Many dressmakers will leave
a few stitches to be added right
at the last minute. And if the
dressmaker pulls out a hair
from her head and sews it into
the bride’s dress, she too will
wed before long.

A wveil should preferably be
secondhand, from a woman
who is happily married as the
good luck and fertility will then
pass on to the new wearer.
The veil should never be tried
on before the wedding morning
{except during early initial fit-
tings) and must be the last item
to be donned.

Flower symbols

The symbolism of flowers
and marriage has long featured
in wedding rites. Orange blos-
som came to portend good luck
and happiness because it
comes from a tree that bears
blooms in all seasons and
therefore portends a fruitful
marriage. This custom is said
to have been introduced into
Europe by the returning Cru-
saders and originates from a
Saracen practice to use sprigs
of blossom as a crown on the
bridal veil.

Marriage Rites

There are probably very few
brides today who do not shed a
tear or two on their big day.
However, in the early part of
this century this was considered
a bad omen for the marriage in
some parts of the country.

The ceremony over, the
newly-weds are greeted by
pealing bells — to ward off evil
spirits — and a shower of rice
or confetti. The throwing of
rice over the bride and groom
was an expression of a primal
wish for the union’s fruitfulness
which, in earlier times, was also
a mark of appeasement to the
evil spirits who were thought to
be present everywhere.

The centre-piece of the wed-
ding breakfast is the tiered cake.
Representative of fertility and
good fortune, tradition states
that the cake should be baked of
fine wheaten flour and rich mix-
ture to ensure abundance.

The first cut should always be
made by the bride to prevent
the marriage being barren and
all those gathered should eat a
piece of it, for to refuse was un-
lucky to both the newly-weds
and the person concerned. If
the bride wants to be certain
that her husband remains faith-
ful, she should keep a piece of
the cake.

Just before the bride and
groom depart on honeymoon,
a popular custom is the catch-
ing of the bridal bouquet. This
is possibly a refined substitute
for an old 14th century French
practice of scuffling the bride’s
garter: it being deemed a lucky
omen lo secure this item after
the wedding ceremony.

The bride being lifted over
the threshold of her home by
the groom was a ritual per-
formed in observance of the
goddess of virgins, Vesta, for it
was seen as ominous for the
new bride to step on the sacred
threshold. In past ages the
bride would also bind the door-
posts of her new home with
woollen fillets and anoint these
with the fat of swine or wolves
to prevent enchantments.

lieve that everyone can access
their intuitive process and that
it is about training your mind
and your psyche to connect in a
safe and contained way.

Having been in the field of
psychism for over 40 years, it
has been fascinating to watch
the changes taking place.

NOSTRADAMUS 1999
by Stephen Paulus
(Llewellyn/Airlift, £14.95/£11 .991)
INTERPRETATIONS OF NOSTRADAMUS fall
into two categories: those pointing to
historical events that seem to fulfil his
words and those constructing an imag-
ined (usually bleak) future from them.
Both are notoriously problematical
since Nostradamus’ often ambiguous
verses can be made to vield a wide vari-
e? of meanings. Yet the second type
of explanation, of which this book is an
example, is especially hazardous; |

have yet to see any such prediction
come true.

It is to be hoped that this is no excep-
tion because it paints a dismal picture
of the immediate future: a comet
smashing into the Earth in 1999, eco-
nomic and social collapse, disease,
famine and World War Ill. Paulus elab-
orates his nightmare scenario in
minute detail.

His analysis is close and well-rea-
soned. In particular, the danger of a
cometary or asteroid impact is real if
remote, whether or not Nostradamus
predicted it. But I'm not unduly con-
cerned because some of these predic-
tions have already proved incorrect,
such as the suggestion that Pope John
Paul Il would die before October 1996.

Somehow, [ think humankind will
still be here come 2001. As will, [ sus-
pect, the Nostradamus industry.
There’s more than enough material in
these intriguing prophecies to keep the
pundits in business for at least another
millennium. — N.J

LIVING BETWEEN THE WORLDS
edited by Chas S. Clifton
(Llewellyn/Airlift, $12.95/£10.99
BEFORE THE REPEAL of the Witchcra
Actin 1951 anyone who claimed to be
a witch kept a very low profile and
his/her activities secret or disguised
them under the innocent heading of
‘folklore studies.” With the neo-pagan
revival of the last 50 years things have
changed dramatically.

Many witches have ‘come out of the
broom closet’ or have been ‘outed’ by
the media in some instances. Many
have written books, published maga-
zines and given interviews on radio and
television.

[n this book eight American witches
discuss individually how they have
come out into society or, in some cas-
es, decided that the best option was to
remain anonymous. Many witches
find it difficult to reconcile their every-
day lives with membership of the Craft
and, despite all the publicity, there is
still prejudice and intolerance to over-
come.

Others rejoice in being in the public
eye and see no conflict between their
public lives and their beliefs. Sadly, a
minority of these treat the Craft as a
branch of showbiz and are more inter-
ested in massaging their egos than fol-
lowing the true path.

This is a fascinating sociological
study of modern witches and how they
relate to modern society. The contrib-
utors’ personal stories, experiences

and anecdotes provide an interesting

insight into what it means to be a witch

at the end of the 20th century.

THE HANDBOOK OF CHINESE
HOROSCOPES

THIS THIRD EDITION of a work originally
published in 1979 has stood the test of
time extremely well despite the num-
ber of books on the same subject that
have been published during the past
two decades. Now thoroughly revised,
updated and enlarged to an impressive
440 pages, this is still a standard work
on Chinese horoscopes.

Here you will find profiles of each of
the 12 animal signs both as an adult
and a child plus its relationship with all
the other signs. Subtleties include the
influence of the five elements and four
seasons, the Ascendant sign and — re-
ally excellent this — East meets West;
in other words, the 144 possible mar-
riage combinations of Chinese ani-
mal/Western Sun sign.

Looking to the future, you will dis-
cover how you are likely to fare in each
of the Chinese years well into the next
millennium. Plus, of course, really
easy to follow introductory text and
helpful tables for calculating your ani-
mal year and hour of birth.

Even after 20 years, this is still one
of my favourite books on the subject
so, if you haven't already got a copy,
now’s the time to act. — M.E.

POLTERGEISTS AND THE
PARANORMAL

by Phillip Stander & Paul Schmolling
(Llewellyn/Airlift, $12.95/£10.99)
THis 15 AN especially detailed and well
written book on one aspect of the occult
— poltergeist phenomena — whereby
the more unpleasant happenings of the
spiritual world are experienced by many
people through the ages.

Ghostly phenomena can sometimes
take on a sinister turn which can cause
immense fear in the recipients. On the
other hand, there can be a mischie-
vous, humorous element which can in-
dicate a sense of fun in the ‘other
world.”

THE BOOK OF CHUANG TZU
trans by Martin Palmer & Eliza-
beth Breuilly

(Penguin/Arkana, £9.99/$13.95)
THIS IS A fresh translation of a 4th cen-
tury classic by Chuang Tzu, one of the
earliest practitioners of Tacism. This
collection of tales, anecdotes and pro-
found reflections contains a rich hu-
mour.

For the author is not concerned with
correct behaviour or government but
rather with the everyday life of the
growing spiritual individual and, along
the way, there are examples galore of
the Taocist philosopher at work. In
fact, this book is described in the intro-
duction as, ‘a bag of tricks, knaves,
sages and jokers.’

Thus there is no grand scheme of
things, more a wry look at human be-
haviour with well-aimed darts that de-
flate arrogance and pride. Chuan Tzu
appears to be the essential fly in the
ointment, the anarchic wit who under-
cuts the excessive need for order that
arises as society grows ever more com-
plex.

His words seem to chime with our
bureaucratic times, so this reviewer
recommends several dips into this re-
markable book. — J.T.M.

FIRST STEPS IN AROMATHERAPY
by Jane Dye

(C.W. Daniels, £3.95)

AN EXCELLENT TRAVELLING companion
and introduction to the subject of aro-
matherapy. As a practising aro-
matherapist and co-founder of the Tis-
serand Institute, the author has sound
credentials to join the throng of writers
on this popular subject.

HAUNTED LIVES

by Peter Mullen

(Hale, £14.99 hbk)

HERE IS A neat collection of 31 reports
dealing with a variety of personal expe-
riences involving genuine hauntings by
ghosts, victims of over-active imagina-
tions, clairvoyance, premonitions and
even a startling case of a modern suc-
cubus attacking a 30-year-old virgin
the day before his wedding. The cere-
mony had to be cancelled, leaving the
original ‘intended’ to marry a local
farmer.

The introduction to this work could
be seen as more than a little controver-
sial as the author, a former vicar, felt
that he must put forward the case for
devils, angels and archangels com-
bined with an appeal to readers who
suspected any ‘Satanic practices’ to
‘report their suspicions to a priest im-
mediately.’

He claims that Satanism is connect-
ed with instances of child abuse, ‘a situ-
ation known by the clergy for a long
time’ vyet provides little evidence to
support this statement. And, if true,
one cannot but wonder at the lack of
action by Church authorities.

However, the author is a good teller
of tales having previously written two
novels and contributed a weekly col-
umn to the Northern Echo. In this
book, though, he perhaps leans too
heavily on the omission of some obvi-
ous and rational explanations for many
of the incidents quoted, practically all
of which occurred in his own locality of
Yorkshire and the North of England.

Mullen does, though, admit, ‘Ghost-
ly recollections are like sexual reminis-
cences; the most hauntingly exciting
are not always the ones that are the
most explicit.” — A.M.G

HELLO FROM HEAVEN

by Bill & Judy Guggenheim
(Thorsons, £9.99)

THis 15 A work full of anecdotal evi-
dence concerning contact with the
dead. Hundreds of cases of loved ones
coming back to comfort, warn and
generally make their presence known.

We have read it all before. But it has
been given a new name. This bookis a
compilation of evidence gained over a
seven-year period towards — wait for it
— the "ADC’ project.

ADC? Apparently this stands for
‘After Death Communication.” Pre-
sumably the authors decided that, since
we have OOBEs and NDEs we might
as well have ADCs. Nothing wrong in
that, of course, but the book basically

remains a rehash of many others on
the same theme irrespective of the la-
bels used.

This is a light, easy to read book,
easy on the mind, and a good antidote
to the rampant materialistic world-view
which still generally holds.

THE HEAVENLY LADDER: Kab-

by Edward Hoffman

(Prism Press, £7.95/$12.95)

IT 1S A pity that so many esoteric con-
cepts and formerly clear terms have
become New Age buzzwords to the
point that they are now virtually mean-
ingless as tools of genuine rather than
glib, polished, rather superficial and,
dare [ say, purely commercial commu-
nication. ‘Spiritual’ is one such term,
‘enlightened’ is another, ‘inner growth’
is yet another.

So, from the subtitle, one might be
forgiven for thinking that this was sim-
ply another in the current plethora of
New Age DIY self-help kits. Not so.

Although only a slim volume, the
text is quite tight and it comprises a
clear, concise exposition of the basics
of Cabbala as related to everyday life.
The latter third of the book is com-
posed of exercises to realise the Work
in the true sense of this word.

Written by a qualified psychologist
who is also editor of a regular review of
contemporary Jewish mysticism and
well rooted in his own traditions, this is
an excellent starter for the seeker who
wishes to experience the teaching as
well as approaching the subject from
an intellectual standpoint.

WITH 115 FOcus on death, dying and
past lives, this collection of teachings
presents some of the most central con-
cerns behind Osho's approach to med-
itation and enlightenment, epitomising
the inspirational nature of his ideas
which have captivated the hearts and
minds of so many disciples.

His style retains the lyrical tradition
of the great Indian masters with their
poetic, almost mesmerising recita-
tions, always well peppered with anec-
dotes and stories to illustrate their
deeper meaning. But, unlike many
such gurus, Osho brings to his teach-
ings a rational clarity and pragmatism
which provides an unusual bridge be-
tween East and West.

Although most of his ideas are firmly
rooted in the Hindu and Buddhist ori-
gins of his native country, his explana-
tions of these ancient principles draw
heavily upon contemporary science
and society, making them especially
accessible to Western minds. His no-
nonsense advice offers a useful anti-
dote to the febrile mysticism of the
New Age which, as he points out, is all
too often a product og)fantasy, not a
genuine engagement with reality.

A refreshing and highly readable ap-
proach to confronting death and with it
