ave you ever noticed as
H you enter certain houses
that you can actually de-
tect a subtle, comfortable feel-
ing or atmosphere? You then
discover that the family who
lives there seems contented,
on the surface at least, and ap-
pears to attract their fair share
of good luck and prosperity.
Yet the atmosphere of a sim-
ilar house, even one in the
same road, may slightly disturb
us, noticeably lacking that
sense of ease, comfort and har-
mony. Even though the fami-
lies in these homes may have
similar opportunities, only one
appears to attract the good
things in life. Why should this
be so?
The answer may lie in the
flow of Ch'i or life force in
these homes. For it is this ener-

gy and its interaction with Yin
and Yang that, according to
ancient Chinese tradition,
shapes all things, all life’s activ-
ities. Yin and Yang must be in
balance, in perfect harmony,
to enable the Ch'i to flow freely
through the environment.

Ch’i, as a natural force, is of
course present everywhere, in-
cluding our homes, gardens
and surrounding environment.
It is capable of manifesting en-
ergy into physical being and,
with other forms of energy, is
continuously on the move. So,
if its free circulation is blocked
by natural features near your
home, the design or position of
the house or its contents this
may adversely effect your fami-
ly’s physical and metal well-
being, security and general
prosperity.

To identify imbalances in
Yin and Yang and increase the
free flow of Ch’i, thereby
restoring and aligning elemen-
tal forces with those of the indi-
vidual, the Chinese would ap-
ply the principles of Feng Shui.
This practice is similar to geo-
mancy and harnesses the posi-
tive energies of Ch'i, thereby
increasing a person's physical
comforts, financial opportuni-
ties and mental welfare.

It is also used to counteract
Sha Ch'i, the ‘poison arrows’
that bring bad luck, adverse
fortune and ill health according
to tradition. This bad Ch'i is
seen as straight lines and sharp
angles which should be avoid-
ed or, at the very least, deflect-
ed by the use of trees, curving
paths, pools of water, etc (out-
side a building) and plants, mir-
rors, screens and the like with-
in a home or office building.

The practice of Feng Shui,
besides being used extensively
by Chinese businessmen, has
gained a fair number of West-
ern adherents too over the past
few vears. Large companies
such as Virgin Airlines have ap-
plied the principles of Fen
Shui to the design of their of-
fices in an attempt to attract
further prosperity for the com-
pany and improve the working
environment of its employees.

So, if large corporations are
applying the principles of Feng
Shui one can only assume that
we all should consider the ben-
efits of applying Feng Shui to
our own situations, not simply
at the workplace but in the
home too.

Home front

Much of the application of
Feng Shui involves the identifi-
cation of blocked Ch'i and

ways to improve its flow
throughout your home. In
many cases this may be

achieved by rearranging furni-
ture or utilising mundane items
such as mirrors which, when
correctly positioned, can redi-
rect Ch'i within the home, en-
suring its free flow, and inhibit
or deflect the entry of negative
Ch'i from the outside environ-
ment.

A Feng Shui practitioner will
also examine the house as a
structure in order to suggest a
more sympathetic relationship
between the home and its in-
habitants. He or she may also
apply the principles of Feng
Shui to the building’s immedi-
ate surroundings, the design
and layout of the garden or
grounds.

In particular, the geomancer
will ensure that there are no
poison arrows such as an unin-
terrupted straight path leading
to the front door which should,
of course, be in the most auspi-
cious position and of the right
size and shape too. For the
Chinese believe that the en-
trance to a home or business is
where negative Ch'’i can enter
and positive Ch'i be lost. And
the prime purpose, of course,
is to increase the free flow of
positive Ch'i and thus retain a
harmonious balance between a
building’s purpose and its oc-
cupants.

The four spirits

The correct positioning of
the front door, the first line of
defence, is an important fea-
ture of Feng Shui. According
to tradition, this entrance is
protected by four spirits which
must be kept in harmony.

If you stand in your doorway
facing outward, the first of the
four spirits is the White Tiger
who is positioned on the right-
hand side, the Green Dragon is
positioned to the left, the Red
Bird is to the front and the
Black Tortoise to the rear. By
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balancing the powers of these
spirits harmony may be
brought into not only your
ﬁjme but also your working
ife.

The front door protects the
building, it is subjected to the
heaviest traffic and is the portal
that allows positive Ch'i to es-
cape or negative Ch'i to enter.
Many Chinese, when setting
up a business, will take particu-
lar care in the positioning of
the entrance to their commer-
cial premises, perhaps even
moving an existing door to a
more favourable position;
slightly to the left-hand side of
a building is considered most
auspicious as this is the side
governed by the Green Drag-
on.

The door’s colour will also
be taken into consideration,

red being thought extremely
lucky. It is believed that the en-
trance effects the atmosphere
of a business because potential
customers can be influenced
subconsciously by negative
Ch'i and this may then have an
adverse effect on the business’s
fortune and profitability.

For those who cannot make
the necessary structural alter-
ations all is not lost, however,
because Feng Shui can offer
ways to alleviate or redirect
negative Ch'i. This may be
achieved by hanging small mir-
rors, usually inscribed with

hexagrams, above the front
door or installing lamps each
side of the entrance. In some
cases these additions are sup-
plemented by windchimes, the
sound of which supposedly has
the power to drive away harm-

ful spirits and avert bad luck for
the owner, employees and cus-
tomers.

The right number

Like most traditions and be-
liefs, corrective actions are
more often than not depen-
dent upon multiple conditions
for their success. In the case of
Feng Shui, one such factor is a
person’s Feng Shui number.

This number indicates nine
possible directions which are
attributed to the eight trigrams
of the I Ching and each person

10

will match one of these direc-
tions by virtue of his/her birth
date.

The Feng Shui directions are
equally divided into two main
groups known as the Eastern
life and Western life and by cal-
culating which group you fall
into you will be able to identify
the most harmonious direction
for your house or, more impor-
tantly, front door to face. More
significantly, if it is found that
the position of the door clashes
with your Feng Shui number,
corrective actions may be initi-

ated to bring balance to your
home or place of business.

Usually, only the owner of
the business or the recognised
head of the house will deter-
mine his/her Feng Shui num-
ber and, if necessary, apply the
corrective measures on the ba-
sis that his prosperity will bene-
fit all. So select the person in
your family or firm who match-
es this criterion then follow the
E:alculation process outlined be-
ow.

Calculation

Firstly, subtract the last two
digits of the year of birth from
100 then divide the result by 9;
the remainder is your Feng
Shui number. If there is no re-
mainder after performing the
division, take the number 9 as
your Feng Shui number.

Example 1:

Man or woman bornin 1948
100-48 =52 dividedby 9 = 5
with a remainder of 7.

Feng Shui number = 7.

Example 2:

Man or woman born in 1955
100 - 55 =45 divided by 9 = 5.
As there is no remainder, Feng
Shui number = 9.

Remember that the remain-
der of the division indicates
your Feng Shui number. The
next step is to consult the geo-
mancer’s compass to deter-
mine to which Feng Shui direc-
tional group you belong,
Easterly or Westerly. However,
if your Feng Shui number is 5,
substitute 8 if you are female
and 2 if male. This is because
although there are eight tri-
grams there are in fact nine di-
rections, the ninth being in the
centre of the compass, as can
be seen in the diagram below.

It should be noted that the
traditional Chinese compass
shows the South at the top,
North at the bottom, West on
the right-hand side and the
East on the left — as does an
astrological birth chart. How-
ever, don't worry about this
too much as the table at the top
of this page gives the same
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information in another form
which is very easy to follow.

You can now check the posi-
tion of your front door in your
present house or of any prop-
erty you are considering buy-
ing. Stand at a point in the cen-
tre of the premises taking into
consideration the total floor
area of the building. Place an
ordinary compass on the floor
and note the direction of mag-
netic North.

If your Feng Shui directional
number falls within the West-
ern Group your front door
should be in the West, North
East, South West or North
West. For the Eastern Group it
should be in the East, North,
South or South East position. If
your main entrance is located
at one of these compass
points, according to the princi-
ples of Feng Shui, your home
will attract good fortune and
harmonious energy.

However, if you find that
your front door is unfavourably
positioned, any potentially in-
auspicious Feng Shui can be
averted, as mentioned earlier,
by placing two lamps outside
your front door or, even more
popular with the Chinese, us-
ing a Feng Shui mirror to de-
flect negative energies. The lat-
ter is simply a mirror, of any
size, fixed to the outside of the
door frame above the door and
surrounded with the eight tri-
grams (as indicated in the dia-
gram tyo the right).

There are other actions you
can take to ensure that the flow
of Ch'iis able to circulate freely
and that negative influences do
not enter your home or work-
place, too. One such is to en-
sure that no tree is planted di-
rectly in line with the front door
but slightly off to one side.

Alternatively, you could con-
struct a small pool or erect a
rose trellis to the front of your
home to avert the danger of a
poison arrow if a path leads
straight to the door.

Depend on it!

It is always a distinct advantage to know who
we can trust and of whom we must be wary.

longer an everyday com-

modity and it has become
quite rare to know exactly up-
on whom we can rely when it
comes to making those impor-
tant decisions, socially or in
business.

Generally, we often ask for
this dependability from people
without realising that we ought
to offer a similar level of loyalty
in return to those with whom
we deal.

In other
words, it's about knowing how
to treat other people the way
we our selves wish to be treated.

Hand types

Each of the hand types has
its merits when it comes to its
reliability — but at a cost or on
the owner’s terms. The most
realistic and loyal type of all the
groups has to be the square or
rectangular shaped hand. Peo-
ple with this configuration are
resourceful, consistent, de-
pendable and solid folk. As a
rule they can spot a phoney a
mile off and know exactly how
to deal with thim or her.

Nearly always well balanced
with plenty of sound common-
sense they do not mix their
words.

against the rest of the hand on
which it is found as well as
comparing it to its partner on
the other hand. The longer the
finger the more steadfast and
loyal the owner is likely to be.

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ntil recently the Uffing-
| | ton White Horse was re-
garded as a product of
the Celtic Iron Age. Then, in
1995, archaeologists revealed
that the giant carving in fact
predates the Celtic period and
is over 3000 years old. This
discovery, rather than illumi-
nating the origin of the White
Horse, deepens the mystery.
The study that proved the
White Horse was carved in the
late Bronze Age was carried
out by a research team on be-
half of English Heritage and the
National Trust. Their research
revealed that the constructors
of the hill figure dug deep
trenches in the shape of the
Horse then filled them in with
chalk from the hill above. The
Uffington  ritual  complex,
which includes several tumuli
and the evocatively named
Dragon Hill, therefore appears
to be an ancient sacred site that
has probably been in constant
use since Neolithic times.
Before the recent discovery,
historians in general had re-
garded the Uffington Horse as
a Celtic representation of the
goddess Epona, often depicted
elsewhere riding on a white
mare. The unusual design of the
Horse with its disjointed limbs
and almost bird-like head, has
been compared with designs of
horses found on Iron Age coins
and other Celtic artefacts.

Cats and wolves
However, shortly after the
1995 announcement, a corre-
spondent in The Daily Tele-
?raph suggested that the hill
igure was feline in origin and
represented a cat. He further
suggested that it was associated
with the worship of wild cats,
even the big cats that lived in
Britain at the time it was carved.
Another theory has been put
forward to suggest that the
Horse may in fact be a wolf.
The nearby village af Uffington
derives from a Saxon settle-
ment named after King Uffa of
the Angles who ruled East An-
glia in the 6th century and is
said to have come to England
from Southern Denmark. In
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Scandinavia the name Ulfa, Ulf
or Wuffa means wolf.

King Uffa ruled over a tribe
known as the Uffingas or
Wolfingas which appears to
mean People of the Wolf. In
Northern European mythology
the wolf is the sacred animal of
Odin or Woden who also
owned a renowned magical
horse. Obviously some of these
wolf people settled on the
Berkshire Downs, perhaps at-
tracted by the hill figure but, un-
fortunately for the theorists, the
image of the White Horse pre-
dates them by over 1500 years.

In the 19th century, accord-
ing to a shepherd’s rhyme
recorded in the district, the
White Horse and its environs
were associated with St George
and the killing of the dragon.
The mound beneath the hill fig-

cealed behind George's Christ-
ian image a far older, pagan fig-
ure associated with fertility and
horses. He appears as a promi-
nent character in May Day cus-
toms and in mumming plays at
Yule where he slays another
folklore character known as the
Turkish Knight and is shown

| with a hobby-horse. He is also

associated with the fertility fig-
ure known as the Green Man
or Jack-in-the-Green.

The saint’s combat with the
dragon has been interpreted as
an example of the ancient
struggle between the powers of
Winter and Summer, light and
darkness, life and death. This
theme formed the focus for the
pre-Christian seasonal cycle
based on the marriage of the
sacred king to the goddess of
the land and his subsequent rit-

The White Horse af Uffington on the Berkshire
Downs is one of the finest examples of prehis-
toric hill figures in Britain.

ure, known popularly as Drag-
on Hill, is said to be where the
deed occurred.

According to legend, no
grass grows here because it is
where the dragon’s poisonous
blood was spilt. Imaginative
people have also seen the drag-
on in the unusual shape of the
White Horse. St George is a
strange character surrounded
by pagan and neo-pagan myth
and legend. He is of Middle
Eastern ancestry and was only
adopted as the patron saint of
England in the 13th century,
possibly because of his popu-
larity with returning Crusaders.

Folklorists have seen con-

ual death and resurrection.

The shepherd’s rhyme previ-
ously mentioned also links the
White Horse with Wayland’s
Cave on the nearby Ridgeway
that connects ancient sites
across Southern England. This
is in fact Wayland’s Smithy, a
Neolithic  long-barrow  sur-
rounded by a grove of beech
trees. The site is named after
the Scandinavian god Weland
or Wayland, ‘the Smith of the
Gods.” Although Wayland's
Smithy was not named until the
10th century, it is an example
of the continuity of belief in di-
vine horses and horse worship
in the area and how later occu-
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piers or invaders added to earli-
er beliefs.

Fair

In the 18th and 19th cen-
turies the Uffington White
Horse was the scene of a rowdy
two-day fair attended by people
from all the villages and towns
in the surrounding area. On
one occasion it is said 30,000
revellers turned up. Booths,
stalls and tents were set up on
the hill above the figure and the
fair attracted a ragbag of show-
men, horse dealers, acrobats,
jugglers, wrestlers fortune-
tellers and gypsies. Wrestling,
sword fights, pig catching,
cheese rolling, horse racing
and other country arts and
crafts were held with prizes for
the winners. Other activities in-
cluded rolling a wheel down the
hill or sliding down it on a
horse’s jaw bone. Both sound
decidedly pagan in origin.

The highlight of the fair was
the annual scouring of the
White Horse to keep it clean
and well-defined. It was record-
ed in 1738 as a very old custom
carried out by certain local wor-
thies as an obligation. This
scouring ceremony was Sup-
ported by the Lord of the
Manor who was also obligated
to feed those who carried it out.
This event was either held at
Whitsun or around the Autumn
Equinox in September.

The Uffington White Horse
is not, of course, the only
equine hill figure in Southern
England. Several of the others,
though, were only carved in the
18th and 19th centuries by rich
landowners as follies. The West-
bury Horse, near the Iron Age
hillfort of Bratton Camp in Wilt-
shire, was allegedly created to
mark the site ofg a battle between
the Danes and King Alfred.

Symbol

The white horse was a sym-
bol of Saxon royalty and fea-
tured on Alfred’s personal war
banner. However, the Horse
was recut and enlarged in 1778
and many historians believe it
only dates from that period.

The urge to cut horse figures
on hillsides, even in the last two
centuries, is an indication of the
powerful symbolism of this ani-
mal and how it has been re-
tained in the English psyche.
From the most ancient times
the horse has been regarded as
a sacred symbol of divinity. Qur
ancestors saw it as the magical
steed which carried its rider to
the spirit world, after death or
during religious ceremonies.

Horses were often sacrificed
and in many cases their skulls
were buried under the founda-
tions or thresholds of houses.
This seems to have been a
magical device to ward off evil
and protect the household from

illness or bad luck. Originally
such a ritual would have been a
sacrificial offering to the pow-
ers of the underworld.

Traditionally, the white or
grey mare was principally asso-
ciated with the Earth goddess
who ruled the land and the un-
derworld. In ancient myths and
fairy tales it was the sacred
marriage between this deity
and a human hero that granted
him the keys to the kingdom.

Religious veneration of the
horse existed long before Celtic
times and the new dating of the
White Horse proves this point.
In fact, recent research into the
archaeology of the Iron Age
has led to a dramatic revision of
ideas accepted for generations.
Evidence points to a continuity
of religious belief and practice
dating back at least 7000
years.

We may never be able to un-
derstand the real mystery be-
hind the carving of the Uffing-
ton White Horse on its
windswept hillside in Berkshire.
However, its dating to an earli-
er period in ancient history and
the rich mythology and folklore
connected with it and the sur-
rounding area prove the exis-
tence of a spiritual continuity in
the sacred landscape of Middle
England. It is a continuity that is
destined to survive into the fu-
ture for truly the land and the
people are one.

QUEEN OF CUPS

The Queen of Cups is a somewhat mystical and
distant figure but with considerable power.

Cups Queen is a visionary,

perhaps a mystic and a little
fey. To some extent, this is
quite true but there is more to
this lady than just a female
Canute, sitting on  the
seashore gazing into her elab-
orate cup and seemingly defy-
ing the waves.

That she is a mystic is not in
doubt but she is also a very
firm lady, her personality be-
ing strong and vibrant. It is said
of the Queen of Cups that she
sees visions and acts upon
them; that she has power be-
yond belief; that she also uses
that power for the benefit of
humankind.

The Cups Queen has mys-
tery surrounding her but she is
also vunerable and emotional-
ly affected. In some aspects of
her personality she is probably
influenced by Pisces but she is
also Cancer, the Mother; Vir-
go, the Maiden and Aquarius,
the Water Bearer.

In more modern parlance,
she is the Madonna, a figure to
be worshipped and to pray to,
asking her to intercede in per-
sonal and emotional matters.
That she favours lovers and
those entangled with feelings
of love is very evident.

Of course she is but one as-
pect of the Goddess, under
whatever name over the ages
has been current. However,
she is seldom seen as Crone,

It may at first appear that the

only as a benevolent figure
showing concern and offering
help where it is most needed.
In any Tarot spread, she
represents a  much-loved
woman. This can include wife,
lover, mother, colleague,
friend. But it has to be a fe-
male influence and a woman
of authority or in a position of
power. The power can be min-
imal or great, that seems not

to be the issue.

What is relevant is the over-
all control the female has in
anyone'’s life, be it personal or
professional. She is there to
help, to instigate, to promote
and to develop all kinds of
progress on behalf of the per-
son linked to her at the time or
who asks directly for her inter-
vention or help.

The water nymphs who dec-
orate the elaborate throne on
which the Queen sits, are sym-
bolic of guardian sprites who
are also spirits. The closed
cup, which has been described
as a symbol of the eucharist,
has contents which must not
be revealed or at least only to a
favoured few — perhaps
initiates.

There is a mystery here, one
which does not unlock its se-
crets easily. There are hints
that the Queen of Cups is a
priestess or involved in sacred
rites. All of the clues are there
but seem seldom to be solved.

The visionary aspect of the
Cups Queen is endearing but
also something of an enigma.
Whatever this Queen actually
sees is not necessarily promul-
gated. It is as if the Queen
goes into herself, entering a
personal realm where the vi-
sions are seen and understood
but not handed down to any-
one else.

She herself has to act on her
own visions and she herself is
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both the recipient of them and
the one who has to intercede.
She is a very complicated and
fey lady who is often mistaken
for being not entirely of this
world.

It would be a mistake to just
leave her there in a kind of pri-
vate world. The Queen of
Cups awakens from her
dream-like state to use her
considerable powers to inter-
pret and use the information
she has received in her visions.
These are then put into mun-
dane categories to help those
who need her personal
intervention.

All of this is highly compli-
cated and certainly adds to
overall confusion rather than
clarifying the issues. Which is
a great pity, as the Cups
Queen likes to be taken for
granted.

She genuinely prefers to be

treated as a woman of influ-
ence rather than a figure of
power. It just so happens that
she is both which she cannot
and does not wish to avoid.
Even so, misunderstandings
arise, often of her own
making.

She is an emotional entity,
the key to her personality be-
ing other people’s emotional
problems. She truly wishes to
be of help but lives in two
worlds, the spiritual side of
which takes her away from
reality.

In the end, there is but one
approach to this card of the
Tarot. Recognise that the
Queen of Cups is a very bene-
ficial card but also understand
that there are layers of influ-
ence that may not always ap-
ply to any given query in a
Tarot spread.

Where emotions are rele-

vant, or where female influ-
ence is needed, then her pow-
ers can be used. Otherwise she
remains enigmatic, slightly un-
approachable, even distant.

To bring her down to Earth
is sometimes very easy, at oth-
er times almost impossible. It
is necessary to take a chance
and ask for her help and, if she
is willing or feels it is appropi-
ate, then she will use every-
thing within her power to ease
a difficult situation.

Occasionally, like all
women, she likes to be slightly
temperamental, withdrawing
her favours or pretending not
to understand. When this oc-
curs, fortunately rarely, it is
best to leave her alone and
come back to her another day,
via a Tarot spread. Then she
may well offer surprises with
the force of her influence and
power.

Every birth chart has a core
of one or more exact aspects
which shows the central moti-
vation of the person. All as-
pects are considered but the
closest square or opposition is
of primary importance. Called
the dynamic focus of a chart,
this aspect gives the strongest
clues to what problems an indi-
vidual is likely to have and
what he or she is capable of
achieving.

The planets for the purpose
of dynamic focus interpretation
are divided into two groups:
the planets of inner experience,
which are Sun, Moon, Jupiter
and Saturn; and the planets of
outer experience: Mercury,

Venus, Mars, Uranus, Neptune
and Pluto. Inner experience
planets indicate that a transfor-
mation of attitude night be nec-
essary, outer experience plan-
ets a change of action. If both
planets involved come from
the same group, change is
more easily assimilated; if they
come from both groups, con-
flict between self and social in-
terests can occur.

Planets of inner
experience

With the Sun in dynamic fo-
cus there may be a sense of lack-
ing something important which
is needed to make life meaning-
ful. Typically, there could be
conflict between the different
rules played in life, such as
mother versus career-woman,
or even male versus female,

where the individual is trapped
in one while wanting the other.

If the dynamic focus is a
square, effort will need to be
made and challenges met; if an
opposition, difficult choices in-
volving negotiation and com-
promise will constantly arise.
With the Sun in an exact square
special effort should be taken
to overcome a personal weak-
ness; if the Sun is in exact op-
position it may be necessary to
make difficult choices which af-
fect not only one’s own future
but that of others as well.

Once they have overcome
their indecision those with Sun
in dynamic focus can be great
founders of new movements
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and entrepreneurs, firing those
around them with energy and
enthusiasm.

The Moon shows a need to
resolve childhood emotional
dilemmas and to have a sense
of belonging; approval and ac-
ceptance is often sought by
joining groups, some of which
may not have the welfare of the
individual at heart. With the Lu-
nar square it may be necessary
to eliminate unconscious preju-
dices; the Moon opposition
shows a tendency to project
emotional problems onto oth-
ers and to manipulate them.,

Dynamic focus Moon some-
times goes as far as creating
thought-forms or contacting
beings from other realms of ex-
istence. Those with the Moon
in exact square or opposition
can successfully operate as

mediums, as counsellors help-
ing others to understand their
unconscious drives or as social
reformers.

Typically Jupiter in dynamic
focus afflicts a person’s sense
of self-worth, bringing exag-
geration and bad judgment and
sometimes even initiating dan-
gerous situations in order to be
noticed. In a square Jupiter
shows how effort should be put
into cultivating forethought
and acumen, the building of
firm foundations for the future;
in opposition Jupiter shows the
need to avoid taking on too
much responsibility and to ap-
proach projects realistically.

Jupiter in dynamic focus can

be used positively in group
leadership, politics, theatre and
entertainment or mainstream
religious movements.

Those with dynamic focus
Saturn aspects often find them-
selves struggling with severe
limitations, be they physical re-
straint or financial or emotional
burdens. With the square, hard
work is necessary to overcome
obstacles; the natural austerity
of Saturn in opposition needs
to be balanced by impartial
love and compassion.

Those involved in a cause or
discipline which requires en-
durance, dedication and ardu-
ous training are often fortified
by a dynamic focus aspect in-
volving Saturn in their birth
charts; some are to be found
working as missionaries, doc-
tors or healers.




Planets of outer
experience

Mercury shows a strong de-
sire to communicate and to un-
derstand; in a dynamic focus
aspect it may indicate difficul-
ties in doing so. The square
shows a curious, mentally alert
individual who needs to use
abilities in an open-minded and
constructive way; in opposition
Mercury indicates that the
views of others should be seen
to be respected and useful ad-
vice heeded.

Those with Mercury in dy-
namic focus can overcome their
difficulties to become skilled
craftspeople and talented writ-
ers, teachers and reformers.
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A dynamic focus aspect in-
volving Venus shows a person
absorbed in conflicts of values
and morality. With the square
effort needs to be put into de-
veloping both good social skills
and self-reliance; a Venus op-
position shows great sensitivi-
ty, perhaps to excess, while at
the same time revealing a lack
of consideration for others; the
capacity for detached judg-
ment needs to be developed.

If those with Venus in dy-
namic focus can develop their
capacity for detached judg-
ment, they may discover that
they have a vocation to pass on
their insights about social and
personal problems to others,

often helping them through the
legal system.

Mars is a planet which de-
mands rights and confronts
obligations. In a dynamic focus
square Mars shows the neces-
sity for patience, for chan-
nelling energy into useful pro-
jects and, most importantly, for
finishing them; in opposition
Mars sometimes forces the in-
dividual to challenge others
and gives the choice between
slogging it out and asserting
the will in a more constructive
manner.

For those with Mars in dy-
namic focus success comes af-
ter much physical effort. Some
travel far to achieve their aims,
others face danger wearing a
uniform.

With Uranus in a dynamic fo-
cus aspect obstinacy can be a
dangerous obsession, leading
to self-destructive behaviour:
anorexia is a common Uranian
affliction. Uranus in an exact
square challenges the individ-
ual to make an effort to be posi-
tive about themselves; the
opposition shows that a will-
ingness to give up personal de-
sires will bring greater benefits.

Some with Uranus in exact
square or opposition have star-
tling talents and a few are even
child prodigies. They can rise
to prominence in science, tech-
nology and social or economic
reform.

Neptune shows a desire for
fame but also problems in han-
dling the consequences. With
Neptune in an exact square ef-
fort is needed to round the
great life quest in real, not illu-
sory, ideals; in opposition Nep-
tune can indicate deep-seated
emotional problems and a feel-
ing of being out of depth, not
knowing what's going on. Help
should be sought to synthesise
what is possible in life with
reality.

Those with Neptune in dy-
namic focus have great sensi-
tivity and this can make ‘ordi-
nary’ life hard for them but
their natural empathy can be
useful in counselling or spiritu-
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al guidance. A few are pro-
foundly mystical or, with the
right grounding, intensely cre-
ative.

Dynamic focus Pluto domi-
nates the personality with ruth-
lessness, courage, single-
minded determination and a
liability to generate relation-
ships which are one-sided and
alienating. Because suffering in
secret is the Plutonian afflic-
tion, the square shows the
need to develop patience and a
positive outlet for anger, while
the opposition  positively
shows the value of honest and
open communication.

Those with Pluto in exact as-
pect are drawn to hidden
knowledge; they uncover se-
crets, expose lies and detect
weaknesses in other people
and in organisations. Some
have become detectives, psy-
chiatrists or noted occultists.

In tandem

Dynamic focus aspects be-
come more meaningful when
both planets involved are con-
sidered together.

Sun with Mars for example
might indicate a successful en-
gineer or agriculturalist, an in-
trepid explorer or someone
who initiates new ways of
working; Sun with Uranus
might show the founder of a
scientific institute or a potential
cult leader.

Venus/Uranus appeared in
the chart of a brilliant inventor
who was persecuted by noisy
neighbours; a client of mine
with Mercury/Uranus recov-
ered from a stroke which left
him unable to walk or speak to
appear on television and coach

sports. People with Saturn/Plu-
to have overcome physical in-
juries and those with Mars/Plu-
to have come to terms with
abuse to make valuable contri-
butions to society.

Moon/Mercury can indicate
psychic abilities; Moon/Jupiter
has appeared in the birth charts
of those with ambitions for po-
litical or social reform which
have stirred up enmity in the
establishment.

Sometimes dynamic focus
planets come together in quite a
particular way. Mercury/Nep-
tune appears to show both mys-
tical tendencies and a link with
water; one mystic with this con-
figuration drowned and another
was rescued from drowning.

Mars/Neptune shows an in-
terest in astrology, or a link
with astrological symbolism;
the numbers 7 and 12 appear
frequently in the lives of those
with this dynamic focus. Hard-
er to reconcile than Mars/Nep-
tune, Saturn/Neptune can indi-
cate a profound mysticism of
the ascetic type, or deep de-
pression — or both.

An exact aspect between Plu-
to and Uranus or Neptune
shows that an individual may
consciously participate in issues
which concern his or her com-
munity, or even the world, as a
whole. Outstanding individuals
born with Uranus exactly
square or opposite Pluto have
been the pioneers of the New
Age movement with its empha-
sis on spiritual eclecticism.

Those born at the time of the
exact Uranus/Neptune square
of May 1956 could, at this very
moment, be preparing to trans-
form our world through new in-
ventions. Whatever our dy-

namic focus may be, though, it
can be used to set in motion the
forces which could transform
our own lives.
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ASTROLOGY TODAY

We all have a sense of spirit
and most people tend to pos-
sess interest in matters spiritu-
al. The occult, the unknown, al-
ways attracts. While some
appear naturally gifted, others
struggle as they may, never can
seem to develop whatever tal-
ent they may have — or think
they have.

Look at your birth chart and
see where Neptune and Pluto
are to assess your level of nat-
ural intuition, psychic ability
and occult leanings. All kinds of
psychic ability such as out-of-
the-body experiences, psychic
receptivity, even disturbances
connected with psychism or
Spiritualism generally are ruled
by these distant planets. Assess
their individual placements and
relationship to each other as
well as to all the other planets.

Neptune in any of the Water
signs or in the 4th, 8th or 12th
Houses, which represent the
psychic and emotional nature,
help raise the subject’s natural
level of intuition.

Some astrologers feel the 4th
House to be the best placement
for the development of psychic
sensations and experiences
and perhaps this is why so
many turn to Cancerians when
they have a problem.
Cancerians make good coun-
sellors and always seem to be
around to lend a sympathetic
ear to the less fortunate. People
of this sign make excellent lis-
teners and often seem to advise
with a wisdom far beyond their
years.

While it is true that Neptune
in the 4th House denotes a
good home-maker, that home
is often a natural retreat away
from the hustle and bustle of
modern life. Many psychics ac-
tively working in this sphere do
so in or from their homes.

In the 8th House or Scorpio,
Neptune suggests great ideal-
ism. There is a defined inclina-

tion towards occult and psychic
study, while Spiritualism and
philosophy strongly attract.
This placement emphasises in-
terest in concepts of life, death
and rebirth.

When in the 12th House or
Pisces, Neptune confers an in-
ner peace and tranquillity
which some individuals switch
on and off at will. And some of
the most unlikely people have
Neptune here. It is also sug-
gests innate dramatic talent.
However, there may also be an
inner loneliness that the sub-

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jects themselves find difficult to
define properly or to handle.

Pluto in the chart creates a
very strong intensity of feeling
wherever it is found. In Aries it
is the pioneering spirit, in
Gemini it is communication, in
Sagittarius a strong desire for
change in traditional values.

In Pisces, Pluto inclines sub-
jects to the abstract, the un-
known and the mysterious.
While this is good for psychic
abilities which, if properly con-
trolled, can be gainfully em-
ployed for the benefit of others,
Pluto in Pisces folk tend to be
rather unworldly.

Pluto holds on to old ideas
but is equally responsible for
sudden and drastic change.
Those with a prominent Pluto

have a gift for being able to ar-
gue so forcibly for both sides of
an argument that you may not
always be sure for which side
they are speaking.

Spiritual astrology deals with
the belief in the successive rein-
carnation of the soul. The most
influential planet in the birth
chart is often the key to this.
From its position, specialist as-
trologers suggest when and
where the soul was last on
Earth, in what body and what
type of society. As a soul devel-
ops through successive life-
times so also must the person-
ality develop.

Should the principal influ-
ence in the chart for the current
lifetime be Jupiter, for exam-
ple, all the other planets will as-
sist that individuality to devel-
op, albeit  with strong
Jupiterian overtones. In other
words, both the positive and
negative lessons of Jupiter
have to be mastered in prepara-
tion for the next life.

Should Neptune, for exam-
ple, be the next strongest influ-
ence in the chart and seen to be
so by place and aspect to
Jupiter, the next life will also
have strong Jupiter-Neptune
connotations. This will contin-
ue to be the case until all the
lessons have been learned.

This leaves the individual
free to explore all the ramifica-
tions not only of this life but all
the astrological possibilities of
the next life as well.

It can be seen, therefore, that
astrology does not limit people
for, by proper study, we may
transcend our charts. It is a wise
man who rules his stars —
where he carefully uses infor-
mation gleaned from the study
of his birth chart to his own ad-
vantage but does so in a self-
less manner.

mode of thinking and acting.

The first specimen has wide
word spacing which implies a
wish for mental distance be-
tween self and those with
whom contact is made.

Traditionally, a rainbow is
known as a bridge to a super-
natural otherworld; a pathway
used by the gods to convey
messages from their world to
ours. North and South Ameri-
can folklore associates a rain-
bow with a cosmic serpent or
rainbow snake; a symbol linked
to a healer or creator as well as
being a symbol of initiation.

To be described as a rainbow
person is therefore a beautiful
concept, showing that you
have special gifts, usually said
to come from the gods. Per-

haps you could become a heal-
er or medium or join a group
where such attributes can be
used, in which case the rain-
bow influences will be very evi-
dent and certainly of value to
you and others.

THE NEPHILIM

I was a fan of the band
‘Fields of the Nephilim’
which broke up in 1990. This
sparked an interest in the
Nephilim themselves but, de-
spite enquiries, I have been
unable to uncover any infor-
mation about this race of peo-
ple. — P.S., Perthshire.

The Nephilim are men-
tioned in the Bible (Genesis 6,
verse 4, Revised Standard Ver-
sion) and in considerable detail
in the ancient Sumerian tablets
which record their history. The
Nefilim (Sumerian spelling) are
a race who inhabit the planet
Marduk, known to the ancients
but only now being recognised
as very slowly entering our So-
lar system from outer space.

Marduk has an elliptical orbit
and is said to pass by Earth and
the other planets every 3,600
years. According to some, the
Nefilim still inhabit their planet
and influence the progress of
Earth whenever they come
within our Solar system’s orbit.

The Nefilim are likely to be

the original legendary ‘visitors
from other planets’ as well as
the ‘angels’ referred to in so
many religious texts. Certainly
they are strong contenders as
the real gods o?ancient Sumer,
Chaldea, Babylon, Greece and
Rome.

CROP CIRCLES
Are the many reports of
crop circles a new phenome-

| non or are there records of

their appearing in earlier
times? — J.P., Bow.

Such sightings seem to recur
with prolonged gaps between.
There are some 19th century
references but not all of these
were very reliable, certainly not
in retrospect.

It was once believed that in-
fernal spirits produced these
circles overnight and one in-
triguing woodcut shows the
devil mowing with a scythe, the
resultant shape being an elon-
gated crop circle. This woodcut
purports to date back to a pam-
phlet published in 1678 and is
sometimes used to illustrate ar-
ticles on the subject even now.
Although not common, re-
ports and illustrations from the
17th century are uncannily
similar to photographs of the
numerous crop circles reported
in the media over the past few
years.

Both these samples appear
to move in a serpentine man-
ner across the page, again con-
veying that mental pliability

mentioned earlier. The g in the
word ‘enough’ on the last line
is a pleasing, positive sign. It is
carried through to form the
next letter.

Imagination is not abnormal-
ly active as can be seen from
the restrained looping. In
many instances writers of
thready forms do not have the
vital energy, resistance and
staying power  possessed
by the average individual.
However, nature compensates
for this lack in them with that
clever and sharp awareness
which they need to function
with reasonable success in the
community.

As stated earlier, these writ-
ers require independence to
think and act under their own
directives. They are able to
gain much by astutely manoeu-
vring the atmosphere and vibes
of those with whom they meet.

With strong pressure they
are more positive but normally
they seldom take an unalter-
able stand. Negative implica-
tions could be insincerity, de-
ceitfulness and an absence of
genuine conscience.

When viewed two dimen-
sionally a tree can give amaz-
ing insight into man'’s life and
can even lead to speculation of
the possibility of parallel lives
and realities.

One only
needs to quieten one’s mind
and take the time to listen to
these beings’ gentle whispers
to learn much about mankind
and its workings.
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s a matter of faith I be-

lieve that by chopping

off my index finger I will
feel pain. It is a matter of faith
because | haven’t done so. But
there are people who claim to
be able to do this — without the
pain — as a matter of faith, and
some of them have done so.

Their definition of the word
faith would be, ‘the art of be-
lieving what you know not to be
true’ and another, perhaps more
accurate definition might be,
‘faith is a function of mindset.’

Mindset is perhaps the most
powerful tool nature has ever
invented. Mindset is how our
subconscious programmes us
to believe everything we do, or
don’t. It produces the simple
belief that an object dropped
from a height will fall to the
floor whereas the science of
physics merely confirms or de-
nies such belief.

Even if science confirms it,
there will be those who still be-
lieve it not to be true because
their particular mindset is not
readily re-programmed by ‘sci-
entific results.” Mindset is what
controls the belief in one deity
over another, Jesus over the
god of the volcano, Sol Invictus
over, well, you name it.

The concept of faith enters
the equation at a much later
stage. You make the decision
and set it. Once set it can be
very difficult to change. Mind-
set is your internal map of the
universe. The programme that
drives your beliefs. Everything
you do, say think and believe is
governed entirely by your
mindset.

Just how powerful the mind
is when it comes to defining
your view of reality is still debat-
able. Although it seems evident
that fire is hot, ice is cold and
oranges are orange, advances
in physics over the last couple
of years suggest that the physi-
cal world may be more akin to
the dream state mystics have
claimed it to be for centuries
than the solid model earlier sci-
entific experiments suggested.

Take that orange for exam-
ple. One of the first things we
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all learn in school physics class-
es is that white light is a combi-
nation of all the other colours;
that a prism can break it down
and that the colour of objects is
the frequency of light reflected
from them after absorbing the
other wavelengths. The fact
that an orange reflects orange
light and absorbs all others sug-
gests that its physical colour is
actually blue. And this is what
we've all believed for decades:
the frequency of light defines its
colour.

In reality, however, this most
fundamental belief turns out to
be wrong. Very recent experi-
ments composed of the mea-
surement of frequency while
flooding multi-coloured card
with various light sources
shows that frequency has very
little to do with colour.

What the experiment dem-
onstrated was that colour is not
a physical property: colour
doesn't exist outside of the
brain. By analysing the experi-
ment it was found that an ob-
ject’s colour is entirely a func-
tion of the intensity of light it
reflects coupled with that of the
intensity of everything else the
eye can see; your mind takes
this information and mathe-
matically manufactures 'colour.’

This raises the rather intrigu-
ing question of whether or not
you see the same colour as me
when looking at the orange.
We can both agree it’s orange
but my mindset could be pro-
ducing something very different
from yours when [ see ‘orange.’

This can, perhaps, explain
the real force behind hypno-
tism. Mindset is what the hyp-
notist re-configures to produce
everything from an ability not
to feel pain, right up to the abil-
ity not to see an object placed
in front of your face.

If much more of the world is
really a mathematical construct
of the brain than previously
thought, who can say what is
— and what is not — real? Per-
haps for the man up on stage
happily chewing a Spanish
onion in the belief that he's eat-
ing an apple, the rest of us real-

ly are mad to be laughing
Maybe he really is chewing an
apple, only we can't see it?

Everything we see, hear and
feel is probably very much as
we believe it to be. But it’s be-
come something of a psycho-
logical cliche to confuse
a banana with a gun. This is a
very simple example of abusing
the mindset of a large number
of people that makes a mock-
ery of any attempt to use wit-
nesses to verify anything from
muggings to UFOs. The one
thing you can’t trust to tell you
the truth is your own mind.

The importance of mindset
has been known for many
years. Brainwashing being the
extreme application of mindset
manipulation with which we
are most familiar but the extent
to which mindset controls our
perception of the world is only
now being discovered. Or at
least being admitted openly.

Perhaps the most infamous
mindset controller was Dr
Joseph Goebels. His technique
of programming a whole na-
tion by the manipulation of en-
tertainment and general media
material has secretly become
the model many governments
use to start with, then expand
upon, in order to control the
mindset of their own nations.

Prediction



In the annals of mindset con-
trol, second only to this particu-
lar bad doctor comes another
such. In this instance remem-
brance is a shame because Dr
Timothy Leary was the only
qualified voice in the 1960s
talking any sense about that
most toxic of substances, LSD.
At a time when British hospi-
tals and ‘psychiatric staff’ were
abusing their patients with
gross and entirely inappropri-
ate uses of the stuff, Dr Leary

What is more, it is still used to-
day in some cults and covens
during initiation ceremonies
designed to free the neophyte
from all sorts of basic shackles
of the mindset.

Chemical enhancement in
such situations tends to be
shunned by the more enlight-
ened as the brain can be made
to rewrite its map far more
readily by stimulating its own
chemicals. After all, that’s what
they are designed to do.

So much of belief is apocryphal at best that you
should consider not believing anything at all for
a while — just to see what would happen.

was imprisoned for shouting, not
‘Tune in, turn on and drop out,’
but ‘set, setting and dosage.’

Leary discovered that the
fundamental control LSD gives
over the mindset of the user
would vary depending on the
three principles of set, setting
and dosage. Fail to take into ac-
count any one of them and
you'd get the horrors or over-
dose or anything else the free-
wheeling subconscious cared to
come up with.

Simply swallowing the stuff
then going out for a night on
the town is not a very smart
way to use a substance that
meta-programmes your entire
consciousness. Such use is the
equivalent of driving down the
motorway and curling up to go
to sleep at 70 mph. The car be-
ing a metaphor for the drug
and the outcome — well, it
could be pretty literally applied
if you're unlucky.

Meta-programming, the pro-
gramming of your own pro-
grammer, became a cult obses-
sion with both military and
occult circles around the world.
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The difference between
mindset manipulation and sim-
ple persuasion is fundamental.
Persuasion is the art of provid-
ing data and backing it up with
logical argument in order for
the subject to see the message.
Information in a situation of
persuasion has a two-way flow
and a consensus is the most
likely outcome rather than a
sudden change of outlook.

This technique is also used by
mindset controllers but they vary
it in very subtle ways in order to
guarantee a particular response.
Mindset control is operating
whenever the subject is denied
the ability to respond in kind.

This occurs whenever infor-
mation is repeatedly forced into
the subject’s consciousness (by,
say, frequent TV newscasts or
incessant newspaper report-
ing), again without the subject
being able to be anything other
than a passive sponge. It also
tends to be targeted directly at
emotion rather than intellect.

Mindset manipulation is oc-
curring every day and in many
ways. It's a subtle, perhaps

even callous manipulative tech-
nique used by governments, or-
ganisations and individuals to
produce a pre-calculated re-
sponse in an individual or group
of people. Most advertising ma-
terial doesn't really qualify as
mindset control but it can do.

It doesn’t matter who you
are, what your IQ is or whether
or not you think you can be
hypnotised because mindset re-
programming is the basic func-
tion of your brain that enables
you to learn. Attempting not to
learn something to which you
are repeatedly exposed is like
asking a goldfish to keep its
mouth closed. Reprogramming
is fundamental to your nature.

There is only one defence
against mindset manipulation
— an alert knowledge that it is
happening. You can'’t stop it
happening any more than you
can dance on a cloud but you
can become aware of the ef-
fects. The easiest effects to spot
are exceptionally strong reac-
tions to a subject or word of
which you have little or no di-
rect personal experience.

‘Rape’ or ‘child porn’ are
two very strong examples for
most of us. If the merest men-
tion of either produces excep-
tionally strong feelings and
you've never been raped nor
had first-hand experience of
child pornography, then what
you are feeling is an abnormal
emotional reaction pre-pro-
grammed by mindset control.

In some instances mindset
control can be socially benefi-
cial, in others it can bring about
gas chambers and slave labour.
The problem for the mindset
controller is that the borderline
between good and bad is easily
blurred. Mindset control isn't
just the changing of your beliefs
but the deliberate alteration of
vour whole perception of the
universe. And always with the
best of intentions, of course!

The worst thing you can do
to a mindset controller is to tell
people he or she is doing it.
But perhaps the best thing to
do is to chop his fingers off —
just to prove he can feel pain.

Of all the motifs and symbols that have come
down to us from antiquity, the most enduring
and enigmatic must be the maze.

tylised representations of

mazes are common to

most ancient cultures,
ranging from Roman mosaics
to medieval French cathedrals,
from Indian temples to prehis-
toric sites in Britain.

The concept of the maze or
labyrinth predates written his-
tory. Some of the earliest ex-
amples known are carved on a
rock near Tintagel Castle in
Cornwall. These two looped,
spiralling patterns almost cer-
tainly date from the Neolithic
era some 5000 years ago. With
seven concentric rings, they are
classic examples of the oldest
type of maze design, the spiral.

Before going any further,
perhaps it might be as well to
say a few words about the dif-
ferent kinds of maze. Basically,
all mazes belong to one of two
types: the spiral or the key pat-
tern. In the former, one contin-
uous path leads unerringly to
the centre. It is impossible to
become lost, one simply fol-
lows a predetermined course.

The other type is the sort of
thing most of us think of when
we talk of a maze. The key pat-
tern which is believed to be of
Greek origin, is a more rectan-
gular formation which mean-
ders this way and that. So the
journey to the centre of a mean-
der maze (its alternative name)
is beset with dead ends, false
turns and branching paths.

In sharp contrast to spiral
mazes, in which one must in-
evitably reach the centre, it is
theoretically possible to wander
in a meander maze and never
find the correct route! This is
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the form of all modern mazes,
by which [ mean those construct-
ed in the last 500 years or so.
Perhaps one of the best
known examples is situated at
the old palace of Hampton
Court on the banks of the River
Thames. Now Hampton Court
and all similar hedge mazes
wherein the visitor might be-
come lost are similar not only in

' design but also in purpose: they

are built to amuse.

The earliest mazes, however,
were not constructed simply to
provide a merry diversion on a
Sunday afternoon. Their pur-
pose was altogether subtler and
more mysterious than mere en-
tertainment. This is typified in
turf mazes, a few of which still
exist such as that near the vil-
lage of Wing in Leicestershire.

Of unknown but undoubtedly
great age, this is a spiral design
30 yards in diameter, cut to a
depth of 3 inches in the sur-
rounding turf. Here, unlike the
great hedge mazes such as
Hampton Court, the whole de-
sign is visible at a glance. There
is no mystery about which path
to take because there is only
one, looping and curving back
upon itself as it leads inexorably
to the centre of the circle.

To the sophisticated, mod-
ern visitor there is something
more than a little puzzling
about a maze in which one can-
not lose one’s way! What could
possibly be the point of walking
a predetermined course along a
shallow bank of turf? The an-
swer is that these proto-mazes
were places not of amusement
but of ritual. Exactly what form

<

these rituals took, we can only
guess; possibly they symbolised
the passage of the soul from
birth to death.

Clues to the nature of these
curious sfructures may be
found in certain religious build-
ings in France and elsewhere.
Almost identical designs to the
turf maze at Wing are inlaid in
the floors of some older church-
es and cathedrals; a fine exam-
ple can be seen at Chartres.

There, the object was to en-
able people to undertake peni-
tential pilgrimages on their
knees, pilgrimages which rep-
resented journeys to Rome or
Jerusalem. Those making their
confession to the priest were
often instructed to perform
such penances in much the
same way that they would be
ordered to recite a number of
Hail Marys today.

Troy town

Turf mazes were once a
common sight not only in
Britain but throughout the
whole of Northern Europe. In-
deed, in Wales shepherds used
to cut mazes into the grass as a
pastime while watching their
flocks. They called these minia-
ture labyrinths Caerdroia which
is Welsh for the city of Troy.

We come here to a rather cu-
rious point about European
mazes and that is the constant
recurrence of the name Troy in
connection with their design. A
turf maze at Brandsby in York-
shire is known locally as ‘The
City of Troy’ while one near
the Oxfordshire village of
Somerton is called ‘Troy
Town.’

In Cornwall, any area of nar-
row streets and alleys is dubbed
a Troy Town while in Scandi-
navia turf mazes are often
named Trogin or Trogenburg.
Some have suggested that the
link between Troy and local
mazes is purely linguistic. In old
Celtic there was a common

word, troare which means to
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move or dance in a circular
fashion around a fixed point
and Troy could be a corruption
of this word.

Other folklorists have ob-
served that the city of Troy was
itself dedicated to Hippolytus
son of Croeseus who, it will be
recalled, found his way to the
heart of the original labyrinth.
This was the great maze of
Knossos where dwelt the fear-
some, bull-headed Minotaur.
Perhaps, then, some faint echo
of this legend may be enshrined
in the Troy Towns dotted
across Europe.

The Tor

Glastonbury Tor is inextrica-
bly linked in the minds of most
people with the legend of King
Arthur. For it was here that
Joseph of Arimathea brought
the Holy Grail after the Cruci-
fixion, the quest for which was
the chief goal of the Knights of
the Round Table.

The Tor is encircled by the
remains of ancient terraces

which, say believers, form a |

huge three-dimensional maze.
If they are right, it could be of
similar design to those at Wing
and Chartres. Small bumps at
various points on the terraces
could perhaps be ramps lead-
ing from one level to the next
so that seven complete circuits
of the Tor would be necessary
to gain the summit.

Most experts remain open-
minded about this idea which,
at the very least, has not been
disproved. Also, considering
the wealth of legend attached
to this particular site, a ritual
labyrinth would be among the
least outlandish features to
have existed here should it ever
be proven.

Modern mazes

The maze is far from being a
mere historical curiosity. Some
of the largest and most elabo-
rate mazes have been planted
in the present century. For ex-
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ample, in Hazelhead Park, Ab-
erdeen, is an extremely inge-
nious hedge maze of the mean-
der tyfpe which was a gift to the
city of one Henry Alexander.
He was Lord Provost in the
1930s and wished to com-
memorate his period in office
by something a little more
imaginative than the traditional
statue. The maze covers a little
over an acre and one of its en-
chanting features is a central
flagpole which is constantly
and tantalisingly wvisible, yet
seemingly unapproachable!
Another modern maze,
though of a somewhat more se-
rious nature, is located in the
garden of the rectory at Wyck
Rissington in Gloucestershire.
This was planted by the local

LLLLS,
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rector over a six-year period
from 1944 to 1950 following a
dream which he felt was divine-
ly inspired. The entrance repre-
sents the moment of birth and
the centre the goal of eternal
life. The ingeniously planned
dead-ends symbolise the sins
that lure one from the true path
to paradise.

For some unknown reason,
the British Isles are particularly
rich in examples of mazes and
labyrinths of all descriptions.
Far from being sterile archeo-
logical curiosities, the mazes of
this country are part of a vi-
brant, living tradition that flour-
ishes as much today as at any
time in the past.

Long may it continue to

| do so.
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r most people the coming
Rf the third millenium will
be a spiritual age worth
waiting for and already the 90s
are seeing a return to natural
values in the light of growing
environmental concerns.

There is no other more en-
during mystical symbol than the
pyramid. More people are
studying pyramidology to un-
ravel their secrets. This is an op-
portune time to reassess the
power of these wonders of our
world.

Pyramidology is not just the
study of their shape but the
analysis of how and why they
came to be and determining
their astronomical worth to the
scientists of the past. The an-
cient Egyptians honoured them
as symbols of the mythical
mound of creation. They were
began during the IVth Dynasty
(2613-2494 BC) to represent
the pharachs’ god-like status.

There has been a prolifera-
tion of imagery, adorning all
kind of media l’fS;om posters to
album covers. General knowl-
edge of them is limited to stories
that they were built by tens of
thousands of slave workers as
the tomb for the king but few
people ever go beyond this.

Oddly enough, not all of
them are situated in North
Africa. In Babylon, the capital
of old Mesopotamia (Iraq), there
were huge pyramid temples
known as ziggurats. They were
similar in purpose but con-
formed to a more rectangular
shape. At the Aztec temple city
Teotihuacan, in Mexico, stands
the massive Sun Temple, aptly
titled Place of the Gods. A trun-
cated step pyramid of 50 mil-
lion cu ft, it dates from about
200 BC.

At Tikal, one of the greatest
Mayan cities, there are eight
pyramids. The largest of these,
Temple, rises 229 ft. Religious
ceremonies took place at its
apex in a temple of only 150 sq
ft. Mayan pyramids were the
only ones not to be used as
tombs. A stone staircase leads
to the summit of almost each
one. The sides and roof of each
were meticulously decorated.

Pyramidology is not
new but is an enquiry
which appears to
have relevance for us
today to solve the
mysteries of these
intriguing structures.

Other examples include the
unusual oval Temple of the
Dwarf at Uxmal; the truncated
pyramid at Chichen ltza; and
the pyramid-temple of Kukul-
can. But step-pyramids are not
exclusive to Central America.
The first royal tomb in Egypt
was the 200ft step-pyramid of
Djoser on the Saqqara Plateau,
built around 2630 BC.

The Great Pyramid of Khufu
(better known as Cheops) at
Giza, the grand prize among
pyramid building, is the one that
stretches the patience of all
pyramidologists. All four sides
were set accurately on geo-
graphical lines, on the North
South axis to the four cardinal
points of the compass. At least
they were when they were built.
In the 5000 years since Cheops
was erected, the Earth has grad-
ually tilted on its axis causing
the pyramid now to be off line.

The ancient Egyptians had
no knowledge of the compass.
There is no convincing explana-
tion for this or how the outer
casing, polished with limestone,
was jointed accurately.

At 755 sq ft and standing an
imposing 481 ft tall, Cheops is
the largest funerary complex in
the world. Its volume of 91.5
millon cu ft is 30 times the mass

of the Empire State Building.

There are mathematical links
between its dimensions and our
planet’s geophysical data — the
base square has a side measur-
ing 365.259 units which hap-
pens to be the number of days
in the Solar tropical year. lts
weight, incidentally, (a stagger-
ing 5,955,000 tonnes) repre-
sents one-billionth of the
world’s total weight. It is official-
ly unfinished, having no culmi-
nating capstone; construction
having been deliberately termi-
nated at the 203rd course.

The Egyptian name for it is
The Light, as it is visible as a
brilliant golden mountain due to
its coat of smoothed-over lime-
stone. Down the centuries this
layer has been drastically re-
duced, plundered for other use.

To the pharachs, pyramids
were emblems of the quest for
immortality but to the army of
slaves who built them they
meant torture, exhaustion and
even death. The cost has been
discovered at mass tombs in
Egypt. One near Saqqgara con-
tained 600 skeletons. Most
were missing limbs and had suf-
fered from dangerously curved
spines.

The interior of an Egyptian
pyramid consists of a series of
corridors leading to the final
burial chamber. This was to
confuse grave-robbers, intent
on stealing the king's treasure
hoard. Curiously, as their nar-
row width cannot accommo-
date the passage of a sarcopha-
gus, it couldn't have been
placed inside after completion.
The pyramid had to have been
erected around it.

The general rule was to situ-
ate the final resting place at
about two-fifths of the total
height. Scientists were bewil-
dered to discover that so doing
actually benefits preservation.

Most secrets of the pyramids
are vet, if ever, to be decoded
and explained to a bewildered
world. That makes their appeal
so much more alluring. They re-
mind us that in conjunction with
striving for the future we must
learn and understand the com-
plexities of Earth’s past.
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The Egyptian goddess of
snakes was a lady called
Uatchet or Wadjet and
she is one of the more ancient
goddesses, a being of incredi-
ble power. Sometimes she
wears the crown of the North
on her head, in her hand she
carries a sceptre around which
is curled a snake. In other illus-
trations Uatchet is shown as a
snake herself, wearing the
crown. Occasionally she is de-
picted as a winged snake.

Uatchet’s home area, so to
speak, was in the Nile Delta
where snakes were thicker on
the ground than elsewhere in
Egypt. This makes digging up
details about the goddess more
difficult.

Once the ancient gods
ceased to be worshipped, their
shrines were destroyed and the
surrounding grounds ploughed
up again and again. Traces of
the liturgies and prayers are
almost impossible to find in the
Delta area but are far better
preserved in the arid South
where there was less agricul-
ture and therefore less tempta-
tion to dig up everything.

Perhaps the nearest thing
we have today to a Uatchet
ceremony would be the North
American snake-handling
cults. These people feel that
God has given them power
over serpents and, at the
height of their rituals, church
members pass snakes around.
As the snakes used are ven-
omous, newcomers are forbid-
den to join in this part of the
service and it is illegal to do so.

However a very similar ser-
vice would have been held in
the ancient Uatchet temple.
The priests would certainly
have handled dangerous

We may think of snakes as unpleasant but in
ancient Egypt they were revered.

snakes in order to prove that
they were pure in heart. Of
course, in ancient times, this
would have been done in the
name of the Goddess.

One of the ancient myths
states that Uatchet sheltered
Isis, the Queen of Heaven,
when that lady was pregnant.
[sis was being pursued by Set,
Lord of all Evil, at the time.

Uatchet had an island in the
Nile that was so full of snakes
that even Set decided to leave
the place alone. The papyrus
reeds grew thicker to shelter
the Queen of Heaven.

Thus Isis brought forth Ho-
rus and the snakes and their
goddess cared for the child
who would one day grow up

| and become the hero-god who

would save the world from
darkness. Isis rewarded Uatch-
et with extra magical powers
for her help, including the gift
of prophecy.

The above legend has a sen-
sible reason behind it. Snakes
can swim and, in a flood, will
attempt to reach the nearest
high ground or island. Human
beings do the same thing, of
course, and in many tropical
floods people suddenly find
snakes trying to take refuge on
the same island.

This might have been a re-
curring problem whenever the
Nile flooded. An island crawl-
ing with snakes would have
been a regular event for the an-
cient Egyptians, though, as the
river Nile flooded every year.

In later years Uatchet began
to merge with Isis. You might
consider this as Isis-of-the-

snakes. At this point Uatchet is
shown as a goddess with a hu-
man body but with the neck
and head of a snake. She even
gets a new name for she be-
comes the Goddess Ren-nut,
the protector. This unlikely
snake-headed goddess is even

| shown nursing the baby Horus.

Very few people like snakes

| and most expect them to be

cold and slimy. Snakes don't
like being cold because they go
torpid. Once this happens they
cannot move very much or re-
spond quickly to a threat. So
snakes prefer to be warm and
are not naturally slimy. Long
ago, they took to burrowing as
a means of getting away from
their enemies.

Some skinks today behave
like lizards studying to be
snakes. Their limbs look oddly
wasted but they try to burrow
by wriggling under stones or in-
to the earth. Thousands of
years from now their remote
offspring will be limbless and
only their skeletons will show
the thickened bones which
once bore limbs.

Snakes have a simple
lifestyle. They are geared to
hunt, eat and sleep. Relatively
few snakes seek to trouble
mankind. To the ancient Egyp-
tians, however, the snake god-
dess was a very important
figure. Why?

The economy of ancient
Egypt was not based on gold
but on grain. If there was
enough grain stored up, the
Egyptians could barter for any
foreign luxury they wanted.
There was only one problem
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with this otherwise excellent
idea — stored grain gets
spoiled by rats and mice. One
pregnant rat in a granary could
wreck the entire economy.

Long before the Egyptians
genetically engineered the do-
mestic cat, they realised that
their snakes were a terrific as-
set. Snakes eat rats and mice.
So, if a couple of non-ven-
omous snakes cared to stop by
your granary, you would put
out a small bowl of fresh milk
every day to encourage them
to stick around.

You wanted those snakes to
move into the granary and re-
gard it as their new home — a
desirable residence for snakes.
The priests spoke truth when
they said ‘the rats and the mice
are the evil that consumes the
soul of the world.” The snakes
protected you against the ene-
my rodents and against
starvation.

Snakes had another useful
spin-off as pets. Some rat fleas
can carry bubonic plague and
those fleas are not too careful
about whom they bite, some-
times trying human blood, just
for a little variety. The plague is
passed to humans through the
saliva of the rat flea but house-
holds with domestic snakes
tended to be free of mice and
rats — and rat fleas.

Villages whose people re-
spected snakes remained free
of plague. Villages where
snakes were automatically
killed seemed to suffer from
plague. It wasn't magic, it was
rat E?leas, but to the Egyptians it
seemed that the divine snake
could keep humanity free from
plague.

So Uatchet became a very
powerful deity indeed. She
could grant health and long
life, long before those powers
passed into the hands of the
cat goddess.

The snake doesn’t, however,
make a very good domestic
pet. Nature turned its burrow-
ing lizards into fragile creatures
who are easily injured; their rib
cages are especially vulnerable.

Few snakes are naturally ag-
gressive to mankind but most
snakes are deaf and the others
suffer impaired hearing.

If asleep, they may not hear
you coming and won't, there-
tore, wake up and get out of
your way. It is easy to injure a
snake by stepping on it and the
snake has only one defence
against the stupid giant that
trod on it and that is fangs. Be
fair to the snake: you would not
be well disposed to a 60 ft giant
who stepped on you, either!

A snake can appear quite af-
fectionate to someone who
handles it regularly. It learns to
trust the human but still cannot
hear its owner calling it for din-
ner. The Egyptians came to
terms with this shortcoming in
snakes but designed a more
satisfactory pet later on: the
domestic cat.

The cat would show affec-
tion to its owner. The cat might
even come in for its food, if it
wasn't doing anything more
important when you called it.
And, even more vital, the cat
would also deal with rats and
mice in the granaries.

Cats could help on the docks
of a harbour or even travel on
ships carrying wheat to colder
places where reptiles could not
survive. It was a great idea to
get your cargo to its destination
despite the ship's population
of rats, for the latter were al-
ways a problem to sailors.

Oddly perhaps, cats and
snakes generally get on very
well together. One Egyptian
design shows a curious mix of a
cat’s head on a winged snake.

Much of the early Egyptian
art shows a preoccupation with
snakes. They accompanied
gods and kings; the virtuous
snakes lurked in the heavens
and the nastier ones lurked in
the underworld.

Tomb paintings showed
friezes of cobras lined up to
protect the deceased. Uatchet
seems to have retained all
of her mysterious powers
and her hold on the Egyptian
imagination.

Many ancient peoples be-
lieved that the snake was im-
mortal. An ancient magical for-
mula states, ‘I am the serpent
SATA. I die and I am reborn
again. | renew myself and I
grow young each day.’

Possibly this belief started
when snakes were observed
shedding their old skins to
show new and brighter colours
underneath. Of course the
snake isn’t immortal but it did
become the symbol of medical
work and healing. Exactly who
first milked poisonous snakes
for their venom is not clear but
that venom can be used in a
serum against snake bite.

I have heard it estimated that
one quarter of the gold and
gems that we mine goes back
underground. This could be the
‘buried treasure’ of legendary
pirates or even deep bank
vaults and Fort Knox!

Uatchet’s children are in
charge of underground trea-
sure. Traditionally they make
sure that the treasure stays put.
If you are taking up a search for
hidden treasure, you might do
well to stay on good terms with
this deity.

Snakes were great tomb
guardians. All you had to do
was to spread the word that
pharach’s tomb was guarded
by poisonous serpents and he
and his treasure could lie undis-
turbed for all eternity. A couple
of Uatchet’s more venomous
children were far more effec-
tive than a curse against tomb
robbers.

The latter might be unable to
read a written warning such as,
‘Death comes with a swift bite
to any who disturb the peace of
Pharaoh.” On the other hand,
one hiss from a snake would be
enough to ensure that the
tomb robber got the message
and departed.

The snake may well start ap-
pearing on the list of endan-
gered animals before very
long. Snake skin is still used for
belts, handbags and shoes.
Moreover snakes have a repu-
tation for containing an aphro-
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disiac in their gall bladders. The
traditional Eastern way of get-
ting the gall bladder out is sim-
ply to cut the snake open with
a knife, remove the gall bladder
and leave the snake to die.

Yet neither its gall bladder or
any other part of the creature
has any aphrodisiac properties
at all. It is far more important
to leave the snake in peace.
Alive, it will chase mankind’s
traditional enemy, the rat.

Incidentally, do not believe
those people who say that the
snake has no nerves and can-
not feel pain. The people who
come out with this sort of state-
ment do not know what they
are talking about. The snake
has nerves that register pain in
the same way as do your
nerves. Unfortunately it takes
the snake longer to die and its
nerves continue to register
pain. Small wonder, then, that
snakes tend to avoid mankind
whenever possible.

Modern meditation

How would you go about
meditating on the snake god-
dess today? Snakes have never
been exactly popular in the
Western world — probably for
Biblical reasons. Indeed, | have
come across more than one
book that insisted that orna-
ments of snakes, bats, Star
Wars figures, aliens from outer
space, frogs, toads, wolves,
dogs, cats, etc are all symbols
of the devil!

If you were in search of a
snake ornament, it might be
best to look first in an Indian
shop. Brass and carved wood-
en snakes do turn up in such
shops whereas the more West-
ernised ones stock just about
everything else except snakes.
Jewellers, on the other hand,
do sell a number of silver or
gold snakes, usually with emer-
ald or ruby eyes; they come as
brooches, bracelets and, even
more popular apparently,
rings.

If you are meditating or do-
ing some form of magical work
on Uatchet, your key colour

might be brown or even a dark
green. Various snakeskin pat-
terns have been used on fab-
rics, so one of these may come
in useful. The same colours
would be appropriate for can-
dles. You'd want a slightly
harsh incense — nothing sickly
sweet because wisdom isn't
‘sweet’ and most of us learn it
through bitter experience.

Snake-type music might in-
clude the Arabian Dance from
the Nutcracker, possibly some-
thing from Scheherezade or
even some haunting flute mu-
sic. Your ritual offering might
just be a saucer of milk unless,
of course, you can spare a little
money for the reptile house at
London Zoo. Every zoo appeal
finds it more difficult to raise
money for the occupants of the
reptile house.

One of the finest modern
studies in snake magic might
be the David Eddings Belgariad
and Malloreon books. Salmiss-
ra, the snake queen, is not a
very nice person. However,
her disgraced minister, Sadi,
works for the Powers of Light
with a bag full of medicines and
poisons which are very helpful
on the second Quest.

Sadi  demonstrates  the
snake's cure-or-kill ability. He
carries the drugs for those in
need. He also carries Zith who
is small, green and totally dead-
ly. Zith is a delightful snake
who purrs and she would make
a great operatic heroine. If you
enjoy reading fantasy, you
could learn a lot about animal
magic from these books.

So what would we invoke
the snake goddess for today?
How would we meditate upon
her or honour her? Perhaps we
could restore her old job and
put her in charge of the econo-
my; after all, she did a pretty
good job in ancient Egypt.

So next time we have an
economic crisis, let's get the
wisest expert to deal with the
problem. The Snake Mother
might be invoked to look after
the Treasury and could, per-
haps, look after the Bank of

England at the same time.

She might keep an eye on
the Civil Service as well — we
could use some help from a
snake goddess. A divine, beady
reptilian eye might give corrupt
officials pause tor thought and
a displeased hiss could imply
that it was time to mend one’s
ways or elssssse.

The other thing we might
consider is the business of heal-
ing. There comes a time for all
of us when our nearest and
dearest move out of the region
where normal healing is possi-
ble towards the ultimate heal-
ing of death.

Terminal illness can be horri-
ble both for the victim and
those watching. Those words,
‘May you live forever’ symbol-
ise a dreadful curse. No one
would wish to live for ever with
continually increasing pain.

Perhaps we are uncomfort-
able with Uatchet because she
reminds us that at times we
have to let go and allow the
healing of death. Let us re-
member the old legend that the
snake dreams of the morrow
but in this particular case to-
morrow is the next incarna-
tion. The snake with its tail in
its mouth is there to remind us
that death is not just an ending
but also a new beginning.

Treat the snake with respect
and she will show you all
eternity.

booked a dinner for 14
people one evening in 1989 in
the Savoy’s Pinafore Room.
One guest cancelled at the last
minute so his other guests sat
down uneasily to dine.

‘Rubbish!” he respond-
ed, laughing at their fears.

A few weeks later, however,
Woolf Joel was shot dead in
Johannesburg and both the
hotel staff and his dinner guests
shuddered at the fulfilment of
that grim superstition. The ho-
tel’s Basil lonides promptly de-
cided such a situation must
never again arise at the Savoy.

From a single plank of Em-
bankment plane tree he carved
out a three foot high wooden
cat with a wonderfully curling
tail and named him Kaspar.
Now Kaspar is always rushed
into action whenever 13 guests
are due to dine.

He is placed on the 14th
chair with a spotless white nap-
kin round his neck and is given
his own handsome setting and
wine glass; he is even served
with a helping of each course.
In this way disaster is averted
by the discreet Kaspar who
never betrays any titbits of gos-
sip discussed at table, nor Soes
he flirt with anyone’s spouse!

Early days

According to some, this 13
at table fear is based on the
number of people present at a
feast in Valhalla for heroes.
Loki, the evil one, arranged for
the death of Baldur the Beauti-
ful on that occasion. The same
number, of course, were at
table for Jesus’ Last Supper.

The next Friday 13th this
year falls in September and
some triskaidephobics (the
name for those who fear this
date!) will watch every move
they make on that day. They
may point out that Friday was
the day on which Adam and
Eve are said to have eaten the
forbidden fruit, the day of Je-
sus’ Crucifixion and that Friday
13th was the date when Joan
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of Arc was burned at the stake;
even the Wall Street Crash
happened on Friday 13th. Al-
so on that day of ill omen, in
1941, the world's worst
avalanche occurred in Peru.
The ancient Greeks and
Vikings also feared the number
13 and even today Transat-
lantic liners have been known
to have their departure times
postponed to avoid sailing on a
Friday the 13th. Research has
revealed a higher number of

road accidents on this day too
— self-fulfilling prophecy?

No house in Paris is a No 13
and the Italians even avoid this
number in their State lotteries!
Some businessmen almost
never hold an annual meeting
on a Friday the 13th, as the
Evening Standard reported.

For those still unconvinced
and doubtful of how to handle
this day, here is a step-by-step
caution. Try to get out of the
right-hand side of the bed and
put on the right sock and shoe
first. Walk downstairs carefully
for breakfast and, if you pass

anyone on the stairs, cross
your fingers!

Eating an egg for breakfast?
See that you smash the shell af-
terwards lest a witch uses it to
put to sea and cause a ship-
wreck! Don’t pour tea out of
the same teapot if two women
have handled it as old supersti-
tion foretells that one of them
will have a baby within the
year. Oh, and do stir your tea
clockwise to avoid a quarrel !

Obviously the bathroom is
dodgy ground on Friday 13th
as breaking a mirror then can
be a perilous omen, so it is
said. Also, if you put your
clothes on inside out leave
them that way until teatime as
this, believe it or not, will result
in good luck coming your way!

Pot-holers or miners must
take special care not to whistle
while underground on this date
if they wish to avoid misfor-
tune. According to tradition,
this whistling ban on Friday
13th also applies to chorus
girls, actors, musicians, sports
persons, gamblers, race-goers
and fishermen.

It goes without saying that
you would be wise to avoid
walking under ladders and ac-
cepting the third light from a
match on this date. This last
belief began in World War One
when soldiers found the first
light alerted an enemy sniper,
the second gave him time to
take aim and he shot to kill at
the third. So there’s quite a lot
to remember on this date if you
are at all superstitious.

Other side of the coin

Of course it can be ‘lucky for
some.” Mr Vorster of South
Africa was born on the 13th.
He was the family’s 13th child
and was 13th in Cabinet se-
niority before being elected
Premier of his country after 13
years in Parliament! Even his
golf handicap is said to be 13.

Baroness Thatcher was also
born on the 13th and married
on the 13th. Fim producer
Herbert Wilcox also liked this
number, insisting that he re-
ceived the 13th copy of all film
scripts he handled.

DANCING WITH DRAGONS
by D.J.Conway
Llewellyn/Macmillan,
14.95/£11.99)
THIS REALLY 1S about dragons — how to
contact them, befriend them and co-
operate with them in magical practice.
This may sound far-fetched but the au-
thor sincerely claims to have seen drag-
ons since childhood and has been
deeply impressed by the uncanny uni-
versality of dragon lore throughout the
world,

Indeed, if ever there was an arche-
tﬁpal creature (in Jungian terms) it is
the dragon which, according to Con-
way, is a powerful astral being whose
energies can be tapped and utilised in
order to enhance one’s life in many
ways. After a thorough and fascinating
account of dragons in world mytholo-
gy, the author shows us how to use
dragon power in magic.

Most of the text is devoted to in-
structions on achieving the right magi-
cal state of mind, the rituals to use, mu-
sic and dance, and all the usual magical
methods adopted by ‘modern pagans.’
Finally, Conway describes various types
of dragons, those of the elements, the
seas, mountains, forests, planets and,
of course, chaos and destruction.

Although the tone of the book is a
little over-sentimental for my taste, it
does make good sense to adopt the
dragon’s image as a focus for magical
work as it is obviously a potent symbol
of the occult forces of life and the uni-
verse. Dragon-lovers everywhere will
like this book. — R.H.

by John Bonner

THis 1s A scholarly and comprehensive
introduction to the subject that makes
much reference to the Golden Dawn
and the magical dimension of the
knowledge amid a very wide-ranging
overview.

I found it more descriptive than in-
structive although, if studied under the
guidance of a teacher, it will be of great
value; a newcomer with no other
source of instruction would probably
be more learned but no wiser after
reading it.

THE MEDIUM, THE MYSTIC
AND THE PHYSICIST

by Lawrence LeShan
(Penguin/Arkana,
£8.99/5$10.95)

THE FACT THAT modern science en-
croaches on territory formerly held ex-
clusively by mysticism is old hat. Le-
Shan begins by trawling old ground but
then diverges as he gives us a version
of the world as the Minkowski, four-di-
mensional universe where we are all
caught up within the segmented flow
of our individual lives, falsely believing
that the world just happens, while in
truth it is.

In the process, LeShan poses ques-
tions such as, in a world of relative val-
ues, is evil anything more than a purely
perceptual viewpoint? Working his
way towards a credible scientific expla-
nation of the paranormal, he presents
us with a remarkably original way of
looking at the world and ends with the

NUMEROLOGY

by Norman Shine

(Aurum Press, £12.50)

THE AUTHOR, A distinguished and re-
spected public lecturer on his subject,
opbviously has the kind of mind that rel-
ishes form, order, progression and,
above all, deep analysis. Sadly, I must
confess that my own intellect was not up
to the challenge presented by his book.

Initially 1 was confused by what
seemed like complicated diagrams and
unexpected interpretations of the
numbers and dates. However, after a
few days’ respite [ returned to the task
with a clearer head and the patterns
and intentions began to emerge and
eventually became quite enjoyable.

It was still not an easy read as [ am
obviously not on the same mental
wavelength as the author and much
prefer the more traditional numerolo-
gy books which I find easier to compre-
hend. This, though, is my failing and

not Shine’s whose approach will cer-
tainly appeal to those who like geomet-
ric order or enjoy mathematics and
computer graphics.

So, if only for taking a new ap-
proach to an old art/science, Shine's
latest work must be recommended
even if some may decide it is not for
them. — J.C.T.

NOSTRADAMUS:

The New Revelations

by John Hodge

(Element, £9.99 pbk;
£18.99/$28.95 hbk)

‘THE ENIGMA OF prophecy attracts our
romantic imagination and we are con-
stantly drawn to maps of the future.’
So speaks the author at the end of this
fascinating book.

Perhaps nobody will ever know ex-
actly what the cryptic sayings of Nos-
tradamus point to but there is no doubt
that they have held a remarkable fasci-
nation ever since their publication in
1555. Of course, as the end of the cur-
rent millennium approaches, interpre-
tations of Nostradamus are bound to
loom large and this book by Hogue is
one of the best you are likely to find.

He provides a history and back-
ground of Michel de Nostradame then
takes us through the major events of
the past few centuries, illustrating the
uncanny links with certain of the
prophecies. The later chapters deal
with the sinister possibilities of the
foretold ‘third antichrist’ plus hints of a
coming Armageddon, warnings of ge-
ological upheaval, meteoric collision
with Earth, new plagues, and so on.

However, the author ends on a
hopeful note. He points out that some
of the later prophecies show the possi-
bility of the awakening of a new con-
sciousness in humanity due to the ap-
pearance of a great religious teacher
around the year 2000. This, of course,
is what we all wish to hear and, like all
those who interpret these prophecies,
it probably says more about the au-
thor's hopes and wishes than anything
else. —R.H.

GATES OF LIGHT

by Rabbi Joseph Gikatilla
translated by Avi Weinstein
Ll-':ix)'per Collins, $30.00/£25.00

FOR THOSE WHO take a serious interest
in the Cabbala, this is a real gem. Al-
though there is a vast secondary litera-
ture on the subject, much of this is gar-
bled by modern-day occultists, the
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original sources of Cabbalistic doctrine
being largely inaccessible to those who
do not know Hebrew.

Until now, the main source-work
has been the Zohar, a vast volume of
muystical and theosophical speculation
composed in the 13th century. The
present work, written about the same
time, also deals with the main themes
of Cabbala, notably the ten sephiroth
or spheres of divine activity through
which the universe is created and
maintained.

However, Gikatilla places a clear
emphasis on the interpretation of Bibli-
cal verses, the ‘names of God' and
their mystical significance. The great
message of this author, as well as other
exponents of the Cabbala, concerns
the need for closer union with the
Creator.

This task is accomplished through a
continuous deepening of one’s insight
into the meaning of the ‘divine lan-
guage.’ The latter is embodied not only
in the ten sephiroth and the material
creation but also in the very letters of
the Hebrew language, especially in the
Torah.

The book does assume that the
reader already has some acquaintance
with the subject and, if so, you'll find
this scholarly work a mine of fascinat-
ing insights. — R.H

THE PARTICIPATORY MIND

by Henryk Skolimowski
(Penguin/Arkana,
£9.99/512.95)

THIS BOOK HAS the rare quality of mak-
ing you feel that you have just walked
into a brightly lit room; everything
takes on added clarity and glows with
new meaning. The author’s main
theme is based on the idea that the uni-
verse unfolds through an intelligent
process: everything reflects the opera-
tion of Mind.

He distinguishes three levels. Mind [
is our own analytical level of mind;
Mind 11 is the sum total of all sensitivi-
ties that evolution has developed in us;
Mind 1Il is co-extensive with the whole
of reality. Within this framework, he
sees the universe as open-ended and
shows that human evolution itself must
be similarly open-ended if it is to be tru-
ly creative and alive.

Our range of sensitivities and what
he calls the ‘spiral of understanding’
are greatly restricted by our condi-
tioned view of reality. What we need,
therefore, is a way to grow beyond our
limited range and become increasingly
conscious participants in the universe
rather than mere observers. For, in a
very real sense, we are the universe
and the more we can evolve in terms of
Mind the richer our participation.

The author shows us numerous
ways to develop a more creative and
alive attitude and, hopefully, grow into
real human beings at last. There is cer-
tainly a rich mine of inspiration in this

book for anyone seeking a more mean-
ingful perspective on the world and the
purpose of human life. — R.H.

by Kathleen McCormack
(Thorsons, £7.99)

become one in a new, ongoing series
of popular books angled at those with
romance in their hearts.

Starting with Sun sign astrology, the
author offers guidance on how to dis-
cover and keep your ideal partner. The
sign profiles are broken down into de-
cans, so are rather more accurate than
many a similar work and the compati-
bility tables link each of the 12 signs
with every other. The astrology section
ends with a short chapter on potential
health weaknesses through the signs
including recommendations for com-
bating these environmentally and with
the help of the relevant mineral salts.

The next major section follows
along similar lines but here the topic is
various forms of numerology. Then the
reader is shown how to use the Tarot
for answering queries regarding ro-
mance, including the interpretation of
the Mystic Card Spread for matters of
the heart.

The next chapter reveals what your
dreams are telling you about your love
life according to the nature of their
content. This is followed by a chapter
on tea-leaf reading where the symbols
seen are similarly interpreted from a
lover’s viewpoint.

The final chapters are concerned
with traditional methods of identifying,
attracting or keeping a lover through
floramancy, or the language of flowers,
old spells and incantation, supersti-
tions and omens of love. All in all, an
entertaining guide to love and happi-
ness with the help of various divinatory
arts. — M.E.

DON'T BLAME ME, I'M A
GEMINI

(Piccadilly Press, £5.99)

THOUGH WRITTEN IN light-hearted style,
this paperback has a serious under-
tone: its aim is to encourage young-
sters to take astrology a stage further
than Sun signs and use it as a tool for
understanding.

Admittedly, most of the text con-
sists of Sun sign style interpretations:
personality traits, love and friendship,
school and rules, hobs, hobbies and
what to wear, etc. However, the reader
is also taught how much more informa-
tion can be gleaned from a complete
horoscope reading.

The charts of popular figures such
as Whitney Houston and Arnold
Swarznegger are used as examples and
the components that make up a chart

are explained. The tome ends with 12
questionnaires that each ask ten perti-
nent questions to discover ‘How true
you are to your Sun sign.’

A useful appendix includes a list of
astrological organisations and book-
shops together with recommended
teaching manuals. A good start! —B.L.

THE BOOK OF CELTIC SAINTS
by Courtney Davis & Elain Gill
(Cassell, £18.99 hbk)

THIS 1S AN enchanting and absorbing
portrayal of the lives and times of the
Celtic saints of early Christianity such
as our St Michael and St Bridget of Ire-
land. The male and female saints who
feature in Welsh, Scottish, Irish and
English mythology are all here in this
beautifully produced book.

The well written and informative
text is by Cornish-born Elaine Gill who
has had a life-long interest in her Celtic
roots and there are 120 vibrant colour
plates by the ever talented Courtney
Davis. This happy combination of au-
thor and artist has resulted in a well re-
searched, visually stunning work, obvi-
ously lovingly put together.

DICTIONARY OF SYMBOLS

by Carl G.Liungman

(Norton, £13.40)

SYMBOLS CAN MEAN far more than is
apparent from a causal glance; they
can contain hidden or deeper
meanings intended only for those with
the right knowledge to unravel the
underlying complexities and interpret
the message. From primitive cavemen
to Jung and beyond, symbols have
always  captured the  human
imagination and are to be found
worldwide, in every culture and every
aspect of human activity.

Here are very nearly 600 pages of
symbols of every sort imaginable, care-
fully grouped and cross-referenced to
aid the reader in his/her search for a
particular sign. The groupings are, per-
haps, unusual in that instead of, for
instance, placing all the astrological,
alchemical, religious or whatever sym-
bols together, they are grouped ac-
cording to their geometric make-up;
that is number of axes, straight, curved
or crossing lines, closed or open, efc, etc.

At first confusing unless the reader
knows exactly how a particular sign is
constructed, there is a great deal of
sense in this form of identification. In
any event, there are other methods of
classification in this excellent reference
work, including a word index and a re-
ally superb, ‘recognise it at a glance’
graphic index.

Each individual entry includes the
sign’s history, meanings and systems in
which it is used and, where appropri-
